Mr. CLEGHons:, bill to prohibit sales of
liquor to persons belonging to countries with
which we have no treaty stipulations, which of
course is particularly intended to include
Chinese and South Sea Islanders, wat dis-

cussed in the House lost Tuesday, and on
notion ot Keau of Honolulu, supported by the
Attorney General and Mr. Rhodes, was de-

feated. Mr. Rhodes is reported to have said
in argument, that, " If this law gees into force
we shall prevent respectable men from get-d- ag

a living, and throw it into the hands of
ail the scoundrels of the country." It cannot
be regarded as an argument to weigh with
the pablic, that " respectable men " will be
prohibited from sappiyiBg natives through the
atediam of Chinamen. The " scoundrels " can
be left to the care of the police, who need
have so difficulty in dealing with that class.
The Attorney General is reported to have ar
gued, that, The Chinese are not more guilty
than others," and that, " tl,se had made
all tie hue and cry against the illicit sale oi
liquors were the very ones who bad done, and
w ho w ould do less than auv others towards its
suppression; that from them he had failed to
elicit testUaony thoogb. earnestly ought after,
upon whhh to convict offenders." This is a
Bweepwg charge, for the roost substantial part
of the couimuoity are to-d- ay making tho "hue
and cry" against sales to Hawaiuns which
are believed to be mde, in a great degree,
through Chinese. It will net do for the au-

thorities to demand ot individuals the work of
working up liquor cases. That can ami should
be done by the officers of the law, although
good citizens should always be ready to fur-

nish such information as they have to assist
officers.

Xoir and then an officer is found who shows
what can be done by determination, courage
and a reasonable amount of sense. Let us Iu e
more of such officers, who feel that they are
paid for enforcing the law.

Dceisg the last week the Legislature has
been doing good hard work, ami considerable
progress has been made with the Appropria-

tion Bill. Several important items, however,
have been reserved. Among these is the ap
propriation for military; for this $73,500 is
asked in all, under the following heads:
King's Guards, 39,517 35; bund, flags, sa-

lutes and incidentals, 539,852 65 ; aid to vol--
wtteer coespanies, $12,000. As yet no report
has beeu made as to how the 65,000 appro-
priated by the Legislators of 1S7S has been '

think he should havo tho power to increae
assessment, and the provision allowing him
to make them uniform seems to include such
power; and wo doubt if tho remedy by appeal
from unfair or illegal taxation is yet niadi
sufficient, although tho Bill properly provides
against the present wrong of allowing assess-

ors and collectors to sit on tax appeal boards.
The collectors and assessors as well as the

inspector should bo paid Rome stated salary
or conpenaation and not by commissions.
All these appointments ought to bo made by
tho Minister of Finance by approval, not of
the King nlone, but of the King in Cabinet
Council. They should never be given to Leg-

islators for that is only an indirect but well
understood mode of obtaining their votes,
which neither honorable members nor the ap-

pointing power should sanction. Snchapioint- -
ments have long been a source of snnUal wj
the country, and the Cabinet which give them
up will get and deserve tho respect and ap-

proval of the community.
The epcne of collecting taxes might bo

lessened by allowing slight abatement for tax-

es paid into tho treasurv or to Sheriffs in the i

outer Districts, by November 1. There is no
reason why this saving should not Iks made I

The Bill as a whole shows care and good
sense in its preparation, and is far better than
the present law.

The last mail brought us the full list of tho
new English Cabinet. This is formed of such
hoterogeneous materials that wo hardly think
it can hold together very long. Messrs. Glad-

stone, Chamberlain and Bright, the Marquis of
Uartmgton and fheDuko of Argj lo must w ork
on such totally different lines, and must have
such very divergent views, that we doubt
whether the common bond of " party" can
keep thorn together. This is ever the great
Btumbling block to the success of liberalism in
England ; so many banners wavo in its ranks
that its councils are divided, and instead of
putting forth a distinct line of policy it is con-

stantly obliged to put up with patchwork leg-

islation in order to please and to keep the
votes of unruly followers.

Mr. Gladstone, who is First Lord of the
Treasury, or Premier, ami Chancellor of the
Exchequer as well, is undoubtedly the fore-

most man in England. Ho is gifted with
wonderful oratorical power, and his abilities
for Finance are unrivalled. He is the only
man whoever made "a budget as interesting
as a poem." His ago how ever must tell against
him in the arduous labors he has undertaken.
However great his ability for intern jl admin-
istration he is utterly incapable of formulating
a good foreign policy; iu fact, his method of
managing foieign affairs always leads to war.

Lord Hartington is a man who is "good all
round;'' he has set before himself the trnly
IKitriotic ideal. He is a statesman first and n
partisan after. This gentleman ought to havo l

been Prime Minister. He has been the ac-
knowledged leader cf his party during the
time it has been in opposition, and it speaks
volumes for him that, at the mmeut of suc-

cess, he should be willing to accept office nn-d- er

another man. Lord Granville, whw presides
over the Foreigu Office, has some ugly passages
to get oer with regard to Russia during his
former administration; he was then huod-wink- ed

by Count Shouvaloff into making state-
ments which eventually prood to bo untrue.
This especially holds good of the fortifications
put up aud ittk hrtd by the Russians ou the
Amou Dana. If Mr. Foster dues as well for
Ireland as he has done for education in the
United Kingdom he will do good service.
Passitig over many names, we come to Mr.
Chamberlain and tsir Charles Duke; the former
is a mere office seeker aud a hobbv rider t o
boat, his bobby being the exclusion of minori-
ties from representation. Sir Charles Dilke is
the author of "Greater Britaiu," a work of
very superficial character. He is au extreme
radical and can be tittle in sympathy with
many of his colleagues. The last name we
shall notice is that of Mr. Brassey. This geu-tleiu- au

would have worthily occupied the post
of First Lord of Admiralty, but we have no
doubt that wherever he is he will do his duty
efficiently. He is one of the few men who is a
tliorough sailor, a business man, and a states-
man. It is only a short time since he visited
our Islands in his own yacht, which he sailed
and navigated himself The present Euglish
Government will for some time to cotuo carry
out the plans of their predecessors ; those
people who expect au immediate change do nut
understand English institutions. It is not
in w hat has been commenced that any change
will be made; the Berlin Treaty will be car-
ried out, ami the Afghan war will be

to a conclusion. It is only iu the insti-
tution of new measures and fresh hues of
policy that any change will be observed.
