The most severe shocks
were diring the night of ‘Iuesdry,
August gist, and they almost whally
demaolished the city,

HOW THE SHOCK OCCURRYD,

An account written on the spol says:
No event has cuused so much con
stérnation and glopm a5 was created
by the thirty seconds of uJisaster on
Tuesday night.  ‘The first intimation ol
appronching danger was given in the
atmosphere, It was dense, sultry, and
learfully oppressive, and as the night
drew on the nllumplwrt" became damp
and difficult to hreathe.  Suddenly the
city was aroused by a lowywarning
rumible like distant thonder.  "The sky
was not clear, but there was no indica-
tion of storm and no apparent occasion
for thunder. Few persons.ainderstood
what the ominous sound portended,
but the feeling that it was an omen
of some overwhelming  disaster  was
penersl,  ‘There was little tinie to pre-
pare for what was coming.  The growl
of the elements had scarcely died away
when the earth vembled viplently.
A momentary pause ensped and then
the city rose and fell as if on the crest
of a billow, The sound which accom
panied the wave was ternble. It was
a frightful, halfsmothered roar. It
seemed s if only the merest crust of
carth, and that in imminent danger of
giving wuy, separated the city from
pandemonium.

THE CULMINATION.

People rushed from their houses in-
to the street only to withess the culmi-
nation of the 'horrible work,  ‘Tele-
graph poles lay prostrate on the ground
or leaned on the frail suppart of
wrecked buildings, while their lubyrinth
ol wires so obstructed the streets as to
make travel throngh them almaest im-
possible.  Almost every  building  in
Meeting and Broad streets, the two
principal thoroughfares of  the city,
woere wrecked 1o n greater or less ex
tent.  Many people escaped from their
tumbling homes only to meet death or
fearful injury from falling brieks and
mortiar, whole masses of which plunged
down into the streets, m!tlll!g 1 the
general havoce,
S@ALE OF
T'he most serious damage was done
to those parts of the city deveted 1o
business, and to costly dwellings. St
Michael's Church, whose Euanous spire
serves as an important landmark for
ships entering Charleston  harbuor, the
same spire which was saved from de
struction by fire many years ago, by
the courageous action of o negro slave,
was drreparably wrecked,  ‘The City
Hall, "Hibermia  Hall, St Philips
Church, the main station house, and
cdwellings by the score, were reduced 1o
miins.  Hundreds  of people  were
made homeless in'a single mament,and
the loss of life was far greater than thal
caused by the eyelone a year ago. ‘The
latest accounts estimate sixty people as
having been killed. Most of those
killed were negroes, whose abject and
hopeless terror is past  description.
They thought the end of the world had
come, and huddling together made no
effort 1o extricate their buried friends,
but sang hymns and offered supplication
all night long. No less than five fires
broke out in different parts of the aity,
but the brigade was so well divided
that, notwithstanding the encambered
streets; it prevented the destruction of
the city by five.

I'HE EFFECTS,

Several winor shocks | were felt dur-
ing the night; supplementing the effects
of the first great assault and adding to
the consternation of the peeple.  "The
second heavy wave swept along at pre
cisely 8:25 on Wednesday morming.

The whole of the Abba's nrticle is full of
n splirit of renction against the modern sys-
tom of coddling criminals and kecping
them comfortably in cellular retronts
wlilah nre models of ventilation, cleanll
nosy, and hyglenie disposition.  'What will
the humanitarians And to shy sgnlost this
profound return to the severity of priml-
tive leglalationt A réturn to barbarlsm,
it will e sald. It Is preclsely this return
to barbdrism, the outcome of modern
clvillsation, which has made s profound
impression on the contemporary French
mind, and led to all sorts of manifestations
of pesslmiam, which may be noticed in the
litarature, the art, and the life of the day.

The tendency of French, and one might
sny of Ruropean civillzation genorally,
sooms to be to break all the bonds  that
formerly held human societies togethoer.
The modern man need be neither husboand
nor father, nor brother, nor friend, he need
contraot none of those bonds of duty, with-
out which itwas Imposulble to live for-
murly.

An Unvarnished Account of Liberis.

