The piece of cane which von saw when yon was here and which was so
much ahead of the rest of the cane planted at the same time has continued
to grow better and 14 now far ahead of the rest In using bone meal on that
piece I put it in the farrows two weeks before planting the cane and on all
the rest I pat the bone meal in the furrows at the same time I not in the
seed In my opinion by putting it in the furrows a month before planting
so that the run will wash it into the ground and mix it and thus tnp
ply the soil with what it wants to enrich it will promote the growth of
the cane After it is put in the furrows it must have rain on it before
planting the seed or I do not think there will be any better results obtained
from it than there would be if it was not put in till the seed was planted I
have tried the bone meal as a fertuixer for ratoons by plowing a furrow on
each side of the stubble and placing the bone meal therein and my experi-
ence is that it does more injury than good to the ratoons for where I ap-
plied it the cane ill turned yellow and dried up seeming as though they

At SpreckelsviUe this year at the suggestion of Col Spreekela I have
tried three experiments in a 500 acre field On section was planted with
superphosphate at the rate of half a ton par acre the second section had
bone black dust at the rate ot one and a halt tons per acre and the third
section we covered the soil three inches deep with dry coral sand taken from
the sand hills on Yailuku Commons and then ran the steam cultivator
through it thoroughly mixing it up with the sod The secnou planted with
nperpnospiiate though pjanteu a weet aner tne otner cane came up nrst
In reeard to seed eanenearlv all the above reports from planters sav tbev

are in favor of good vigorous plant cane for seed but I am afraid we have
not tne courage ot our convictions antl areiooaptu spun our crops nsrame
we are afraid to cut a good field of cane for seed for fear of losing a few
tons of sugar from the next crop If we want cane that will yield four to
five tons to the acre we must make up our minds to cut four or five ton
cane for seed In no other department of asriculture do they take the
poorest seed to plant their next crop with as we have been in the habit of
doing here on the Islands

The information presented in the above letters in regard to fertdizsn
may be considered as follow

We find furnace ashes and stable manor to be the best fertiliser but as
Mr Oeoro IL Dole verv trulv observes the limited amount obtainable of
course precludes the possibility of making use of it on any extensive scale

we next come to Done meai uus seams to nuve given verr goou resuns
where it has been properly applied and where there is enougn moisture for
it It may yet show good results in the Kohala district after it has had
time to become absorbed into the sou but a good agricultural cbemit
might be able to tell them how to overcome this diAcnhy I am inclined to
believe that Ur Robert Ilalstead uf Waialna would have hatl better nult
from his bone meal it he had mixed it up in the soil and not laid the eil
right on the top of the bone meal

Out as Mr S L Austin writes bone meal is too expensive and it wdl
become more so from year to year as the cottsumption here increase We

That is the kind of man we require here-- -- a practical scientist one who
will be able to tell us in each district what fertilizers we require and bow to
prepare them Some time ago it was sakl that there was a deposit ot guano
which could be manufactured into a fertilizer at Ewa in Oahu on the land
now owned I think by Mr James Campbell Captain John Boas of Heeia
Plantation knows something about this deposit

Sume years ago Mr E Bailey of Waihxku claimed to have found a de
posit of guano or fertilizer somewhere on the Wailuku Commons but as he
is absent from the island at present we are not able to state anything
definite

Your committee hope that at this meeting some iitsps will be taken towards
securing the setines of a tuoroogn agricultural ezwmiat as we consider tnat
