It would seem as if nature made, purposely, her
most valuable sonrcea of knowledge, either
moat difficult of access, or else so rare that an
admission thereto must ever be regarded as a
choice privilege of a life-tim- e. The transit
of Venus as seen in Honolulu was an eminently
historical event.

The protracted storms of November, discour-

aging as they seemed at the time, yet were
perhaps an omen more good than otherwise.
