From Kalihi to the Capitol grounds there were little spits of
rain yesterday. The kind of rain that dries as it falls upon white
duck clothes. The kind, you know, that you can step from under
going across the street to get out of a shower. And the sun shone
all day at Waikiki.

Consequently, the Sunday crowd went to Waikiki. The band
played under the trees, and the aquarium wras open and had many
visitors. Among others, a lot of sailors went into the place and
seemed to establish a friendly understanding with the fishes at once.

There seems to be a lot of affinity between sailors and fishes,
the world over. Sailors are always drawn to fish markets by an
irresistible attraction, and sailors at sea will put up all kinds of
schemes to catch fish. Sailors, in ships lying at anchor in tropical
ports, will fish all day to catch a shark, and call it fun.

And yet, though they catch fish, sailors are not greatly given
to the eating of them. May be it savors too much of cannibalism.
Fish eat sailors. Possibly, also, fish are fond of looking at sailors.
Sharks have been known to follow vessels at sea for days and days
and sperm whales likewise will sometimes swim along very close
to sailing ships. And dolphin are well known to play about the
bows even of the most noisy and fussy steamers:

"The sailors watched the fishes at the aquarium, apparently with
interest more keen than that displayed by shore-goin- g folks yes-
terday. There were more autos out Waikiki way than usual, and
the road around Diamond Head was highly popular. The air from
the sea was cool, and the sun sparkled upon the wrater, and there
was even more than the usual exhilaration in the swift motion of
the machines. The rushing wind had a quality "that was like wine.

In town, and especially in the Asiatic quarter, the crowds on
the streets gave them something of the appearance of the days be-
fore High Sheriff Henry began the enforcement of the Sunday law.

So long as they, do not attempt to do business they will not be
molested.

Lewis Nixon, of New York,
will leave for Sevastopol about February 1 to undertake the gigantic
task of creating for Russia a navy so powerful that when it takes
the seas there no doubt will be felt at St. Petersburg as; to its
ability to wrest the power of the sea away from the Japanese and
eventually crush the Mikado. Nixon has already filled a contract
to supply ninety torpedo-bo- at destroyers for .Russia. The boats
are all either on their way or have been delivered at various Russian
ports. -

But Russia was not willing to stop there or rfly entirely on the
Baltic fleet which she is now sending in two squadrons to become a
new Pacific squadron. She realizes that the Japanese are splendid
fighters on sea as well as on land and has decided to have other
squadrons further north en route in case these should fail. To meet
tin's emergency it is decided to build on the Black sea a fleet which
should be able to cope with any force the Japanese could muster.

I ) THE LAST SURVIVOR

OF THE CUSTER MASSACRE

NEW YORK, Dec. 10. William McGee, who claims to be the
sole vvhite survivor of Custer's command in the famous battle of
Little Big Horn, is under arrest here charged with homicide.

Late Thursday night he got into an argument with Frank Mit-
chell, a salesman, over the proper method for cooking a kidney
stew. A quarrel followed and the men attacked each other with
kitchen knives, the fracas having occurred in Mitchell's flat.

McGee, who lived on the Western frontier forty years, declares
Mitchell attacked him and by practicing an old trick he felled his
opponent, not, however, until he received a severe scalp wound.

Mitchell did not appear badly off at the time, but he died 24
hours later. McGee was arrested meantime in a newspaper office
where he had gone to set the editor right regarding the story of
the fight. .

In telling of his service in the arnw, McGee declared he was
detached by Custer, just before the massacre, to carry a message
to Major Reno, who was to have made a joint attack with Custer's
troops on the Indians.

EDWARD MAY IS

COMING WITH COAL

TACOMA. Dec. 7. To load a cargo

of Roslyn coal for the Hawaiian islands
the American bark Edward May, Cap

tain L. C. Hansen, arrived in the har
bor, in tow of the tug Bahada, yester-

day afternoon. She is the first sailing
ship to load coal here for the islands
since the ill-fat- ed Florence, many
.months ago. ,

The bark was made fast to the bunk
ers' buoy, but this morning she will
shift into the gravity bunkers to take
on stiffening. It is expected the ves
sel will be loaded and ready for sea
within a week. The Edward May is
of 859 tons and her cargo will be about
1400 tons.

A smart passage up the coast was
made by the Edward May, the distance
being covered in nine days. Leaving
San Francisco November 26, the bark
was off Cape Flattery last Saturday!
The weather up was favorable, being
fair and northerly and easterly winds
being encountered.

Off the straits, however, the vessel
ran into a very strong off-sho- re easterly
gale, and she was unable to get in un
til Monday morning. Then the tug Ba
hada succeeded in getting her hawser
aboard, but this was twice carried a
way, and, after considerable delay, the
bark was towed in, her own hawser be
ing used. It was 7 a. m. when the tug
reached the vessel, and it was 11 o'clock
when the Bahada and tow passed Ta-toos- h.

The May was towed into Com
mencement bay in safety yesterday, the
Bahada going out at once.

The Edward May has never before
been in Tacoma, although she has been
on the British Columbia side of the
Sound. She has been engaged in the
run between San Francisco and the
Hawaiian islands, having returned a--
bout a month ago from the islands.
Captain Hansen has not been in Taco-
ma for seven years, at that time' hav-
ing been an officer on the schooner
Mary Dodge.

The Edward May left San Francisco
with a large four-mast- ed ship, but she
soon left the square-rigg- er behind.
