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Two distinguished trustees  
retire from board
At last month’s Board of Trustees meeting, two of 
the group’s longest-serving and most distinguished 
members—Samuel A. Cooke and Wesley T. Park—
stepped down. The board voted to make both men 
emeritus trustees, and Cooke was named honorary 
chair emeritus for life. Cooke joined the board in 1969, 
and served as chair from 1975 to 1981, and again from 
1997 to 2007. Park served on the board for 34 years, 
joining in 1981 at the invitation of Cooke. The two 
astute businessmen were invaluable to the museum, 
shepherding through many improvements during 
a time that included the successful Renaissance 
Campaign, which resulted in the Luce Pavilion 
expansion in 2000.

Asian art curators  
receive kudos  
from peers

In 2013, the museum’s shunga 
exhibition Arts of the Bedchamber 
was nominated for an Outstanding 
Small Exhibition Award (it wound 
up second to the Metropolitan 
Museum of Art) at the annual 
Association of Art Museum 
Curators awards. This year the 
museum’s shunga exhibition 
series again proved to be a source 
of kudos— in May, Modern Love: 
20th Century Japanese Erotic Art 
earned an honorable mention for 
best exhibition or installation by an 
institution with an operating budget 
between $4 million and $20 million. 
Curator of European and American 
art Theresa Papanikolas was at the 
conference to accept the honor on 
behalf of Asian art curator Shawn 
Eichman and Robert F. Lange 
Foundation assistant curator 
of Japanese art Stephen Salel. 
The award winners are chosen 
through a vote by AAMC members.
