I wish to extend my warmest greetings to 

the staff at the headquarters and the dis- 
trict Health Services offices. I am, like- 

wise, extremely pleased about everyone's 

effort during the past year in observing 

that everyone worked exceptionally hard 

for the betterment of the lives of every 

single individual in the islands. 

Our Trust Territory, like most of the de- 

veloping territories and countries, has 

the problem of limited resources. This is 

especially true in regard to manpower and 

facilities needs... I do believe, however, 
that even with these limitations there 

have been some areas in which improvement 

has been made. There are now 54 Medex 

workers in the Trust Territory. The avail- 

ability of these people gives us the means 

to upgrade the primary health care services 

to some 50,000 people. Communicable Disease 

Control programs have raised the levels of 

immunization among the age group which re- 

quires them, to a level equal to that of 

the United States. The quality of health 

care provided in the district centers has 

expanded to include orthopedic and oto- 

laryngology services, and there is now an 

operational limited hemodialysis care 

facility in Majuro. These, and many more 

specialized health care services, were 
provided during the year. 

Most of the programs in the districts, 

likewise, have been continued and expanded 

where possible. 

Meeting our growing health needs requires 

greater funds, and most important of all, 

it needs mutual cooperation of all Health 

Services personnel. Once again, I wish to 

express my Sincere gratitude to all for 

the tremendous assistance and hard work 

on behalf of everyone during the past year. 

May we continue our efforts. for better 

self improvement and better health servic- 

es to the people during the year 1976.
