who coordinates the Bee in the
Northern Marianas.

The winners are Lecson Wabol
Skilling of Hopwood, Rosalyn
Ajoste of Saipan Community
School, Greg T.Magofnaof Tana-
pag Elementary, Jose Mari Villa-
gomez of Marianas Baptist Acad-
emy, Villar Jesse Muna of San
Antonio Elementary, Daran Cruz
of W.S. Reyes Elementary, Chris-
topher Tenorio Palacios of Mt.
Carmel School,RyanL.W. Delos
Reyes of San Vicente Elemen-
tary, Veralyn O. Magofna of Rota
Elementary, Robert Torres of

. Garapan Elementary, James de

9, this ycar, Taisacan noted.

The winners will be at the
Convention Center on Capitol Hill
all day on April 14 to participate
in the CNMI-wide competition,

which will determine the sole
person to represent the entire
Common-wealth to the National
Competition. Taisacan said Max
Taylor, Saipan Cable TV anchor-
man, will be the moderator at the
CNMI-wide competition; and
Northern Marianas College staf-
fer Jerry Smith, a holder of a
Masters Degree in Geography,
will be the judge.

Taylor will ask each of the thir-
teen students ten questions on
world geography. The top two
point-getters will complete in the
final round of competition on that
day. Whoever of the two finalists
who first answers two questions
correctly will emerge the viclor,
and will represent the CNMI at
the Washington compctition.

The CNMI-wide winner will
get, in addition to the trip to the
Nation’s Capital, one-hundred
dollars cash, a National Geo-
graphic (NG) T-shirt, and a NG
book. A chaperone from the win-
ning school will accompany the
student to Washington, D.C. The
National-level winner will get a
$25,000 scholarship from the
National Geographic Society. The
second highest point-getterin the
CNMI-wide competition will get
$75 cash,aNG book anda NG T-
shirt; and the third-lace winner
willcarn$50,aNG book,aNGT-
shirt, and a certificate. All these
prizes, from the National Gceo-
graphic Society, will be awarded
on April 14, Taisacan said.

“The public is invited to the
Convention Center on April 14,
beginning at 9:00 a.m., and wit-
ness the CNMTI's first Geography
Bee contest," Taisacan said.

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Easter Egg Trees
Becoming More
And More Popular

EXETER, R.I. (AP) _ The
ancient tradition of Easter egg
trees - colorful eggs hung from
shrubs in the home or yard - is
as much a part of the holiday
as egg hunts and Easter baskets

for some, while increasingly -

others are rediscovering the
custom.

" "This year we're expecting
about 100 percent growth rate
over last year," said Barry
Vaill, owner of the Country
Christmas Store, which sells
Easter trees almost as soon as
the season ends for the more
well-known Christmas
versions.

The Excter-based store,
which displays roughly a dozen
Easter trees of differing themes,
expects to sell about 100 trees
ranging from $20 to $250, he
said. The store began stocking
Easter trees Jan. 15, he said.

The trees have religious
meaning to some and are
simply festive to others.

Years ago, when Emily
Nero, 59, first started
decorating an Easter tree after
sceing the idea in a magazine,

virtually all her ornaments
were hand made.
Today, Nero of Providence
shops the Country Christmas
It has become such a
tradition that the entire town
participates.

In Decatur, Indiana, the
practice of decorating a public
Easter tree with hundreds of
eggs began in 1951, said Joyce
Iliff, director of the Decatur
Pulbic Library, where the tree
is displayed.

The town originated the
yearly custom a year after
publication of the book, "The
Egg Tree,”” by Kathleen
Milhous.

Vaill said decorating Easter
trees is a natural welcoming of
the springlime,

"Easter is a breath of fresh
air," he said. "After Christmas,
what it's cold and dreary and it's
dark. Even football's over."

"Whether they go get a
branch out of the backyard and
spray paint it white, or whether
they're buying one of our trees,
people are doing one or the
other,” said Vaill.

MANILA, Philippines (AP)
_Theassassination of acongress-
man shows the cult of political
violence still haunts the Philip-
pines, despite President Corazon
Aquino's vow to end "rule by the
bullet." '

Rep. Moises Espinosa, 55, a
member of a pro-Aquino party,
was shot to death Friday with two
other people after arriving in the
airport in his home province,
Masbate, aftera flight from Manila
240 miles away.

Noarrests have beenreported.
But Manila newspapers quoted
relatives as speculating that Espi-

nosa, from an influential political
family, was slain by business or
political rivals.

He was the first congressman
slain since Mrs. Aquino came to
power in 1986 after a civilian-
military uprising toppled Presi-
dent Ferdinand Marcos. He was
vice chairman of the public order
and security committee in the
House of Representatives.

"This is somecthing we in
public life have to expcct in our
job, especially in the kind of poli-
tics we still have," said House
Speaker Ramon Mitra after the
Espinosa killing.

Mitra was critically injured
16 years ago during a bombing at
a political rally in Manila.

During a speech in Japan in
November 1986, Mrs. Aquino
boasted that her "people power"
administration had replaced "rule
by the bullet with rule by the bal-
lot.”

However. Espinosa is the lat-
est in a lengthening list of politi-
cians, journalists, human rights
lawyers, municipal officials, and
labor leaders slain in unsolved
political killings during the
Aquino administration.

The victims include Local

Governments Secretary Jaime
Ferrer, who was gunned down
near his home in August 1987.
Ferrerbecame the first Philippine
Cabinet member slain while in
office.

Others are labor leader Ro-

lando Olalia, kidnapped and.

murdered in November 1986;
leftistleader Lean Alejandro, slain
in September 1987; and Vicente
Gerochi, a senior official of the
Commission on Elections, who
was ambushed near his home last
month.

More than 90 people, includ-
ing about 40 candidates, were

killed in political violence during
the campaign for January 1988
regional elections.

RECENT LEAD BAN AMENDMENTS MADE TO
THE CNMI DRINKING WATER REGULATIONS

The Department of Public Health and Environmental Services
has recently amended the CNMI Drinking Water Regulations
to restrict the use of lead in public water supply systems. The
purpose of the amendments is to prevent corrosion of lead
plumbing materials by water and therefore the Maximum
Contaminant Levels (MCL) entering distributed water. Since
lead enters the water supply as a corrosion by-product,
suppliers are being required to meet more stingent controls in
the lead content of materials used in public water distribution
systems (piping, fittings, solder and flux).

Studies have demonstrated that lead can pose a significant
threat to public health. Specific health impacts of lead toxicity
have been shown to include delayed physical and nervous
system development in children, low birthweight and
premature birth in fetuses, impaired blood cell formation,
increascd behavior problems, and reduced attention span in
children. It can also cause increased blood pressure in adults
and is considered a probable human carcinogen.

The Adoption of Final Amendments to the Drinking Water
Regulations was published in the March Commonwealth
Register in English, Chamorro and Carolinian. The public is
advised that use of pipes, pipe fittings, flux and solder which
contains excessive lead is prohibited under both federal and
local regulations. The Division of Environmental Quality
(DEQ), which has local enforcement responsibility, has already
informed CUC of the amendments and made informal surveys
of suppliers of water distribution materials.
