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imelda eyes for presidency, applies for passport

New York (AP) - Imelda
Marcos plans to apply for a
passport to return to the
Philippines in what may be the
first step toward running for
president of her home country,
her lawyer said Tuesday.

Marcos will appear at the
Filipino consulate Thursday
morning to apply fora passport,
eventhough Philippine President
Corazon Aquino has ordered
consular officials not to give her
one.

Aquino issued a report from
Manila Tuesday warning all
Philippine Consular posts to
deny a passport to Marcos or her
family members “until their
names have been stricken off
the list of disqualified persons
from obtaining travel
documents.”

Marcos’ attorney,James Linn,
said his client plans to apply for
apassport in order toexhaust all
administrative avenues. Then,

lawyers will file suit in court in
the Philippines to demand that
she be allowed home. Linn said
there is no such thing as exile or
banishment under Philippine
law.

“They are literally forcing her
tobeaposition where she’s going
tohave torun for the presidency,”
said Linn. “She believes the
country is in dire straits.”

Linn said Marcos has
“tremendous support” in the
Philippines, though he
acknowledged that the “hundreds
of people who chant her name”
are not covered by the Filipino
press.

“She wants to go home to help
her people and bury her
husband,” said Linn. “She’s not
a threat to anybody. The only
personshe’sathreattois Corazon
Aquino.

Ferdinand Marcos died in
Hawaii in September 1989, three
years after he was deposed in a
“people’srevolution” led by Mrs.
Aquino. Mrs. Marcos was

acquitted to all criminal charges

against her in aracketeering trial
last year.

She and her husband had been
accused of illegally transferring
$160 million from the
Philippines and defrauding banks

of $165 million. Mrs, Marcos is
not allowed to leave the island
of Manhattan withoutrequesting
permission from the Department
of Justice 48 hours in advance
because federal authorities have

deemed her a “security threat.”

Mrs. Marcos plans to fly to
Chicago on Friday to meet with
leaders of the large expatriate

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Blueprints teach problem solving

press release from NMC.

“I can’t say enough about the
character of these five young
men”, Bailey went on. “They
came into this course with a
bundle of misgivings — much
asIdid at their age. Butthey’ve
endured sometimes tough
critiques of their work toemerge
with some real understanding of
whatareknownin the profession
as “contract documents”. They
see how these documents are
formalized — and why”, the
NMC news release said.

Bailey says that blueprint

drawings may be the end result
of what students do, but they
learn that those drawings are
more than lines traced on a sheet
of paper. Those lines, Bailey
explains, represent decisions
made about site limitations, and
about environmental concemns,
orientation of a structure,
estimation of materials,
considerationsaboutbudget, and
more. “In short, these students
are learning how to program the
work involved — and that
involves problem solving,” it said
in the NMC release.

The five students in Bailey's

Blueprint 100A class are working
as a team headed by a “job
captain” to produce drawings for
a faculty office building to be
located on the AsTexlajecampus.
Bailey hopes that his curriculum
can be expanded with courses in
both art and science with the
goal of offering a two-year
degree program in Architectural
and Engineering Technology.
Bailey tells future students:
“Bring athick skin, some graphic
skills, and a good math
background. The restisasnap!”

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Candidates vie for
FSM presidency post

Incumbent senator Joseph
Urusemal squelched the
hopes of Federated States of
Micronesia President John
Hagelgam for another chance
at the presidency.

The 45-year old Hagelgam
who is an outer islander from
the Yap state was defeated in
the March 5 congressional
election for the at-large seat
by Urusemal, who is also
another Yap outer islander,
according to the JK report on
Micronesia.

Although the Yap Island
traditional leaders' Council of
Pilung supported Hagelgam,
support was also given to
Urusemal by the island
Council of Tamol.

The JK report noted that
this was an unusual oc-
curence in Yap where both
councils generally
agree.Unofficial returns on
Yap Island showed Hagelgarn
receiving 773 votes to
Urusemal's 554. It was the
outer island voters who car-
ried Urusemal to victory over
Hagelgam, who had to win
the Yap at -large seat to be
so as to be elected president
when the new Seventh
Congress convenes in May,
the JK report stated.

Considered as the top con-
tender for the presidency is
former FSM vice-president
and new at-large senator-elect
Bailey Olter from Pohnpei.

