WASHINGTON, D.C. -- "The Senate-House Conference
Committee on the Fiscal Year 1991 Transportation
Appropriations bill today approved $11 million for the
Honolulu Rapid Transit Project," said Senator Daniel K.
Inouye. He further stated, "Senator Akaka and I are most
pleased that our colleagues, both House and Senate, were
able to accommodate our mass transit funding request."

These funds will be used for preliminary engineering and
to begin right-of-way acquisition for the rapid transit
system to reduce the traffic congestion on Oahu’s over-
burdened roads. "The assurances that Senator Akaka
received from his House colleagues on the Appropriations
Committee, on which he served, were solid commitments.
As a Senate conferee, I ensured that the Honolulu Rapid
Transit Project was fully and fairly considered. The
$11 million the project received is a victory for
Honolulu, and the first step toward alleviating our
traffic congestion problems," stated Conferee Inouye.

The Conference Report will now be approved by both the
Senate and the House, and then sent to the President for
his signature.

HAWAIIAN HOME LANDS ELIGIBLE
FOR FEDERAL HOUSING ASSISTANCE

topic:

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senator Daniel K. Inouye announced
today that House and Senate Conferees have agreed to
legislation making housing on Hawaiian home lands
eligible for assistance under Federal housing assistance
programs, including the Community Development Block Grant
program, elderly housing, public housing, and multi-
family mortgage insurance.

"This legislation assures that Federal funds can be used
for housing development programs on Hawaiian home lands
without having to make the housing available to non-
Native Hawaiians, which has been the problem in the
past," said Senator Inouye. "The U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development had incorrectly determined
that using Federal funds for housing programs that would
benefit only Native Hawaiians was unconstitutional
because Federal funds cannot be used to benefit groups
based on racial preference. Through this legislation
Congress is informing HUD that the relationship between
Native Hawaiians and the Federal government is based on a
political and legal trust relationship. Therefore, it is
appropriate that Native Hawaiians benefit from these
programs," continued Senator Inouye.

This legislation is part of a major housing bill that is
now in the final stages of passage by the Congress. The
inclusion of Senator Inouye’s provision will allow the
Department of Hawaiian Home Lands to compete for Federal
housing funds on a regional basis, which would increase
the total amount of Federal housing funding that Hawaii
receives.

In a related matter, Senator Inouye, Chairman of the
Senate Select Committee on Indian Affairs, announced his
decision to appoint DHHL Chair Hoaliku Drake to a newly
established National Commission on Native American,
Alaska Native, and Native Hawaiian Housing.

The Commission, which is to be composed of twelve
members, is directed to evaluate problems impeding the
development of housing for Native Americans, including
Native Hawaiians; evaluate strategies for developing
housing; and developing an action plan to implement its
findings. Under the law, the the Chairman and Ranking
Minority Member of the Select Committee on Indian Affairs
are required to appoint one Native Hawaiian to the
Commission.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- "The budget proposal adopted by the
Senate is a product of compromise and consensus. Under the
parliamentary process of the U.S. Congress, there is no
other way to resolve this matter. A successful budget
resolution is one which will be agreed to by both Houses and
signed by the President.

"I personally would have preferred a proposal with a smaller
bite in Medicare, a smaller tax on gasoline, a heavier tax
burden on the very wealthy, and a lighter tax load on
America’s middle income families. However, that was not to
be because the votes were not there. Furthermore, even if
the votes were there, the President would have, in all
probability, vetoed the bill as he has threatened if a
measure which imposes a heavier tax burden on the very
wealthy is sent to him. President Bush has threatened to
veto the House Budget Bill. Nonetheless, I believe that the
Senate-passed budget clearly is an instrument that will keep
our country moving forward, hopefully in the right path."
stated Senator Daniel K. Inouye.

KAUAI, HAWAII JOB CORPS RECEIVES

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced today that the Senate-House Conference
Committee approved an increase in the Hawaii Department
of Labor’s JobHelp Store program for a total of

$2.5 million. The Hawaii Samoan Job Training program
will also receive $500,000 to continue its outreach
services.

"There are JobHelp Stores in Waipahu and Kona which
provide job training, bilingual and vocational education
and job placement for Samoan, Pacific Islander and Asian
immigrants. 1In light of Hawaii'’s critical labor
shortage, I believe it is imperative that this under-
employed immigrant population receive the job training
and bilingual education they require to enter the job
market, and ease the shortage," said Senator Inouye. The
funding increase will allow for the opening of JobHelp
Stores on Kauai and Maui.

The Senate-House Conference Committee also approved
$11.8 million for the relocation of the Hawaii Job Corps
to Waimanalo. "The new Job Corps facility will have a
child care center and a single parent dormitory. I am
confident that such additions will broaden the pool of
Job Corps participants to include single mothers and
Neighbor Island residents that will be able to take
advantage of the job training programs that Job Corps
offers," said Senator Akaka.

The Hawaii Job Corps is presently located in Koko Head on
property owned by the City and County of Honolulu. 1In
relocating the Job Corps to Waimanalo, the U.S.
Department of Labor will assist in satisfying some of the
infrastructure needs which include constructing an
entrance to the parcel from the highway, laying of
utilities and leveling the parcel. This will be
beneficial to the community and other public interest
groups that may also be situated on the property.

The measure will be now be returned to both the House and
the Senate for final consideration. Upon passage, the
bill will be sent to the President for his signature.

"As a Senate Conferee, I was pleased that these important
projects for Hawaii were included in the final bill and
report that will be sent to the White House," said
Senator Inouye.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced today that the Senate-House Conference
Committee approved approximately $18.4 million for Native
Hawaiian Health and Education programs.

Of the total, approximately $6.5 million will be for the
Native Hawaiian Education initiatives. These include
$535,000 for a model curriculum developed by the
Kamehameha Schools, $2.9 million for family-based
education centers operating under the Kamehameha Schools
and the Aha Punana Leo Inc., $1.7 million for higher
education demonstration programs at the Kamehameha
Schools, $887,000 for the Gifted and Talented program at
the University of Hawaii at Hilo, and $600,000 for a
State program addressing the special needs of native
Hawaiians. "Federal funds are aimed at improving the
quality of life of Native Hawaiians who suffer the
poorest rates of academic achievement among Hawaii'’s
ethnic groups," stated Senator Inouye.

The Committee also approved $3.5 million for Native
Hawaiian health care services. Of these funds provided,
the Committee will allocate $750,000 for the Health
Professions Scholarship Program administered by the
Bishop Estate, $400,000 for Papa Ola Lokahi, and $2.4
million will be used to support the development of Native
Hawaiian health centers.

Other important Hawaii-related initiatives include:

Hansen'’s Disease -- $3.5 million for Hawaii’s Hansen
disease program, including $167,000 for a special
transition study to address the needs of the aging
Kalaupapa population.

Pacific Basin Health -- $2.5 million to continue efforts
to upgrade health conditions in the Pacific Basin,
including facility improvement and training of health
professionals. Of the total, $1.65 million is for the
Medical Officers Program which provides training for
approximately 125 Micronesian medical officers to assist
the underserved areas of American Samoa and the Trust
Territories of the Pacific Basin. The first class of the
Pacific Basin Medical Officer project is expected to
graduate next fall.

Impact Aid -- The State of Hawaii will receive
$23.8 million in federal impact aid funds, an increase of
about $2.0 million over last year’s level.

AIDS funds - The Committee included language to ensure
that Hawaii will continue to receive its fair share of
federal AIDS funds. Without the modification, the State
of Hawaii Department of Health may have lost about

70 percent of its AIDS funds.

Drug Abuse Research - The Committee provided $200,000 to
the National Institute on Drug Abuse for a drug abuse
warning network in Hawaii to provide an accurate
assessment of "ice" abuse.

Aging - $1.5 million for public or non-profit
organizations that serve at least 50 older Native
Hawaiians 60 years of age or older.

Guam Brown Tree Snake - The Committee has required the
Centers of Disease Control and the National Institutes of
Health to develop an effective response to the health
risks associated with the Guam Brown Tree Snake.

Vocational Education - The State of Hawaii will receive
$2.3 million for competitive grants for Native Hawaiian
vocational education services to organizations that serve
and represent Native Hawaiians.

Educational Research and Improvement - The report
includes language that recognizes the U.S. Department of

Education’s Pacific Basin Laboratory. The Pacific Basin
Laboratory will be responsible for providing research to
the State of Hawaii, focusing on child development, early
childhood education training, bilingual programs, and
programs dealing with high-risk children.

"The Bush Administration requested a total of

$1.8 million for Native Hawaiian programs. Even without
the Administration’s support, Senator Inouye and I
believe very deeply that we have an obligation to send
more Native Hawaiians to college and to lower their
unfortunately high incidences of diabetes, cancer and low
birth weight babies," said Senator Akaka.

The measure now returns to both the House and Senate for
final consideration before being sent to the President
for his signature. "As a Senate Conferee, I am pleased
that my colleagues agreed to provide the highest level of
funding possible for these important Native Hawaiian
programs. Senator Akaka and I believe that the trust
relationship between the United States and the Native
Hawaiian people requires it. We have an obligation to
improve the quality of life through better health care
and education of today'’s generation of Native Hawaiians,
and to set forth a brighter future for the generations
that will follow," stated Senator Inouye.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced that the U.S. Senate directed the
Bureau of Prisons to select a site for a federal
detention facility in Hawaii and to submit its
recommendations to the Congress by January 1, 1991.
Hawaii’s correctional system was designed to accommodate
1500 offenders. On a daily basis, the system is holding
2500 offenders. Since the federal government contracts
with the State for the detention of federal prisoners,
the federal contract is an additional burden on our
already over-burdened State prison system. State
officials will play an integral role in determining the
best means for the Bureau of Prisons to alleviate
Hawaii’s over-crowded prison system.

