Results of the testing is ex-
pected to help the utilities com-
pany to determine the feasibility
of well drilling on the area.

Sothoseoutside investors who
have gained leases through lo-
cal agent-trustees may stand to
lose whatever development they
have erected on their leaseholds
if the selling landownersdispute
back theirland in courtandif the
court decides in their favor on
account of Article XII.

. For subsequent purchasers or
lessees, the danger would be
great because the existence of
side agreements and the source
of thé purchase money are facts
which do not necessarily appear
in the land records lawyers and
title examiners can review.

The recent Supreme Court
ruling on the Aldan-Pierce vs.
Leocadio Mafnas case giving
back the right of ownership to
the selling landowner after find-
ing that the transaction was void
ab initio triggered the filing of
other similar land cases by sell-
ing landowners.

*“That’s the seminal landmark
which now controls the other
Article XIIcases,” Mitchell said.
“Article XII when enforced in
ali the other cases, the transac-
tions are set aside, and the one
that gets the biggest losses is the
person who bought the land.

Because of the side agree-
ments, several of the sales have
been attacked by the original
landowners, who see them as
loopholes to cash in on the
developer’s prosperity.

These former owners claim
they were cheated when they
see the land that was once theirs
selling for ten times the price
they sold it.

Their argument is that the lo-
cal buyer in this arrangement is
nothing more than an agent-
trustee or employee of the
foreign investor, and not the
actual owner. This they say is in
violation of Article XII.

Thisis why observers say that
foreign investment may be
chased away and may never re-
turn, something :that Mitchell
does not agree with completely.
