Tt is

certainly fine that we have splendid hotel &fid motel accomodations,

available U-drive-its, nlaces to eat and other facilities to satisfy the

needs of prospective tourists, But we must have something to offet io

keep our hotels and motels full, our rental cars on the road, our food hot
and ready to serve hungry eustomers., Now what steps have we taken to

lure those prospective tourists? None &S far as 1 see, thhing:is

done to provide the tourist with things to do and to see. Therefore, T

have a number of suggestions to offer.A Some may appear to be highly

impractical, if not absurd, but none are impossible &f accomplishment.

1, Our battlefields are a tremendous asset which may be lost if we do not
do something to preserve them while the-memories of those who are here,
and the memories of those who participated, are still fresh., Therefore,
I suggest that the Armed Ferces of the United Sﬁates be requested to
send'an Historiecal team to Saipan to hsve various parts of the island
monumented-—similaf to the great historic attraction in the States,
the Gettysburg National Military Park. This would involve placing
permanent markers at strategic or historical points, invasion beaches,
battlegromds and other points of military interest that World War II
ereated in 194k, The markers should be in numerical sequence and in
chronological and historical order, A tour map should be prepared and
printed to assist tourists in an enlightened visit to the battlefields.
(This to be in English and Japanese.) -Perhaps at the starting point
of the tour we should erect a small building or Xiosk to house a large

map, pictures and other things of interest to give the visiting publis
