PONAPEAN PROFILES Xi

This Week: Wilfredo C. Doctor 

~ father wa.s a farmer, and I help­
ed him all during the war; but I ma.de up 
'l1f3 mind that I would work in something 
besides farming when the war ended. n Our 
Assistant Distrlot Supply Officer, in · 
supply work for the last thirteen years, 
has carried out bis intention. Behind 
his wrd.s, ho-wever, lies a story typical 
of ·• nrmy in the Philippines from 1941 to 
1945 - one that would understandably in­
fluence Fred in desiring a change• Soon 
after the invasion, the Doctor family bad 
to leave their town home in Pangasinan, 
Central Zone (north of Manila), to oon­
oentrate on agricultural work at their 
ranch in the jllllgle country some miles 
&lily. Though saddened at leaving their 
home, the family felt fortunate in having 
enough to eat during the war years. 

Fred was a sophomore in high school 
when the first manifestations of war be­
came dreadfully apparent. He and his 
alassnates w.ttnessed. a "dog fight" in too 
sky directly above them and, as the so'Ul'ld 
of bursting shells reached their ears, 
each knew th at henceforth his life would 
be drastic~ affected. 

Although he c.ould ·bave attended a. 
nearby Japanese school, Fred felt that 
his father's need of his help with th) 
ranch work was more important, for he ms 
the only son in the family. · The lmowledge 
ot English that be bad gained in school 
88l"Ved him wll in becoming a.n interpret­
er for an American pilot who had been shot 
down and 'WaS biding in the jllllgle Sur.t'Otmd­
hg tbe farm. 

At the war1s conclusion·Fred return­
ed to his home and. to school, moving to 
Manila for his junior and senior years. 
He played soccer, football, and basketball 
thaor his high school teams. Born in 1928, 

was nineteen when he received his dip­
lona, 8.lld two months later he wa.s aooept­
ed f'or bis f¥'st position. 

July 1947, saw Fred's arrival in Guam 
aa an employee in the commissary -warelnse 
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iielt>ng1.iig to Brown-Pacific-Maxon, a. 
c;o~truction doncern. A year later he 
had his first glimpse of Ponape when he 
was sent here to serve as storekeeper 
for nine -weeks. At that time B.P.M. 
ws lmder contract w.1.th the Navy for the 
construction of the hospital, dock and. 
intermediate school buildings. 

Soon after hed returned to Guam 
B.P.M. dissohred, and its activities 
-were ass'UJ!led by the Hawiian Dredging 
Compaey. Under a sub-contract for camp 
and conmdssary operations wa.s the B. F. 
Brown Company, which hired Fred. Here 
he received ·experience in accounting and 
payroll -work, camp supervision, am. hoU&­
ing administration on top of bis regular 
supply operations. 

F.red joined the Trust · Territory 
faJllily in Fel:xr-uary of 1957, performing 
stock control and proourement -work in 
Guam urrtil June of the follo-wing year, 
when he left for Ponape. 

last sunmer Fred took his f'irst 
trip in twlve years, explaining, "It 
a1"1ey's seemed too much trouble to pack 
and mke travel an-angements". He to'UJ."1-
ed Hong Kong and Japin before joining 
his family in Manila. At the airport · 
he hardly recognized his younger sister, 
now IIIUTi.ed and the mother of a son, whom 
he had not seen since she was seventeen. 
As wll as visiting 'With his pa.rents and 
sister, Fred took advantage of his stay 
to travel extensively throughout the · 
Philippines. True of so mny people, 
he bad seen much of the rest of the 
world without having travelled through 
his home country. 

Fred enjoyed that trip so much that 
he will "make up for lost leaves" by go­
ing home again this summer. He plans to 
leave soon, will follow appt"o:xima.tely 
the same itinerary aa la.st year. After_ 
his trip he 'Will return to Ponape to re­
sume his duties at the Supply Department 
and favorite pastimes of reading and 
listening to music. llis mw friends 
here w.1.sh him a fine trip, bttt local 
fe:mroos especially will be glad to wJ,­
come him back not only as a :f'l'ietJd but 
as an accomplished dancing partner· at 
our social functions.
