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The “Jolot Ko Ad” instructional series was first written in the 1970s as a lan-
guage development set of lessons designed to preserve and strengthen some
of the language forms of Marshallese. These forms include Bwebwenato, Linna,
Roro, Jabon Konnaan, and Inon as well as general vocabulary building. The les-
sons are presented In three books designed to be used with the early elemen-
tary school children (K-3). This program was written by Minister Nidel Lorak and
Jerre Bennett and later revised by the Delap Bilingual Project. As the new revi-
sion nears completion the original concepts and ideas have been preserved.
This element of the MLA program helps children to appreciate and enjoy their
‘language heritage” in an interesting and traditional approach to learning. The
series should be ready for distribution during 2010.
