That eruption which killed

more than 700 Filipinos also al-
tered weather patterns worldwide.

Raymundo Punongbayan, chief
of the Philippine Institute of Vol-
canology and Seismology, said
that if the plan pushes through the
initial ash to be mined from the
Clark Air Base, which was aban-
doned by the US Air Force at the
height of Pinatubo’s eruption in
June 1991.

Local scientists believe that the
volcanicmaterials could be mixed
with cement to make strong con-
crete.

MANILA, Philippines (AP) - An
industrialist and ally of the late

President Ferdinand Marcos urged

the Supreme Court Wednesday to
allow him to vote his sequestered
shares in a local bank.
EduardoCojuangco, whoisalso
an estranged cousin of former
President Corazon Aquino, said
the high tribunal had deprived
him of his right to vote his shares

in the United Coconut Planters

Bank withoutdue process.  Last
month, the court allowed the
Presidential CommissiononGood
Government to vote Cojuangco’s
shares in the bank.

The commission is tasked to
recover billions of dollars which
Marcos and his close associates
are suspected to have stolen from
the national coffers.

The shares were seized from
Cojuangco shortly after Marcos
fled into exile at the height of the
February 1986 “People Power”
revolt that ended his 20-year rule
and catapulted Mrs. Aquino to
power.

Cojuangco fled with Marcos but
returned in 1989. He ran unsuc-
cessfully for president last year,
finishing third in the seven-mem-
ber race won by Fidel Ramos.

Cojuangco, through hislawyer,
said the Supreme Court does not
have the authority to seize private

property.

Lutali scales back
work hour reduction

PAGO PAGO, American Sa-
moa (AP) - Gov. A. P. Lutali has
scaled back his reduction of the
work hours for employes of the
American Samoa govemnment,

Lutali announced earlier that
he would reduce government
employes’ work week from 40
hours to 32 hours.

However, in arecent talk to the
Fono, American Samoa’s legis-
lature, Lutali said the 32-hour
work week will be in effect for
only one two-week pay period.

After that, he said, the regular
work week will be 35 hours.
The 10 hours that employes will
lose in pay every two weeks will
be treated as compensatory time,
Lutali said.

The governor said he scaled
back the work hour reduction at
the request of Senate President
Letuli Toloa and House Speaker
Talavou Ale.

Lutali said he will be forced to
implement two other cost-cutting
measures - the rollback of salary

increases made after last October
and the termination of short-term
contracts upon expiration.

The three measures will save
the government $5.11 million a
year, he said. An earlier termina-
tion of 429 government positions

isestimated tosave $2.4 million a.

year.

Preliminary reports indicate the
government's deficit at the end of
the 1992 fiscal year amounted to
$20 million.

Australia holds elections

SYDNEY, Australia (AP) -
Prime Minister Paul Keating faces
elections this weekend with his
10-year-old Labor Party govern-
ment in a dead heat with the oppo-
sition coalition.

One survey, the Morgan poll,
shows John Hewson’s opposition
Liberal-National coalition ahead
by 3 percent, while the AGB
McNair poll indicates that the
government has a 2 percent lead.

But polls show some 10 to 20
percent of the electorate is still
undecided as the Saturday ballot-
ing approaches.

Neither Keating nor Hewson
have lead their parties in previous
national elections and analysts say
the result could hang on the out-
come of ahandfu] of key constitu-
encies.

The lackluster campaign has
largely focused on Australia’s
lingering recession. The opposi-
tion is concentrating on
Australia’s near-record 10.9 per-

centunemployment rate. Keating
is hammering away at his oppo-
nents call for a 15 percent tax on
most goods and services,

Keating, 49, became prime
minister in late 1991 by ousting
Bob Hawke, Labor’s most suc-
cessful leader, in a bitter party
coup.

The national campaign opened
lastmonth with Keating, a former
treasurer who many blame for the
continuingrecession, well behind
Hewson. But Keating
regained support by focusing on
how lower and middle income
families would suffer if the Lib-
eral-National coalition raised
taxes. “Hewson has been
saying all week ‘What could be
worse than another three years of
Labor?’,” Keating asked Sunday
in a nationally televised debate.
“There’s a very clear answer to
that, and thatis a 15 percent goods
and services tax forever.”

In recent days Hewson has re-
peatedly floundered when asked
about details of the tax.

Inoneinterview he wasataloss
to explain how it would affect the
price of a birthday cake. In
Sunday’s debate he fumbled when
asked about its effect on fees that
come with owning or renting an

“apartment.
ButHewson, aformer econom-

ics professor, is still performing

strongly on a platform that in-
cludes sweeping free market
changes to government-funded
health care, tougher labor laws
and tax reform. “We have
aplan. They don’t,” Hewson said.

Butevenif the opposition wins,
the government wouldbe divided.
Labor controls the Senate, which
is likely to block many of
Hewson'’s reforms. Such a
deadlock could force another
election within months for both
houses of Parliament.

Adding to the uncertainty is a
record field of candidates for Par-
liament and the senate, including
many independents and members
of special interest parties.

