An Imporiant Judicial Decision.

The Bupreme Court of the United Btates,
har recently pronounced a decision on the
constitutionality of the late law passed by
Congresas prohibiting polygamy in the ter-
ritories of the United States, The case was
brought before the Supreme Court on an ap-
peal from the Supreme Court of Utah tarri-
tory by one Reymolds, the plaintiff in error, to
test the copstitutionality of the law, The csse |
was ably argued before a full bench. The
plaintiff in error, through his counsel, argued
that the act of Oongress was unconstitutional,
because polygamy being an article of religious
faith among the Mormous, Congress had no
power to pass laws asbridging ths right of
Mormons to enjoy unmolested theirreligion as
| & constitutional right, To this argument the

Supreme Court, (the Chief Justice delivering
‘ the opinion of the Court) answered in the fol-
lowing language :

This Courz bolds that pelygamy is pot under the
protection of the clause of the Federal Comstitation
which prokibits isterference with religions belief ;
that the ples of religions convietion is pot @ valid
defenes ; that Congreas did not step catside the lim-
ite of m evestitativnal powers io passing o law fur
tho suppression of polygemy in Utab, and that the
Judgment of the Boperior Court of that Territory
wust be afirmed. Jodge Field dissented us far sy

eoined into dollars of 450 grains troy, which shall
herealter be the only authorized silver dollar. The
bill will also provide that subsidlary silver evinage
eball be exchangeable for gold coin wt the Treasury
or Sub-Tressuzy at New York, at the pleasure of the
belder, and suthorizes snd directs the Secretary of
the Treasury to cause to be printed and kept in good
cvndition, for ocireulation, frastional or postal cur-
meney to the smount of $10,000,000 of the denomins-
tion of 25 and 50 cents, which shall be interchange-
sble with subsidiary ecinage for convenience in the
tranrmission of emall pams through the mails.

The Captain gave his cooseat, aad
Iulmage went.  He staid on the Olivia ull be-
tween ton and eleven P, %., when he proposed to
go back. The wind, which wasont af the north-
west, bad stiffened, and was blowing a gale, with
u big esa ruonieg.  The Captain of the Ulivia
suid be told Dolwage be had better stay sll night,
but the latter said be was alraid the Captain
might want to go cat belore morning, or would
want the yawl for sowething, and he swarted
back. The crew of the Olivia watched him, aod.
seeing that he was golog to leeward, shouted 1o
him to bead ber up 0 wiodward. They heand
Dulmage call to the Julis 1o throw him o line,
which wea done, but be lailed to get it and drile-
ed past the J olia and came alongside and pretty
cluse 1o the Ariadne. whick lay astern of the
other two.

the yawl and go over 1o the Olivia to visit some
friend The Uap gave his conseat, and
Dolmage went.  He s8aid on the Ulivia 1l bes
tween ten and eleven r. %, when be proposed to
¥ baek.  The wind, which was oat of the north-
west, bad stiffened, and was blowing & gale, with
a big sea runnieg.  The Caplaiu of the Ulivia
said he told Dueimage ha had betier stay oil night,
bat the latver sad be wus alrsid the Caplain
might want to go out belore muroiog, or would
want the yawl for something, aod be sturted
back. Tbe crew of the Qtivia walched him, aml.

| seeing that b was goivg to leeward, shoated 1o

him 0 bead ber up 1o windwand. They heand
Dalmage call 1o the Jalia to throw bim a lLios,
which was done. but be taled 1o get it sod dnit-
ed past the Julia and came wloogside and protty
close to the Arisdoa. whieh lay astern of the
other two.  As he came aloog-side be called to
the Arisdue’s crew to lower the boat and comae
after tnm, for e was going oat ioto the lake.
I'be Captain of Arisdne heard him and thought
somebody was shoutiog about his vessel snd that
she might be draggiag ber anchors. He mn for-
ward, suw Abe buat with a man io it and called
ap bis crew. They lowerad their yawl at oncs ;
the sea partly Blled ber and the Captaio toid
them it was oo use, they woald all e lost, and
the attempt was abandoned, Dulmage was rapid-
Iy drivea on before the maddensd and hoogry
sea. and cried out to another vessel which he
passed 1o save bim, bot po further effort was
mada sod be drited out of sight crying for halp.
Long after be was lost to view in the durkness
bis distreseing cries pierced the gule with piteous
appenls lor hulp. Sanday morsing Mr Smith, hebt.
keeper at Stony Point, fownd the boat ashore jost
soath of the light-bouse, with & dead and brased
body o it.  OF the uwfol circumstatices under
which the poor fellow died, who he was or how
lost, be bad oo koowledge. The body lay oa its
fage, with the bead towsed the bow. The legs
were lusbed Lo the seat aod thwarts with the
paloter.  i'be oar wus found oa the beach, about
five rods further suuth, from all of which Mr.
Smith concladed that the man most have been
alive and was steering the yuwl when he weat
ushore, and that be died almost imoediately
from exhanstion aod reaction.  He ulso thinks
that he came sshore Friday morping, jedgiog
from the appearance of the lood.-wood asd debeis
slong the shore at that place.  The storm did
not sbute until Sunday, and it is oot strange that
the boat and its awfal freight should ot have
been discoversad sooner. From Siuth Bay Point
to Stony Point is forty miles, sand this teerible
voyuge young Dulmage wade in that tempeato-
ous night in the fece of almost certain weath.
