There has been some talk reeently about 

holding these Olympics in Saipan, and 

scmehow I have the feeling that they're 

going to happen. I believe that our gov- 

ernment will take the lead in overall or- 

ganization, that our educators and Peace 

Corps volunteers will handle the training 

of athletes, that our district administra- 

tors will make facilities available, that 

individuals and local companies will donate 

equipment and prizes and that High Commis- 

sioner Norwood will give his personal sup- 

port. 

With everyone cooperating, I can see over 

1000 athletes competing at the district 

level to be among the 200 individuals who 

would take part in the Olympics. In fact, 

it’ seems to me that over one-fourth of 

the people of Micronesia would be directly 

involved in this undertaking in one way 

or the other. 

There is only one problem - where do we 

get $25,000 to transport the athletes and 

officials to the site of the Olympics? 

Perhaps one-third of this could be raised 

from district legislators and donations, 

but certainly not all of it. So it looks 

like it is back to Mr. Norwood with a plea 

for funds for our first Micronesian Olyn- 

pic Games. I wonder if it would help if 

we added billards and horseshoe pitching 

in the list of events?
