my colleazues in the House of Representatives and the Senate of
the Congress of Micronesia and the people of the Trust Terxitoxy.
It is a creat privileze and honor for me to be accorded the oppor-
tunity to appear hefore you today, I will always cherish the
honor and the experience.

Our Hizh Commissioner, the Honorable William R, loxwood, has
amply presented to this Council the past accomplishments, current
prozrams and future planninz for the Trust Territory Government, and
there is no need for me to impose oz the time and indulczence of this
Council in repeatinz these matters,

There are three ways to view aad evaluate problems and con-
ditions in the Trust Territory - throuzh the eyes of the U, N,
Visiting Missions to the Trust Territory, the most receat such
mission haviny visited the area earlier this year; throuzh the eyes
of the Administerinz Authority; or throuch the eyes of the Micro-
nesian pedple themselves,

I would like to address myself to the task of preseating to
this Council a brief review of some of the major »roblems we have
and areas of prozress which have been made, as I think the Micro-~
nesians in general see them and specifically as I think the Con-
sress of Micronesia sees these problems and progress,

It should be pointed out at the outset that the challenzes in
Micronesia are enormous in their complexity and maznitude and nearly
overwhelming in their profusion and seemiag ability to multiply,
while the tools, the equiyment and the resources necessary to com-
bat these challenzes are not always available either ia the quality
or quantity required,

The mission of developinz a viable economy - a primary consid-
eration in the total advancemeit of the Territory - has been dif-
ficult, althouch much has heea accomplished and morye continues to
be accomplished, While recozaizinz that many of the difficulties
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
