The stranger came to cromate the
bodly of an Infant in the farnace wnd he
suceeeded, his only fallure being In
concenling the nature of his errand,
No doubt the fire tenders would have
detnined the perpetrator of the ghastly
deed If they had not bwen taken by

surprise, It wns o quick afterthought
of one of them which caused them to)
aet harely In time to discover what the |
visltor had done.

Last night o Bulletin reporter who!
had heard of the oceurrence, went (o)
the fire room of the electrle works to
muake Inguiries of the firemen. Hae
foumd Messre, Meldon and Sennet on
duty, the same men who had Innocent-
I¥ alded the stranger in his act. Calls
Ing aslde the one whose name he had
hewwd, along with that of another In-
correctly named to him, the roporter
asked him for particulars of the grue-
some evenl, The Areman at fArst re-
fused to say unything abont it, because
they had given their word to High
Sherlff Brown to keep the matter quiet
for the present, When the reporter
told him that he already Knew the
facts In general and would eertalnly
report what he knew In the next day's
paper, ut degired to huve the account
carrect In every particular, the fire-
mnn exclalmed:

“1 belleved there were only fonr per-
sons In Honoluln who knew anything |
about it, but now | suppose thers are |
four thousand. How the affair could
have lenked out beats me."”

After the remark quoted at the be-
ginning of this narrative, the spokes-
mnn described the visitor as a respect-
able-looking person. a little above me-
dium  helght, dressen  in  whitish
clothes, After mnswering questions
sbased on the prior information of the
roporter, the fireman called his fels
low-workman Into the conversation.
Kunowing that the matter was golng to
be published anyway, the men gave a
full account of everything that hape-
pened.  Frank and courteous in man-
ner and using language Indleating good
education, both the Aremen Impressed
the interviewer us fine types of the
honest, intelligent and manly work-
Ingman.

Neither of them could remember
maore of the visitor’s appenrance than
what Is stuted ahove, It was near
midnight when the man entered llm|
fireroom  through the broad archway
from Halekaulla street, with a pareel
done up In olleloth under his arm.,
Muldon was sitting on a chalr beside
the coal piles at the open side of the
shod facing the furnaces, Sennet was
tending one of the fives,

“May I burn this parcel In the fur-
naee? the stranger nsked politely,

“Hure,” was Meldon's reply.

Sennet flung open the furnsce door
ol the visitor threw the parcel upon
the blazlng coals,

“Thut will tell no tales,” was play-
fully remarked by Sennet. as the ofl-

Alter & prolonged sesslon of aver
two months, the Unitod States Grand
Jury made Its report o Judge Estee
thig morning and was discharged. The
report, which was read by Clerk Mal
Ing. was recslved by Judge Estes, who,
alfter hoaring 1t read, complimented
the jury on its work., The report, in
ll, in an follows:

To the Honorable M. M. Estes,
Judge of the United States District
Court; Honolulu, Territory of Hawall:
The United States Grand Jury for the
Qutober term, 1801, wore called and
sworn and charged by the Court on
Oetober 16th at 10 a. m.

Mr. J. B. Atherton, eeing appoint-
o foreman, promptly called the jury
to orider, who from time 10 time as
cases were ready, almed (o carry out
the able and precise charge of Your
Honor. After severnl days’ session
Foreman Atherton was excused, as he
was leaving for the Mainland, and Mr,
C. H. Brown was appointed Ly Your
Honor In his stead, serving in this ca
pacity to the end of the term.

early in 1598 realized that there was
danger of the Hawallan Islands being
put under the American flag they were
very anxlous to have un American
register granted to the steamer Moana,
#0 that they could continue In the
trade. They were willing to sacrifice
her natlonality and flag for the purs
pose of taking advantage of the navis
gation laws which they now pretend
ta look upon with o much abhorrence!
However, It was Impossible for the
Mouna under our laws to recelve an
Amerlean reglstor,  They then sug-
gested that they should bulld a boat in
the United States which they could run
with our new ones. 1 explained that
our Jaws probibited the reglstering of
ships owned by non-citizens, and that
although the vessel might be register-
ed In our name we would not be able
t2 take the oath of ownership which
would entitle her to the flag and the
benefit of the subsidies,

o you can see how willing the Union
Steamship Company was to waive the
“ull red" sentiment, provided there
Was an udvantage in dolng so for thems
selves. Now they are waving the flag
hefore the public that they were will-
Ing to haul down from thelr steamer
If they could have the American flag
substituted, and, judging from the
tenor of the abuse which we are re-
celving, it largely comes from the pa-
triotic sentiment of your citigens, who
have been worked up to a pitel of ex-
citement over the fact that one Ameri-
cin ship has displaced one British ship,

I think that the abuse which my
company has been subjected to has
been not only undeserved but unjyst,
and should be checked If  possible,
Yours, ete, J. D. Spreckels.
