I ur!!e all of the senators and co11!.!ress111en to 
pass 1hi, clarification so that pcoplc~likc myself 
tha1 ll'erc hired prior 10 April I YLJX wi II be given 
the hendi1 that 11·:1s presen1cJ to them upon 
hi ri11~. 

Th~ clarific:1tio11 has to do with those indiviJu­
;ds who at the time of hiring were eligible for a 
mini111u111 retirement at age 62 having three (3) 
years of service. 

I was one who was hired and my three (3) years 
01· service wi 11 be completccJ on August 1999. 

I a111 :ilready 63 ycars old. 
The I aw s in for-cc when a person is hi red arc l he 

ones that pertain to his or her benefits. (Grand­
father Clause). 

Of course if you are hired after the April 1998 
date, then your benefits arc whatever the laws 
dictate. 

I would strongly ask for all those who are 
facing this same qu:.mdry to write in to the 
newspapers and express your concern not only 
for your accrued benefits but also to eno:ourage 
the Lcgislaturc to act quickly and pass the pend­
ing bill which has been stalemated for one 
reason or another. 

As voters. my wife and I feel that the Con­
!!ress. the Senate and the !!Overnor have an 
~bligation to us to remedy the conrusion that 
was crcatcJ by the April 1998 Retirement Bil I. 

In advance, I thank the members of the CNMI 
government for their help in retaining my ac­
crucJ bencfits.

CPA officers seek benefits

A PETITION signed by 62 Com­
monwealth Ports Authority po­
lice, aircraft rescue and fire fight­
ing personnel is asking the Senate 
to pass a House Bill that would 
allow them to carry firearms and 
qualify them for death benefits 
currently given to other law en­
forcement officers. 

CPA personnel said it was the 

second time since August of this 
year that a similar petition was 
sent to the Senate, which has not 
acted on the bill, H.B. 11-2. 

"Our recognition as public ser­
vants is long overdue," the peti­
tion stated. "We are just as equally 
qualified as our brothers and sis­
ters in the Department of Public 
Safety and (the Division of) Cus­
tom. We hope you pass this bill 
and that...Gov. Pedro P. Tenorio 

sign it into law." 
The petition added, "Rest as­

sured that. .. we believe that our 
elected leaders do the right thing.·· 

A copy of the petition, which 
was addressed to Senate Presi­
dent Paul A. Manglona (R­
Rota), was provided to the me­
dia with a handwritten note that 
says. ·'Honorable senators, 
please help us." 

Introduced by Rep. Oscar M. 

Babauta (R-Prec. 2. Saipan), H. 
B. 11-2 proposes to gram law 
enforcemelll authority to CPA 
police officers, and is a bill 
drafted upon the request of CPA 
itself. 

Under current law, CPA po­
lice officers could only carry 
firearms and make arrests 
through the official deputization 
by the Public Safety commis­
s10ner. 

It was CPA deputy di rector 
Jose B. Aldan who. in a Dec. I. 
1997 letter, requested Babauta 
to introduce legislation gralll­
ing CPA police with law en­
forcement powers. 

Aldan said CPA has estab­
lished an airport security pro­
gram pursuant to the Federal 
Aviation Administration (FAA) 
regulations. 

Ada suit heard today in federal court 
But, he added. the regulations 

prohibit CPA from using any 
person as a law enforcement 
officer at the airport unless the 
person has such authoTity and 
has completed a law enforce­
ment officers training program.

Munson orders company, 
businessman to pay $70K

THE US DISTRICT Court has 
ordered a businessman and a com­
pany to pay the US Depanment of 
Labor $70,000 in overtime com­
pensation and I iquidated damages 
due their employees. 

Judge Alex R. Munson also per­
manently enjoined defendants 
Byung SooJun and Marianas Star 
Corporation from violating the 
Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA ). 

Munson said the defendants 
shall not employ any of their em-

ployees in commerce for work­
weeks longer than 40 hours with­
out compensating them for their 
employment in excess. 

