Quality (DEQ) collected and
analyzed water samples for
Saipan'’s recreational beaches this
week. Samples collected from
(50 feet to the south of the storm
drainage near Martin's Bar &
Grill) contained excessive
concentrations of fecai coliform
bacteria which violate the CNMI
Water Quality Standards. The
presence of these fecal coliform
bacterial is an indicator of
possible sewage contamination.
DEQ therefore advises the
general public not to swim or
fish within 300 ft. from these
locations until further notice.

The Division of
Environmental Quality (DEQ)
and the _Commonwealth
Utilities Corporation (CUC)
report that the Sadog Tasi
Sewage Treatment Plant was
by-passed in order to prevent
the development of improper
operating conditions and
noxious odors which result
from overloading.

Who's the biggest customer? It’s close, but Guerrero says the Hyatt
and Nikko will average about $90,000 per month, he said.

One of the largest consumers of power on Saipan is the government
itself, Guerrero said. Included in that designation are the schools.

An $80,000 budget appropriation to pay the school system’s power
bill was recently pulled from the PSS budget because the govemor’s
office said the CNMI had pre-paid $10 million in power bills through
fuel purchases. Guerrero said he would continue to honor that agree-

ment, but wasn’t happy with it.

He’s investigating whether the school system should be included
under the agreement, Guerrero said. “I will not cut service to schools,
no matter what. I can not jeopardize the school children.”

“If 1 do have to make a decision I will take it under advisement like
any other judge,” he said. “But I would not hesitate to cut PSS central

education office. . . *

Guerrero said he would not advise the CUC board to renew any kind
of anadvance payment agreement between his agency and the govern-
ment in the future. He said the utilities should stand on its own feetand
pay its own bills, “and I should send the government a bill for their
power use and they should pay it.”

The CUC executive estimated that about $3.5 million has been “used
up” from the advance money. He said a close estimate of the CNMI
government’s power use was about $750,000 per month.

Licensing bill passed in Senate rwonpage:

Provisions of the bill allow the
“grandfathering” of persons cur-
rently in the contracting business
and new persons wishing to be
certified must pass examinations
given by the licensing board.

Under the proposed law a con-
tractor would have to be licensed
by the board and provide custom-
ers withadisclosure showing their
bonding limits, as well as other
information relating to how the
costs of building their prOJCC[ will
be paid.

Those who continue to do busi-
ness or advertise that they are a
contractor if the law goes into
effect can be fined a minimum of

$100 or no more than $2.000 ner
Those who continue to do busi-

ness or advertise that they are a
contractor if the law goes into
effect can be fined a minimum of
$100 or no more than $2,000 per
offense and could spend up to 6
months in jail, if convicted.

Injunctions against unlicensed
contractors will beissued, accord-
ing to the law.

business licenses will also be
required for those judged by the
board tobe qualified ascontractors
and they mustobtain construction
permits before doing any sort of
work, under the proposed law.
This provision does not apply to
federal or CNMI employees,
under Section 1.

Requirements of the new pro-

. posed law include “solvency.”

However, ambitious wording in
that section does not make clear
what constitutes *“financial sol-
vency.”

One part says that the appli-
cant’s operation capital must
exceed “five thousand dollars..,”
but the next portion says
*($1,500.)

Failure to meet the solvency
requirements would cause the
denial of an application.

Owners who want to do work
on their own property are also
exempt from becoming “contrac-
tors,” Section 4 says, and the next
section also exempts employees
of a firm doing work on that
company’s OWn premises.

Licensed professional engi-
neersorarchitectsacting solely in
their professional capacities also
do not have to secure approval of
the contractors licensing board,
under the proposed law.

Dear Editor:

As I'local, I am truly appalled
and disappolnted with what has
become of the Chamolinlan
people. It Is my cobservation that
our cultural personality has
changed. We are not as friendly
and as inviting as we use to be.
The Marianas Visitors Bureau
might be over-rating the Com-
monwealth, We have becomearro-
gant, greedy, ungrateful and ex-
tremely prejudiced.

