Search for mentors
intensify as school
season nears

Two more weeks and schools
will again open its doors to the
more than 8,000 Commonwealth
students who are expected to
flock in the 14 public schools on
the islands of Saipan, Tinian and
Rota.

The Public School System
(PSS) is definitely preparing not
only for school opening but for
the expected additional enroll-

~ees the PSS tries to accommo-

date yearly.

The scenario for this year is a
lotdifferent from what transpired
last year. Early August last year
saw the nearly 100 newly re-
cruited off-island teachers at-
tending orientation sessions
while now, PSS officials are still
trying to make a last minute ef-
fort to recruit more teachers to
fill the vacancy in the education
department.

About three weeks ago,
Deputy Commissioner Justo
Quitugua was in American Sa-
moa to recruit more teachers to
alleviate the severe teacher
shortage in the Commonwealth,

The teacher shortage was a
result of teachers leaving the
profession or teachers who have
decided to retire from the trade.

Quitugua had been to Guam,
Hawaii, the United States andall
over Micronesia trying torecruit
teachersand a part of his joumney,
was in American Samoa.

Accordingto Samoanews, the
local paper in American Samoa,
Quitugua was able to recruit 49
elementary tcachersand 11 high
school educators.

.“My mission was a success. I
!ured 10 teachers here and that
isbetter than nothing,” Quitugua

was quoted in a July 18 article

which appeared in the Samoa
news.

The ten successful applicants
included six high school teach-
ers, an elementary school edu-
cator, three from the Commu-
nity College and one from the
Department of Human Re-
sources.

Quitugua was quoted in the
Samoan news article when he
said that the two most commor
questions from the applicants
had to do with the salary and the
cost of living in the Common-
wealth,

The CNMI offers 60% more
than what teacher’sin American
Samoa are getting paid for. The
offer also includes a housing
subsidy of up to $600 and repa-
triation expenses the PSS incurs
upon hiring an off-island edu-
cator.

Dr. Lui Tuitele of the ASG
Teacher classification program
saw the recentrecruitment drive
as providing openings for the
members of the local teaching
profession other degree holders
whoarenot currently employed.

The CNMI offers a starting
salary between $20,602 to
$31,900 for those who hold a
BA degree. The rate is based
upon the teacher’s years of ex-
perience.

In American Samoa, the en-
try rate is placed at $12,646,
according to the Samoa News
article.

Of the 40 applicants from the
territory, only 10 qualified to
cam a two-year teaching con-
tract in the CNMI.

The Deputy Commissioner

- was alsoe quoted when he said

that “recruiting teachers from
the Pacific region is ideal be-
cause they would not face as
many difficulties in terms of
culture and customs.”

The Northern Marianas is the
third entity which has recruited
in the U.S. territory of Ameri-
can Samoa within the recent
months.

Only a month ago, The
Oceanside Police Department
went to the US territory to re-
cruitpeople for their force while
inthelastcouple of years, Guam
has employed about 50 of the
islands’ locals whoare currently
employed as construction

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MPLC wants new
agreement for PIC
lease extension

A four-point amendment to
the original lease agreement
must be effected before grant-
ing the Pacific Islands Club a
15-year lease extension if only
to safeguard the interests of the
people of the CNMI.

This was therecommendation
presented to legislators by
Marianas Public Land Corpora-
tion Executive Director William
Concepcion during a public
hearing held yesterday at the
House session hall,

Resources Management Direc-
tor Jack Villagomez. “And they
should be fined for this.”

Concepcionadded that another
amendment that should be ef-
fected in the lease agreement is
the provision not to allow the
deduction of long term interest
expenditures from gross receipts
since this results to revenue
losses for the MPLC.

It was pointed out that the cur-
rent lease agreement provides
that interest paid on the loans
may be deducted from the gross

The House Committee on
Natural Resources heard argu-
ments on whether or not the ap-
plication for a 15-year lease ex-
tension as requested by Consult-
ants International, Ltd. should
be approved. .

Before a jampacked crowd,
Concepcion argued against the
extension if the same conditions
on the current lease agreement
are to be maintained.

