Hismpton "Corsian and Acxicnltaral
Irntlttite.

Miss Helen W. Lndlow, an assistant teacher

at the Hampton Xormal and Agricultural In-

stitute, in "Virginia, has recently published in
Good Company an interesting statement of the
" Work for Indians," which is going en there.
We here are interested in that Hampton In-

stitute, and its results, in more ways than
one. Gen. Samuel Armstrong, its principal,
whom wo are happy to call our Sandwich

Islander, has prohably done more to excite
among Americans an interest in this country
than was ever accomplished by boot-write- rs,

or Envoys Extraordinary. The reason is,
that he is a man fall of generous enthusiasm,

and of resources in himself, who devotes him-

self to the work of bettering the condition of
the Indians and negroes in practical trays,
while, at the same time, he is so singularly
devoid of cant or of a desire to distinguish
himself or promote his personal interests,
that people are delighted to give him their
confidence and aid. He has obtained almost
s national reputation, in which we " Sacd-wich-

" enmo in for a share. Our old Is-

land residents Gen. and Mrs, J. F. B. Mar-

shal are with Gen. Armstrong
at Hampton. Theso genuine missionaries go
on with their homely and wearisome duties in
a gleeful and hopeful tvay tchieh, of itself,
must make their dark and their led skinned
pupils, as well as every ono else, love tbem
and believe in them, We make the following
extracts from Miss Ludlow's statement:

"A long-head- ed Indian chief, a hundred
years ago, declined an offer from the British
Commissioners of Virginia to put his young
men at college, because the kind ot training
proposed would teach them neither to bear
cold nor hunger, neither to build a cabin, kill
a deer, nor take an enemy. But he graciously
offered to take the Virginia gentleman's sons
to the woods, take great care of their educa-
tion, and make men of them.

"The advance lines of modern thought
have about caught up to the old sachem's
position as to the proper aim of education. In
the future, the question put to public schools
and colleges, even to theological seminaries
and mission stations, perhaps, will be not. Do
you make scholars, or do you make theolo-
gians, but, Do you make men ?

" This, at any rate, is the question the
school puts before itself, and by its answer
expects to stand or fall.

" I may assume that the readers are aware
that the first of Hampton's Indian students
wero bought here by Capt. B. H. Pratt, V. S.
A., under whose charge, they with some sixty
others had been held for three years as pris-
oners of the United States, for their con-

spicuous part in a revolt of Cheyennes, Kiowas
and Comanchos ia Indian Territory.

" Carried to St, Augustine in chains, filled
with burning hate and deep revenge, trying
to commit suicide on the way, knowing no
word of English, wrapped in Indian blanket?,
adorned with huge grass ear-rin- gs, and scalp
locks braided to their knees, this horde of
sullen, desperate savages was brought back
by their captorin just three years and landed,
free, from the little coast steamer, at mid-

night, on the grounds of the Hampton Normal
School. And for what purpose ?

"To leavo fifteen of their number at school,
C3ger to leam the white man's road, and then
go on to ask " Washington's" blessing before
returning peacefully to their homes.

" Certainly a remarkable transformation to
have been effected in three years by the
strength, kindness, and rare tact of ono man,
with the sympathetic helpers his earnest pur-
pose drew about him of honorable women
not a few and all on the theory that an In-

dian, after all, is pretty much like the rest of
us.

" Xo one touch gives a more vivid illustra-
tion of the change wrought, than the scene of
the parting on the wharf at Old Point, between
those who were going on Tinder charge of
another officer and their old captor and guar-
dians. Where was Indian stoicism ? Every
man of them put his arms round Capt, Pratt
and wept like a child to leave him, and even
a 'Howling Wolf' revealed a lamb conchant
somewhat in his nature, as clasping his kind
teacher's hand, ho sobbed, " Good bye, Miss
Mather; me love you, me love jou !"

"A few more days, and other conventional
ideas of Indian nature were somewhat shaken.
when fifteen braves fell cheerfully into lino
with spade or hoe in tho working squad. An
Indian working is about as unexpected a
spectacle as an Indian weeping. But it is the
unexpected which happens ; and to learn to
work was exactly what they had come for.
The manual labor system of the school, of.
which he learned through the book " Hamp-
ton and its Students," opportunely sent him
by a friend, had decided the Captain to ask
admission here for his Indians, as the only
school where they could get such trainiuc.
The enterprise was not of its own seeking, but
,u

Indian boy had been some time before. Five
of the fifteen were to be sent to Bishop Whip-
ple's school in Minnesota when it should open
in the fall, but were finally kept at Hampton
for the sake of the industrial advantages by
ujc utuup d uwu ucoiic, uju two inure Tvere
added from seven who had been placed under
other instructions.

