—Twostrong aftershocks from
an earthquake early this week
panicked residents in a south-
ern Philippine town Wednes-
day asrumors spread thata dev-
astating tremor would hit in the
afternoon, police said.

The first strong aftershock
from Monday’s earthquake hit
the town of Bayugan in Agusan
del Sur province at 9:05 a.m.
(0105 GMT) and measured
magnitude 5. It was followed
23 minutes later by a second
quake registering 4.6.

There were no reports of ad-
ditional damage or injuries,

SINGAPORE (AP) —Telecom-
munications carriers in Hong
Kong, Taiwan and Singapore car-
ried out simultaneous tests last
month that ensured their services
would interact successfully with-
out Millennium Bug problems,
Singapore Telecom said Wednes-

day.

Hong Kong Telecom,
Singapore Telecom and Taiwan’s
Chung Hwa Telecom tested their
ability to connect all types of data
and voice calls without interrup-
tion by the so-called Y2K bug.
The computer glitch, which fails

to recognize the year 2000, is ex-
pected to cause widespread prob-
lems on Jan. 1.

More than 300 test calls were

made on May 14, 17 and 18 be-
tween the international direct dial,
integrated service digital network,
international virtual private net-
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work, and operator-assisted ser-
vices of the three Asian providers.

“This is the first time that Y2K
test calls were carried out simul-
taneously between Singapore,
Hong Kong and Taiwan and sev-
eral services were being tested at
one go,” Singapore Telecom said

in a statement.

Singapore Telecom, which says
it is spending 100 million
Singapore dollars ($58 million)
toprepare for the millennium, has
conducted othertests with Telstra
of Australia, MCI-WorldCom,
AT and T and Telekom Malaysia.

CEOs held responsible
for Y2K compliance

SINGAPORE (AP)—The Mon-
etary Authority of Singapore em-
phasized Wednesday that chief
executive officers of banks and
financial institutions are being
held directly responsible for en-
suring their institutions are Year
2000 compliant.

The reminder was issued after
The Straits Times reported that
the Bank of China and Overseas
Union Bank had introduced dis-
claimer clauses saying they won’t
be responsible for any losses de-
positors suffer as a result of Mil-
lennium Bug failures.

The computer problem, caused
by an inability to recognize the
year 2000, is expecied to shut
down many systems throughout
the world when clocks strike just
after New Year’s Eve. Singapore
has been one of the countries in

the forefront of refurbishing its .

computer systems to tell the dif-
ference between the year 2000
and the year 1900.

The Monetary Authority, which
acts as Singapore’s central bank,
reminded chief executives
Wednesday of a circular issued
last December on their responsi-
bility for making sure their sys-

tems are compliant with the mil-
lennium. _

While the authority is discuss-
ing with the Association of Banks
of Singapore disclaimers that may
be included in confracts with cus-
tomers, a statement Wednesday
said, “There is no reason for cus-
tomers to worry about the safety
of their deposits in the bankmg
system.

“Banks and financial institu-
tions are €xpected to complete
internal testing of mission critical
systems and external tests by June
1999,” the authority said.

in cyberspace

SINGAPORE (AP)—Singapore
hopes to stave off some of the
dangers lurking in cyberspace by
joining an international study on
how the Intemet affects society.

*“The Internet will turn our lives
upside down, but exactly how, no
one knows,” Trade and Industry
MinisterGeorge Yeosaid inastate-
ment Wednesday.

“The results of the survey re-

searchmay helpusreduce thenega-’

tive side effects of the Internet,”
Yeo said.

Singapore announced Wednes-
day that it would take part in an
unprecedented survey to study the
Internet’s impact on society, from
the level of families to that of na-
tional economies.

A total of 18 countries are ex-
pected to take part in the project,
which was unveiled this week by
the University of California, Los
Angeles.

The research is funded in part by
rivals America Online Inc. and
Microsoft Corp., and is intended to
span an entire generation.

Singapore, arichand tightly regu-
lated city-state, has long viewed
the Internet as a combination of
treasure chest and Pandora’s box.

The country bans home satellite
television antennae, censors films
andtelevision, and has along list of
banned books and publications.

Internet users in Singapore can
only access the network through
“proxy” computers that block sites
deemed undesirable by authorities.

YetSingapore’s leaders alsohail
the Intemet as a great opportunity
for learning and commerce. The
country of 3.7 million people is
wiring every home, school and of-
fice into a network that will let
users to shop, study and conduct
business by computer.

