Warring 'clans in PNG
smoke the peacepipe

SLEPTSOVSKOYE, Russia
(AP). The thud of artillery 'and
the crack of gunfire shook
Chechnyaearly Thursday as Rus­
sian troops and the vastly out­
numbered rebels engaged in fierce
battles outside the capital.

Reports of fighting within
Grozny could not immediately
be confirmed, but clashes broke
out to the west and reportedly to
the east of the Chechen capital.

On Wednesday, hundreds of
Russian tanks and armored ve­
hicles rumbled toward the
Chechen capital from several di­
rections as the Kremlin pressed
its offensive despite fierce resis­
tance.

Troop reinforcements Wednes­
day were spotted as far away as
Pyatigorsk about 220 kilometers
(135 miles) to the northwest of
Grozny.

Intense battles were reported
in several villages and the out­
skirts ofGrozny late Wednesday.
The Chechens claimed heavy ci­
vilian casualties from bomb at­
tacks and accused Russian Presi­
dent Boris Yeltsin of hypocrisy
for having promised to stop
bombing the city.

One of the Wednesday raids
destroyed an orphanage in
Grozny, thecapitaI. The children,
using the basement as a bomb
shelter, survived uninjured.

Russian Foreign Minister
Andrei Kozyrev, echoing a simi­
lar remark by Yeltsin the day
before, declared to Russia's
Ostankino television that "as
much force as is necessary will
be used to settle this matter."

But the president's already tat­
tered credibility was called into
serious question by air attacks
that belied his pledge to halt
bombing that risked killing civil-
ians. -

The Russian government press
service flatly denied bombing the
Grozny area, but Russian and for­
eign journalists who were in the
city contradicted them.

"The Russian president's prom­
ise to stop bombing turned out to
be mere hypocrisy," Chechnya's
deputy foreign minister, Ruslan
Chimayev, said in Moscow.

Chimayev claimed at least 200
people were killed in raids on
Grozny and many others in at­
tacks elsewhere, The casualty fig­
ures could not be confirmed; both
sides have been accused ofexag­
gerating their death tolls.
. Chechen fighters, well outnum­
bered by as manyas 40,000 Rus­
sian troops, have vowed n.ever to

surrender or even negotiate with
Russian troops in Chechnya.

The southern republic of 1.2
million people. mostly Muslims,
declared independence from Rus­
sia in 1991. Yeltsin said he sent
troops into Chechnya to free it
from the grip of criminal gangs
and bring it back into Russia's
fold.

Entering the 19th day of the
offensive Thursday, the superior­
ity in numbers appeared to be
producing more results for Mos­
cow.

Russia claimed its forces had
captured the strategic village of
Pervomaiskoye, 10 kilometers
(six miles) north ofGrozny, along
with the Khankala airfield near
the city's outskirts.

On the southwestern edge of
Grozny, Russian armored units
clashed with local forces.

Artillery thudded on the out­
skirts ofthe besieged city through­
out the day Wednesday and Rus­
sian warplanes buzzed overhead,
sending terrified people fleeing
for cover.

The Russian government press
service said nine civilians died in
one of the clashes. It claimed
Chechen fighters had fired on their
own people.

A member ofYeltsin's hawk­
ish SecurityCouncil, Oleg Lobov,
told reporters in Moscow that
Russian troops would take
Grozny, no matter how fierce the
resistance.

"It will not be taken by storm,"
he said. "It will be liberated."

One airstrike Wednesday hit the
house in Grozny where Yeltsin's
own human rights commissioner,
Sergei Kovalyov, has been stay­
ing, Russian news reports said.

Kovalyov, a sharp critic of the
Chechen operation, is trying to
dramatize the plight of the city's
civilians by remaining in the dev­
astated city.

Thousands of people have fled
the city over the past two weeks.
The ITAR-Tass news agency said
as many as 90,000 people may
have left Chechnya this month.

"Why are they bombing us?"
asked one of the children at the
orphanage, Misha. "We're terri­
fied. They already blew up our
school." ,

Nadezhda Medved, the direc­
tor of Children's Home No. I,
said the children were in the base­
ment playing when the bombing
began at dawn Wednesday. The
blast turned the courtyard into a
crater, caved in the orphanage's
walls and roof and destroyed an
adjoining house. .

Chemical
industry in
Singapore
hit it low
SINGAPORE (AP) • Petroleum
output, hit by weak refining mar­
gins worldwide, fell by 4.4 per­
cent this year but the rest of the
chemical industry isexpected to
grow by 8.7 percent, officials said
Thursday.

