When we discussed the bubject of a
marine railway on the 12th inst., we ex-

pressed an opinion, that the Minister of the
Interior had better defer action and ex
penditure until the exigencies of the epi-

demic and other pressing matters had been
satisfied. And now the Ministry call upon
the Privy Council to authorize an extraordi-
nary draft upon the public treasury, not to
exceed fifty-thousa- nd dollars, for re-

quirements of the Board of Health. It
will not appear well to the country, nor be
approved by a Hawaiian Legislature, that
the Government should be pressing ex-

penditure upon a public improvement not
now pressingly needed, whilst it has to
make extraordinary drafts upon the
treasury, and possibly may have to borrow
money, in order to promote the public
health.

We have seen a letter signed by the
three Hawaiian yonng men, Wilcox, Boyd,
and Booth, now abroad, dated Feb.
Rome, Italy, ani addressed to H. R. H. the
Princess Regent, in which they complain
that they are without mean3 of support,
and that Mr. Moreno, obtains the means
for their living out of his estates," of
which they are "eye-witnesse- s." It is a
misfortune, and an injury, to the good
name of this Kingdom that these young
men, who are known to have gone abroad
on public account, should be in the posi-
tion of mendicants in a far distant foreign
land. Of course we have in view the ex-

ceptional influences and circumstances,
which occasioned and attended their de-

parture from home, in which none of those
now in authority had any part. But there
is no reason why a proper provision should
not be made for the young men, out of the
appropriation for the education of Hawaiian
youths abroad, under other and different
direction than that with which they set
out ; and we hope that new arrangements
are made in reference to those young men,
and probably carried out by this time.

The King's tour around the world, is the
occasion of a good deal of newspaper com-
ment abroad ; critical as well as compli-
mentary ; some of which is based upon
tolerably correct information, and some
mere invention and ignorant conjecture.
We are astonished at some of the absurd
remarks that appear in highly respectable
European journals, but the London Tele-

graph makes the pertinent and apprecia-
tive remark: " Instances have occurred in
history of subjects going out to seek a
king,but never before has a king started
on a tour round the world to find subjects."
And this purpose of King Kalakaua's
journey, will command the sympathy and
good will of the statesmen of Europe ; who
awhile ago admiring an Emperor of Brazil
going abroad to attend scieatific congresses
and in quest of knowledge, will still more
admire the native ruler of the Hawaiian
Islands, who having declared that " Hoou-l- u

Lahui," increase the people : is the
watchword of his reign, traverses oceans
and continents, that he may find people ;
men,women and children, to invite to come
and enjoy the rich soil, the salubrious
climate, and the freedom of his insular
Kingdom.

No case on t'ae 25th.
On Tuesday a case of smallpox was di.5--

covered amongst the passengers ex Mw
Foo. These men have been kept in quar-
ters entirely distinct from those of passen-
gers by other vessels and, at the time the
case was found,21 days had elapsed since the
last previous discovery. A very large
number of the Mee-Foo- 's coolies had been
shipped during the two or three days
previous to this case of disease making its
appearance so that there is unhappily no
assurance that some of these may not have
carried the smallpox away with them.
This discovery occasions grave doubts as to
whether the period of sixteen or seventeen
days which the Board of Health has adopt-
ed for quarantining suspected persons is
adequate. A very similar occurrence took
EI ace on shore, where, three days after a

ouse on Merchant street had been relieved
from quarantine after 17 days isolation, a
fully developed case of small-po- x was dis
covered.

A disturbance which threatened to be of
a serious nature occurred last night onboard the
steamer Lydia. The quarantine police were in-

formed about midnight that there was trouble on
board, and fetched off from the shore some half
a dozen volunteers, but on arriving alongside,
these were so severely pelted with coals pro-

bablythat they beat a retreat, in order to
secure further assistance. Governor Domi-ni- s

being communicated with, ordered out
a detachment of thirty of our much decried and
criticised soldiery, who tn conjunction with the
police, surrounded the vessel and took posses-
sion of her. Meanwhile the repeated discharges
of firearms on board the vessel had caused great
alarm on shore to the limited number who heard
them. The captain and officers of the vesssl
fired over the heads of the mutiners and then
drove them off the deck by turning a full head of
steam on to them, and when they retired below,
battened the hatches upon them and they remain
prisoners in their quarters.

Ice for Small Fox.