Aunderson I, Jones, a colored man who
wont to Liberia six months ago from Mis-
sourl, writes home from Hrewersville, o
village fifteen miles from Monrovia, giving
some nooount of the country. Heo gays that
there are no horses, no mules, and no oxen
in the whole settlement, All the farmn
work 15 done with the hoe, the rake, nud
the ax. Hesays: “T have been all over
the settlement, and I fonnd the largest
number of people In a sulferlng condition
for something to eat and for clothes to
wear. There lsn't any dootor in this set-
tlement—the settlement is too poor to sup-
port one, Callco s 95 cents por yard, A
common laborer, when Ls onn get any
work to do, is pald 36 conts per day,
Pickled pork is 25 cents per pound; shoul-
der meat, 25 conts per pound,

“All the Aour and meat used here is im-
ported from England and America.  Corn
menl 18 10 cents per quart, Common flour
Is §15 per barrel. The ouly slow way the
settlers have 1o moke money heve Is by
ralaing and solling coffee, It will take n

THE NEWS.

By the arrival of the brigantine Con-
suelo, fifteen days from San Francisto,
we have dates tothe and inst, five
days later than brought by the last
steamer, It happens that the latest
date brings news of an appalling
calamity that has involved the eity of
Charleston, South Caroling, in alinpst
hapeless destruction.  And  the very
latest despatch from the ruined city
announces a heavy shock of earth-
quake at the moment of its transmis-
sion. It can only be hoped that with
that shock the titanic forces under the
foundations of the city retired from the
terrific siege. Our readers are given a
connected account of the terribile catas-
trophe. The papers mention the shock
as being felt as far north as Chicago.
In Europe a political earthquake is
represented as impending,  Space only
permits the very latest details; but pre-
vious accounts are largely speculative
anyway, although pretty wenerally
agreed that the greatest war of the
century is at hand.  England and
Russia are expected tolead two vas:

Suddenly the
city was aroused by a low,swarning
rumible like distant thonder.  The sky
was not clear, hut thére was no indica-
tion of storm and no apparent occasion
for thunder. Few personsanderstoord
what the ominous sound portended,
but the feeling that it was an omen
of some overwhelming disaster  was
general,  ‘There was little tinie to pre-
pare for what was coming,  ‘The grow!
of the elements had scarcely died away
when the earth tembled violently,
A momentary pause ensved and then
the city rose and fell as if on the crest
of u billow. The sound which accom-
panied the wave was temmible. It was
a [rightiul, balfsmothered roar. It
seemed ax if only the merest crust of
carth, and that in imwinent danger of
giving way, separated the city from
pandemonium,

THE CULMINATION,

People rushed from their houses in-
to the street only to witness the culmi-
nation of the ‘horrible work,  Tele-
graph poles lay prostrate on the ground
or leaned on the frail suppoert of
wrecked buildings, while their lubyrinth
of wires so obstruoted the streets as to
make travel through them almest -
possible.  Almost every  building in
Meeting and  Broad streets, the two
principal thoroughfares of the city,
were wrecked 1o a greater or less ex
tent,  Many people escaped from their
tumbling homes only to meet death or
fearful injury from falling bricks and
mortir, whole masses of which plunged
down into the streets, adding to the
genernl havoce.
S@AME OF THE EFFECTS,

I'he most serious damage was done
to those parts of the city deveted to
business, and o costly dwellings. St
Michael’s Church, whose Luauous spire
serves as an  important landmark for
ships entering Charleston harbor, the
same spire which was saved from de.
struction by fire many years ago, by
the courageons action of & negro slave,
was drreparably wrecked,  'he  City
Hall, Hibermia  Hall, St.  Philip's
Church, the nain station house, and
dwellings by the score, were reduced 1o
roins.  Hundreds  of people  wore
made homeless in a single moment,and
the loss of life was far greater than that
cuused by the cyelane a year ago. ‘The
latest nccounts estimate sixty people as
having been killed.  Most of those
killed were negroes, whose abject and
hopeless terror is past  description.
They thought the end of the world had
come, and huddling together made no
effort to extricate their buried friends,
but sang hymns and offered supplication
all night long. No less than five fires
broke out in different parts of the city,
but the brigade was so well divided
that, notwithstanding the encumbered
streets; it prevented the destruction of
the city by five.

AFTERCLADS,

Several winor shocks | were felt dur-
ing the night; supplementing the effects
of the first great assault and adding to
the consternation of the people.  The
second heavy wave swept along at pre
cisely 8125 on Wednesday morning. It
came from southeast just as its more
awlul  predecessor  had  done, and
passed away toward the north-west
The people had ventured back tb their
dwellings to obtain seme food, being
wearied and hupgey after spending the
night trying to rescue the dead and
wounded fromy the ruins,  Again they
heard the dull rumble Bencath them,
and felt the sickening tremor of the
carth.  'They poored into the streets to
seek open places.  T'he eurth quivered
aidd heaved under their feet, and then
the motion and sound died away, but
not before many other buildings had
been shaken to the grovad, On “[hurs-
day the great majority of houses were
uninhabitable, scarcely a hundred buijd-
ings in the city being used at all.  T'he
people camped out in open places,
men, women and children together,

AL 1150 P o, I8t inst, the latest
despatch came, Saymg:  Another shock
has just occurred, mther more severe

VARIOUS DIETAILS,

SHOCKS KLSEWHLRE.