The JK report said that in-
cumbent Senators Jacob
Nena of Kosrae and Redley
Killion of Chuuk are also el-
igible for the presidency and
the vice-presidency, respec-
tively.

The election for the top of-
ficials of the government
will be held on May and tan-
didates will be from among
the four at-large senators -
one of which comes from
each state.

Olter captured the at-large
seat in Pohnpei after he beat
incumbent Senator Leo Fal-
cam in a close two-way race
fro the coveted at-large
Pohnpei seat, which Pohn-
peians believe will give their
stated the presidency this
May, the JK report stated.

Olter received 5,710 votes
to Falcam's 5,588, according
to still unofficial results of
the election. With this vic-
tory, Olter is now running
for the presidency.

It was in 1987 when Fal-
cam almost defeated Olter in
a three-way race that also in-
volved Speaker Bethwel
Henry, who was defeated in
this election by Dohsis Hal-
bert.

Falcam won from Olter by
a margin of only 18 votes
and Henry at that time, had
almost 2,000 votes under his
name, the JK report stated.

It was widely believed at
that time that most of
Henry's votes would have

gone to Oiter if Henry had -

not run and if Olter would
have become FSM President
after having been elected at
the at-large sea:. Instead, Fal-
cam won the at-large seat
but, he was however not
elected by the Congress.

The next president of the
FSM will be determined un-
til the Seventh Congress
convenes on May 11 wherein
which they will elect the
president and vice-president
from among the four at-large
candidates.

The JK report stated that
all the major offices of the
president, vice-president,
speaker, vice-speaker and
floor leader and the commit-
tee chairmanship, are ex-
pected to be determined as
part of a total package with a
goal of sharing state control
among all offices.

that hearsay testimony will only
be the remaining evidence when
the grantor of the property is
already dead.

There was also sufficient evi-
dence that reputation of the
ownership of the land is derived
from the reputation within the
community, based on the state-
mentsby Bernard and his brother
Juan stating that the land in
question was a gift of the older
Guerrero to his son Bernard.

The judges stated that the “ad-
missibility of such evidence was
permitted by the court because
of the extreme difficulty in pro-
ducing better evidence of oral
conveyances.”

The Supreme Court did not
also contest the fact that Ber-
nard accepted the lot which was
delivered to him by his father.

With all due respect to you
and the Variety, your February
22 editorial criticizing our fact-
finding mission to the Caribbean
was totally off the mark.

trip may result in terms of leg-
islation for the betterment of our
community , the Variety will
still be opposed to the trip.
Three, it’s true that Speaker
Pete Guerrero did not endorse
the trip but we did not need the
speaker’s endorsement to make
the trip.

The Senate President justified
the “over-ride” by saying that
the CNMI needs an “indepen-
dent financial watchdog”™ that
will ensure the proper monitor-
ing of public funds.

As doing such, it will defi-
nitely prevent fraud, waste and
misuse of the citizens tax
money..."need to police the
CNMI in financial matters.”

He said that there should be
no “improper pressure that can
be applied to prevent the public
auditor from ensuring that pub-
lic money is spent lawfully and
wisely.”

Inos stressed that there will be
no duplication of functions with
the other departments since the
Public Auditor has already the
power to audit and enforce tax-
payer compliance “to the same
extent as the Finance Depart-
ment.”

He explained that the measure
will “simply add™ the require-
ment for the PAtolet the Director
of Finance know that the PA is
doing such activity.

Another reason for the veto
was that removal of the PA from
the Civil Service is against the
Constitution, but the Constituton
“is silent” regarding status of
employees of independent de-
partments, he said.

Inos pointed out that the
Legistature has the prerogative
to determine employees if within
the Civil Service System..."the
PA alone should have the power
to hire, promote and fire his
employees.”

On the Govemor's concern
that publication of reports will
invade ones’ privacy, Inos cited
that 1 CMC $7843 prohibits the
“disclosure of confidential and
proprietary information.”

1 CMC §7843 regulates that
the PA may not publish any in-
formation, if that information
“as published is directly match-
able to any individual.”

Inos explained that the act will
protect the public’s right to know
thenon-confidential and the non-
proprietary results of audits.

“It balance the public’s right
to know how their money is
being spent, with the individual's
right to privacy, and they assure
that the PA can independently
and vigorously perform his
statutory and constitutional du-
ties as the Commonwealth’s
financial watchdog,” he said.