"The State of Hawaii is interested in a federal-state
partnership which will more equally distribute the burden
of incarcerating offenders. I am confident that such a
partnership will result in a federal or joint detention
facility for Hawaii," stated Senator Akaka.

The Conference Committee, of which Senator Inouye was a
Conferee, also approved $23 million for the East-West
Center, of which $200,000 shall be allocated to the
Kapalua Center on Maui. "As the East-West Center begins
its fourth decade, it has distinguished itself as an
educational institution uniquely qualified to conduct
research, offer training, facilitate inter-cultural
exchange, and monitor social, economic, and cultural
developments in Asia and the Pacific," stated Senator
Inouye.

The $23 million will allow the Center to implement its
strategic plan which ensures that its programs address
the needs of the 21st Century. Senator Inouye

elaborated, "As a part of its education and international
relations initiatives, the Center has planned research
projects and conferences addressing the environmental
costs of economic development, the energy needs of
Pacific Island nations, and population changes in Asia."

As a component of the Akaka Kahoolawe Plan, $250,000 was
approved for the study of a national marine sanctuary for
the humpback whales off of the Island of Kahoolawe. The

. purpose of the study is to determine the effect of
“establishing a sanctuary on the humpback population.
"This is the first essential step toward the protection
of the humpback whales and the revitalization of this
endangered species. Senator Inouye and I believe that we
must not only return to secure the return of Kahoolawe,
but also to prepare the surrounding waters and its
species for a ’'kinder and gentler’ existence upon the
return of the Island to the people of Hawaii," pledged
Senator Akaka.

Other Hawaii-related projects include:

PEACESAT -- $1 million to construct earth terminals to
utilize the new satellites secured to cover its
transmission needs in an effort to administer the
PEACESAT program and serve the American Pacific
territories.

Immigration and Naturalization Service Passenger
Processing Standard -- The Committee requires the

Immigration and Naturalization Service to process all
incoming passengers within 45 minutes. This standard
would provide a reasonable assurance to the flying public
that it will receive the level of service for which it is
paying. It will require improved processing and
increased staffing at the Honolulu International Airport
to comply with this standard, and thereby shorten the
inexcusable delays being experienced today.

Hawaiian Monk Seals -- $400,000 to continue federal
funding to protect the Hawaiian Monk Seal which only
lives in the Hawaiian islands. It is an endangered
species under the protection of the Endangered Species
Act and the Marine Mammal Protection Act.

Hawaii Stock Management -- $400,000 to continue the
development of a comprehensive stock enhancement and
fisheries management program to curb the pronounced

decline in the availability of coastal fish and the
number of landings in Hawaiian waters. Recent research
indicates that maximum sustainable yields are being
exceeded for a number of species of importance to Hawaii.

Mahimahi Technoloqgy Research -- $470,000 to continue the
development of commercial mass-culture aquaculture
technology for Mahimahi. Mahimahi is a commercially
popular marine fish common to tropical and subtropical
seas. Given its strong consumer acceptance, mahimahi
sales represent a rapidly expanding market.

Hawaii Weather Data Buoys -~ NOAA is required to continue
to operate and maintain Hawaii’s four deep ocean weather
data buoys, over the Administration’s attempts to delete
the program. These advanced data gathering buoys are
critical given Hawaii’s geographic location, and relied
upon heavily by our State’s coastal residents and
commercial and recreational boaters to provide important
information on atmospheric and sea conditions.

Pacific Region Headquarters -- Rejection of the
Administration’s proposal to consolidate the National
Weather Service’s Pacific Region Headquarters with the
Alaska region. The Pacific Region Office serves Hawaii,
Midway, Wake Island, American Samoa, Guam, and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Marianas. These areas are
extremely vulnerable to climatic natural disasters, and
their geographic isolation exacerbates the potential for
devastation. The Pacific Region Headquarters shall
remain in Hawaii.

Special Census for the Federated States of Micronesia --
$750,000 for a special census to update 1980 population

data on the Federated States cof Micronesia to ensure
accurate planning and implementation of U.S. Public

Health Service programs and services to serve these

populations under the protection of the U.S. flag.

Hawaii Undersea Research Laboratory -- $2.5 million was
provided for the only undersea laboratory in the world.
The Hawaii Undersea Research Laboratory studies deep
water marine life in the mid-ocean tropical islands.
Deployment and research in the northern end of the
Hawaiian chain is planned for May of 1991.

The Conference Report will be passed by both Houses
shortly. It will then go to the White House.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The U.S. Senate-House Conference
Committee this weekend approved the Akaka Kahoolawe Plan
to halt the bombing of the Island of Kahoolawe and to
establish a Commission to recommend the return of the
Island, as a part of the Fiscal Year 1991 Department of
Defense Appropriations Bill, announced Senator Daniel K.
Inouye.

"As Chairman of the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on
Defense, I am pleased that the Senate and House Conferees
agreed to the proposal of Senator Akaka which requires
the creation of the Kahoolawe Island Conveyance
Commission to recommend the terms and conditions of the
return of the Island of Kahoolawe to the people of
Hawaii. The Akaka Plan addresses the immediate demand
that the bombing stop, and the long-term goal of
returning the Island," Senator Inouye stated. The
Conference Committee approved an appropriation of $1.5
million for the Commission to perform its
responsibilities. It shall have two years to complete
its recommendations. During this period, there shall be
no bombing or other military exercises conducted on the
Island.

Senator Inouye went on to say, "The U.S. Navy has
maintained possession of Kahoolawe for 36 years--6 years
longer than Hawaii has been the 50th State of the Union.
We have paid our dues and done our part in maintaining
the military readiness of our Armed Forces. I intend to
use every resource available to me to effectuate the
Akaka plan and return Kahoolawe to the people of Hawaii."

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The U.S. Senate-House Conference
Committee this weekend approved the prohibition of any
further shipment of chemical weapons after those from
Germany arrive at Johnston Island, as a part of the
Fiscal Year 1991 Department of Defense Appropriations
Bill, announced Senator Daniel K. Inouye. In addition,
the Conference Committee barred the expenditure of any
federal funds to study the feasibility of removing and
transporting chemical munitions stored at any of the
locations within the continental United States.

"On October 4th, I went to the Senate floor to assure the
residents of Hawaii that we would not bear a
disproportionate burden of chemical weapon destruction.

I intend to carry out my commitment to make this world a
safer place for our children, grandchildren and the
generations to follow. As the Chairman of the Senate
Appropriations Subcommittee on Defense, I am pleased that
the Senate and House Conferees agreed to include this
important prohibition. The Conferees also approved an
increase in funding, above the Administration’s request,
to ensure the safe and timely completion of the chemical
weapon destruction plan at Johnston Island. In addition,
the Conference Committee provided our active duty
soldiers and federal workers, who are assigned to
Johnston Island for at least a l-year tour with an off-
island leave program. I believe that these Americans
deserve recognition and appreciation for their hard work
and personal sacrifice," said Chairman Inouye.

The Chairman further stated, "We, in the Pacific, will
fulfill our portion of this national responsibility to
destroy the arsenal of chemical weapons. This
prohibition on further shipments ensures that we will
then look to other regions to do their fair share.
Equity, as well as safety, dictate it." The measure must
be approved by both Houses, and by the President.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced that the Department of Hawaiian Home
Lands will receive $1.2 million to develop roads, water,
electricity, and drainage on the Hawaiian Homesteads, in
a measure approved by the Senate-House Conference
Committee. Both the House and the Senate must now give
their final approval to the measure before it is sent to
the President for his signature.

"I am hopeful that these funds, for developing vital
utilities on the parcels, will result in the awarding of
more Hawaiian Homestead leases. Over the past two years,
the Department of Hawaiian Home Lands has received

$2.4 million from the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development to prepare the Hawaiian Homesteads for
Native Hawaiians," stated Senator Inouye.

The Conference Committee also approved $1.3 million to
assist the sugarcane plantations along the Hamakua Coast
with their federal environmental water quality standards.
The heavy rainfall on the Hamakua Coast causes excess
amounts of mud to adhere to the harvested sugarcane, and
the Environmental Protection Agency requires that the
mills remove the mud from the rinse-water before it is
discharged into the ocean.

In addition, the County of Hawaii will receive $500,000
to conduct a feasibility study to develop a water
resources system for the community of Kohala on the Big
Island. The federal funds will hopefully advance the
development of such a system to assist existing
businesses, and possibly new ones, as well as meeting the
increasing housing needs.

Other Hawaii-related projects include:

8-Meter Telescope -- $4 million for the procurement of an
8-meter telescope to be located at Mauna Kea on the Big
Island to further pursue the National Science
Foundation’s astronomy initiatives.

Minority Veterans PTSD Study -- $1.5 million for a
Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder study targeted toward
Asian Americans, Native Hawaiians, American Pacific
Islanders and Native Americans. These groups were
excluded from the 1988 Minority Veterans PTSD study.
These funds will be used to gather vital data on
minority veteran populations, critical to the successful
diagnosis and treatment of the many Hawaii Vietnam
veterans suffering from PTSD.