Cancer patient
protests doctor's
refusal to kill her

AMSTERDAM, Netherlands
(AP) - A 65-year-old cancer pa-
tient is on a hunger strike to pro-
test her doctor’s refusal to kill
her, offering another twist to the
Netherlands’ long-running debate
over physician-assisted suicide.

“I want to die. I just want to
die,” Marie van Noord said
Wednesday in a telephone inter-
view with The Associated Press.
“If I can’t get the medicine to do
it, then it will have to be this
way.”

Mrs. Van Noord’s fast - the first
such protest made public in the
Netherlands - drew national me-
dia attention when it became
known on Wednesday.

Coming a month after Parlia-
ment sanctioned euthanasia in
certain cases, her hunger strike
illustrated the increasing willing-
ness of the Dutch to publicly dis-
cuss a practice long shrouded in
confidentiality.

Parliament voted on Feb. 9 to
permit doctors to actively cause

death if it is requested by a coher-
ent patient suffering from a
hopeless illness and a second
physician concurs. Doctors who
violate the guidelines risk crimi-
nal penalties.

The new guidelines, which do
not obligate a physicianto grant a
patient’s request, recognize that
euthanasiaalready occurs. A study
said Dutch physicians helped
2,300 patients kill themselves in
1990.

Mrs. vanNoord'’s physician, Dr.
Jacob Drijftholt, said he did not
oppose euthanasia in principle.
“But not in this case, a this mo-
ment,” he said. He refused to
elaborate.

Mrs. van Noord, a widow, has
been on her hunger strike since
Monday at her home in the east-
emn village of Rolde.

She is suffering from cancer of
the lung and intestines, which has
rendered her virtually blind and
incontinent. She also has a weak
heart. She labored for breath dur-
ing her interview with the AP.

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Terrorism experts
caution Americans

Watch for anything out of the
ordinary, such as a strange car
parked outside a building for a
long time. Pay attention to strang-
ers. And report suspicious activ-
ity to tip lines.

Those are some basic things
security consultants say Ameri-
cans can do to guard against ter-
rorism.

Not that there’s any need for
panic after the bombing of the
World Trade Center, the consult-
ants said. Rather, Americans
should be like people who move
to the big city and learn to their
lock doors and avoid bad neigh-
borhoods.

“The United States is very far
from putting machine guns at the
borders. But it’s incumbent on
people to take a little more re-
sponsibility- for their own secu-

rity,” said Mayer Nudell, a senior
associate at the Corporate Re-
sponse Group in Washington.
“Doing some of these things
doesn’t require much effort. You
can enhance your safety without
disrunting your life.”  Buying
a guni may not be the answer.
Authorities estimate one in two
American households has a gun,
and still crime hasn’t abated.
Businesses can also take precau-
tions, such having asthe mailroom
check suspicious packages for
letter bombs, installing closed-
circuit TV in parking areas and
locking bathrooms so terrorists
can’t hide themselves or bombs.

And businesses should have
contingency plans and backup
records in case the home office is
disabled by terrorism.

“This is no longer something
that happens in Europe or the
Middle East. In this country, we

have developed a firm feeling of
complacency. Thathasbeen jarred
rather severely,” said Robert
Kierce, chairman of the commit-
tee on terrorism for the American
Society for Industrial Security in
Arlington, Va.

Thomas McNamara, the State
Department’s counter-terrorism
coordinator, told a House Judi-
ciary subcommittee Tuesday that
terrorism in the United States is
rare, in part because the country is
an ocean away from much of the
rest of the world and there are.
plenty of US targets abroad for
terrorists to hit.

James Fox, head of the FBI's
New York office, told the panel
that it was investigators’ “gut
feeling” that experienced terror-
ists were responsible for the World
Trade Center bombing that killed
fivepeople, injured 1,000 and shut
down the twin towers for several
weeks.

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Corruption invades every
aspect of South Korean life

By Paul Shin

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) -
Lee Young-ja had a building on
prime land, but needed water be-
fore she could rent it out as stores
and offices. And government rules
forbade digging up the road in
front to get to the water main.

So she bribed city offials to
ignore- the rules.

Workers were allowed to dig
down to the water main, she said,
and she got her water.

That payoff was just the begin-
ning. Lee said she later paid bribes
totalling $5,000 to get work per-
mits, utilities installed and vari-
ous work finished. “They took
money after money and were
never satisfied,” she said in an
interview.

Similar bribes and payoffshave

invaded every aspect of South
Korean life, creating a vast, shad-
owy market where millions, if not
billions, of dollars are spent just
to get things done.

Police take money to overlook

traffic violations, Parents pay
teachers to give their children
more attention. Bankers accept
payoffs for favorable loans, poli-
ticians sell influence and report-
ers are paid by the people and
companies they cover.
Corruption was a minor prob-
lem under the first government
setup in 1945 in this former Japa-
nese colony. The problem grew
with time, especially during South
Korea’s spectacular economic
expansionof the 1970s and 1980s.
“Ironically, corruption grew as
people became more affluent, and
it was probably because of
people’s new thinking that put
material values ahead of moral
values,” said Shin Hae-nam, a
law professor at Dong-A Univer-
sity. “Over the years, the practice
of giving or receiving bribes has
become part of Korean life. Cer-
tainly, it would take a long, long
time, probably twice or three times
longer to stamp it out.”
President Kim Young-sam has
launched a highly publicized anti-
corruptioncampaign. “Corruption

is our most terrifying enemy at-
tacking the very foundation of
our society,” he said in his inau-
gural speech last month. But
the problem is so immense many

people think a solution is nearly

impossible.