The defendants shall not, con­
trary to sections of the FLSA fail 
to make, keep and preserve 
records of their employees and of 
the wages. hours and other condi­
tions and practices of 
employment. .. "said Munson in 
the consent judgment signed Fri­
day.

HAGAT:-.;A-Thismonth is the 
deadline for underground storage 
tank owners and operators to up­
grade, replace or close their sub­
standard UST systems to the 
Guam Environmental Protection 
Agency. 

USTs are tanks placed below 

ground to store liquids such as 
fuel and oil for gas stations. Ho­
tels and bigger commercial resi­
dences are the usual owners of the 
tanks. 

Owners are given IO years to 
report and adhere to regulations. 
If they fail to comply with set 
federal EPA guidelines, they may

Palau AG under fire on 
'dope smuggling' case

Majuro - .Approval of landinl! 
rights at Johnston Island are th~ 
"only real obstacle" to Aloha Air­
lines launching air service to the 
Marshall Islands and the Feder­
ated States of Micronesia, accord­
ing to the Honolulu-based airline's 
vice president for planning and 
development. 

Aloha Airlines vice president 
Jim King said in an interview 
Thursday that he expects a deci­
sion before the end of January 
from the U.S. Department of De­
fense on the airline's request for 
landing and refueling rights at 
Johnston. an island used by the 
militaryfordestroying World War 
II vintage nerve gas. 

It is located roughly mid-way 
between Honolulu and Majuro. 

King said that Aloha has been 
interested in serving the Marshall 
Islands and Micronesia for some 
time "and we have been holding 
increasingly serious talks with 
government officials." 

Aloha is operating air service 
connecting Honolulu with Christ­
mas Island in Kiribati. 

Continental Micronesia is cur­
rently the only carrier linking the 
Marshalls and Federated Stares 
of Micronesia with Hawaii and 
Guam. Recent reduction in ser­
vice by Continental has caused a 
heavy backlog of mail and cargo 
in Honolulu, forcing the U.S. 
Postal Service to charter flights to 
get mailed delivered to the 
Marshall Islands.

KOROR (Palau Horizon) -

Attorney General's Office (AGO) 
committed a blunder for not hav­
ing prepared itself for the case. 

.. The government was simply 
not ready," Toribiong said, such 
that Chief Justice Arthur 
Ngiraklsong granted the defen­
dant "motion to dismiss without 
prejudice" on November 27.

The defendant entered not guilty

Toribionl!, who believes that 
Morrison V::-as just a "victim of 
circumstances" said the govern­
ment can refile the case, but that 
would he remote since both the 
witnesses and the defendant 
hav.: already gone back to Guam. 

"Drug traffickers use inno­
cent and naive couriers like 
Morrison.·· said Toribiong . 
Morrison was used by a mari­
juana trafficker to deliver a 
cooler containing the drugs and 
some clam meat and mangrove 
crabs to a ship that runs between 
Palau and Guam under the com­
mand of a Filipino captain.

to recover wealth 
MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
The widow of dictator Ferdinand 
Marcos plans to sue her husband's 
fom1er associates to force them to 
tum over wealth he allegedly en­
trusted to them. a Manila newspa­
per reported Saturday. 

Imelda Marcos and her lawyers 
are planning to recoverup to $25.3 
billion in equity in more than 100 
top Philippine corporations alleg­
edly entrusted to Marcos' associ­
ates. the Philippine Daily Inquirer 
said. 

Mrs. Marcos and her lawyers 
were unavailable to comment on 
the report. but a source close to her 
confirmed her plans to sue her 
husband's former "cronies."

Mrs. Marcos claims the money 
used by Marcos' associates to ac­
quire majority stakes in Philippine 
eompaniescame from the family's 

"legitimate em11ings,'' the report 
said. 

The government has said Marcos 
illegally enriched himself during 
his 20-year administration. It claims 
Marcos' wealth, including about 
$570 million in his Swiss deposits 
now held in an escrow account in a 
Philippine bank. 

His Swiss accounts are also be­
ing claimed by 9,539 Filipinos who 
won a class action suit for human 
rights violations against the Marcos 
estate and were awarded $2 billion 
in damages. 