Iam amazed that an adolescent
Korean national, in his speech on
the U.S. sovereignty issue, can
comprehend the political statusof
the Northern Marianas betterthan
our elected officials. Inlast weeks
Message from the Publisher col-
umn in the Marianas Review, the
writer strongly urges that before
we can protest U.S. Influence In
our local government we must
first do some general housckeep-
ing. 1 ask, “From where are we to
get the funds to take on such a
costly task? In the writer s own
words, Mother Dearest America?
I evaluate such action with thatof
a fresh high school graduate who
demands Independence and un-
conditional liberties yet he still
brings his dirty laundry home to
mother.

It is no great secret why the
U.S. is interested in the NML. Its
geographic location Is strategi-
cally vital to the military yet when
they were toerect the Radar Track-
ing Station In Marpi, almost ev-
eryone threw a fit. Even the pres-
ent favorable political climate be-
tween the two super powers, our
strategic value has depreciated as
the Cold War that existed before
is slowly thawing out. The CNMI
might just get what they bloody
want by the U.S. pulling out. After
all, the people here have not been

There is a say-
ing that a spiteful person is not
content with himself. I believe
that saying holds true because as
a people, we are not happy with
what has become of ourselves.
We only have ourselves to blame.
We drink too much, gamble too
much, and we abuse our spouses
and children increasingly.

We have been very ungrateful
for the economical funding and
the many various assistance we
have received from the U.S. In
essence, we are infants in this
great family. We seem to forget
that Mother America has other
children as well. They are home-
less and stricken ill with the dead-
liest disease known to man. Not
all the blame should be casted
upon Mother America for all her
problems. Could it be that her
much needed attention is preoc-
cupied by her concern for other
countries But just like my unap-
preciated mother, she gets a slap
in the face by the same people she
had helped to nurture,

WhatI can not begin to fathom
is how confident these so-called
political leaders are with their
contention that we cando just fine
without the scrutiny of the federal
government. Even with the pres-
ence of the FBI and the Office of
Inspector general, we still are un-
able to account for thousands of
missing federal dollars!

He further says (not In
verbatim) that in the U.N. can not
intervene and assist him with his
agenda, he would like to set the
wheels in motion to have the U.S.
pull out.

I believe the time has come to
humble ourselves and ease-up on
our condescending attitude to-
wards other nationals and espe-
cially towards the United States.
We should put aside our differ-
ences and put our heads together
to try to reach a common ground.
Rather than being counterpro-
ductive by wasting our time and
money being vehemently opposed
to each other, we should unite to
forge ahead Into the 21st century
with positive goals for our island.
We can still stand proudly as
Chamorros or Carolinians deep
within our hearts but we must
stand UNITED asan island people
WITH the United States under
one banner as AMERICANS!

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Budget rejected by House for rider attempts

“The other thing is there is a rider in the budget that
creates three director of personnel offices,” he said. That
rider (an attached amendment which usually has no direct
relation to the “parent” measure) would have changed the
CNMTI's present system of having a strong personnel
director who basically rules on all hiring and firings.

Instead, the Senate’s budget measure would have substi-
tuted a personnel director on Saipan, Tinian, and Rota.

“We have to look into that” whether that unto itself isn’t
amending the governmental organization to our code, or is

it constitutions to do that. . .. That will take some time to
digest all the amendments the Senate attached to the
supplemental budget.

Guerrero said he estimated that wouldn’t happen for
about three weeks.

He said members of the House were both physically and
mentally tired following a session day that was originally
scheduled to begin at 2 p.m.

Senate president Joseph Inos signed a notice Tuesday
announcing a 1 p.m. session Wednesday, but because of
what Rota Sen. Paul Manglona, chairman of the Fiscal
Affairs Committee in the Senate, which was working on
the budget revisions in the Senate, said were “long discus-
sions about the wording of the budget . . .” that session was
changedto2 p.m.,then 3:30p.m., 4 p.m.,6 p.m. and finally
7:15 p.m.

Shortly after 8 p.m. the Senate met and passed not only
their new budgetrecommendations, but several other bills.

During all of this time Speaker Guerrero decided to call
the House into session, saying he felt that it was possible
that the House could finish with its other housekeeping

business about the same time the Senate finished its
session,

Smiles of relief from House members turned into what
some of their membership said was “disgust” when it
took well over an hour from the time the Senate adjourned
until the finalized budget was “officiaily transmitted” to
the House.