“There has to be another lease
agreement so that certain provi-
sions will have to be modified in
order that more revenues may be
generated for the MPLC and the
CNMI,” Coficepcion urged
Committee members.

According to Concepcion,
there has been allegations that
the resort hotel may have been
“chasing” local residents away
from their premises, a perennial
issue often brought up against
the hotel’s management.

It was alleged that in the past,
PIC’s security force have been
overzealous in maintaining the
exclusivity of the hotel, and that
the task usually end up with se-
curity guards looking a bit too
discriminatory.

Concepcion in addressing the
Committee headed by Rep. Di-
ego T. Benavente said thata pro-
vision should be included in the
leaseagreementthat would effect
a non-discriminatory attitude
towards locals.

“They (the PIC people) are
renting our beach land, and our
beaches belong to our people.
Why should they hinder public
access to facilities that stand on

receipts.

According to recent audits, in
lease year 1988, PIC’s deduc-
tion of unpaid interest did not
result in an under payment be-
cause the guaranteed minimum
annual rental was higher than
3% of grossreceipts.InLY 1989,
however, the grossreceiptsrental
was underpaid by some
$20,439.78.

The MPLC Executive Direc-
tor; likewise, said that rent

" every len years.

This is to be done for the pur-
pose of having the basic rent of
the whole area reflective of the
present market value.

Lastly, since there is no provi-
sion for capital gains under the
lease agreement, there should be
a provision that would enable
the government tocollect at least
30% of the total transaction price
if ever there is a sales transaction
of the hotel.

judiciary,” the Governor said in
addressing Hefner.

“You've written scores of le-
gal opinions. Much of our
jurisprudence, asit stands today,
carries your special mark. That
jurisprudence reflects the inten-
sity of your common sense,
judicial philosophy and your
enlightened commitment to
equal justice,” Guerrero added.

Hefner, 62, first came to
Saipan in 1968 to work for the
Trust Territory: Attorney
General’s office, and returned
tothe U.S.in 1971, In 1974, he
came back to Micronesia and
became an Associate Justice of
the Trust Territory High Court.

He returned to Saipanin 1977
where two years later, was ap-
pointed to become Chief Judge
of the Commonwealth Trial

Chief Tony Reyes said that
the applicants should at least be
high school graduates and must
be 18 years or older.

provide the financial assistance
to adequately fund the PSS’ spe-
cial projects is another goal
Torres would like to materialize
in the near future.

Not only will the PSS en-
dowment assist in funding
special programs but, graduating
students may also avail of full
scholarships for them to attend
the best universities on the
Mainland and in Japan.

Torres said that within five to
ten years, a growing endowment
will enable the PSS to gradually
devote a larger share of its local
funding for the construction of
new school facilities tokeep pace
with the rising enrollment,

Figure shows that local en-
roliment has already seen a 33%
increase in the last eight years,
from 5,709 students in 1981-
1982 to the current school
population of 8,570 students.

Torres also shed light on the
teacher aide fellowship program
which the PSS will undertake
this year, He said that due to the
non-existence of a pool of quali-
fied teachers, there is an
impending need to encourage
students to become the future
educators of the CNML.

The program, which will be
introduced at the Marianas High
School this fall, is also aimed at
alleviating the PSS dilemma with
regard to the recruitment of a
number of off-island teachers.

“The program will save us ‘

millions of dollars in future ex-
penses and should have the
educational benefit of having our
children taught by us, rather than
those who are qualified but may
not have as deep a ‘commitment
as we do,” Torres said.
Although the program will
entail quite a sum, Torres said
the amount is nothing when
compared to the benefit of
achieving a goal of limiting the
number of off-island recruits.

Vicente "Ben" Muna, DPS

Muna began his career as a
Police Officer back in 1982.

“I just tell myself 10 be good to
them. They work better for me if
I'm good to them,” Muna ex-
plained. he also said he never
lectures them. *“The only advice
I have is that you have 10 be
interested in learning something
new. I’m still leamning new
things,” a humble man said.