"A year has passed, and the result thus far
is very encouraging and hopeful. In the
one point in which the effort is strictly an
experiment, which has been watched with
some anxiety, the association of the Indian
and egro 6tudents, it is certainly a signal
success. Hero stands the "TYigwam," or
Indian cottage, built at a cost of SU,000,
of bricks made on the place, in part by
student labor. It was erected for.the Indian
boys, and tbey wero put together into it when
they arrived. But within a mouth, they
asked to be mingled with the colored students
so as to learn English faster, 'Too much
Indian talk,' they urged. The plea was pre-
sented to the colored boys, and enough volun-
teers offered at some personal sacrifice to un-
dertake tho mission of helping their wild com-
rades to English and civilized habits. In
many cases a strong attachment has sprung
up between tho room-mat- es, and as yet no
hostility, while the value to tho Indians is
invaluable.

"To go to bed with boots on and leave off
half their nnder-clotbi- the next morning
were among the trifling peculiarities which
had to be watched at first. A drill in ng

was found quite necessary for the
braves, and is thus1amusingly described in
the Southern TFor7a7Kin by the teacher who
superintended the operation.

" When they first began to make beds, the
sheets were either tucked up under the pillow
or laid on the outside. One boy was found to
have seven sheets, who did not Tcnow the
proper use for two. The janitor helped me
carry a bedstead into the sitting room, the
boys were called in and seated in a semi-circl- e,

and I began the process of
the boys grunting and laughing as it pro-
ceeded. When the clothes were neatly tucked
in, and the pillow shaken and put into its
place, I said ' Sow boys, I will show you how
to eet into bed,' which I did. Then, through
the interpreter, I asked who was willing to
try it. He had hirdly put the question when
a boy who had objected to having his hair cut
when he first came, stepped forward. He
began where I did, and followed every move-

ment, so closely had he observed. So sooner
did ho finish than there was a stunning ap-
plause. He was then asked to show U3 how
to go to bed, and when his head touched the
pillow and he drew the clothing up over him,
up went another shout.' "

"The care of horses and stock is added to
tho farm work. The division of labor is ar-

ranged with the idea of teaching each as much
as he can learn thoroughly, and to send back
at least one or two skilled mechanics beside
the farmers to each agency represented.
Some practical knowledge of tailoring, sewing
and washing is to be added to the training.

"To teach them the value and use of money
and its relation to work, a proportion of the
government's appropriation is paid into their
own hands as wages. With it they are ex-

pected to buy all articles of their clothing bat

their uniform salts, saving on them if they
can, suffering the want of them if they squan-
der, or the forfeiture of the right if it is
wrongly nsed.

" The girls are taught sewing, washing and
ironing, house work and cooking. They were
taught through the summer by two of the
young women colored graduates, one of whom,
Miss Amelia Perry, is now a very valuable
assistant in the care of them out of school, and
in practical information.

"The summer was spent by the boys in
camp at Shrilbanks, a stock farm in the coun-

try of 339 acres, given to the school with an
eve to their industrial advantage. They had
enough light work to keep them from utter
demoralization, and, for the rest, tent life, free
exercise, and an occasional war dance (for
home sweet home) brought up the standard of
health and prepared them for another winter's
work.

" It is true, that after ono of these war dan
ces, a gentleman farmer on the next plantation,
charged the Indians with responsibility for the
mysterious disappearance of a stray New-
foundland dog. But as Colonel F., who hap-
pened to have been bora in the Sandwich Is-

lands, could not lay his hand upon his heart
and say that he had never ' eaten roast dog
and then gone to prayer-meeting- ," his evi-

dence was ruled out.
" I have said nothing, I perceive, of the re-

ligious condition of the Indian students. We
do not care to talk much about it. Their reli-
gious instruction is entrusted to Bev. Mr.
Gravatt, rector of St. John's church in Hamp-
ton, and Bev. Mr. Denison, the school's chap-
lain, a Congregational minister, with the per-
sonal influence of their teachers, and the gen-
eral atmosphere of the school. These clergy-
men are giving very faithful and harmonious
work to the cause. Some of the students, we
believe, are trying in their simple wayto lead
better lives, and trusting in their simple way
in God s help to do it. Some of them have
been baptized into tho Christian faith. As
Mr. Denison remarks: 'One point of theology
they understand, and only one. It is that they
should walk the new road in the help of Jesus,
and they show their faith by their works.
Digging in the earth is not the chief joy of an
Indian warrior, but Eoba writes, 'I pray
every day and hoe onions.' '

"One of the little Dakota girls, on her
teacher's suggestion that she need not say the
6ame little prayer every night, but ask for
anything she wanted from God, innocently
inquired ' He understand if I ask him in Da-

kota?
" We are inclined to think that Ho does."