Party invited into
ruling coalition

TOKYO (Reuters) —Japanese
Prime Minister Keizo Obuchi
has asked the second largest op-
position party to formally join
the ruling coalition, Kyodonews
agency reported on Wednesday.

Obuchi made the request in a
telephone call to New Komeito
party chief Takenori Kanzaki,
Kyodo said, quoting govern-
ment SOurces.

The Buddhist-backed party
has already drawn close to the
ruling bloc by helping it pass
laws in parliament’s Upper
House, where the coalition lacks
a majority.

Obuchi also told reporters he
hoped to hold talks with the
New Komeito on policies as a
prelude to forming an alliance,
Kyodo said.

Earlier on Wednesday, Chief
Cabinet Secretary Hiromu
Nonaka said it was necessary for
the ruling Liberal Democratic
Party - already linked in an alli-
ance with the smaller Liberal Party
- to coordinate policy in informal
talks with the New Komeito be-
fore the opposition party holds a
convention on July 24.

The New Komeito is expected

to decide whether to formally
join the coalition at the July
gathering.

Observers have expected for
some time that the party, which
holds a swing vote in
parliament’s Upper House, was
likely to join the coalition or

announce it would lend it sup- .

port.

Withit onboard Obuchi would
have majority blocks in both
houses of parliament and could
steer through controversial leg-
islation on issues such as eco-
nomic reform with minimal op-
position.

Japan Empress: Problems
with US are ‘unavoidable’

TOKYO (AP) —Problems be-
tween the United States and Ja-
panare “unavoidable,” Japanese
Empress Michiko said Wednes-
day, urging the people of both
countries to show understand-
ing.

“There do exist even today
problems between our two coun-
tries and I think this is unavoid-
able during the deepening of a
relationship,” she said.

Michiko, wife of Emperor
Akihito, encouraged Americans
and Japanese to deal with ten-
sion over political and econom-
ics issues by exhibiting patience
and good will.

She spoke at a meeting com-
memorating the 50th anniver-
sary of the Japan-American
Women’s Club, a private To-
kyo-based organization.

Relations between Tokyo and
Washington have been strained
by Japan’s ballooning trade sur-
plus with the United States.

In the latest row, the United
States threatened last week to
bring a trade case against Japan
if it does not honor commit-
ments to expand sales opportu-
nities for American telecommu-
nications companies in the Japa-
nese market.

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Plans to counter China spying

WASHINGTON (Reuters) —
The House of Representatives eas-
ily adopted a series of measures
on Wednesday to counter alleged
Chinese espionage. with lawmak-

vers rushing to offer plans to safe-
guard U.S. nuclear and techno-
logical secrets.

The House overwhelmingly ap-
proved a range of proposals to
tighten security at U.S. nuclear
labs and bolster technology ex-
portcontrols in response to a con-

gressional panel’s report last
month that China had obtained a
wealth of nuclear secrets during
two decades of concerted espio-
nage.

The House voted 428-0 to
implement at least portions of 26

of the panel’s 38 recommenda-
tions, attaching them to a $288
billion defence authorisation bill.

The amendment establishes
counter-intelligence programmes
at the Department of Energy for
the nuclearlabs, strengthens moni-
toring of overseas satellite
launches and controls of high-
technology exports, and institutes

a variety of reporting procedures
on export licensing and Chinese
espionage activities.
“I think these proposals will go
a long way toward resolving the
security problems at our nuclear
labs,” said Washington Represen-
tative Norman Dicks, ranking
Democrat on the special House
panel and amendment co-spon-
sor with Representative Christo-
pher Cox, the California Republi-
can who headed the panel.
Other amendments, approved
in a series of voice votes, would
institute polygraph tests for de-

partment employees with access
to classified information, subject
contractors to civil penalties for
security violations and require an
annual report on department
counter-intelligence programmes.

The proposals would have tobe
meshed with a Senate version of
the defence bill during a joint
Senate-House conference before
they would become law. The Sen-
ate last month passed its own pack-
age of security measures in re-
sponse to the report.

Energy Secretary Bill
Richardson, appearing before the
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Christopher Cox

Senate Intelligence Committee,
told a Senate panel on Wednes-
day he opposed a Senate plan to
reorganize the department’s
nuclear security and counter-in-
telligence operations.