"Falling product prices and in­
creased competition from imports
outside this region resulted in
lower sales turnover" in the pe­
troleum sector, the Economic
DevelopmentBoardsaid in a year­
end assessment.

The petroleum industry ac­
counts for 58 percent of the total
chemical industry, which had an
output of 18.7 billion Singapore
dollars ($12.8 billion) in 1994.

The petrochemical industry,
which accounts for "I1 percent of
the output, grew at a record rate of
20.3 percent, while specialty and
industrial chemical sectors also
had a healthy growth, the state­
run EDB said in a statement.

Hundreds of opposition activ­
ists marched through the streets
of Dhaka, shouting anti-govern­
ment slogans and enforcing the
eight-hour strike, but no violence
was immediately reported.
, Police and paramilitary troops
fanned out across the capital,
where stores remained closed and
few vehicles appeared on streets.

On Wednesday, 147 of the 154
opposition . lawmakers in
Bangladesh's 330-seat Parliament
resigned, escalating their 10­
month boycott aimed at forcing
Mrs. Zia to resign.

Outside mediators have failed
to resolve the standoff between
Mrs.Zia, who waselected in 1991,
and the opposition. It accuses her
of corruption and vote fraud, and
wants her to leave office and al­
low a caretaker government to
hold a general election.

The standoff between the gov­
ernment and the opposition has
delayed important legislation, led
to many street protests, and
prompted businesses to complain
they are losing money.

In its 23 years ofindependence,
Bangladesh has seen two leaders
assassinated, 19coupattempts and
two military takeovers, and Mrs.
Zia is only the second leader who
was fairly elected.

The clash between her and the
opposition also has raised fears
about the future of democracy in
Bangladesh and the role the
nation's powerful military could
play in the crisis.

Delay in suicide law won't
halt suicides 'say, supporters

SALEM, Ore. (AP) • Backers of
Oregon's assisted suicide law
warn that doctors will quietly ­
and illegally - continue to help
terminally ill patients die even
though the voter-approved mea­
sure has been put on hold.

"It's going on underground
now, but there is no way to moni­
tor it because it is a clandestine
activity," Barbara Coombs Lee, a
chief sponsor of Measure 16, said
Wednesday.

A federal judge, acting, on a
lawsuit by opponents, issued a
preliminary injunction Tuesday
preventingtheassisted suicide law
from taking effect until a court
can decide if itis constitutional, a
process expected to take a year or
longer.

"Patients who really thought
they had this option don't have it
now," said Kris Larson, a spokes­
man for the right-to-die Hemlock
Society. "So now they will be
forced to go back and secretly try
to get their doctor to prescribe a
fatal overdose for them."

Oregon Right to Life, which is
helping to finance the legal battle
againstMeasure 16,hopes to keep
Oregon from becoming the first
place in the world to officially
sanction assisted suicide.

"To legitimize the practice
would be a tremendously danger­
ous step,", said Becky Moore,
president of the group. "Where
do you stop? Do we have assisted
suicide for blind people? For
paraplegics? Once you open the
door, there's no stopping it."

Measure 16 allows a patient to
request a lethal doseof drugs if at
least two doctors determine the
person has less thansi;Jf. months to
live. '

WARSAW, Poland (AP) • Roll­
ing a shiny l-zloty coin, a small
boy pops into an ice-cream shop.

He gets a cone with scoops of
vanilla, chocolate and strawberry
and somechange ... a l,ooo-zloty
note.

This is no joke, but rather a
television commercial from the
National-Bank of Poland, which
introduces a newcurrencyonSun­
day that lops four zeros off the
bank notesnow in circulation.

The idea behind this new cur­
rency is to simplify accounting
and fmances, which due to 1989­
90 hyperinflation now typically
involve numbers in the billions
and trillions.

It will also ease the burden on
wallets, which are now bursting
with bills.

Coins disappeared from circu­
lation five years ago and shop­
keepers can't give away a 100­
zloty bill, which could buy you
Jinner at a fancy restaurant a de­
cadeagobut is now worth a speck
of dust.

Many Poles fear the new cur­
rency- whichwill revive the long­
forgotten grosz (hundredth of a
zloty)- willbe confusing and cre­
ate endless lines at store counters
as elerks grapple with currencies
new and old.

The 1994 figures come as good
news for the ruling Communist

The newspaper Thanh Nien

edged in October that thestatebud­
get deficit was running far larger
thanplanned buthave yet torelease
figures.

The deficit has helped fuel infla­
tion, which was running at a 14
percent annual rate in November.
The statistics department's latest
report did not include any estimate
for December inflation.