From numerous experiments made in the great
Hospital at Posen, Prussia, it appears that ice is
a most effectual remedy against smallpox. One
of the patients, in a fit of delerium, escaped to
the garden where the snow lay two eet deep.
There he remained the whole night, with no
covering but his shirt. On the following morn-
ing the fever had dissapeared and the pustules
had dried.

This strange circumstance attracted the
physician's attention, and, after consultation,
they determined to keep the temperature of the
small pox wards very low, and apply small
quantites of ice to the patients. The results
surpassed their expectations, and at the end of
a week all the patients had recovered. New
York Sun.

SUPREME C0URT- -

Thcrsday, March 24th, 1881
Before His Honor the Chief Justice.
ANOTHER CHINESE IMMIGRANT CASE.

On the petition of Chuni Lung, made on be-

half of Chow Beck Git and Won Kuen Leong,
a writ of habeas corpus was issued on Wednes-
day last, calling on David Dayton to produce
the two last named Chinamen said to be unlaw-
fully detained in his custody, .The petitioners
were passengers by the steamer Septima. The
case was taken at 11 a.m., on Thursday. The
petition is simiiar in character to those tiled last
week on behalf of others, and the return to the
writ differed only from previous ones by the
following passage: "And as a matter of fact,
said petitioners and nearly all of said immi-
grants . are persons without visible means of
support, and said petitioners are now in debt
for their passage from China to this country and
if allowed to depart before they have obtained
engagements to labor are liable to become a
charge upon the community."

Mr. Hartwell demurred to the return as to the
sufficiency of its allegations, and excepted to the
following averments as irrelevant, viz (1) that
the men are in debt and (2) that small-po- x is
prevalent in this city and interisland traffic is
restricted by the Board of Health.

The Court ruled that as to the matter referred
to in the first part of the demurrer it was of a
private nature and must be struck out. To this
ruling Mr. Austin consented. The Court further
said that the allegation as to the prevalence of
small-po- x was irrelevant, but that it might be
argued, as also the point as to the men not
havins been alleged to have come here as labor
ers or servants.

His Ex. H. A. P. Carter was sworn and gave
evidence as to the landing of the immigrants per
Septima by his authority as President of the
Board of Immigration, and that he had at the
time stated that they would not be allowed to
leave the reef, except with permission from that
Board. He had written a letter to this effect
but a copy of it could not be found. The land-
ing was allowed on the representation of the
Port physician that it was necessary.

Chow Kung Sun was then examined. He was
a passenger per Septima and knew petitioners
and other passengers. He knew that they came
to find employment as field laborers. He knew
this because they said so before the Mandarin
and before an English commissioner and the
Inspector of Emigration who was a Chinaman.

Mr. Carter recalled said, " I think the letter
stated that they were held by order of the Board
of Health, and would be released on order of
the Board of Immigration, when it was satisfied
that proper security was given.

Mr. Hartwell then addressed the Court on be
half of the petitioners. He would treat the mat-
ter as one of pure law. He did not deny the right
of an independent nation to exclude objection
able aliens. But if he conceded that the Gov
ernment had the right to restrict the entrance of
immigrants to the Kingdom, or to send them
awav, that was far from bein an admission that
in the present case they were oxecising that
power legally. The Legislature could not dele
gate its power to make laws to another body
Even if the Ordinance relied on, were held to be
only a by-la- w, it could only be made within the
strictest limits of the authority conferred on the
body promulgating it. 'Ihere was no definition
of the authority of the Privy Council. The
power to make penal legislation must be ex
pressly conferred. He contended that these
men were not legally held, even under the Ordi
nance. It says that immigrants coming by
license of the Board " shall not be permitted to
land. ihese men came of their own accord,
and not by license of the Board. Moreover they
were already landed. The men are ashore, and
the Ordinance could not apply to them.

Mr. Austin for the respondents, said the argu
ment was narrowed to one of technicalities. He
denied that the Ordinance was a penal law it
was in tne nature ol a police regulation. He
had no doubt of the right of the Legislature to
delegate authority to make such an ordinance. It
must be well understood in any country that we
did not want paupers here, and if. this Board of
Immigration allowed such a thing, the King and
the country would denounce their action. The
word "permission," in the Statute of 1868, was
strong enough to cover the length and breadth
of this thing. The petitioners were not already
inhabitants of this country. It was but as if the
planks of the Septima's deck were extended; and
they ther-selv- es had consented through their
agent to such conditional landing.

Mr. Hartwell in reply laid chief stress on the
fact that in the return to the writ it was sworn
that the men had been landed, and that it was
impossible for the Government to say according
w iaw, mai tney were not landed, in order to
make the Ordinance applicable to them.