A pasgenger train  from Columbia to
Charleston was thrown from the track,
the engineer and fireman being killed,
by the first sheck near Summerville,
Ga,, which town was nearly destroyed.
Columbia, S, C., was visited by a terri-
ble carthquake at 948 on the night of
August 318t The firat two shocks were
fearful.  Buildings swayed from side to
side, and the earth rose and’ fell like
the waves of the oeean, Eleven shocks
were felt up to 1020 next morming.
The shock av Langley, &, €, burst the
milldams, and some thousand Jfeet of
railroad track were destroyed..

Ooddling Criminals— Kgolam.

What s to be done with the ever-in
oreising nrmy of erime and vice which s
rendering seenrity In Parls a mytht In
the currcnt number of The Nouvelle
Revue, the Abbe Moresu, formorly
almoner at the prison of L Grande Ro-
quette, bus nto write his wouvenirs
o the world prisons, aod his conelu-
mlons, good Christian as he by, are alto

ther sad. The abbe's long experience

as shown him that erline ls rarvely an
aceldont In & man's Ufe, but generally a
trade or & passion, and that there thou-
sands whose only moeans of exlstence ls
theft, mnd who consider this means ns
logitimate sa lnbor,
ho abbe quotes an experienced thiet
who I8 of & philosophical turn, snd who
writes:  “1 do not belleve much in the gon-
version of professionsl thieves and orim-
s, A thief will always bo a thief and o
munrderer & murderer, Just as o drunkard
will slways be o drunkard.  There are, of
eourde, s few eveeptional crimes due to
overexcitement und passion, But if [ were
to give advice to the government, It would
b to shoot us or fling us into the sen with
, B cantion ball tied to onr feet, the wholy
gang of us brothers in crime, who are
united by the bond of hlood. Hepentancs
or even a change in the manner of life is
vu{l rare among us.”

The whols of the Abba's article is full of
n spirit of renction agalnst the modern sys-
tom of coddling criminals and keepiug
them comfortubly in  cellular  retroats
which are modals of ventilation, cleanli-
ness, nnd hyglenle disposition, What will
the humaniturians Aind to suy ngalost this
profound return to the severity of primi-
tive legislationt A return to barbarlsm,
it will be safd. It ls preclsely this return
to barbérism, the outcome of modern
civillsation, which has made s profound
impression on the contemporary French
O paditaun, Whioh may besotiout 1o tha

.+ which muy be notlead in the
litérature, tho art, and the life of the day.

The tendoncy of French, and one might
say of Huropean civilization generally,
gooms to be to break all the bonds that
formerly held human socletios togethoer.
The modern man need be neither husband
nor father, nor brothar, nor friend, he nesd
contract nons of those bonds of duty, with-
out which it was Imposslble to live for-
merly. We are gradunlly arriving ata
state of individuslism  and ferocions ego-
Ism which allows us to enjoy the amdvan
tage of msoclation—not to siy of soclety—
without pastuming any of its burdens. The
honds of famlly, of fatherland, of friend-
"ship, having lost thelr strength, men grow
writusted and tirod of Mving In times and
fu e soclety whero all that makes the
charm and Interest of life (s daily disap-

ng moreé sud more.—Parls Cor. New
ork Bun.

Ho gays that
there are no horses, no mules, and nooxen
in the whole settlomoent, Al the faru
work I8 done with the hoe, the rake, nnd
the ax. Hesays: “T have been all over
the settloment, and [ fonnd the largest
number of people In & sulfering condition
for something to eat and for clothes to
wear, There lsn't any dootor in this set-
tlement—the settlement is too poor to sup-
port one, Calleo is 25 cents por yard, A
common laborer, when he oan get any
work to do, s pald 95 conts per day,
Piekled pork is 25 cents per pound; shoul-
der meat, 25 conts per pound.

“All the Aour and mest used here is im-
ported from Englond and America. Corn
meal is 10 cents per quart,  Common flour
Is 815 per barrel. The only slow way the
sottlers have to moake money heve s by
ralsing and selling coffee, It will take o
neweomer ke myselfl from five toslx
years to get u coffoe farm in trim for sell-

"Ing coffes. The public kehiools are poor,
There 1s a class of people over hers who do
not want the true condition of things writ-
ton back home " —Chicago Herald,