VA Hospital for Hawaii -- The Conference Committee
directed the VA, at the strong request of Senators Inouye
and Akaka, to accelerate the renovation cof the E-Wing at
the Tripler Army Medical Center as one component of the

VA Medical Center, and provided $3 million within
existing funds for this purpose. The Committee further
endorsed the free~standing VA building, adjacent to
Tripler, which will house 60 long-term care beds, an out-
patient clinic and the regional benefits office. It
urged the VA to make every effort to keep to its targeted
completion date of 1997.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced that the U.S. Congress approved
approximately $18 million for Hawaii-related agriculture
projects. The Agriculture Appropriations bill and
accompanying Conference Report have been sent to the
President for his approval.

The Island of Kauai is the site of the first full-scale
effort to eradicate all strains of fruit flies in Hawaii,
under a $2,667,000 federal grant. Additionally, $400,000
is provided to cover the cost of reproducing and
releasing the sterile fruit flies on Kauai. "The
Congress agreed to increase the funding level by $900,000
over last year’s level because eradicating fruit flies is
imperative to the growth of Hawaii’s agricultural
industries. The increased funding will reduce the time
required to complete the experiment from 13 to 8 years,"
stated Senator Inouye. Over the past 3 years, $3 million
has been spent to complete all preliminary efforts and to
begin implementation of the full-scale test on Kauai.

Additionally, the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s
Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service in
Hawaii is authorized to share in the irrigation system
connection costs, including water meters, connecting
pipes, and other installment charges, incurred by
Hawaiian Homeland Homesteaders. This federal cost-
sharing program will enable Hawaiian homesteaders to
overcome an initial cost barrier and begin agricultural
endeavors on their land.

Senator Akaka stated, "Our colleagues have also required
the Soil Conversation Service to work with the Molokai
community and the relevant State agencies to develop a
master agricultural development plan for the Island of
Molokai. These provisions together, I believe, will
provide the Island of Molokai and its many Hawaiian
Homesteaders with a viable means, as well as options to
pursue agricultural-related economic development
projects."

Other Hawaii-related agriculture projects include:

Center for Tropical and Subtropical Agriculture --
$5,675,000 is appropriated to begin construction of a new
agricultural research building to further promote the
University of Hawaii’s world leadership in the field of
tropical and subtropical agriculture. The 1990 Hawaii
State Legislature approved its share, $9.551 million, for
the construction of the new building and research
facility. The remaining federal share of $5,675,000 will
be requested next year.

Correction in Hawaii’s Food Stamp Allocation --
Adjustment in allocation procedures for Thrifty Food
Plan/Food Stamp program without which Hawaii would have
lost $2.4 million in its food stamp allotment.

provides continued funding for coastal zone management
activities of importance to Hawaii and the Pacific Basin.

"The measure strengthens the rights of coastal States,
such as Hawaii, to determine the future use of their
lands, waters, and natural resources. It clarifies that
all federal agency activities, including outer
continental shelf leases, shall be carried out in a
manner that is consistent to the maximum extent possible
with State management programs. In doing so, we have
reversed the 1984 U.S. Supreme Court decision in
Secretary of Interior v. California, which held that
outer continental shelf leases need not be consistent
with a State’s management policy. In light of Hawaii’s
vast coastal zone resources, it is imperative that we
have a say in federal decisions affecting our land, water
use and natural resources," stated Conferee Inouye.

The measure also requires coastal states to develop new
programs to manage land uses that affect coastal waters
and endangered habitats, and to ensure that appropriate
water quality protections are imposed. "Additionally, at
my request, funds will be set aside for Hawaii and U.S.
flag territories in the Pacific to develop more effective
and efficient uses of their ocean resources. The
Conferees recognized that the Pacific Islands, in light
of their geographical location, have a greater and
longer-standing interest in ocean resources beyond our
coastal zone. The 10 percent set-aside is intended as a
recognition of this special relationship between island
states and our vast ocean resources," stated Conferee
Inouye.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced that the Department of Hawaiian Home
Lands will receive $1.2 million to develop roads, water,
electricity, and drainage on the Hawaiian Homesteads, in
a measure approved last night by the United States

Congress. The measure has been sent to the White House.

"I am hopeful that these funds, for developing vital
utilities on the parcels, will result in the awarding of
more Hawaiian Homestead leases. Over the past two years,
the Department of Hawaiian Home Lands has received

$2.4 million from the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development to prepare the Hawaiian Homesteads for
Native Hawaiians," stated Senator Inouye.

The Congress also approved $1.3 million to assist the
sugarcane plantations along the Hamakua Coast with their
federal environmental water quality standards. The heavy
rainfall on the Hamakua Coast causes excess amounts of
mud to adhere to the harvested sugarcane, and the
Environmental Protection Agency requires that the mills
remove the mud from the rinse-water before it is
discharged into the ocean. In addition, the County of
Hawaii will receive $500,000 to conduct a feasibility
study to develop a water resources system for the
community of Kohala on the Big Island. The federal funds
will hopefully advance the development of such a system
to assist existing businesses, and possibly new ones, as
well as meeting the increasing housing needs.

The Congess has directed the Department of Veterans
Affairs to accelerate the renovation of the E-Wing at the
Tripler Army Medical Center as one component of the VA
Medical Center, and provided $3 million within existing
funds for this purpose. The Congress has endorsed the
free-standing VA building, adjacent to Tripler, which
will house 60 long-term care beds, an out-patient clinic
and the regional benefits office. It urged the VA to
make every effort to keep to its targeted completion date
of 1997. "This is a most important step in ensuring

Through this legislation, Congress is
informing HUD that the relationship between Native
Hawaiians and the Federal government is based on a
political and legal trust relationship. Therefore, it is
appropriate that Native Hawaiians benefit from these
programs," continued Senator Inouye.

This provision is part of a major housing bill that has
been sent to the President for approval. The inclusion
of Senator Inouye'’s provision will allow the Department
of Hawaiian Home Lands to compete for Federal housing
funds on a regional basis, which would increase the total
amount of Federal housing funding that Hawaii receives.

"There are JobHelp Stores in Waipahu and Kona which
provide job training, bilingual and vocational education
and job placement for Samoan, Pacific Islander and Asian
immigrants. In light of Hawaii’s critical labor
shortage, I believe it is imperative that this under-
employed immigrant population receive the job training
and bilingual education they require to enter the job
market, and ease the shortage," said Senator Inouye. The
funding increase will allow for the opening of JobHelp
Stores on Kauai and Maui.

The Congress also approved $11.8 million for the
relocation of the Hawaii Job Corps to Waimanalo. "The
new Job Corps facility will have a child care center and
a single parent dormitory. I am confident that such
additions will broaden the pool of Job Corps participants
to include single mothers and Neighbor Island residents
that will be able to take advantage of the job training
programs that Job Corps offers," said Senator Akaka.

The Hawaii Job Corps is presently located in Koko Head on
property owned by the City and County of Honolulu. 1In
relocating the Job Corps to Waimanalo, the U.S.
Department of Labor will assist in satisfying some of the
infrastructure needs which include constructing an
entrance to the parcel from the highway, laying of
utilities and leveling the parcel. This will be
beneficial to the community and other public interest
groups that may also be situated on the property.

CITIZENSHIP

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Filipino veterans who served under
the command of the U.S. Armed Forces during World War II
will now be eligible for American citizenship, under
legislation proposed by Senator Daniel K. Inouye, and
passed by the U.S. Congress today. The measure has been
sent to the President for his approval.

The legislation is attached as an amendment to the
Immigration Act of 1990. It will provide eligible
Filipino veterans with a two-year period during which
they may apply for U.S. citizenship. Congress previously
enacted legislation, in 1942, to permit those Filipinos
who served under the command of the U.S. Armed Forces to
apply for U.S. citizenship. However, many were unable to
take advantage of the law because the U.S. government
withdrew its naturalization examiner from the
Philippines. The law expired in 1946. In 1988, the U.S.
Supreme Court upheld the actions of the U.S. government,
and in doing so, denied the Filipino veterans their right
of U.S. citizenship.

Senator Inouye stated, "The Filipino veterans affected by
this legislation have been waiting for 48 years; many are
old and frail. They deserve the opportunity to become
citizens of the United States. They deserve the
opportunity to become citizens of the nation for which
they laid their lives on the line in defense of our
principles of freedom and democracy. I have pursued this
matter for six years because if the United States
believed that these Filipinos were good enough to pledge
their allegiance and to shed their blood for this
country, then they are good enough to call America their
home. Unfortunately, some of these brave veterans have
passed away, and will not be able to exercise their new
right. However, I hope that they are resting a bit more
peacefully knowing that the inequity finally has been
rectified."

the Spark M. Matsunaga Medal of Peace, as a part of the
Legislative Appropriations bill. The measure has been
sent to the President for his approval.

The Medal of Peace is named for, and will be bestowed in
memory of Senator Spark M. Matsunaga. "Spark worked
diligently for over 20 years to establish the United
States Institute of Peace in 1984. He adamantly believed
that people could learn about peace and peace-making, as
easily as they could learn about war and killing. His
lasting vision of international cooperation, global
security, and non-violent conflict resolution is embodied
in the Medal of Peace," stated Senator Akaka.

The Spark M. Matsunaga Medal of Peace would be awarded
to a person or entity that the U.S. Institute of Peace
would select who contributed to peace among nations and
peoples of the world, with special consideration given to
contributions that advance society’s knowledge and skill
in peacemaking and conflict management. The Treasury
Department shall have the authority to strike the medal.
The design shall be determined by the Treasury
Department, in consultation with the Commission of Fine
Arts.