“Corruption is so widespread
and intrinsic to Korean society
that it may take 100 or 200 years
to root it out,” said Lee.

Yoo Kun-il, a newspaper col-
umnist who is campaigning
against corruption, has written
about an unnamed provincial of-
ficial said embezzled money for
10 years by inflating the price of
heating fuel used by his office by
200 percent.

The cheating went undetected,
Yoo said, apparently because of
connivance by the official’s su-
periors. :

“The case is common and the
tip of an iceberg,” Yoo said.
“Corruption is all over our body
and up to our brain.”

That has raised suspicions that
Kanemaru, the power behind the
throne for Japan's last four prime
ministers, might have been just as
interested in personal gain as in
winning elections.

In Parliament, opposition leg-
islators have been chastising
Prime Minister Kiichi Miyazawa,
who has been embarrassed in past
scandals, fordoinglittle more than
saying Kanemaru’s arrest was
“extremely regrettable.”
Miyazawa’s Liberal Democratic
Party, in power for four decades,

despite money scandals, in part
because the opposition is viewed
as inept and in part because of the
widely accepted excuse that vast
amounts of money are needed to
run for office.

The Liberal Democrats, how-
ever, have said they want to re-
gain public trust and have talked
of toughening laws on political
funding and reforming the elec-
tion system.

3M invests $21M in Malaysia

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia (AP) - Minnesota Minin g and Manu-
facturing is investing 55 million ringgit ($21 million) to produce
electronic goods in Malaysia’s Senawang industrial estate, an official
said Wednesday. The company, also known as 3M, has bought
10 hectares (24.7 acres) in the estate and plans to set up its factory in
May, Mohamad Isa Abdul Samad, chief minister of Negri Sembilan
state, told the national news agency Bernama in Seremban, 100
kilometers (60 miles) south of Kuala Lumpur. The first phase of the
factory, costing 40 million ringgit ($15.3 million), would be com-

' pleted in 1995 and the 15 million ringgit ($5.7 million) second phase

two years later, he said.

The 3M factory would create 430 jobs for production of such items
as computers, radios and television sets when it starts operating in
March next year, he added. )

Mohamad Isa said the factory in Senawang, near Seremban, would
be the company’s first in Malaysia.

Robert G. Wengerborn, 3M’s managing director for Singapore,
Indonesia and Malaysia, held talks with Mohamad Isa Wednesday.

$200M worth of drugs seized

TOKYO (AP) - Japan’s customs offices seized 320 kilograms (704
pounds) of drugs valued at $200 million worth in street sales in 1992,
the Finance Ministry said Wednesday.

An official, who spoke on condition of anonymity, said the seized
drugs included 157.8 kilograms (347 pounds) of marijuana, up 21
percent from 1991; 116.4 kilograms (256 pounds) of stimulants, up
73.6 percent, 22.6 kilograms (50 pounds) of cocaine, up 103.1 percent;
13.1 kilograms (29 pounds) of opium, up 26.2 percent and 6.4
kilograms (14 pounds) of heroin, up 11.8 percent.

The ministry did not give a figure for the value of drugs seized in
1991. The official said customs officials also seized 56 guns, down
14 from a year earlier.

Turtle smuggling foiled

TOKYO (AP) - A Thai man tried to smuggle 121 rare turtles into
Japan by hiding them in the pockets of a specially designed vest, police
said Wednesday.

Chopradit Pichest, 35, also had 14 turtles in a whiskey bottle and 40
in a flight bag when he arrived last week at Tokyo’s international
airport from Bangkok, said police in Chiba prefecture (state), just
north of Tokyo. He was arrested on suspicion of violating laws
restricting trade in certain animals under the Washington Convention
protecting endangered species, police added.

All the turtles were alive, they said.

Japan is a leading importer of turtle shells, which are used to make
suchitems ascigarette-lighter holders, shoehomns and eyeglass frames.

Singapore to hire scientists

SINGAPORE (AP) - Singapore will send a mission to Britain March
12-21 to recruit scientific and engineering professionals, the Eco-
nomic Development Board said Wednesday.

Ten government agencies and private companies hope to interview
200 candidates to recruit architects; chemical, civil, electrical, elec-
tronic and mechanical engineers, and information technology profes-
sionals, the board added.

A similar mission went to the United States in February, and
additional missions are planned later to Europe and Australia.

To meet a shortage of talented professionals, Singapore. recruited
3,300 people from Britain, the United States, Australia, New Zealand,
China and India last year.

The government has said it also was prepared to take in Russian
experts to work in Singapore.

An estimated 15,000 foreign professionals are believed to be work-
ing for government agencies, educational institutions, commercial,
manufacturing and social organizations in Singapore.