Marcos was ousted in a popular 
revolt in 1986 and died in exile in 
Hawaii three years later. He denied 
any wrongdoing.

By Dirk Beveridge 
TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) - The 
ruling Nationalist Party reversed 
its fortunes Saturday, ousting the 
opposition ·stop politician as vot­
ers indicated they 're in no mood 
to even think about declaring in­
dependence from China.

Ying-jeou. nicknamed "Sonny 
Boy Ma" for his squeaky clean 
image and youthful good looks 
and charm. led the Nationalist 
victory by unseating Taipei Mayor 
Chen Shui-bianofthe Democratic 
Progressive Party. 

"Ir's not my personal victory. 
but a victory for all of Taipei's 
citizens." a jubilant Ma told sup­
po11ers. 

TI1e Nationalists also held onto 
the Taiwanese Legislature. gain­
ing 55 percent of the seats. com­
pared with 52 percent in the last 
races three years ago.

Thayer. who in 1997 became 
the first journalist to interview 
the late Khmer Rouge leader 
Pol Pot. is one of few outsiders 
trusted by the guerrillas. Pol Pot 
hadn't been seen in public in 
nearly two decades until 
Thayer's interview. Pol Pot. 
whose men had turned against 
him, was 73 when he died in his 
sleep in April in a jungle hut. 

The Khmer Rouge came to 
power in April 1975 by over­
throwing the LJ.S.-backed Lon 
Nol government. Under Pol 
Pot's leadership, they emptied 
out the cities and attempted to 
turn the country into an agrar­
ian utopia by herding the popu­
lation on to collective farms. 

The experiment was a disas­
ter economically and in human 
terms. Famine soon affected 
many pans of the country. Those 
suspected of harboring oppos­
ing views, or merely of being 
educated, were put to death. 

Nearly two million people 
died of execution. overwork. 
starvation or disease under the 
Khmer Rouge until they were 
ousted from power by a Viet­
namese invasion in 1979. 

They have fought a guerrilla 
war against successive govern­
ments ever since, but wings of 
their movement began defect­
ing to the government in 1996. 

Under Friday's agreement, the 
remaining guerrillas will join 
the government army and the 
civilians will return to Anion" 
Vcng, the guerrillas' forme;

"Everybody is really suffeiing in 
the government and we just monitor­
ing tax collection to make sure that 
there is enough money to cover pay­
roll," she pointed out 

Nielsen in an interview said the 
revenue projection has been adjusted 
down so from $249 million to $210 
million that translates into a 13.4 
percent reduction for everybody. 

"I am not sure they (MY A) will 
get 18percentlikeeverybodyelse. 
I don't know what is their conver­
sation with the governor," she 
said. 

If the revenue collection con­
tinues to show a downturn, 
Nielsen said, the third quarter al­
lotment might be further adjusted. 

"They have to go back and look 
at their budget to see where they 
can cut costs because the money is 
just not there.'' she emphasized.

Chalmers wins Australian Open 
By DENNIS PASSA 

ADELAIDE, Australia (AP)­
Austral i an lefthander Greg 
Chalmers shot a 2-under-par 70 
Sunday to win the Australian 
Open golf tournament by a stroke 
over countrymen Peter Senior and 
Stuart Appleby. 

Chalmers, 25, who recently se­
cured his U.S. PGA tour card for 
1999 after finishing 25th on the 
European money list -where he 
also had two second-place fin­
ishes - just held on for the win at 
the par-72 Royal Adelaide after 
leading by four strokes with four 
holes to play. 

He bogeyed the 18th after 
watching Senior, who had birdied 
the two previous holes, miss a 
birdie putt that would have forced 
a playoff. The Sydney-born 
lefthander finished with a four­
round total of even-par 288. 

Chalmers won 115,200 US dlrs. 

It was the first victory by a 
Iefthander in the Australian Open 
since Claud Felstead, an amateur, 
won at Royal Melbourne in 1909. 

"Ever since I was 13 years old, 
I've watched this event, and you· 
see the guys who win it," said 
Chalmers. ''Sometimes I won­
dered if my name would get up 
there. I'm just thri lied." 