Another recess ensued while members studied the
document, although several “unofficial” copies of the
revised budget had “leaked” from the Senate and most
House members had seen what they felt was going to be
the Senate’s request.

The House chamber’s clock said 9:57 p.m. when Guer-
rero gaveled the House session back into order and
shortly thereafter Rep. Jesus T. Atto told his fellow
lawmakers that the Senate’s version of the budget “wasin
conflict and it should be sent back to the Ways and Means
Committee.”

Four minutes later it was all over and the budget
revision was in legislative limbo again until the speaker
and other members of the House returned from a trip to
the United Nations in New York City next week.

Guerrero said following the session that he felt the
House acted responsibly in addressing the need for
funding to help the sewer problem by appropriating
money and working “cooperatively with the executive
branch.”

The speaker said the House cooperated “with the
intention that the Senate should do likewise. There have
been meetings between the House and Senate to not to
amend the House version and we should address the

object of the concern they just leave in the Senate.

Sen. Manglona and several other members of the Senate
were in their offices following the House vote and at first
expressed amusement with smiles when told their budget
had not been approved.

Later they changed their smiles to expressions of con-
cem when told the measure was not sent to a mediation
committee of the two houses, but back to the House’s Ways
and means Committee.

Manglona defended the Senate’s attachments and
changes to the budget appropriations measure, saying; “I
don’tknow what is their concern,” and “first thing tomor-
row we will get together with representativesof the House.
We want to get this thing out of the way. .. we want to help
out with the sewer problem on Saipan.”

He suggested acompromise where the school and sewer
monies could “be gotten out now and address the other is-
sues separately.”

“We don’t feel that it’s a rider,” he said. “We feel that its”
an important subject that must be addressed now.”

But, when told there would be no conference commit-
tee, Manglona said, “I had been told that there would be a
conference committee where we can address both side.”

Manglonasaid“. .. are you sureit wasn’t DAY S?” when
told that Guerrero said it would be three weeks before the
measure could be heard again in the House.

“My only thought on that is that we have to address the
sewer problem and three weeks is too long a time to wait.”

“Obviously, the Speaker agrees that sewers are a prob-
lem, and other the hand he is going to take three weeks to
act on something critical " the Rota senator said.

Micronesian Games are on

Wednesday, May 3 the Mi-
cronesian Games Organizing
Committee, Chaired by Ed
Manibusan, called a press con-
ference and announced that the
“Games are on” in July 7-15.
The announcement was made
after the House of Representa-
tives of the Seventh Com-
monwealth Legislature approved
up to $200,000 to assist the
Micronesian Games Organizing
Committee defray the expenses
of hosting the games. The bill is
currently before the Senate and
the prospect of it passing looks
good.

In addition, Gov. Lorenzo L.
De Leon Guerrero has publicly
thrown his support of the games
by asking the Legislature for
funding and he, himself, wrote

lettersto vanous large businesses
on the island asking for dona-
tions. The MGOC now has over
$300,000 and is confident of
getting an additional $100,000
to reach its goal of $415,000.
Two corporate sponsors of the
games, Shimizu Construction
Company and Duty Free Shop-
pers have each presented Gov.
Guerrero, as honorary chairman
of the Micronesian Games, a
check of $25,000. Mobil Oil,
another corporate sponsor, will
soon giving the MGOC a check
of $25,000. So the games arc on
as scheduled, and the MGOC is
confident it will meet its goal.

The MGOC has ruled that
advertising on playing uniforms
is restricted to three inches in

diameter on either side of the
chest. Warm up uniforms are
excmpted. This is part of the
International Rules which we
have adopted to apply to the
Games.

We have decided to allow the
participating islands participate
in “cultural night” activities.
Every evening after the games at
Civic Center Beach there will be
dances and songs. The arrange-
ments arc left up to the partici-
pating islands. We will schedule
one participating island to per-
form one night.

Again, we are abiding with the

international Rules and it calls
for a certain type of table tennis
paddles to be used. We’re urging
you to please bring those rackets
10 Saipan 1o be used during the
games.

We've heard that the Legisla-
tures of the Republic of Palau
and Chuuk State have appro-
priated funding to pay for their
respective athletes air fare and
expenses to the Micronesian
Games. We at MGOC are of
course, pleased to hear about it.
We will be sending letters to
each governor and presidents to
invite them to the Games.