He said he would urge Presi-
dent Bill Clinton to veto the plan,
to be offered as part of an intelli-
gence authorisation bill later this
month, to create a special office
to handle those tasks.

“This amendment would un-
dermine my authority and the re-
forms I’ve initiated,” said
Richardson, who took over as
Energy Secretary last September.
“To set up an agency, a fiefdom,
in a department of fiefdoms, is
not what I need.”

In the House, lawmakers on
both sides of the aisle rushed dur-
ing the day-long debate to pledge
support for increased U.S. vigi-
lance against Chinese espionage
and said additional measures
would be forthcoming.

“This represents unfinished
business for Congress. There is

much work to do,” Cox said.

The panel’s report found China
obtained secrets about nuclear
warheads and the neutron bomb
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throughespionage atnuclearlabo-
ratories and as part of a wide-
spread effort to obtain U.S. mili-
tary technology.

The reportalsosaid Chinalikely
took advantage of security lapses
during U.S. satellite launches in
China to obtain information that
would improve missile perfor-
mance. :

Representative Tom DeLay of
Texas, the third-ranking Republi-
can in the House and a fierce
critic of President Bill Clinton,
strongly criticised the president’s
China policy and handling of the
spy scandal.

“China must know this issue
will not fade away,” DeLay said.
“The Congress must be strong
where the president has been
weak.” ’

Representative Porter Goss, a
Florida Republican and chairman
of the House Intelligence Commit-
tee, said his panel would look into
the alleged campaign of Chinese
espionage and possible covert at-
tempts to influence U.S. elections.

Tt also would explore counter-
intelligence programmes at the
Departments of Defence and En-
ergy and whether investigations
of security breaches should be
handled by lawenforcementagen-
cies or national security agencies,
he said.

Some Democratic lawmakers
warned against rushing into pro-
cedures that would restrict the
efforts of U.S. high-technology
companies to compete interna-
tionally.

But Republicans said any po-
tential problems could be worked
out when the proposals are meshed
with the Senate measure ina con-
ference committee.

U.S. trade officials urged Japan on
Wednesday to do more to promote
competitioninits photographicfilm
market, accusing Japanesedistribu-
tors of trying to thwart access by
foreign manufacturers.

In their second annual review of
Japan’s photo film market since
losing alandmark case atthe World
Trade Organisation in 1997, U.S.
trade officials cited some progress
in the lowering of trade barriers but
said Tokyo needed to do more to
stop anti-competitive practices.

The WTO case pitted U.S. manu-
facturer Eastman Kodak Co.
against Japanese rival Fuji Photo
Film Co. “First, we continue to
receive reports of Fuji distributors
halting or disrupting deliveries to
retailers who promote competing
brands of photographic film and
paper,” U.S. Trade Representative
Charlene Barshefsky and U.S. Sec-
retary of Commerce William Daley
said in a joint statement.

“Second, we are concerned about
reports of Fuji distributors condi-
tioning low wholesale film prices
on exclusive sales of Fuji film,”
they added.

CINCINNATI (AP) — The
Procter and Gamble Co. said
Wednesday it will eliminate 15,000
jobs worldwide over six years —
about 13 percent of its work force
— and close about 10 plants in a
global restructuring program.

The changes are to be imple-
mented beginning this year, said
management of the company best
known for such consumer prod-
ucts as Tide detergent, Crest tooth-
paste and Pampers diapers.

Therestructuring,in whatP-and-
G calls its Organization 2005 pro-
gram, is designed to increase sales,
get new products to market more
quickly, cut costs and make the
company more responsive to mar-
ket changes.

It is the company’s first major
initiative since Durk Jager, a 29-
year P&G veteran, became chief
executive on Jan. 1.

The program will cost Procter
andGamble $1.9billion aftertaxes.
Management expects that it will
generate after-tax savings of $900
million annually by fiscal 2004.

Clinton wants ‘race
profiling’ study

WASHINGTON (Reuters) —
President Clinton, answering con-
cemns about police targeting of
minorities, ordered federal law
authorities Wednesday to keep
track of the race, gender and
ethnicity of people they stop and
search.

“While public confidence inthe
police has been growing steadily
overall, people of color continue
to have less confidence and less
trust, and believe they are tar-
geted for actions by police not
because of their illegal conduct
but because of the colour of their
skin,” Clinton said at a Justice
Department event in a Washing-
ton hotel.