The government approved 350
projects involving foreign invest­
ment in 1994,with total registered
capital of $3.5 billion, the report
said. That's an increase of more
than20percentfrom 1993'spledged
investment.

There are no reliable figures for
how much of thathas actually been
invested, but authorities acknowl­
edge the proportion remains low,
largely because of the heavy red
tape required to get projectsgoing.

Ho Chi Minh City, formerly
called Saigon, continued toleadthe
nation in economic vitality with a
14.5 percent growth rate in 1994,
ThanhNiensaid.Thecapital, Hanoi,
trailed at 12.1 percent..

Per capita GDP in both cities is
far above the national average,. the
reports said, at $810 in Ho Chi
Minh City and $616 in Hanoi. .

Under the law the wage was sup­
posedtohave risento$2.75 inJanu­
ary I, 1994if not foran amendment
bill that deferred such a hike for
another year.

What the Mafnas bill is trying to
accomplish is to defer the increase
for another time until the proposed
wage review board makes a deter­
mination on its feasibility.

The bill was passed in the House
11-0at a time when Speaker Diego
T. Benavente was on an off-island
vacation.Such an action almost led
to a break-up of the House leader­
ship as it greatly irritatedthe House
presiding officer.

As if to duplicate what happened
in the lower chamber, the Senate is
said to be poised at calling for its
own session to also approve the
same bill.

American to leave Earth aboard Russian rocketship
NASA's space shuttles glide

to a landing on a runway in
. Florida or California. Russian

space capsules parachute down
in the deserted steppes of
Kazakhstan, sometimes bounc­
ing into a cornfield.

As for the rigors of the class­
room, Thagard receives nine
hours of instruction a day in
Russian rocketry and, to a lesser
degree lately" the Russian lan­
guage. Language was his big­
gest hurdle.hes now fluent.

"Very often, we don't have to
explain to him a lot," Dezhurov
says. "We just have to say a
couple of words, and he under­
stands it right away."

Thagard began studying Rus­
sian in 1992 as soon as NASA
'asked him to go to Mir to con­
duct medical research. He was
an ideal choice - an astronaut
since 1978 plus a licensed phy­
sician, a naval aviator with 16
medals and, according to fam­
ily and colleagues, a workaholic
who is incredibly focused.

He will be only the fourth
person in the world to be
launched in both U.S. and Rus­
sian spaceships; the first was­
Russi an cosmonaut Sergei
Krikalev who flew on space
shuttle Discovery in February,
Astronauts and cosmonauts
mingled in orbit during the 1975
Apollo-Soyuz docking mission,
but went up and down in their
own craft.

Four American astronauts will
follow Thagard to Mir through
1997, but they'll go up on
Atlantis - not a Soyuz. The
United States, Russia and other
countries then will start build­
ing anew, joint space station
that is supposed to be completed
in 2002 7 sooner than it would
be without the Russians and big­
ger, too, says NASA Adminis­
trator Daniel Goldin.

Thagard will spend most of
his time' on Mir conducting
medical tests· on himself,
Dezhurov and cosmonaut
Gennadiy Strekalov. He's i'n­
teres ted in how the heart, bones

. and muscles weaken in weight­
lessness, and what can be done
to prevent this.

Most of Thagard's biomedi­
cal gear, unfortunately, won't
get to Mir until two months into
his station stint. The equipment
was supposed to arrive in Feb­
ruary 1995 with a newMir mod­
ule, but the launch slid to May
because of delays by the Rus­
sians in getting their 'module
ready and problems dearing the
U.S. tools through Russian cus­
toms.

Ever diplomatic, you won't
hear Thagard complaining about
that, or about recent docking
and power problems at Russia's
aging space station. .

"I try tobe noncritical," he
says. "I certainly would not like
to be the one who let us down."

(AP) - After four space shuttle
flights, Dr. Norman Thagard
was itching for a new adven­
ture. He found it: Early next
year, he will become the first
American to leave Earth in a
Russian rocketship.

First an engineer, then a Ma­
rine, fighter pilot, physician, as­
tronaut and, now, cosmonaut.

Without a doubt, the man
craves new challenges.

"That was one of the things
that had a huge attraction for me
in all of this, the unique aspect
of being able to fly in a Russian
rocket," "'aid 'Thagard, 5 \ , dur­
ing a quick trip back to the
Johnson Space Center.

"It's a thrill to ride a rocket.
But still, all ·in all, after four
times you start to look for a new
experience."

Thagard has been living at
cosmonaut headquarters in Star
City outside Moscow since Feb-