His Honor said that he had given the subject
much attention already, and would at once state
hi3 opinion. The question had come down to
the authority of the Ordinance. He held it to be
a mere regulation and that there was no hard--
snip in complying with it. It was clearly a
necessary rule, as if two were admitted uncon-
ditionally why not 600 or 2 or 3000 ? In his
view the men have not been admitted to the
Kingdom, they are but at the threshold. The
petition would not prevail.

Mr. Hartwell noted an appeal.

London, February 20th, 1881.
The news of King Kalakaua's arrival at San

Francisco and his proposed tour round the world,
was received here with considerable interest,
some of the daily papers containing leading com!

The Telegraph, however, seems to
make a good point in saying Instances have
occurred in history before now of subjects going
out to seek a King, but never before has a King
started on a tour round the world to find
unbjects."

THE HAWAIIAN ARMY.

i Bremen paper has published the following
item, which although evidently not quite free

some interesting new s.from mistakes, conveys
The 400 men of the army of the Sandwich Island
Kingdom are at present being supplied with new
uniforms at Bremen. King Kalakaua is a waini
admirer of the German Army, and therefore
desires his troops to wear the same uniforms,
with the exception that the epaulettes will con-

tain his monogram. The army consists of 100

cavalry, who are to receive the uniform of the
Yellow Dragoons, and 3(M) infantry. A young
man from Bremen, is the reorganizer of the
army, and in default of Kanaka commands, he
has introduced German ones. All the 400 uni-

forms for officers and men, also including some
for the King himself, have been ordered to
measure.

ENGLAND IN THE PACIFIC.
The London Gazette of December 31, con-

tains the following : " Downing street, Decem-
ber 30. The chiefs of the Island of Kotumah in
the "Western Pacific Ocean, having prayed that
they might be brought under the sovereignty of
the British Crown, Her Majesty has been
graciously pleased to direct Letters Patent to be
passed under the Great Seal of the United King-
dom, declaring that the Island of Botumah aud
its dependencies shall form part of Her Ma jesty's
dominions and shall be annexed to the colony of
Fiji. Two Parliamentary papers have just been
issued with regard to Samoa, one containing a
treaty of friendship between H. M. the Queen
and the King and Government (Malo) of Samoa,
signed at Apia, August 28, 1879 and the other a
convention between Her Majesty and the King
and Government of Samoa, for the government
of the town and district of Apia, signed at Apia,
September, 1879. King Malietoa, of Samoa, has
since tUed at Sawaii ; his nephew Malietoa Lau-pep- a

la pursuance of the provisions of an Act of the Legis-
lative Aaaembly. approved on the thirtieth day of De
cember, A. 1). 1864, entitled " An act to provide tor me
importation of laborers and for the encouragement of
immigration," and of an Act approved on the 23rd day of
June. A. D. 1808. entitled " An Act to extend the powers
of the Bureau of Immigration.

Be it ordained by Hia Majesty in Privy Couacil on the
recommendation of the Minister oi tne interior, ana iub
Bureau of Immigration as follow: Whereas it is advis-
able in order to protect the public from the spread of
contagious diseases, that Immigrants arriving in this
Kingdom, should be subject to thorough inspection, ana
Whereas it is advisable that a place should be provided
for them, where they can be protected from the opera-
tions of designing persons and accommodated with suit-
able food and lodging, until they shall have bad a rea- -
annabla time to secure suitable employment.

Therefore, be it ordained. First. On the arrival of
any ship orvesst' at any port of this Kingdom, having
fifty or more Immigrants on board seeking employment
in this Kingdom, said immigrants shall not be landed
from any such ship or vessel until permission to do so
shall have been granted by the President, or by an Agent
of the Board of Immigration.

Second. When such permission is obtained the com-
manding officer of the vessel. brineinK said immigrants.
shall cause them to be landed at such place provided by
the Board of Immigration as may be lndicatea oy tne
Agent of the Board of Immigration as aforesaid.

Third. a nv officer of any vessel bringing immigrants
aa aforesaid, who shall land or allow anv such passen
gers or immigrants to be landed, and any person wno
shall aid and abet in the landing of any such passengers
or immigrant without the permission and otherwise
than in the manner as in the two preceding articles pro
vided for. 6hall be liable to pay a nne not exceeding xne
sum of One Thousand Dollars, on conviction before any
Police or District Magistrate.