Senator Inouye stated, "The Spark M. Matsunaga Medal of
Peace pays a lasting tribute to Spark. Hopefully, there
will come a day, as Spark envisioned, when human
conflicts are resolved, not by force of arms, but rather
by force of words through peaceful negotiations and
reasoned compromise. Through the establishment of this
Medal of Peace, I pledge that we, in the Senate, will
neither forget nor let fade, Spark’s vision for a better
tomorrow. "

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- "The Budget is obviously a product of
negotiation, consensus and compromise. Such a result can
never be perfect. However, in a democratic system,
legislation is always the product of negotiation and
compromise. I am certain that every member of the
Congress--all 535 of us--could have written another tax
bill. But the practical question is: Would the Congress
adopt it and the President sign it?

"We have before us a measure supported by the President
and by a majority of the Congress. Although this measure
is not perfect, I believe it is a victory for the people
of this great nation. When this process began and down
to the bitter end, the President together with the
Republican Leadership, opposed any additional tax burden
on the very wealthy. No surcharge for millionaires was
acceptable, the inclusion of which would result in a
Presidential veto of the entire package. At the same
time, the President and the Republicans sought to place
an extra burden--an unacceptable burden--on middle class
America. The Democratic conferees were successful in
equalizing the percentage tax rate by increasing the tax
rate on the rich from 26.8 percent to 31 percent, and
reducing the marginal tax rate for middle income families
from 33 to 31 percent.

"The senior citizens of America had valid reason to be
concerned over the budget. The President, from the
outset and throughout the negotiations, resisted any
lessening of the senior citizens’ burden. We should
recall that the President’s initial proposal was to slash
$117 billion in medicare services. The Democratic
conferees were successful in reducing the figure to

$60 billion, and then further to $42.5 billion over five
years. Of this cut, $34 billion will be borne by the
health care providers. This Conference Report once again
restores the American concept of progressive taxation.

"To vote against this measure would have meant an
immediate sequestration of funds for the people of the
United States, and in particular, for the people of
Hawaii. The result of a sequester would have been
disastrous. It would have cut $105 billion in services
immediately. For example, the Honolulu International
Airport--our gateway for millions of tourists--would have
been paralyzed due a cutback in air traffic controllers.

Hawaii’s veterans would have been deprived of needed
health care services. It would have crippled our war on
drugs. It would have cut the number of federal meat
inspectors resulting in a decrease in available meat and
poultry in Hawaii’s markets. It would resulted in a

$50 billion cut in defense spending at a time when our
brave men and women are in the deserts of Saudi Arabia.

"I am very disappointed to note the negative vote of

Mrs. Saiki, especially in view of the President’s
personal plea for support of the budget package, and his
personal involvement on her behalf in the Hawaii U.S.
Senate campaign. I am very disappointed that Mrs. Saiki
did not join the bi-partisan team, and play a positive
role in leaving this nation in a ‘kinder and gentler
state’ and in a sounder financial condition for children,
grandchildren and generations to follow."

WASHINGTON, D.C.-- The U.S. Congress today approved the
Inouye-Akaka Amendment to include tuna under the fishery
management authority of the federal government. The
provision would add tuna to the list of marine species
regulated within the 200-mile limit under the Magnuson
Fishery Conservation and Management Act.

"This provision would provide the United States with
management authority over both foreign and domestic
fishermen within 200 miles of the U.S. coast. Because of
the commercial value of tuna, it is vital that we protect
tuna by regulating its catch," said Senator Inouye.

The U.S. government currently exercises no controls on
the domestic or foreign tuna fleets within the U.S.
200-mile Exclusive Economic Zone. Tuna was not included
among the species regulated by the government under the
Magnuson Act because of arguments that it was highly
migratory.

In a Senate Commerce Committee hearing on the U.S. tuna
policy, chaired by Senator Inouye last July, it was
stated that of all coastal nations, only the U.S. and the
Bahamas exercise no jurisdiction over tuna within their
200-mile zone. As a result, the U.S. tuna fleet must
compete in U.S. waters with large foreign fleets for the
commercially valuable tuna catch.

In Hawaii, the tuna fleet is comprised of approximately
60 longline vessels, with 20 additional longline vessels
from the Gulf Coast relocating to Hawaii’s tuna-rich
waters. Also, Hawaii has about 120 charter sport-fishing
vessels which target large game fish, including tuna.

In addition, the measure bans the use of drift nets
longer than 1.5 miles in federal waters and by U.S.
vessels beyond the EEZ. It also requires the Secretary of
Commerce, through the Secretary of State, to negotiate
agreements to restrict and monitor the use of drift nets
and to pursue an international ban on the use of drift
nets on the high seas. Failure by a foreign nation to
comply with international agreement governing drift net
fishing would be treated as a certification under the
Pell amendment, section 8(a) of the Fishermen's
Protective Act of 1967, triggering the President’s
discretionary authority to embargo fish products from
that country.

Furthermore, the Magnuson Act provides a standard
definition for "dolphin safe" tuna, and prohibits other
claims on the labels related to marine mammals.

Year 1991 Transportation Appropriations bill which
includes $11 million for the Honolulu Rapid Transit
Project. The measure will be sent to the President for
his approval. "Senator Akaka and I are most pleased that
our colleagues, both House and Senate, were able to
accommodate our mass transit funding request," stated
Senator Inouye. These funds will be used for preliminary
engineering and to begin right-of-way acquisition for the
rapid transit system to reduce the traffic congestion on
Oahu’s over-burdened roads. The $11 million the project
received is a victory for Honolulu, and the first step
toward alleviating our traffic congestion problems.

"Now that Congress has provided the funds, Senator Akaka
and I will call upon the Urban Mass Transportation
Administration to provide the City and County of Honolulu
with a Letter of no Prejudice so that they may begin
preliminary engineering. The recent letter that Mayor
Fasi received from UMTA Administrator Clymer provided the
steps that must be met prior to giving Honolulu the green
light to proceed. It did not accord the City a Letter of
No Prejudice that it has been waiting for.

"In light of UMTA’s assurance that Hawaii’s project will
be placed on a ‘fast-track’ due to the commitment to
provide 70 percent of the funds through a locally
dedicated source of revenue, we will request that UMTA
that it live up to its prior commitment," stated Senator
Inouye.

Known as the Legacy Resource Management Program, the
Inouye initiative provides $10 million to the Department
of Defense for the preservation and conservation of the
rich array of biological, historical, geophysical and
cultural resources under its control. Funding for the
Legacy program is contained in the FY 1991 Defense
Appropriations Act recently passed by Congress.

Observed Inouye, "The Department of Defense has a unique
opportunity to set the standard for environmental
consciousness within the Federal Government. With land
and water holdings totaling over 25 million acres, the
Department can make a major contribution to the
conservation of endangered species, the protection of
threatened wilderness habitat and the preservation of
valuable historical sites."

Upgir the Inouye initiative, the Department of Defense
will:

- Establish a strategy, plan and priority list for
identifying and managing all biological, geophysical
and historical resources on Department of Defense
lands.

Inventory the biological, historical and geophysical
resources contained on its land.

Carry out training in environmental management.
Establish programs to protect, inventory and
conserve the artifacts of Native American
civilization, settler communities and others deemed
to have historical, cultural or spiritual
significance.




- Establish educational public access and recreational
programs designed to increase public appreciation,
awareness and support for Department of Defense
environmental initiatives.

In recent remarks, Inouye observed, "The Legacy Resource
Management Program represents a bold attempt to forge a
new partnership between the Department of Defense, the
environmental community and the American public in the
conservation of some of our nation’s most precious
wilderness. Our natural environment and our historic
heritage represent a precious legacy which we must
preserve for future generations." He further stated,
"The vast wilderness areas held by the Department of
Defense, unspoiled by years of intensive development,
contain numerous unique or endangered species and, as
such, constitute a national treasure of inestimable
value."

Inouye’s initiative is designed to strengthen the ability
of local base commanders to carry out their principal

military mission while at the same time caring for the
resources under their control. "It is fundamental to the
enlightened approach toward resource management reflected
in the Legacy program that habitat protection can, and
should, take place in the context of responsible land
use. I am convinced that everyone can benefit from such
an approach," said Inouye.

"This means," the Senator noted, "that by providing a
comprehensive inventory and management plan for all
resources, the Legacy program will increase DOD training
flexibility, reduce the potential for environmental
litigation, and improve the recreational access of
millions of Americans to DOD wilderness areas."

In remarks accompanying the enactment of the Defense
Appropriations Act, Inouye commended the Secretary of
Defense for his leadership in promoting the principles
espoused by the Legacy program. "The Secretary is
correct in identifying the responsible stewardship of
lands as a central concern of the Department. His call
for DOD to become a Federal leader in natural resource
management, training and conservation is within our grasp
and can be significantly advanced through the Legacy
Program," stated Inouye.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Hawaii will receive $394,450 for
"Operation Wipeout" from the U.S. Department of Justice's
Bureau of Justice Assistance for a marijuana eradication
project, announced Senator Daniel K. Inouye. The Hawaii
State Department of the Attorney General will undertake
an important program, in conjunction with the various
county police departments, the Hawaii Department of Land
and Natural Resources, the Drug Enforcement
Administration, and the Department of Defense, which will
concentrate primarily on the eradication of the summer
crop of marijuana in the State of Hawaii.