Automobiles For Sale
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Women expands
role in Thai politics

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -
Despite the small role women
have played in Thai politics, a
women’s rights activist and re-
searcher said Wednesday the
country might have a woman
prime minister in 10 years.
Suteera Thomson, adviser to
the non-profit Gender and De-
velopment Research Institute,
made the prediction in a lunch
time talk. She said the biggest

obstacle for women in Thai poli- -

tics, asin all spheres of activity, is
society’s attitude toward them.
“We are grossly under-repre-
sented in politics,” Thomsonsaid.
While women comprise half of
the country’s population, only 1
percent of village heads and 5
percent of provincial council

members were women in 1992,
she said.

Thomson said apathy does not
explain this poor showing. In the
March 1992 parliamentary elec-
tions, she said, 300,00C more
women voted than men. But
women interested in running for
political office must overcome
domestic objections first.

“Some husbands disagree vio-
lently,” she said. “This is not just
national politics but from the
village up.”

She said she was encouraged
by the election of 15 women - “a
record” - to Parliament last Sep-
tember. Last month, the Ministry
of the Interior appointed Charatsri
Tiparat as Thailand’s first woman
provincial governor. If these

milestones mark a trend, she
added, she could imagine Thais
electing a woman to lead the na- .
tion 10 years from now. :

Thomson’s institute seeks to
combat biases holding women
back from political participation.
As co-founder, she spoke as a
guest of the Bangkok chapter of
the Soroptimist International, an
organization of civic-minded ca-
reer women.

Thomson singled out the min-
istries of commerce and foreign
affairs ashaving arelatively large
number of women working in high
positions. And she noted that the
Ministry of Agriculture now of-
ficially recognizes that women
work as farmers and don’t just
serve as their wives.

Parliament completes revocation
of Malaysian sultans’ immunity

KUALA LUMPUR, Malay-
sia (AP) - Parliament on
Wednesday completed approval
of a compromise constitutional
amendment to revoke immunity
from prosecution for the heredi-
tary monarchs of nine Malaysian
states. Prime Minister Mahathir
Mohamad said he expected the
national king and the state sul-
tans to sign the amendment into
law since they had accepted the
measure after negotiating
changes in an earlier version
passed in January. The king is
elected from among the sultans
to serve a five-year term.

The 59-member Senate ap-
proved the amendment Wednes-
day, with all 54 senators present
voting in favor, It had passed the
House of Representatives on
Tuesday, with no opposition but
six abstentions.

Mabhathir said earlier the gov-
ernment had to act because of
reports that sultans were assault-
ing people, leaving bills unpaid
and entering illegally into politi-
cal campaigns. Two deaths have
beenreported in assaults by royal
family members.

As constitutional monarchs, the
sultans wield no political power,

although they have official du-
ties such as signing bills into
law. While performing these
duties, they retain immunity from
prosecution.

Under the compromise ver-
sion, the aftorney general must
review any complaints by citi-
zens against a sultan before he
can be prosecuted in a special
court. Mahathir said this was to
weed out any frivolous charges.
The court is to comprise the Su-
preme Court president, the chief
justice of Borneo, the chief jus-
tice of Peninsular Malaysia and
two Supreme Court judges.

Dozens of US states
court Mexican mart

MEXICO CITY (AP) - Wash-
ington is expressing new doubts
about the North American Free
Trade Agreement, but that isn't
stopping dozens of US states from
rushing to Mexico todo business.

From Massachusetts to Cali-
fornia _ and the Rust Belt in-
between _ American states are
eagerly courting Mexico as a po-
tentially lucrative market of 81
million consumers _ whether or
notthe freetrade agreement comes
to pass.

Only Tuesday, US Trade Rep-
resentative Mickey Kantor said
in Washington that the Clinton

- administration is prepared to walk

away from the pact unless agree-
ment is reached on side disputes
involving labor and the environ-
ment.

The agreement aims to create
the world’s largest free trade
arena, with 364 million consum-
ers and $6.4 trillion in total an-
nual trade.

But the pact, though signed by
the American, Canadian and
Mexican leaders in December,
faces a tough fight in the
US.Congress.

Michigan Gov. John Engler, as
his own trade mission to Mexico
opened Tuesday, said the pact and
the prospects of a very profitable
marketfor US productscould only
be in his country’s best interests.

“We have many Michigancom-
panies already doing business
heie, and our state’s exports to
Mexico are approaching $2 bil-
lion annually,” he said. He said
NAFTA would open Mexico to
far more auto parts and farm ex-
ports than the $180,000 worth that
now stream south from Michigan
every hour. The auto state ranks
thirdbehind Texas and California
in exports to Mexico.

Some estimates predict autos
and auto parts could number
among the biggest winners for
USindustry under the agreement,
with American exports to Mexico
rising from $8.3 billionin 1990 to

$21 billion by 1995. Also
among potential winners: US steel
products, with trade predicted to
rise from $700 million in 1990 to
$1.5 billion in 1995; and textiles
and apparel, possibly rising from
1990’s $1.6billion to $5billionin
1995.

Hundreds of companies began
flocking to Mexico in Novem-
ber, the month before former
President Bush signed the pact
with Canada and Mexico to re-
duce tariffs from the current 20
percent average to zero over 15
years. The agreement is to be
implemented next January.

Among the visitors was Lowell
McMullen, a Manchester, Conn.
manufacturer of sandblasters.