After three days of gusty condi­
tions. the breeze at Royal Adelaide 
finally abated Sunday, allowing 
for l 2 sub-par rounds, the most of 
the tournament. 

Senior finished with a 70 and a 
four-round total of289, level with 
Appleby, who shot 72 Sunday. 
Appleby, the sentimental favor­
ite, was playing in Australia for 
the first time since the death of his 
wife, Renay, in a car accident in 
London in July. 

Appleby, in the final group with 
England's Nick Faldo, had a 

chance to force a playoff but he 
missed his 15-foot birdie putt on 
18 while Chalmers watched from 
the side of the green. 

Chalmers, who shot a 6 l at the 
English Open this year while fin­
ishing second, birdied two of the 
first three holes to quickly over­
come the one-shot lead that 
Appleby took into the final round. 

Faldo, who shot a 73 Sunday, 
finished tied for fourth with Rob­
ert Allen by (71) of Australia. both 
with 3-over totals of 29 l. 

It was a mixed day forthe Presi­
dents Cup players in the field who 
will begin play next Friday at 
Royal lvlclboume. The Americans 
have won both previous events. 

United States team player Fred 
Couples shot a 69 Sunday to fin­
ish at 296, 8 over par. Teammate 
John Huston shot 74 Sunday, 
seven better than his Saturday 
round. 

NBA word war continues

NEW YORK (AP) - Behind 
closed doors, David Stem and 
Billy Hunter curse at each other 
like sailors. Their lawyers lash 
out like longshoremen. 

You wouldn't know it from the 
composure everyone shows at the 
post-negotiation news confer­
ences, but the behind-the-scenes 
battles during the NBA lockout 
aremorefierceandfoul-mouthed 
than either wide would like to 
admit. 

"It's more prevalent than people 
realize, but that's what people do 
in these negotiations" said Jim 
Mcllvaine, a member of the 
union's bargaining committee. 
"It's a competitive business and 
people become vocal. But I 
learned in college that the four­
letter words come in one ear and 
go out the other. You listen to the 
message in between." 

Mcllvaine had to do a lot of 
filtering last Thursday during a I 0 
l /2-hour negotiation that was 
marked by a paiticularly heated 
confrontation between Stem and 

Hunter in the union's caucus room. 
According the several partici-

. pants, the commissiciner and the 
union director engaged in an ex­
tremely heated, expletive-laden 
screaming match that ended with 
Hunter springing from his chair 
and Stem stmming out of the room. 

As they always do, both men 
soon shrugged it off and continued 
the negotiating session. 

Butiftheexchangedemonstrated 
anything, it's that the two adversar­
ies at the centerof the most divisive. 
labor battle in the league's.history 
have forged a combative relation­
ship that is a mix of mutual respect 
and mutual mistrust. 

Their fight Thursday was one of 
many spiteful exchanges the two 
have had during the lockout, which 
has dragged on for more than 22 
weeks. More than two months of 
the 1998-99 season have already 
been lost. 

Last summer, during the guaran­
teed contracts hearing before m·bi­
trator John Feerick, the confronta­
tions were the most heated of all, 
fueled by the inte1rngation-like 

nature of the proceeding. 
Union lawyers went after Stem, 

who testified that Shaquille 
O'Neal, like all players with guai·­
anteed contracts, was technically 
a free agent du1ing the lockout. 

League lawyers went equally 
hard after Hunter, getting him to 
testify that he had not read the 
entire collective bargaining agree­
ment. 

Mcllvaine, who was present 
for some of the hearing, said it 
was a good thing "Feerick.was 
sitting between us in the room." 

There have been other heated 
moments between Stem and 
Hunter, one accusing the other 
of being a liar; one accusing 
the otherofinsulting him. And 
the bad feelings are, by no 
means, confined to the two 
leaders. 

Attorneys for both sides have 
had more than their share of 
explosive exchanges, and David 
Checkett.~ of the Knie ks' own­
ership group had several par­
ticularly hostile exchanges in 
Thursday's meeting.