The announcement came a day
after a second New York City
policeman was convicted of tak-
ing part in the brutal beating and
sexual assault of Haitian immi-

grant Abner Louiina in a precinct
bathroom.

The 1997 incident served to
highlight concerns over police
brutality and racial “profiling,” or
the targeting of minorities for traf-
fic stops and other enforcement
actions aimed at finding evidence
of crime.

“We have to restore the trust
between community and police
inevery community in America,”
Clinton said. “The vast majority
of police officers do great honour
to the badges they wear ... But we
must continue to hold account-
able those who abuse their power
by usingexcessive oreven deadly
force,” he said.

“We also must stop the morally
indefensible, deeply corrosive
practice of racial profiling,” he
said.

MOSCOW (AP) — When
Russia’s special envoy for
Kosovo, Viktor Chernomyrdin,
returned home last week after
brokering a peace plan, a stone-
faced Russian general stood at his
shoulder and openly assailed the
deal as a sellout to the West.

“Each of us should answer this

~ question in his own soul — have

we betrayed Yugoslavia or not?”
said Gen. Leonid Ivashov, who
accompanied Chernomyrdin and
represented Russia’s Defense
Ministry at the peace talks.

President Boris Yeltsin hasn’t
publicly censured Ivashov for his
outspoken remarks. In fact, the
president met with the assertive
general a day later and showed no
signs of a rebuke. -

Now that Russia has agreed to
the Kosovo peace plan, the
military’s opposition to the terms
of the deal and its support for
Yugoslav President Slobodan
Milosevic point to potential prob-
lems in implementing a peace-
keeping operation.

Russia and the seven leading
industrialized nations agreed ona
draft United Nations resolutionto
end the Kosovo crisis. But while
NATO says it will be in charge of
the peacekeeping force, Russia
says the full command structure
still has to be negotiated.

Russia is considering sending
up to 10,000 troops out of a pro-
posed 50,000. But Ivashov and
other military officials have in-
sisted that Russian troops will not
serveunder NATO command, and
their stance has become Russia’s
official view.

“The president still determines
the foreign policy, but he and his
pro-Western inner circle have
become increasingly isolated,”
said Pavel Felgenhauer, an inde-
pendent military analyst. “It’s a
struggle between two groups, one
of which favors a quick agree-
ment with the West while another
stands for siding with the Serbs.”

Russian leaders have been
unanimous in their condemna-
tion of NATO raids on Yugo-
slavia, but they have differed on
how to respond.

Yeltsin has said from the start
that Moscow wouldn’tbe drawn
into the war militarily, but the
military brass has talked of send-
ing military advisers—and even
weapons — to Yugoslavia.

“They can fire a general, but
they can’t fire all of them,”
Felgenhauer said. “Ivashov ex-
presses a broad opinion of the
military elite. He’s smart
enough to realize that once the
current government is gone, his
patriotic statements will be
fondly remembered.”

Broad anti-Western senti-
ments among the Russian elite
and much of the public make it
hard for Yeltsin to censure
Ivashov and other hawks with-
out further eroding his low
popularity.

The Russian military has al-
ways beensuspicious of NATO,
and after a period of improved
relations in the first part of this
decade, the military grew wary
as the alliance announced plans
toexpand. Then in March, three
eastern European nations joined
NATO, and the alliance began
bombing Yugoslavia.

“There is a feeling that Rus-
sia will be the next victim after
it had failed to stop NATO in
the Balkans,” Felgenhauer said.

Yeltsin can’t afford to be too
critical of the military, because
the Kremlin has long used the
same anti-NATO stance.

While highlighting a split in
the Russian leadership, the
hawkish statements from
Ivashov and other generals don’t
mean that the nation’s armed
forces were on the verge of open
mutiny, most analysts say.

“The military oppositionisn’t
structured, it’s far from becom-
ing an independent political
force,” said Sergei
Oznobishchev, the director of
the Institute for Strategic As-
sessment, an independent think-
tank.

“A military coup is impos-
sible,” Felgenhauer agreed.

Russia turned their attention to
global terrorism and crime, and
tensions between nuclear powers
India and Pakistan, officials said.

They worked on a communi-
que they plan to issue on Thurs-
day that addresses the foreign
policy implications of the “glo-
balization™ of the world economy
brought about by new technology

-and the expansion of free trade.