Fourth. All immigrants landed in the place aforesaid
aball be sobject to the inspection of the Agent of the
Board of Health, and to such orders aa the Board of
Health may make in the interests ol tne oi tne
immigrants or that or tne public.

Flftb. ProDer Interpreters and facilities shall be
afforded by the Board of Immigration to enable all such
immiirrants to make encasements for their services, un- -

derstandingly and fairly and authority is hereby given
to the Board of Immigration, to prevent all unauthorized
Intrusion nnon such immigrants and to take such
measures as may be conducive to the comfort, personal
cleanliness and good order of such Immigrants while
reaiding in the said place provided.

Sixth. On the enguement of any such immigrants to
labor made while at the place aforesaid, every employer
shall pay a fee of five dollars for each immigant en-
gaged by him. which shall be applied by the Board of
Immigration towards the expenses of the maintenance of
the aaid place and of the immigrants therein.

Seventh. Immigrants not desiring to make engage
ments for labor shall before leaving the depot furnish to
the President of the Board of Immigration satisfactory
evidences, that they will not become vagrants or a
charge on the community for their support.

Eighth. This ordinance shall take effect on its publi-
cation in one or more newspapers published In Honolulu.

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Secxion 309. The Minister of the Interior shall an--
point, upon the recommendation of the Board of Health.

suitable person to be vaccinating officer in each of thegubernatorial divisions of the kingdom, who shall re-
ceive such salary, as may, from time to time, be appropri-
ated by the Legislature, and shall be removable from
office at the pleasure of,said Minister.

Section 310. Each vac:inating officer shall appoint, at
least, three convenient places it. each school district
throughout his division, for the performance of vac-
cination ; and, from time to time, give public notice of
the time when he will attend at such places, to vaccinate
all persons not already successfully vaccinated who mav
then and there appear ; and also of the time when he
win attend at sucn place to inspect the progress of such
vaccination in the persons to vaccinated.

Section 311. The father or mother of everv child
shall, within six months after the birth of such child, or.
in the eveut of the death, illness, or absence oi the father
or mother, then the guardian, nurse, or person having
charge of such child, shall, within six months after its
birtn, or at tne earnest opportunity after, take such child
to the vaccinating officer, for the purpose of beins vac
cinated.

Section 313. Upon the eighth day. following the dav
on which any child has been vaccinated, the father,
mother, guardian, or other person having charge of said
child, shall again take such child to the vaccinating
officer, that he may ascertain by Inspection the result of
such operation.

Section 313. If the vaccination Is found to h
ful, the officer shall deliver to the father, mother, or
other person having charge of the ohild, free of,, charge,

certificate that the child has been successfully vac-
cinated, and shall note the same In book to be kept by
such officer for that purpose.

Section 314. On the presentation ofcajiv child xn ba
vaccinated, should the officer deem the child to be jq an'
unfit state to be vaccinated, he mav nostnnna the nncn.
tion at his discretion, and give due notice to the parents,
or person having charge of such child, to reproduce the
same for vaccination at future time.

Fkom Miceonesia. The missionary packet
Morning Star, Capt. Bray, which returned this
week from her annual trip to the groups of
Micronesia, brings news that is encouraging to
the friends of missions. The work of proselytizi- -
ing and civilizing the people on all the different
islands, where teachers have been established,
is reported as prosperous in the extreme, and in
some cases as truly wonderful. The system has
been adopted by the American missionaries on a
somewhat extended scale, of educating converts
on Ponape (Ascension Island) to become assist-
ant missionaries to proceed to the groups farther
west as pioneers, and these have prove remarka
bly efficient workers. An instance was related
by the Kev. Mr. Band, one of the returned
missionaries by the Star, at the Bethel Wednes-
day evening meeting, of the success of one of
these pioneers that was somewhat remarkable.
He was landed from the brig on a hitherto tin-visit- ed

island of several hundred inhabitants
one evening just at sundown, and left to his own
resources The ianguage of the people of the
island was utterly unknown to him and totally
dissimilar to his own. Yet when visited by the
missionaries one year after his arrival there, it
was found that the people, who had first heard
the Gospel from him, had built a neat and
capacious church and a nice house for their
teacher, improved their own habitations and
style of living, had become passable scholars in
a day school, and the missionaries, after due
deliberation and examination, baptized and ad
mitted thirty-si- x of them to church membership