"We must not only curb the demand for drugs, such as
marijuana, through educational efforts, positive peer
pressure and rehabilitation programs, we must also reduce
the supply. The reduction of the supply and the demand
must be undertaken concurrently. 'Operation Wipeout' is
a critical project to eradicate the supply of marijuana
which is killing our youth--Hawaii's next generation,"
stated Senator Inouye. This program, funded pursuant to
Title I of the Omnibus Crime Control Act, will focus on
aerial surveillance, and the spraying of herbicides
utilizing a new spraying device developed by the Hawaii
State Department of Land and Natural Resources.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senator Inouye today called on
Secretary of Agriculture Clayton Yeutter to halt his push
to reduce the sugar loan rate or otherwise dismantle the
U.S. sugar program. The present 18 cents support program
is extended by the 1990 Farm Bill which recently passed
both the House and Senate. Clayton Yeutter, the
President's chief agriculture advisor, is stopping off in
Hawaii on his way back from an Asian trip. He recently
supported the industrial sugar users in their efforts to
get the loan rate reduced from 18 cents to 16 cents per
pound during the farm bill consideration.

Senator Inouye stated, "A viable sugar industry is vital
to the 6,200 workers directly employed by the Hawaiian
industry and the entire Hawaii economy. A 2 cent
reduction in the loan rate would result in a potential
$36 million annual loss to the Hawaiian industry,
threatening its very survival."

Despite Secretary Yeutter's efforts, the Senate and House
defeated the Administration-backed amendments and passed
the 1990 Farm Bill with overwhelming support. "We worked
very hard to keep the 18 cents loan in Congress--and we
succeeded!" said Senator Inouye. "We succeeded because
the sugar program is a model program--it provides
stability for both producers and consumers while
operating at no cost to the U.S. Treasury," he added.
While the present loan rate has been frozen at 18 cents
since 1985, it is vital that it be continued without
reduction for the next five years.

The Secretary is scheduled to meet today with sugar
industry executives during his stay in Hawaii. Senator
Inouye stated, "It is my hope that during his visit to
Hawaii, Secretary Yeutter will realize more fully
Hawaii's dependence on maintaining a strong U.S. sugar
industry and a good sugar program." While three-fourths
of all sugar consumed in the U.S. is in manufactured
products, sugar is not the basis for the inflated cost--1
scoop of ice cream contains 1 cent of sugar and a can of
soda contains 2 cents worth of sweetener. "Our sugar
growers are not getting fat off of a 'sweet deal,' as the
sugar program is referred to by the Administration-backed
industrial sugar users. I am confident that the Hawaii
Sugar Planters Association will clearly and unequivocally
convey that message to Secretary Yeutter," stated the
senior Senator.

Senator Inouye also expressed his concern that the
Administration will trade off sugar in return for
concessions in other agricultural commodities or trade
sectors in the current Uruguay Round GATT negotiations.
With the GATT negotiations scheduled to conclude at the
end of the year, Hawaii's senior Senator asked Yeutter to
uphold his pledge not to unilaterally disarm our sugar
program which protects domestic growers from unfair,
subsidized foreign competition and the volatile world
market.,

"We need to negotiate from a position of strength,"
Inouye said, "and I ask Secretary Yeutter to stand by the
commitment he made at his February 2, 1989 confirmation
hearing when he assured the Senate Agriculture Committee
that '...we are not about to make major changes here in
(U.S.) sugar policy until and unless other people make
them as well.'"

Any reduction in the loan rate is a unilateral
disarmament, unless it is matched by other countries
reducing their internal price supports and export
subsidies on sugar in like degree. "To state otherwise,"
Inouye concluded, "is to engage in a deception of the
American people."

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced today that the Senate Appropriations
Subcommittee on Agriculture approved approximately

$17.5 million for Hawaii-related agriculture projects.
The measure now goes to the Senate Appropriations
Committee within the week for consideration, and then on
to the Senate floor for debate,

The Island of Kauai is the site of the first full-scale
effort to eradicate all strains of fruit flies in Hawaii,
under a $2,667,000 federal project approved late this
afternoon. "Our Senate colleagues agreed to increase the
funding level by $900,000 over last year's level because
eradicating fruit flies is imperative to the growth of
Hawaii's agricultural industries. The increased funding
will reduce the time required to complete the experiment
from 13 to 8 years," stated Senator Inouye. Over the
past 3 years, $3 million has been spent to complete all
preliminary efforts and begin implementation of the full-
scale test on Kauali.

Additionally, the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee
authorized the U.S. Department of Agriculture's
Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service in
Hawaii to share in the irrigation system connection
costs, including water meters, connecting pipes, and
other installment charges, incurred by Hawaiian Homeland
Homesteaders. This federal cost-sharing program will
enable Hawaiian homesteaders to overcome an initial cost
barrier and begin agricultural endeavors on their 1land.

Senator Akaka stated, "Our colleagues have also required
the Soil Conversation Service to work with the Molokai
community and the relevant State agencies to develop a
master agricultural development plan for the Island of
Molokai, These provisions together, I believe, will
provide the Island of Molokai and its many Hawaiian
Homesteaders with a viable means, as well as options to
pursue agricultural-related economic development
projects."

Other Hawaii-related agriculture projects include:

Center for Tropical and Subtropical Agriculture --
$5,675,000 is appropriated to begin construction of a new
agricultural research building to further promote the
University of Hawaii's world leadership in the field of
tropical and subtropical agriculture. The 1990 Hawaii
State Legislature approved its share, $9.551 million, for
the construction of the new building and research
facility.

Tropical and Subtropical Research -- $3,299,000 for the
Hawaii/Florida research program in tropical and
subtropical agriculture,.

Animal Damage Control -- $240,000 to control the rat
problem affecting the sugarcane and macadamia nut
industries.

Electronic Baggage Inspection -- $205,000 to purchase and
install x-ray equipment to inspect baggage for
agricultural produce at Hawaii's 5 major airports.

American Pacific Agriculture Development -- $650,000 to
continue efforts to develop agricultural industries in
the American Pacific Islands.

Hilo ACS Office and Hilo FmHA Office -- $99,000 for the
continued operation of the Hilo Agricultural Cooperative
Service office, and to require that the Farmers Home
Administration office be located in Hilo.

K. Akaka announced today that the Senate Appropriations
Subcommittee on State, Justice and Commerce has directed
the Bureau of Prisons to select a site for a federal
detention facility in Hawaii and to submit its
recommendations to the Congress by January 1, 1991,
Hawaii's correctional system was designed to accommodate
1500 offenders. On a daily basis, the system is holding
2500 offenders. Since the federal government contracts
with the State for the detention of federal prisoners,
the federal government is an additional burden on our
already over-burdened State prison system.

"The State of Hawail is interested in a federal-state
partnership which will more equally distribute the burden
of incarcerating offenders, I am confident that such a
partnership will result in a federal detention facility
for Hawaii," stated Senator Akaka.

The Senate Appropriations Subcommittee also approved

$26 million for the East-West Center. "As the East-West
Center begins its fourth decade, it has distinguished
itself as an educational institution uniquely qualified
to conduct research, offer training, facilitate
inter-cultural exchange, and monitor social, economic,
and cultural developments in Asia and the Pacifiec,”
stated Senator Inouye. The $26 million will allow the
Center to implement its strategic plan which ensures that
its programs address the needs of the 21st Century.
Senator Inouye elaborated, "As a part of its education
and international relations initiatives, the Center has
planned research projects and conferences addressing the
environmental costs of economic development, the energy
needs of Pacific Island nations, and population changes
in Asia."

Other Hawaii-related projects include:

PEACESAT -- $1 million to construct earth terminals to
utilize the new satellites secured to cover its
transmission needs in an effort to administer the
PEACESAT program and serve the American Pacific
territories.

Hawaiian Monk Seals -- $400,000 to continue federal
funding to protect the Hawaiian Monk Seal which only
lives in the Hawaiian islands. It is an endangered
species under the protection of the Endangered Species
Act and the Marine Mammal Protection Act.

Hawaii Stock Management -- $400,000 to continue the
development of a comprehensive stock enhancement and
fisheries management program to curb the pronounced
decline in the availability of coastal fish and the
number of landings in Hawaiian waters. Recent research
indicates that maximum sustainable yields are being
exceeded for a number of species of importance to Hawaii.

Mahimahi Technology Research -- $188,000 to continue the
development of commercial mass-culture aquaculture
technology for Mahimahi. Mahimahi is a commercially
popular marine fish common to tropical and subtropical
seas, Given its strong consumer acceptance, mahimahi
sales represent a rapidly expanding market.

Asian Aquaculture Exchange -- $282,000 to continue
information exchange of aquaculture technology with Asian
countries such as Indonesia, Taiwan and Thailand that
have centuries of practical experience in marine and
fresh water aquaculture., The Aquaculture Exchange
program offers an innovative and cost-effective means of
acquiring a wealth of technical information on well-
established aquaculture practices.

Hawaii Weather Data Buoys -- NOAA is required to continue
to operate and maintain Hawaii's four deep ocean weather
data buoys, over the Administration's attempts to delete
the program. These advanced data gathering buoys are
critical given Hawaii's geographic location, and relied
upon heavily by our State's coastal residents and
commercial and recreational boaters to provide important
information on atmospheric and sea conditions.

Pacific Region Headquarters -- Rejection of the
Administration's proposal to consolidate the National
Weather Service's Pacific Region Headquarters with the
Alaska region.

K. Akaka announced today that the Senate Appropriations
Subcommittee on Labor, Health and Human Services, and
Education approved approximately $18.93 million for
Native Hawaiian Health and Education programs. The
Senate Appropriations Committee will consider the measure
shortly. It will then be debated by the Senate within
two weeks,

Of the total $18.93 million provided, funds will be
allocated to continue such Native Hawaiian initiatives as
the Gifted and Talented program at the University of
Hawaii at Hilo, drug abuse prevention activities, elderly
assistance programs, vocational education projects, and
family-based centers. Federal funds are aimed at
improving the quality of life of Native Hawaiians who
suffer the poorest rates of academic achievement among
Hawaii's ethnic groups.