He said he wasn’t swayed by
US unionleaders’ arguments that
the treaty will cause the loss of
thousands of US jobs.

McMullen argues that the
agreement will open the way
for more sales of US goods in
Mexico, thereby generating
jobs.

Fed presidents see
recovery, problems

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
nation’s 12 Federal Reserve bank
presidents told Congress Wednes-
day that the overall economy is
showing gradual signs of improve-
ment, but they warned that seri-
ous regional problems exist in
such areas as New England and
California. ,

In an unprecedented joint ap-
pearance before the Senate Bank-
ing Committee, the Fed s regional
bank presidents gave a generally
upbeat assessment of the
economy’s prospects this year,

Butmany of the presidents used
their testimony to note major dis-
parities betweendifferentregions
of the country and to argue that
their differing perspectives were
needed at the highest levels of
Fed policy-making, the Federal
Open Market Committee.

Senate Banking Committee
Chairman Donald Riegle and
other key members of the com-
mittee have introduced legisla-
tion to strip the Fed presidents of
their power to vote on the FOMC,
arguing that the presidents are
basically selected by theirregional
boards of directors and therefore
should not have the power to set
national monetary policy.

Democrats inCongress are fear-
ful that the Fed, and more particu-
larly the regional presidents who
tend to worry more about infla-
tion, could sabotage President
Clinton’s economic program by
becomingoverly concerned about
inflation and acting to slow eco-

nomic activity by pushing inter-
est rates higher.

Federal Reserve Chairman Alan
Greenspan recently has gone out
of his way toheap praise on Presi-
dent Clinton’seconomic program.
But while occupying an impor-
tant position, he has only one vote
on the 12-member FOMC. The
six other Fed governors in Wash-
ington also have permanent spots
on the interest-rate setting FOMC
and the other five positions rotate
among the 12 regional bank presi-
dents.

The Fed governors are ap-
pointed by the president and con-
firmed by the Senate; the regional
bank presidents are selected by

theirlocal boards, which are domi-
nated by bankers. In the past, they
have been astrongvoice for keep-
ing interest rates high to fight
inflation.

While many of the regional

presidents said that conditions’

were gradually improving, Rich-
ard Syron, president of the Bos-
ton Fed, and Robert T, Parry,
president of the San Francisco
Fed, said that their areas were
lagging behind the country as a
whole.

Parry said the performance of
his district, which covers nine
Western states, had been domi-
nated by the “long and deep re-
cession gripping California.”

He said that in the short-term,
California’scconomy would con-
tinue to be held back by further
cuts in defense industries and lin-
gering problems in commercial
real estate.

Dollar mixed;

gold retreats

NEW YORK (AP) - The US
dollar settled mixed on world cur-
rency markets Wednesday, caught
in the fray between lively trading
of Japanese yen and German
marks.

Gold prices were mostly Jower.
On the New York Commodity
Exchange, gold bullion for cur-
rent delivery settled at $326.30 a
troy ounce, off 30 cents from Tues-
day. Republic National Bank said
gold slipped 60 cents an ounce to
a late bid price of $326.15.

Analysts said there appeared to
be a downward bias toward the
dollar even though the currency
posted spotty gains. Many traders
were reluctant to commit to the
dollar ahead of Thursday’s Com-
merce Department report on re-
tail sales for February, which is
expected to be flat.

“With no real direction in the
dollar outright, the strategy was
toplay the cross” between the yen
and the mark, said Randolph
Donney, research diretor at Pega-
sus Econometric Group in
Hoboken, N.J. Many dealers sold
yen and bought marks.

Interest rates continued to de-
cline in Europe, with the Dutch
and Belgian central banks an-
nouncingreductions. But Donney
said they appeared to be catching
up with the moves last week by
Germany’s Bundesbank, which
took steps to lower short-term
rates.

Meanwhile, the market *“‘ap-
peared to be on hold” waiting for
more statistics on the US
economy, Donney said. The 12

The Tokyo Stock Price Index
of all issues listed on the first
section, which had risen 18.87
points, or 1.43 percent, on Tues-
day, was up 2.11 points, or 0.16
percent, to 1,341.88.

Despite the rise in the indexes,
however, -declines outnumbered
advances 577 to 430, with 163
issues unchanged.

Yoichi Nakata, an analyst with
Sanyo Securities, said players
were cautious because of sharp
rises over such a short period of
time.

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Japanese recovery forecast

TOKYO (AP) - Four economic
think tanks on Wednesday joined
Prime Minister Kiichi Miyazawa
in predicting a recovery for
Japan’s slumping economy inthe
second half of the fiscal year
starting April 1.

Three, however, forecast that
for the entire fiscal year, corpo-
rate profits would be down for
the fourth consecutive year.

The fourth, affiliated with
Nikko Securities Co., said suc-
cess in corporate restructuring,
the recovery of the US economy
and falling interest rates would
allow companies to earn slightly
more next fiscal year.

On Tuesday, Miyazawa told a
parliamentary committee that the
economy would pick up as ef-

fects are gradually felt from the
govermment’s 10.7 trillion yen
($91.5 billion) package of stimu-
lus measures, centering on public
works, which was adopted last
August.