U.S. Secretary of -State
Madeleine Albright arrived nearly
an hour late for the talks after
discussions with Montenegrin
President Milo Djukanovic.
Montenegro, Serbia’s junior part-
ner in the rump Yugoslav federa-
tion, has been seeking assurances
of Western aid once the war over
Kosovo has been brought to an
end.

The G8 ministers spent the pre-
vious two days in Germany nar-
rowing differences between Rus-
sia and the West to produce a
draft of a United Nations resolu-
tion that would lay down peace
terms to Yugoslavia.

Finance ministers from the eight
countries - the United States,
Canada, Japan, Germany, France,
Italy and Britain as well as Russia
- will meet separately in Frank-
furt on Saturday to prepare the
key financial aspects of the sum-
mit.

A European official said the
foreign ministers discussed ways
of cracking down on international
terrorism and its financing, in-
cluding a limit on banking se-
crecy.

The would also look at the “per-
verse effects” of globalizations
such as drug trafficking and
money laundering.

Arms control was also on the
agenda with ministers discussing
limiting the proliferation of both
small-scale armaments such as
guns and landmines and of weap-
ons of mass destruction.

The ministers asked their offi-
cials to look at relations between
India and Pakistan after their con-
flict over Kashmir and nuclear
weapons tests last year by both
neighbors.

and so on.

Is 153 the only three digit PPDI?
Not atall. There are exactly three
others: 370, 371, and 407.

The number of digits in a num-
ber is called the order of the num-
ber, and us number nuts have
found many of the numbers which
equal the sum of the Nth power of
their digits for many orders. For
example, there are exactly three
numbers which have four digits
and are equal to the sum of the
fourth power of those digits,
namely, 1634, 8208,9474. There
is only one 6 digit number which
is equal the sum of the 6th powers
of its digits, and this is 548834,
The largest PPDI found to day has
39digits and is equal to the sum of
the 39th powers of its digits:
11513219018 35256 P59 75397152401.

There are other types of Narcis-
sistic Numbers which should be
mentioned. For example, there
are only two numbers among the
infinity of natural numbers which
are such that if you raise each
digit to the power of the digit
itself, and then take the sum, the
result is the number itself. They
are 3435 and 438579088. For
example 3”3 + 44 + 373 + 575 =
27 +256+27 +3125=3435. On
the other hand, there are also two
numbers such that if you take
each digit to the power of its dig-
its in reverse order, the result is
the number itself. For example,
48625 =475+ 8"2 +6"6 +2"8 +
574=48625. The othernumberis
397612.

To end this article on a happy
note, I will note the class of Happy
Numbers. If you take any num-
ber, and then square its digits, and
then take the sum, and continue
the process with the result, you
will eventually end up in a cycle
of the same numbers, or you will
reach the number 1. In the case
that you reach 1, the number you
started with is called a Happy
Number.

Forexample, considerthe num-
ber seven. Seven-squared (7/2)

equal 49. Then 472 +922=97;s0
972+ 772 =130. Then 1"2 + 32
+0"2 = 10; and finally 12 + 0”2
= 1. So 7 is a happy number.
There are nineteen happy num-
bers below 100: 1,7, 10, 13, 19,
23,28, 31, 32, 44, 49, 68, 70, 79,
82, 86, 91,94, 97. 1t is thought
that about 1/7 of all numbers are
Happy. 31, 32 are the first pair of
Happy Numbers, and 1880, 1881,
1882 is the first triple. It seems
that numbers, like people, cannot
be Narcissistic and Happy at the
same time; except that is, for the
numbers 1 and 7. So one may not
be the loneliest number, butrather
happy in its narcissistic solitude.

Commonwealth willstrongly press
for fair and prompt reimbursement
of the expenses incurred by the
CNMI in hosting FAS citizens in
the islands.

Tenorio said the CNMI would
be working closely with the State
of Hawaii and the Territory of
Guam to ensure fair reimburse-
ment of spending from the federal
government, with which Palau,
Marshall Islands and the Federated
States of Micronesia signed the
Compacts.

However, Anastacio said the
CNMI Legislature’s move to es-
tablishasetof conditions that would
govern the continued stay of FAS
citizens in the Northern Marianas
could be too harsh.

“Tt’sunfortunate. The FAS com-
pacts envision free migration of
our citizens to US soil. As long as
the CNMI and Guam are part of
America, I don’t think our citizens
violate any treaty if they come in

. and stay in these islands,” he said.

Anastacio pointed out that the
Compact is an international treaty
freely entered into by and between
the governments of FAS member
countries and the United States.