ttJEr a lie mans wmcn snould have been taken
hence by the P. M. S. S. City of New York,
were despatched on Wednesday, by the German
bark Atalanta, she being the first vessel which
gave notice of her intention to sail for San
Francisco after it was determined to send on by
a sailing vessel the letters which were waiting
here for despatch. The British bark Lady
Lampson succeeded in completing her loading
ana got away a couple of hours after the Atalanta
also carrying a small mail, and tho American
brigantine Hesperian followed her closely, cast-
ing away from the mail dock about the time the
Lady Lampson cleared the entrance to the
harbor. Some little jealousy was indulged in at
the month's mail of more than 6000 letters being
given to a craft which is not a regular trader,
but as the notice of the Lady Lampson's inten-
tion to sail was not given to the Postmaster
General till 2 p.m. on Tuesday, twenty-fou- r
hours after the arrangement with the Atlanta
had become publicly known, there can be no
ground for challenging the selection, especially
as the last named bark is a new and powerful
vessel. Some interest attaches to the race between
the three vessels, and a few small wagers hang
on the event. The fact that they each are of a
different nationality gives additional zest to the
matter. The Hesperian is a craft of beautiful
model and under favorable circumstances stands
a good chance of beating her larger competitors.
So far as the mail is concerned most of our
business men are indifferent as to the choice of
vessels, having sent their duplicates by the W.
H. Dimond, which got away on the 15th and is
expected to make a good passage.

O An attempt to escape from their durance
in the Quarantine Station was made by a number
of the Seplima'8 paspengers on Tuesday after-
noon. The affair does not appear to have been
preconcerted and the large majority of the men
were easily persuaded to return to their quarters
when they saw that their escape would be
opposed.

Being thus inter-
cepted these men returned peaceably, with the
exception of one who showed fight and was
taken into custody at once and handcuffed.
Subsequently those at the gaol yard were sent
back to the Quarantine ground except two who
appeared to be the ringleaders. Mr. Afong is
of opinion, that these men have been instigated
to escape whilst he was there by the lunas re-
presenting the consignees of the vessel, who
were very jealous of his presence there, and
wished if possible to get him into disfavor with
the authorities. These lunas were going about
telling the men that he was no Chine e Consul
and could do notuin? for them.

tine stations ashore, but the others having
threatened that they will kill the first man who
puts hi foot over the ship's Bide, they are
afraid. The whole trouble seems to be caused by
eight or ten ringleaders, and although not desir
ous to resort to anything like force If it can be
avoided. The consignees intend that if persuasion
does not suffice, a charge of creating disturbance
hall be laid against these men. Yesterday Mr.

Irwin (representing Mr. Spreckels) Mr. Afong 's
son, Mr. Loo Ngawk and Mr. Wong Quai, went
alongside and had a conversation with tho men
They acknowledged thoir contract with the
"big plantation," aud said they were ready, to
carry them out, but they would not go to the
quarantine stations because they had been told

these are the barracoons in which you will be
put and sold to the plantations." They were
willing to land on the wharf aud &ign their new
agreements but uo persuasion or Argument oould
overcome their objection to the ' baraooonn."

Races.

An improvised race meeting came off at Kapio-la- ni

Park on Saturday last. The attendance of

the public was very meagre but those who did
take the risk of catching the small pox by ming-
ling in a crowd were rewarded by some good
sport and had their enjoyment enhanced by
splendid weather. The chief event of the after-
noon was the pacing race between Defiance and
Dan Eice for the stake of $500, to be decided by
the best three heats out of five. This was won
by Defiance who, as will be seen by the record
below.only lost the first heat. There can be no
doubt that Dan Eice is the faster horse of the
two, but as he insisted on breaking badly within
the first quarter on each occasion he was no
match for the steady going Defiance who went
round at a capital pace without a single break.
A trotting match had been got up between Bis-

marck and Dolly Tarden, the first heat of which
came off before the 3d of the pacing races. The
mare was the favorite, being backed at 2 to 1,

before the first two heats. She won the first but
was beaten in the second, although Bismark
showed himself decidedly lame. After this result
the betting was changed and " even on the three
legged horse" was the word. The decisive heat
showed Dolly Varden again at the rear ; she was
in too skittish a humour to win, although un-

doubtedly faster than her opponent. This race
was followed by a running match for a purse of
$200, for which Mr. Gibbs entered True Blue
and Mr. Hales a roan mare. For this race.which
was a mile dash, a good start was effected and
the grey took the lead and kept it for a long
way.

The bodies start in the cir
culation a morbid chemical action, or serve as a
frrvTCT-t- , wM-- L i'ofn'.'os or devitalizes the blood,