"The Bush Administration requested a total of

$1.8 million for Native Hawaiian programs. Even without
the Administration's support, Senator Inouye and I
believe very deeply that we have an obligation to send
more Native Hawaiians to college and to lower their
unfortunately high incidences of diabetes, cancer and low
birth weight babies,”" said Senator Akaka.

Other Hawaii health and education initiatives approved by
the Senate Subcommittee include:

Hansen's Disease -- $3.5 million for Hawaii's Hansen
disease program, including $167,000 for a special
transition study to address the needs of the aging
Kalaupapa population.

Pacific Basin Health -- $2.5 million to continue efforts
to upgrade health conditions in the Pacific Basin,
including facility improvement and training of health
professionals. The first class of the Pacific Basin
Medical Officer project is expected to graduate next
fall.

Impact Aid -- The State of Hawaii will receive
$23.8 million in federal impact aid funds, an increase of
about $2 million over last year's level.

AIDS funds - The Subcommittee included language to ensure
that Hawaii will continue to receive its fair share of

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The Senate Labor, Health and Human
Services, Education Appropriations Subcommittee approved
an increase in the Hawaii Department of Labor's JobHelp
Store program for a total of $2.5 million. The Hawaii
Samoan Job Training program will also receive $500,000 to
continue its outreach services.

"There are JobHelp Stores in Waipahu and Kona which
provide job training, bilingual and vocational education
and job placement for Samoan, Pacific Islander and Asian
immigrants. In light of Hawaii's critical labor
shortage, I believe it is imperative that this under-
employed immigrant population receive the job training
and bilingual education they require to enter the job
market, and ease the shortage," said Senator Inouye. The
funding increase will allow for the opening of JobHelp
Stores on Kauai and Mauli.

The Senate Appropriations Subcommittee also approved
$11.8 million for the relocation of the Hawaii Job Corps
to Waimanalo. "The new Job Corps facility will have a
child care center and a single parent dormitory. I am
confident that such additions will broaden the pool of
Job Corps participants to include single mothers and
Neighbor Island residents that will be able to take
advantage of the job training programs that Job Corps
offers," said Senator Akaka.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senator Daniel K. Inouye announced
that the Federal Communications Commission's (FCC) Hawaii
Monitoring Station, presently located at Waipahu, has
been given authority to relocate its facility to keep up
with its monitoring responsibilities in light of the
growing number of radio and television stations in
Honolulu. The Congress passed this provision last night,
as a part of the FCC Authorization bill, The measure

has been sent to the White House for approval.

In 1948, the FCC established a monitoring station at
Waipahu, 11 miles from Honolulu, where the major
television transmitters are located. It proved very
satisfactory for monitoring transmissions and
interference because the FCC required that the broadcast
facilities be located away from the monitoring station,
and that they restrict their transmissions. Honolulu has
grown tremendously since 1948. With this growth, there
has been an increase in the number of radio and
television stations operating at high powers. As more
and more broadcast licensees move out of Honolulu and
closer to Waipahu, the FCC monitoring station's ability
to perform its responsibilities has continued to
decrease,

"Rather than render the station obsolete by the mid-

assist the FCC in its relocation efforts. Because the
monitoring station occupies a strategic location in Pearl
Harbor, I believe it was very important to provide the
State with an option to purchase or to work on
facilitating a sale which would be in the publiec
interest., I am confident that the FCC, working in
conjunction with the State of Hawaii and the General
Services Administration, will be successful in relocating
the station which is of vital importance to our
broadcasters and Hawaii's residents," stated Senator
Inouye.

The Island of Kauai is the site of the first full-scale
effort to eradicate all strains of fruit flies in Hawaii,
under a $2,667,000 federal project approved this morning.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senator Daniel K. Inouye will deliver
the following speech on the return of the Island of
Kahoolawe on Tuesday, September 25, 1990, at 5:00 pm
(EST.).

Mr. President, I applaud the proposal of the Junior
Senator from Hawaii regarding the return of the Island of
Kahoolawe to the State of Hawaii. As Chairman of the
Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on Defense, I received
a letter from Senator Akaka requesting the inclusion of
his proposal in the FY 1991 Department of Defense
Appropriations bill. I believe that it is well-thought
out and strikes the best possible balance between the
obligation of the United States to return the Island in a
habitable condition and, in light of budgetary
constraints, to meet the need to carefully measure and
reduce the costs associated with its return.

Some of my colleagues may not be aware that Kahoolawe is
the smallest island of the Hawaiian Island chain.

In 1953, Kahoolawe was placed under the U.S. Navy's
jurisdiction by Executive Order 10436 which was issued by
President Dwight Eisenhower. Once the Island is no
longer of use to the Navy, the Order requires the Navy to
"render such area, or such portion thereof, reasonably
safe for human habitation, without cost to the
Territory." As you will note by the use of the word
"Territory," the Navy has maintained possession of
Kahoolawe for 36 years--6 years longer than Hawaii has
been the 50th State of the Union.

During these years, Kahoolawe has been an integral part
of the Navy's military training. Nonetheless, since
1982, Australia, New Zealand, Japan, and Great Britain
have declined to bomb the Island during Jjoint military
exercises. Only Canada and the United States continue to
participate in shelling exercises,

Concurrently, efforts are underway to prevent further
erosion of the Island caused by a lack of vegetation,
which in turn is due to the foraging of a feral goat
population and exacerbated by the continued shelling. 1In
1981, Kahoolawe was placed on the National Register of
Historical Places because it is the only island in Hawaii
where the remains of the total prehistoric and historical
system are known to be preserved. Continued bombing of
the Island threatens the preservation of these historic
artifacts and sites. In my judgment, we can and must
find an alternative site for the U.S. Navy to continue
its training exercises to ensure the military readiness
of our Armed Forces.

Over the years, the people of Hawaii have united in their
overwhelming support for the return of Kahoolawe. The
spiritual and traditional heritage of this Island go to
the very essence of the Native Hawaiian people. They
have spoken on many occasions through their elected State
and County representatives., Resolutions have been passed
repeatedly by the Hawaii State Senate and House of

Representatives demanding that the President return the
Island to its people. The County Council of Maui, which
encompasses Kahoolawe, has also sent resolutions, in
conjunction with letters from the Mayor of Maui, urging
the Island's return. In addition, I have spoken to
Governor Waihee of the State of Hawaii who also places a
very high priority on securing the return of the Island.

As the Senior Senator of the State of Hawaii, I intend to
heed the steadfast call of the people of Hawaii. I am
committed to the return of Kahoolawe. We have provided
the U.S. Navy with a target practice site for 36 years.
We have paid our dues and done our part at a substantial
cost.

Senator Akaka's proposal provides the best possible
compromise to a difficult situation. It will establish a
Commission comprised of appointees from both the
Department of the Navy and the State of Hawaii, including
a representative of the Native Hawaiian people. It will
be their responsibility to study the terms and conditions
for the return of the Island, including the cost of
clean-up and a time frame for the return. They will
recommend to the Congress an interpretation and specific
application of the portion of President Eisenhower's
Executive Order, requiring the return of the Island in a
"reasonably safe condition for human habitation.,"

The cost of clean-up for purposes of rendering the Island
safe for the construction of homes or other types of
buildings is estimated to exceed $4 billion, and would, I
believe, prohibit the return. However, a lesser degree
of habitation which would reserve the Island for parks
and recreation, historic landmark visits, and for
education and research-related activities, for example,
in certain parts of the Island, would be less costly.

The Commission will be required to balance the needs,
sensitivities, and constraints of all of the parties. To
ensure that the rights of all parties are preserved, I
support Senator Akaka's proposal to prohibit any bombing
or further degradation of Xahoolawe for the duration of
the Commission's study.

As Chairman of the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on
Defense, I support the Akaka proposal, and will
incorporate it into the FY 1991 Department of Defense
Appropriations bill, Let there be no doubt, I intend to
use every resource available to me to return the Island
of Kahoolawe to the people of Hawaii. I shall also do my

best to ensure that our Armed Forces have appropriate
training facilities elsewhere to maintain our nation's
military readiness.

I commend the Junior Senator for his innovative proposal
which is sensitive to the call of Hawaii's people, and is
in accord with our nation's fiscal constraints and
security interests. In the great words of President
Abraham Lincoln, "Let us have faith that right makes
might, and in that faith, let us to the end, dare to do
our duty as we understand it." Senator Akaka and I have
a duty to the people of Hawaii--a duty we believe to be
right and just.

We will accomplish it.

Inouye is a member, will convene shortly to resolve the
differences in the respective bills. It will then go to
the White House for the President's approval. "As a
Conferee, I will work to ensure that all of Hawaii's
military construction needs are met," said Senator
Inouye.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced that the Department of Hawaiian Home
Lands will receive $1.2 million to develop roads, water,
electricity, and drainage on the Hawaiian Homesteads, in
a measure approved this evening by the United States
Senate.

"I am hopeful that these funds, for developing vital
utilities on the parcels, will result in the awarding of
more Hawaiian Homestead leases. Over the past two years,
the Department of Hawaiian Home Lands has received

$2.4 million from the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development to prepare the Hawaiian Homesteads for
Native Hawaiians," stated Senator Inouye.