He also suggested broader
measures would be needed to
boost dernand, but said it would
bedifficulttoreduce income taxes.

-Hajime Funada, headsof the
Economic Planning Agency, told
legislators Tuesday that housing
investment would stimulate eco-
nomic activity, and would be fol-
lowed by increases in consumer
spending and corporate capital
investment.

Funada told reporters Tuesday
it was too early to adopt addi-
tional stimulus measures, even

with the Bank of Japan’s latest
quarterly survey, released this
week, showing a worsening of
business sentiment for the short
term.

In the survey, however, major
manufacturers predicted a 4.4
percentrisein corporate profits in
the forthcoming fiscal year, and
majornon-manufacturers forecast
a 1 percent increase.

On Wednesday, the research
institute of Nomura Securities Co.
said it now expected pretax prof-
its at 400 top companies to drop
1.1 percent next year, In Decem-
ber, it had forecast a 0.2 percent
increase.

It said an increase in unem-
ployment and the yen’s rise

against the US dollar would ham-

per recovery. The higher yen
means Japanese exportersreceive
less when they convert dollar
earnings into Japanese currency.

But the Nomura institute pre-
dicted thatin fiscal 1993’s second
half, profits would rebound 9.2
percent from year-earlier figures.

‘Yamaichi Research Institute of
Securities and Economics Inc.
said pretax profits at 669 major
companies will drop 2.2 percent
for the full fiscal year, and Daiwa
Institute of Research predicted a
2 percent decline in corporate
pretax profits.

Yamaichi said its predictions
are based on the government
adopting a new stimulus package
exceeding last August’s 10.7 tril-
lion yen plan.

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Big tax delinquents

blame accountants

HONOLULU (AP) - Blame it on
former accountants. That’s what
two of the bigger state tax delin-
quents currently on record are do-
ing.

One of them, Honolulu architect
Jo Paul Rognstad, has corporate
and personal tax delinquencies to-
taling $1.26 million. He also owes
federal taxes of more than $1 mil-
lion, The Honolulu Advertiser re-
ported Wednesday.

Rognstad’stax problems arerooted
in longstanding: and still unresolved
disputes with the Internal Revenue
Service, according to his attomey,

Eric Seitz.

Healsois suing his former account-
ing firm, Considine and Considine,
for failing to file an appeal of certain
assessmerns in a timely fashion in
1987, Seitz said. The firm acknowl-
edged it failed to file the appeal on
time, but denied Liability for alleged
damages suffered by Rongstad as a
result, court documents show. ,

Seitzsaid state tax assessments will
noteven be addressed until the federal
dispute is resolved.

In a related matter, Rognstad filed
Separate personal and corporate bank-
ruptcy actions in 1987 that were sub-

sequently thrown out of the court in
harshly worded decisions by then-
U.S. Bankruptcy Judge Jon Chinen.

The other delinquent noted by the
Advertiser was Honolulu gun dealer
Warren Katz. State records show he
owes a backlog of personal income
and gross excise taxes totaling $1.09
million, including penalties and inter-
est Katz, who owns Hunting Sup-
plies of Hawaii and The Armory,
countersthathedoesnotoweanystate
taxes. In fact, he claims the state owes
him about $10,000 on a contract he
had with the Honolulu Police Depart-
ment.

WASHINGTON (AP) - The per-
centage of Americans behind in
their loan payments fell slightly
last year as the economy gradually
immproved, a banking trade group
said Wednesday.

The American Bankers Asso-
ciation said the percentage of con-
sumer loans at least 30 days over-
due fell to a seasonally adjusted

2.43 percent at the end of the Oc-

tober-December quarter, down
from 2.58 percent a year earlier.

The quarterly decline was the
third straight. The delinquency ra-
tio, which had risen to 2.75 percent
during the January-March quarter,
fell to 2.60 percent at the end of the
next quarter and to 2.46 percent at
the end of the third.

“Clearly, 1992 was a better year
for the majority of households, al-
though the economy bumped and
rolled along,” said James Chessen,
the association’s chief economist.

“These delinquency numbers
suggest that consumers’ efforts to
pay off excessive debt levels dur-

ing the past two years are finally
bearing fruit,” he added. “We are
optiristic for 1993, especially given
lower interest rates on everything
from mortgages to credit cards.”

The delinquency rate is derived
from a survey of 800 banks in the 50
states, the District of Columbia and
PuertoRico. Itis acomposite of rates
for seven types of closed-end con-
sumer loans; two types of auto loans,
personal loans, recreational vehicle
loans, mobile home loans, property
improvement loans and second
mortgages.

Japanese steel firm to cut work force

TOKYO (AP) - NKK Corp.,
Japan’s second-largest steel
‘maker, said Wednesday it will cut
its work force by 3,200 employ-
ees, or about 15 percent, over the
next three years to cope with the
nation’s economic slump.