Nevertheless, he said the Palauan -

Government began with its physi-
cal efforts to entice Palauan citi-
zens who have migrated to Guam,
CNMI and Hawaii to return to the
country.

He said this will work to the
advantage of both for the host gov-
ernments and Palau, since this
would significantly reduce the finan-
cial burden carried by host islands
due to migrating Palauan citizens
while preventing further brain drain
in the very young Republic of Palau.

Palau President Kuniwo
Nakamura has gone on record pro-
claiming 1999 as year of infra-
structure development in the coun-
try. Anastacio said major public
projects such as the Compact Road

which costs about $150 million,
are likely to stimulate Palau’s
economy. _

He added officials are expecting
that construction of the Compact
Road inthe bigisland of Babeldaob
will begin soon, while construc-
tion of the new bridge connecting
the Koror capital and Babeldaob is
also anticipated to start soon after.

Anastacio said these capital in-
frastructure projects may meanover
$300 million in fresh capital in-
fusedtoPalau’seconomy this year.
“We can just imagine how much
employment and entrepreneurial
opportunities these projects will
create.”

“With these in mind, having our
efforts put in place for the much
needed infrastructure develop-
ments, perhaps we will be able to
attract our people back. Besides, it
has been the policy of the govern-
ment to prevent brain drain,” he
added.

tion, just like in October 1990
when Saipan recorded an outbreak
of Japanese encephalitis with one
male death and 14 cases.

Japanese encephalitis, adisease
caused by virus transmitted
through bits of Culex mosqui-
toes, can affect the central ner-
vous system and cause severe
complications that may result in
death.

Symptoms of Japanese en-

-cephalitis usually appear six

to eight days after the bite of
an infected mosquito. Most
infected persons develop mild
symptoms Or no symptoms at

all.

In people who develop a
more sever disease, the illness
usually stars as a fever or flu,
malaise, vomiting, drowsi-
ness, convulsion, coma, head-
ache, confusion, tiredness,
chills and paralysis.

DPH earlier warned the cur-
rent weather condition has in-
creased the breeding of adult
mosquitoes which are carriers
for life-threatening viral dis-
eases. B

Health officials are urging
the community to clean their
surrounding by disposing of
trash and garbage properly, cut
down or trim overgrown bush
or grass to at least two to three
inches from the ground, and
to discard empty bottles, cans
buckets and other artificial
containers that can hold wa-
ter, by either turning them up-
side down or take them to the
public dump, among others.

expects other parties to respect
the decision, too.

“As president, I don’t want to
run into the same situation. We
now have better laws in place to
prevent over-expenditures of gov-
emment funds, he stressed.

The 1996 Senate lawsuit alleged
that the president, vice president,
treasury director, and budgetdirec-
tor, each violajed the constitution
and other laws by authorizing or
approving expenditures in excess
of appropriations in FY 1995.
Among other things, the Senate
asked the Court to hold these of-
ficers personally liable for the al-
leged over-expenditures, and to
order the executive branch to
adopt a judicially-imposed ac-
counting system. The senate did
not allege, however, than any of
the executive branch officers had
benefited personally from any
over-expenditures.

On July 11, 1997, the trial court
dismissed the senate lawsuit in its

entirety, on the basis that the senate
did not have standing to bring this
action. The senate appealed that
dismissal. On February 13, 1999,
the Supreme Court Appellate Di-
vision reversed the trial court, hold-

ing that the senate did have stand-
ing to pursue its claim of injury to
its lawmaking powers.

On September 25, 1999, United
States District Court Judge, Alex
R. Munson, sitting as a part-time
associate justice for the Palau Su-
preme Court, again dismissed the
senate lawsuit on the grounds that it
failed to state any claim. The senate
appealed that dismissal which led to
the Appellate Division’sJune4,1999

decision, Senate v. Nakamura, Civil -

Appeal No. 98-54,

The Appellate Division’s deci-
sion was written by Chief Justice
Arthur Ngiraklsong, and joined by
Associate JusticesJeffrey L. Beattie
and Larry W. . Miller.

In its opinion, the Court ruled
that the alleged over-expenditures
did not violate the statutory law as
it existed as of 1995, and that the
senate could not recover money
damages against the defendants
through its lawsuit.