The Senate Appropriations Subcommittee also approved
$1.3 million to assist the sugarcane plantations along
the Hamakua Coast with their federal environmental water
quality standards. The heavy rainfall on the Hamakua
Coast causes excess amounts of mud to adhere to the
harvested sugarcane, and the Environmental Protection
Agency requires that the mills remove the mud from the
rinse-water before it is discharged into the ocean.

In addition, the County of Hawaii will receive $500,000
to conduct a feasibility study to develop a water
resources system for the community of Kohala on the Big
Island. The federal funds will hopefully advance the
development of such a system to assist existing
businesses, and possibly new ones, as well as meeting the
increasing housing needs.

Other Hawaii-related projects include:

8-Meter Telescope -- $4 million for the procurement of an
8-meter telescope to be located at Mauna Kea on the Big
Island to further pursue the National Science
Foundation's astronomy initiatives.

Minority Veterans PTSD Study -- $1.5 million for a
Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder study targeted toward
Asian Americans, Native Hawaiians, American Pacific
Islanders and Native Americans. These groups were
excluded from the 1988 Minority Veterans PTSD study.

Center, and provided $3 million within existing funds for
this purpose. The Committee further endorsed the free-
standing VA building, adjacent to Tripler, which will
house 60 long-term care beds, an out-patient clinic and
the regional benefits office. It urged the VA to make
every effort to keep to its targeted completion date of
1997.

A Conference between the Senate and House will be
convened shortly to reconcile the differences in the
respective bills. Neither the Hawaii community
development projects, nor the Hawaii veterans hospital or
minority veterans PTSD study, were included in the House
version of the HUD/VA Appropriations bill. They will all
be subject to Conference deliberations. Once the
Conference has been completed, the measure will be sent
to the President for his approval.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senator Daniel K. Inouye will deliver
the following speech on Johnston Island on Thursday,
October 4, 1990, at 5:00 pm (EST.).

Mr. President, on September 27th, the Junior Senator from
Hawaii, Senator Akaka, introduced a bill of extreme
importance to the people of Hawaii and the Pacific Basin.
His measure will prohibit the transport, and destruction
or storage of any additional chemical munitions after
those from Germany arrive at Johnston Island. I
wholeheartedly support the Akaka plan.

Exactly 2 months ago, I cam. to the Senate floor to
discuss with my colleagues the planned shipment of
chemical munitions to Johnston Island, and to address the
concerns of my constituents. Two modified cargo vessels
carrying approximately 100,000 chemical artillery shells
have begun their voyage from Nordenham, West Germany to
Johnston Island, and are scheduled to arrive on or about
November 10th.

Of all the horrible weapons produced by man, perhaps none
instills fear as readily as chemical agents. These
weapons are to be feared, because they are
extraordinarily dangerous. I do not deny or disparage
the fears of my constituents. Indeed, I share them. We
must resolve to seek the adoption of the presently
negotiated international treaty which will restrict the
further production of these weapons, and destroy most of
those which currently exist throughout our planet. 1In
doing so, we must take every precaution to avoid an
accidental release of chemicals.

For this reason, on August 14th, I visited Johnston Atoll
for an on-site inspection to ascertain for myself the
safety of the destruction procedures. At my invitation,
media representatives accompanied my delegation to
Johnston Island. I sought to guarantee that what I saw--
they and the people of Hawaii would see. I wanted the
facts to be reported with no-cover-up, no secrets. At
that time, I vowed that, if there were any reasonable
doubts that the weapons could not be safely destroyed, I
would take every measure at my disposal to block the
shipment of chemical weapons from Germany to Johnston
Island.

In the course of my visit, I became convinced that the
increasingly stringent tests that have been repeatedly
conducted to ensure the integrity of construction, the
adequacy of safeguards, and the safety of the processes
employed meant the Johnston Island Chemical Disposal
System is as safe as any human endeavor can be. I
believe the media representatives who accompanied me
shared this view.

Mr. President, there have been some start-up delays in
the operation of the disposal system at Johnston Island.
But these have been taken to ensure the continued safe
and efficient operation of the facility. I believe that
our government and military officials have taken the
proper course of action--they are cautious, they stress
safety and they endeavor to ensure the proper operation
of the system.

Johnston Atoll is our nation’s first large-scale
incinerator for the destruction chemical weapons. It is
also the model for 8 others to be constructed throughout
the continental United States. I believe it is fair to
say that the vast majority of Americans agree with the
policy of destroying these gruesome weapons. However, I
believe it is also fair to say that the vast majority of
Americans will fight to keep it "out of their backyards."

Mr. President, fairness and equity--as well as safety--
dictate that these chemicals be destroyed in place. The
incineration of chemical weapons is the best available
means to rid the world of these deadly chemicals. Let me
state a simple truth--If we are to rid the world of
chemical weapons, they must be destroyed. We, in the
Pacific, are the first to shoulder our share of this
national responsibility. Many of my Hawaii constituents,
as well as the citizens of the U.S. territories in the
Pacific which are under the protection of our flag, are
fearful of the impending shipment. Some are outraged.
However, they are even more concerned that Johnston
Island, which is 825 miles west-southwest of Honolulu,
will become the "dumping ground" for U.S. chemical
weapons.

Mr. President, I want to assure my constituents that no
more than 6.6 percent of the U.S. chemical weapons
stockpile will be destroyed on Johnston Island. The
remainder will be destroyed within the continental United
States at locations where they are currently stored. The
proposal of Senator Akaka ensures it.

As Chairman of the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on
Defense, I intend to incorporate the Akaka Johnston
Island plan into the FY 1991 Defense Appropriations Bill.
I believe the Akaka plan is sound. For Hawaii, it
accepts our share of the national responsibility to begin
the process of destroying these deadly chemical agents,
while concurrently guaranteeing that we will not be
called upon, again and again, to accept a
disproportionate burden of chemical weapons destruction.

We must now accept as our destiny the challenge to make
this world a safer place for our children, grandchildren,
and the generations to follow. I embrace it. I intend
to carry it through. We will destroy these chemical
weapons from Germany on Johnston Island. We, in the
Pacific, will fulfill our responsibility. We will then
look to others to do their share.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced today that the Senate Appropriations
Committee approved approximately $18.9 million for Native
Hawaiian Health and Education programs.

Of the total, approximately $6.6 million will be for the
Native Hawaiian Education initiatives. These include
$535,000 for a model curriculum developed by the
Kamehameha Schools, $2.9 million for family-based
education centers operating under the Kamehameha Schools
and the Aha Punana Leo Inc., $1.7 million for higher
education demonstration programs at the Kamehameha
Schools, $887,000 for the Gifted and Talented program at
the University of Hawaii at Hilo, and $700,000 for a
State program addressing the special needs of Native
Hawaiians. "Federal funds are aimed at improving the
quality of life of Native Hawaiians who suffer the
poorest rates of academic achievement among Hawaii'’s
ethnic groups," stated Senator Inouye.

The Committee also approved $4.0 million for native
Hawaiian health care services. Of these funds provided,
the Committee will allocate $800,000 for the Health
Professions Scholarship Program administered by the
Bishop Estate, $400,000 for Papa Ola Lokahi, and $2.8
million will be used to support the development of Native
Hawaiian health centers.

Other important Hawaii-related initiatives include:

Hansen’s Disease -- $3.5 million for Hawaii’s Hansen
disease program, including $167,000 for a special
transition study to address the needs of the aging
Kalaupapa population.

Pacific Basin Health -- $2.5 million to continue efforts
to upgrade health conditions in the Pacific Basin,
including facility improvement and training of health
professionals. Of the total, $1.65 million is for the
Medical Officers Program which provides training for

Trust Territories of the Pacific Basin. The first class
of the Pacific Basin Medical Officer project is expected
to graduate next fall.

Impact Aid -- The State of Hawaii will receive

AIDS funds - The Committee included language to ensure
that Hawaii will continue to receive its fair share of
federal AIDS funds. Without the modification, the State
of Hawaii Department of Health may have lost about

70 percent of its AIDS funds.

Guam Brown Tree Snake -~ The Committee has required the
Centers of Disease Control and the National Institutes of
Health to develop an effective response to the health
risks associated with the Guam Brown Tree Snake.

"The Bush Administration requested a total of

$1.8 million for Native hawaiian programs. Even without
the Administration’s support, Senator Inouye and I
believe very deeply that we have an obligation to send
more Native Hawaiians to college and to lower their
unfortunately high incidences of diabetes, cancer and low
birth weight babies," said Senator Akaka.

The measure now goes to the Senate floor for
consideration. Upon passage, the differences between the
House and Senate versions will be reconciled in
Conference. "As a conferee, I pledge to work with my
colleagues to secure the highest level of funding for
these important Native Hawaiian programs. Senator Akaka
and I believe that the trust relationship between the
United States and the Native Hawaiian people requires it.

WASHINGTON, D.C.--The U.S. Senate today approved the
Inouye-Akaka Amendment to include tuna under the fishery
management authority of the federal government. The
provision would add tuna to the list of marine species
regulated within the 200-mile limit under the Magnuson
Fishery Conservation and Management Act.

"This provision would provide the United States with
management authority over both foreign and domestic
fishermen within 200 miles of the U.S. coast. Because of
the commercial value of tuna, it is vital that we protect
tuna by regulating its catch," said Senator Inouye.

The U.S. government currently exercises no controls on
the domestic or foreign tuna fleets within the U.S.
200-mile Exclusive Economic Zone. Tuna was not included
among the species regulated by the government under the
Magnuson Act because of arguments that it was highly
migratory.