Major companies announcing
cutbacks already include Nippon
Telegraph and Telephone Corp.,

Nissan Motor Co., the spinning
company Toyobo, the trading firm
Marubeni Corp., and major elec-
tronics maker Hitachi Ltd.
Japan’s largest steel maker,
Nippon Steel Corp., announced
plans in 1987 to reduce its work
force by 4,000t0 62,000 by 1994.
Koichi Takimura of NKXK said
his company has no plans to lay

off workers, but would transfer
them temporarily toits 28 subsid-
iaries. The cutbacks would leave
NKK with about 19,000 workers
by the end of 1995, he said.
Takimura said NKK produced
11.99 million tons of crude steel
inthe fiscal year ended March 31,
1992, down 2.5 percent from the
previous year.

thus generated by this “spin-off”
or “trickle-down” effect through
all business sectors. The calcula-
tion of the “first round” of income
as directly relate to potential tax
revenues to the govermment as
generated by the project pose no
problem whatsoever. It is the cal-
culation for the “second”, “third”
and subsequent rounds of expen-
ditures throughout the economy
that presents increased difficul-
ties.

As an example in the use of
the “multiplier”, the reader is
directed to the columnin the table
entitled, “Air Fare For The Re-
cruitment of Nonresident Work-
ers”. This information is cited
only to provide an example of
evenstillmorerevenue lost within
the economy. This figure repre-
sents the potential loss to the air-
line for-which tax revenues are
also, in turn, lost to the govern-
ment. Since less employees are
required by the airline to handle
what would otherwise be an in-
crease in air passengers no addi-
tional employees were hired by
the carrier, no additional wages
were paid and thus no wage and
salary taxcollected. For this group
no food purchase were made, no
automobiles purchased, no rents
collected no international tele-
phone calls made, no additional
business gross revenue tax col-
lected and so forth. This repre-
sents money that has not been
placedintheecoriomy to“‘trickle”
through the various business sec-
tors of the community.

* Formula: Two hundred fifty
rooms X 1.8 persons per room (
20% single & 80% double, thus
20 individuals each in 20 separate
rooms plus 2 people each in 80
rooms or 160 people for a total of
180 peopie in 100 rooms for a
guestroom ratio of 1.8. Two hun-
dred fifty rooms x 365 nights or
91,250 available room nights with
80% average annual occupancy
or 73,000 occupied guest room
nights by 1.8 persons per room or
131,400 guest nights annually.
This results in an annual average
of 360 people in the facility each
night. Since the average length of
stay is 3.5 days thus 365 days
divided by 3.5=104.29 thus (360
x 104) = 37,440 individual visi-
tors, (or air line tickets).

Akebono prepares
to defend sumo title

TOKYO (AP) - If the school of
hard knocks gave out diplomas,
America’s Chad Rowan would
have eamed a Ph.D. for his five-

-year climb to the top of Japan’s

ancient sport of sumo.

But as the Hawaii-born giant
prepares to make his official de-
but next week as sumo’s highest-
ranked wrestler, he faces the even
more daunting task of proving
himself worthy to stay there.

His first official competition as
the sole grand champion starts
Sunday in Osaka, in western Ja-
pan. Barring any sudden injuries,
he is considered a favorite to win
again.

Rowan, who wrestles under the
name Akebono, or Sunrise, be-
came the first foreign grand
champion in sumo history after
he won the 15-day New Year’s
Tournament in January. It was
the third tournament he had won,
and the second in arow.

Adding to the pressure, he will
be the first grand champion to
enter the ring in nearly a year,
ending an unprecedentedly long
vacuum that had deeply embar-
rassed sumo officials.

“This is going to be a crucial
tournament for him, and I think
he’sfeelingthatalittle,” Rowan’s
coach, Azumazeki, said by tele-
phone from Osaka. Azumazeki,
born Jesse Kuhaulua, in 1972 be-
came the first foreigner 1o win a
tournament. Like Rowan, he was
bom in Hawaii.

Rowan’s promotion has created

a sensation in Japan, where sumo
rivalsbaseball as the nation’s most
popular sport, not only because a
foreigner has reached the highest
rank, but because he has done it
faster thanany of the 63 Japanese
grand champions before him.

It also has caused concern be-
cause two other Americans _
Salevaa Atisanoe, who wrestles
as Konishiki, and Fiamalu
Penitani, or Musashimaru _ are
also in the sport’s top ranks.

Some sumo aficionados fear the
“Hawaiian Invasion” could spoil
sumo, which they would prefer to
seeremain a bastion of traditional
Japanese culture. But most fans
don’t seem to mind.

Whether foreign or native,
grand champions face immense
pressure. They are expected not
only to win at least eight of their
15 bouts ineach of the six annual
tournaments, but also to exude an
aura of dignity and manliness
outside the ring.

“Anyone who makes grand
champion is under a lot of pres-
sure,” said Azumazeki. “But ev-
erything he learns from now on
will help him get stronger and
stronger.”

Unlike the lower-ranked wres-
tlers, who get demoted if they
lose too often, the grand cham-
pion rank stays with a wrestler
until he retires. Junior wrestlers
get “gold stars,” hefty cash bo-
nuses, for beating grand champi-
ons.

The 6-foot, 8-inch (2.03-meter),
460-pound (208-kg) Rowan’s

- sumo’s top officials _

soft-spoken, humble style has
eased xenophobic fears that an
American might not be dignified
enough to live up to the title’s
exalted image.