The court also stated that the
senate was not entitled to a court-

. imposed injunction to require the

executive branch to institute an
accounting systembecause the sen-
ate could obtain the same remedy
through legislation. With respect
to the constitution issue, the court
held that Article XTI, Section 1 of

the Constitution, which prohibits

funds from being withdrawn from
the treasury except by law, is self-
executing. Therefore, the senate
may seek a declaration that this
constitutional provision was vio-

services of health maintenance
organizations to handle medical
referral patients from the North-
ern Marianas to the Philippines.

The CNMI has be sending medi-
cal referral patients to the Makati
Medical Center, St. Luke’s Hos-
pital and Cardinal Santos Hospi-
tal.

The governor explained that
unnecessary appliances at the of-
fice in Manila are being sold be-
cause most of it have 220 voltage
which is not compatible with the
Northern Marianas’ electric sup-
ply which is at 110 volts.

“It is more practical to sell the
items back in the Philippines than
ship them here because we would
be needing transformers just so

we can use the appliances here in*

the CNMI,” he pointed out.

The CNMI government earlier
explored the possibility of shut-
ting down the entire Manila Liai-
son Office but ended up keep the
employment processing division
primarily because the Philippines
continues to be the
Commonwealth’s main source of
skilled and professional workers.

The government is maintaining
the operation of its labor office in
Manila to continuously gatekeep
workers with fraudulent docu-
ments from coming in to the
CNMIL

The CNMI’s labor office in the
Philippines, however, gave up
most of the office space it previ-
ously occupies. Although it re-
mains in the same location in a
suburb city west of Manila, it is

now occupying a much smaller.

and less expensive space.

Rental expenses for the Liaison
Office’s previous office cost the
CNMI government close to
$36,000 every year. .

The government alsospent over
$20,000 in annual income of one
of its staff at the labor processing
division. Observers said the fig-
ure is way above the amount a
senior corporate executive would
normally get in the Philippines
whichrangesbetween $1,000and
$1,200 a month.

THERE’S a simple explanation
as towhy Shaun Pascua picked up
a Guam flag, ran it around the
bases, his baseball teammates fol-
lowing him and thousands of spec-
tators cheering and even crying
for them.

It said one thing: That for the
11th South Pacific Games, base-
ball belongs to the home team.

The Guam boys beat powerful
American Samoa 6-5 Wednes-
day to win the SPG’s first-ever
baseball gold medal. They did it
dramatically, coming from four
runs behind to win. They did it in
front of 3,000 screaming, elated
fans at Paseo Stadium, site of
many miraculous moments for
Guam.

This ranks among the many sto-
ried victories to grace Guam soil.
The local boys rallied for five
runs in the bottom of the eight
inning to take a one run advan-
tage, then intensely tightened up
on defense in the top of the ninth.

The Samoans couldn’t get the
ball out of the infield and went
down 1-2-3to end the game. That
last out sent the crowd roaring so
loud, an unnamed caller phoned
Paseo Stadium to check if abomb
blew off.

In a way, one did.

“This is better than any (Guam
league) championship, to win in
this kind of fashion,” said Pascua.
“And we did it in front of this
many fans backing us up. Our
hearts are to the fans. They’re the
reason why we came back.”

Thevictory was sweetforGuam
and a disheartening setback for

Team Guam piled on winning pitcher Dwa

Samoa in baseball.

American Samoa. In their eyes,
the Samoans had the game al-
ready won. Guam’s comeback
was aided by two costly errors.
The loss, coupled by other off-
field problems, was so tough to
take, some Samoan players threw
their silver medals into the crowd.
It was a sign that they didn’t de-
serve to wear a second place ob-
ject.

“There’s just a lot of bull—
goingon,” dejected Samoan Man-
ager Ben Solaita said. “We threw
the game away ourselves. We had
it. I made some wrong decisions
atthe wrong time. And we had the

gold medal slip out of our hands.”

“It has been a fun competi-
tion, although there were some
disadvantages to the shallow
lane. That made more difficult,
and I not sure that followed the
standard of being two meters
deep,” said Fiji Paddler Portia
Roundes.

“Despite this, I believe we
gave Tahiti a good run. They
were probably shocked by our
performance because we are
such a young team,” she said.

Guam women’s team rocked
the shores by capturing the only
medal for the home team by
placing third in the 2500 meter
race. (See Related Story).

“I had a great time watching
the outrigger races. Guam
showed their strength and
made it this far. It is an awe-
some sport,” said local resi-
dent Chris Castro.