In a Senate Commerce Committee hearing on the U.S. tuna
policy, chaired by Senator Inouye last July, it was
stated that of all coastal nations, only the U.S. and the
Bahamas exercise no jurisdiction over tuna within their
200-mile zone. As a result, the U.S. tuna fleet must
compete in U.S. waters with large foreign fleets for the
commercially valuable tuna catch.

In Hawaii, the tuna fleet is comprised of approximately
60 longline vessels, with 20 additional longline vessels
from the Gulf Coast relocating to Hawaii’s tuna-rich
waters. Also, Hawaii has about 120 charter sport-fishing
vessels which target large game fish, including tuna.

The differences in the House and Senate versions of the
Magnuson Act reauthorization will be reconciled in
conference. Upon completion, the bill and report will be
sent to the President for his approval.

It will require improved processing and
increased staffing at the Honolulu International Airport
to comply with this standard, and thereby shorten the
inexcusable delays being experienced today.

Hawaiian Monk Seals -- $400,000 to continue federal
funding to protect the Hawaiian Monk Seal which only
lives in the Hawaiian islands. It is an endangered
species under the protection of the Endangered Species
Act and the Marine Mammal Protection Act.

Hawaii Stock Management -- $400,000 to continue the
development of a comprehensive stock enhancement and
fisheries management program to curb the pronounced
decline in the availability of coastal fish and the
number of landings in Hawaiian waters. Recent research
indicates that maximum sustainable yields are being
exceeded for a number of species of importance to Hawaii.

Mahimahi Technology Research -- $400,000 to continue the
development of commercial mass-culture aquaculture
technology for Mahimahi. Mahimahi is a commercially
popular marine fish common to tropical and subtropical
seas. Given its strong consumer acceptance, mahimahi
sales represent a rapidly expanding market.

Hawaii Weather Data Buoys -- NOAA is required to continue
to operate and maintain Hawaii’s four deep ocean weather
data buoys, over the Administration’s attempts to delete
the program. These advanced data gathering buoys are
critical given Hawaii’s geographic location, and relied
upon heavily by our State’s coastal residents and

commercial and recreational boaters to provide important
information on atmospheric and sea conditions.

Pacific Region Headquarters -- Rejection of the
Administration’s proposal to consolidate the National
Weather Service’s Pacific Region Headquarters with the
Alaska region. The Pacific Region Office serves Hawaii,
Midway, Wake Island, American Samoa, Guam, and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Marianas. These areas are
extremely vulnerable to climatic natural disasters, and
their geographic isolation exacerbates the potential for
devastation. 1In addition, some of the busiest shipping
lanes in the world are found in these waters. The
Pacific Region Headquarters shall remain in Hawaii.

Special Census for the Federated States of Micronesia --
$750,000 for a special census to update 1980 population
data on the Federated States of Micronesia to ensure
accurate planning and implementation of U.S. Public
Health Service programs and services to serve these
populations under the protection of the U.S. flag.

The differences in the House and Senate versions of the
measure will be reconciled in conference. Senator Inouye
will serve as one of the conferees.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced today that the U.S. Senate approved
approximately $18.9 million for Native Hawaiian Health
and Education programs.

Of the total, approximately $6.6 million will be for the
Native Hawaiian Education initiatives. These include
$535,000 for a model curriculum developed by the
Kamehameha Schools, $2.9 million for family-based
education centers operating under the Kamehameha Schools
and the Aha Punana Leo Inc., $1.7 million for higher
education demonstration programs at the Kamehameha
Schools, $887,000 for the Gifted and Talented program at
the University of Hawaii at Hilo, and $700,000 for a
State program addressing the special needs of native
Hawaiians. "Federal funds are aimed at improving the
quality of life of Native Hawaiians who suffer the
poorest rates of academic achievement among Hawaii'’s
ethnic groups," stated Senator Inouye.

The Senate also approved $4.0 million for Native Hawaiian
health care services. Of the total, $800,000 will be
allocated for the Health Professions Scholarship Program
administered by the Bishop Estate, $400,000 for Papa Ola
Lokahi, and $2.8 million will be used to support the
development of Native Hawaiian health centers.

Other important Hawaii-related initiatives include:

Hansen’s Disease -- $3.5 million for Hawaii'’s Hansen
disease program, including $167,000 for a special
transition study to address the needs of the aging
Kalaupapa population.

Pacific Basin Health -- $2.5 million to continue efforts
to upgrade health conditions in the Pacific Basin,
including facility improvement and training of health
professionals. Of the total, $1.65 million is for the
Medical Officers Program which provides training for
approximately 125 Micronesian medical officers to

assist the underserved areas of American Samoa and the
Trust Territories of the Pacific Basin. The first class
of the Pacific Basin Medical Officer project is expected
to graduate next fall.

Impact Aid -- The State of Hawaii will receive
$23.8 million in federal impact aid funds, an increase of
about $2.0 million over last year’s level.

AIDS funds - The Committee included language to ensure
that Hawaii will continue to receive its fair share of
federal AIDS funds. Without the modification, the State
of Hawaii Department of Health may have lost about

70 percent of its AIDS funds.

Guam Brown Tree Snake - The Committee has required the
Centers of Disease Control and the National Institutes of
Health to develop an effective response to the health
risks associated with the Guam Brown Tree Snake.

"The Bush Administration requested a total of

$1.8 million for Native Hawaiian programs. Even without
the Administration’s support, Senator Inouye and I
believe very deeply that we have an obligation to send
more Native Hawaiians to college and to lower their
unfortunately high incidences of diabetes, cancer and low
birth weight babies," said Senator Akaka.

The differences between the House and Senate versions of
this measure will be reconciled in Conference. "As a
conferee, I pledge to work with my colleagues to secure
the highest level of funding for these important Native
Hawaiian programs. Senator Akaka and I believe that the
trust relationship between the United States and the
Native Hawaiian people requires it. We have an
obligation to improve the quality of life, through better
health care and education, of today’s generation of
Native Hawaiians, and to set forth a brighter future for
the generations that will follow," stated Senator Inouye.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The U.S. Senate-House Conference
Committee approved approximately $14.05 million for
Hawaii Energy and Water projects in the FY 1991 Energy
Appropriations bill, announced Senator Daniel K. Inouye.
Pending final approval of the conference report by both
houses, the bill will go to the White House for the
President’s approval. Included in the bill are the
following Hawaii projects:

GEOTHERMAIL RESOURCE VERIFICATION, $5 million

The Governor of Hawaii requested $5 million in federal
funds to be added to State funds for the verification and
characterization of the geothermal resource, as the final
step necessary to convince private developers to act on
their interest in pursuing commercial geothermal
development. The State expects the private sector to
match, dollar for dollar, the combined State and federal
commitments.

OTEC, $2.75 million

Ocean Thermal Energy Conversion is a clean, unlimited
source of energy which also provides aquaculture and
fresh water. Congress has over the past few years
augmented any USDOE OTEC request. There were no OTEC
funds in the Administration’s request this year.
Congress has allocated not less than $2,250,000 to the
Pacific International Center for High Technology Research
(PICHTR). An appropriation this year is necessary to
continue the advancement of this attractive solution to
the energy and economic needs of islands and nations in
the Pacific. Hawaii leads the world in OTEC technology
and has taken steps to maintain that lead. 1In 1989, the
Hawaii State Legislature appropriated $5 million for
OTEC.

BIOMASS/BIOFUELS, $750,000

The Hawaii Biofuels Research Program is a comprehensive
research and development effort which identifies high-
yield biomass crops for gaseous and liquid fuel
production. Biomass represents the only form of
renewable energy that is readily converted to liquid
fuels. Biofuels also contribute towards diminishing
pollution. $750,000 was requested for production
research, harvesting/processing, conversion, and market
analysis. $500,000 has been provided in each of the past
three years. Additional funding would help Hawaii expand
its program and maintain its status as a national
laboratory and a world leader in biofuels technology.

MAALAEA HARBOR PROJECT, $4.450 million

The Maalaea Harbor Project on the Island of Maui was
funded for the first time last year and is included in
the Administration’s request.

. KAWATHAE HARBOR CONSTRUCTION, $1 million

Funds requested are for first year construction of
Kawaihae Harbor. All preconstruction engineering and
design activities will be completed in the current fiscal
year.

@AIKIKI BEACH EROSION CONTROL, $100,000

share of the update environmental studies and to study
the feasibility of the project. Waikiki Beach is an
invaluable asset that serves as the foundation for our
thriving visitor industry.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Senators Daniel K. Inouye and Daniel
K. Akaka announced today that the U.S. Senate approved an
increase in the Hawaii Department of Labor’s JobHelp
Store program for a total of $2.5 million. The Hawaii
Samoan Job Training program will also receive $500,000 to
continue its outreach services.

"There are JobHelp Stores in Waipahu and Kona which
provide job training, bilingual and vocational education
and job placement for Samoan, Pacific Islander and Asian
immigrants. In light of Hawaii’s critical labor
shortage, I believe it is imperative that this under-
employed immigrant population receive the job training
and bilingual education they require to enter the job
market, and ease the shortage," said Senator Inouye. The
funding increase will allow for the opening of JobHelp
Stores on Kauai and Maui.

The Senate approved $11.8 million for the relocation of
the Hawaii Job Corps to Waimanalo. "The new Job Corps
facility will have a child care center and a single
parent dormitory. I am confident that such additions
will broaden the pool of Job Corps participants to
include single mothers and Neighbor Island residents that
will be able to take advantage of the job training
programs that Job Corps offers," said Senator Akaka.