“He’s been handling it very
well,” Azumazeki said. “You've
got to give him credit for that.”

BEven so, the reputation of
whose
judgment calls regarding promo-
tions have been frequently criti-
cized inrecent years _remainson
the line.

Since the retirement in 1991 of
grand champion Chiyonofuji,one
of the best wrestlers ever, sumo
has beenin search of a consistent
winner.

The two grand champions be-
fore Rowan were popular, but
notoriously injury-prone. Both
retired early to escape the hu-
miliation of repeatedly losing in
the ring.

Then there was grand cham-
pion Futahaguro, who abruptly
quit sumo after quarreling with
his coach. The scandalous
Futahaguro later became a pro
wrestler, taking the name “Killer
Kitao.”

Officials seem confident there
will be no more of that.

“It’s not easy, but I believe he
can do it,” Sumo Association
chairman Dewanoumi recently
told Japan’'s Kyodo News Ser-
vice. “He has been studying
Japanese culture andmanners very
well. I don’t think of him as a
foreigner, but just as a sumo
wrestler.”

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Track greats gather in Toronto

TORONTO(AP) Mark McKoy,
Michael Smith and Bruny Surin
'will have the home-field advan-
tage when some of the world’s
greatest track and field athletes
gather at the SkyDome for the
world indoor championships.
More than 600 athletes from 105
countries are expected to take part
in the three-day spectacle, which
begins Friday.

Organizers say 65,000 tickets
have been sold, a record for the
indoor championships. That’s
25,000 more than were sold at the
inaugural games in Indianapolis
in 1987.

The indoor games, a poor cousin
to the Olympics and outdoor
championships, are trying to gain

in credibility. The Toronto event

has managed to attract about 70
per cent of the track and field
athletes who participated in the
1992 Summer Olympics.

“It’s a newer sport,” said John
Bitove, president of Toronto 93,
the group organizing the games.
“Indoor track has great potential.
You’re not subject to elements.
You have more control and the
crowd is closer to the action.”
Organizers aren’t selling seats in
the 500-level, the upper deck,
making 27,000 a sellout. Bitove
said he’s expecting more than
20,000 per session, with five ses-
sions spread over three days.

Serge1 Bubka, one of the head-
liners, is providing organizers with

a saga. The Ukrainian world-.

record holder in the pole vault
apparently has a sore left foot and
isnotcoming. Atleast that’s what
he’s told local newspapers, but
Bitove hasn’t been nouﬁed offi-
cially.

“T wouldn’t be surprised if we
found out he’s back in,” said
Bitove.

New
York led 58-49 early in the third
quarter before an 8-2 run pulled
Los Angeles to 60-57 with 7:10
Jeft. The Knicks responded with

an 8-2 spurt of their own, with
Ewing scoring the lastsix points
as the Knicks rebuilt their ad-
vantage to 68-59 before taking a
75-68 edge into the fourth quar-
ter.

Can Nicklaus win again?

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla.
(AP) - As the names and numbers
changed on Doral’s leaderboard
last weekend, the atmosphere of
the tournament shifted.

“There was a kind of a buzz,”
Fred Couples said. “There was
excitement. You could feel it.”

The sense of anticipation
reached apeak after eight holes of
the third round when Jack
Nicklaus moved into a tie for the
lead.

It didn’t last long.

“I don’t make a bogey the rest
of the day, and I look up and I'm
nine shots back,” Nicklaus said
afterhe wasoverwhelmed by Greg
Norman's record-setting run.

The 53-year-old Nicklaus went
ontotie for 10th, his best finishin
more than a year in PGA Tour
competition.

“That was terrific,” Nicklaus
said Wednesday. “It gave mealot

of confidence. I enjoyed it.”

Then, he took a wry slap at his
own poor performance of a year
ago. “I found out it’s a ot more
fun playing on the weekend than
sitting at home,” he said.

Now the questions were: Was
it a sometime thing? Or a one-
time thing? Does his performance
in a current string of six tourna-
ments in seven weeks carry ma-
jorimportance in Nicklaus’ future
inthe game hedominated so long?

“I'don’t know,” he said after a

practice session for the Honda
Classic, which begins Thursday.
He said he would have to play
more tournaments before-he could
assess it.
_ TheDoral tournament provided
Nicklaus with $31,033 in earn-
ings, more than twice his total for
the 1992 season which he has
called “the low point of my ca-
reer.”

Anexercise programhas helped
the hip and back problems that

last year, Nicklaus said, prevented
him from making a proper swing.

He began practicing, “working
harder than I have on golf in a
long time,” he said.

And, to test himself, he put
together a schedule of three con-
secutive tournaments, followed
by aone week break, then another
three inarow.  The renewed
dedication was as a direct result
of his off-season last year. And it
came at the end of a gradual de-
cline that began shortly after his
spectacular triumph in the 1986
Masters, his last regular tour vic-
tory. At that time, Nicklaus
announced his intention of reduc-
ing an already slim schedule and
becoming “a ceremonial golfer.”

That didn’t work.

He didn't play enough to be
compelitive. And not being com-
petitive isno funtoJack Nicklaus.
Playing wasn’t fun, and the less
he played the poorer he played.
