Realizing that her interests 
lay in secretarial work, she entered 
business college. While she was a stu­
dent, Harriet's cha.rm and good looks 
were appreciated by the Nisei soldiers 
of the 442nd Combat Team, who voted her 
into second place in a beauty contest 
they sponsored. She received a lovely 
brocaded satin gown as well as other 
prizes and served as princess at their 
carnival. 

The Weinrich family moved to Guam 
in 1952 after the birth of their first 
child, Prissy, where Harriet was secre­
tary to the Director of land Management 
and, later, secretary to the Director 
of F.a.ucation. They came to Ponape in

If you are not already thoroughly 
confused by the loca l practice s in 
the use of name s , tr.i s arti cle, whieh 
is i r.t ,-J:nded to enlighten you, will 
eonfound you further. 

With tbs exception ~f Mr. Robert G. J. Rivard, most Kolonia.ls are content 
v.f.th a first, second, and family name. Mr. Leo (Ho Middle Initial) Migvar is 
even more content 'With just two names. N~t so our Pcnapean friends and col­
leagues. They are rarely content with less than four or five names. But even 
in their contentment they refUse t~ be kind enough to use only one of them, or 
all of them, eonsistently. 

At birth a Pl"'lnapea.n is given what is ealled, for lack of a better term, a 
birth name. This is given, usually by the pa.rents, if the baby is born at home. 
Good. Now he has ~ne name. It is not that simple, however, if the eaby is born 
at the hospital. It may be that t he parents haventt decided ~n his birth name, 
but the doctor or t he nurse must f i ll out that form, so baby must have a name. 
Lil.-ely as not, the proud parents 'Will say tt, the hospital staff, nyou gi ve him 
a name". They do. Th:ts name i s , for lack of a bett er term, his hospita l birth 
name. It rarely if Eve:c coincides with his birth name given him when he gets 
be.ck ti, his home. Now he has two names. 

Soon the baby is old enough to be 
baptized. Off to cht1rch he goes . There 
be is given his baptisr!Z.l or , for lack 
of a. b3t t er t erm, his ch1-1rch nr..me. In 
the e.ase of s ome females . t wo church 
llal"..e J might be given by the good padre. 
Now he (or she ) has t hree (or f our) 
names. 

Not content, for one so young, the 
Child yearns still for other appella­
tions. To make him further content , he 
is given an ~ :t~~, or lljok:.1.ng na.:meu. 
l>on 1t be fool ed. This i s no j oke . He 
now has four or five names . 

. .hssu.ming our baby is a male, he 
J~st wait a bi t now f or any more names 
h~ ho~es io acquire . As soon as he is 
a le to get around and know what itts 
~1 ab~ut he t~l get . an honorifi c .name 
_com h:i.s ~ection chief , and possibly 
:~ f :om his di strict chief. He now 

s f'.i:ve or six names . 

.c1 b Now we must ba ckt.raclc a bit, f or 
6 .t from the r.eginning our baby has 
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another name: his clan name. That 
makes six or seven t hus far. If he 
grew up in t he period of t he Japanese 
Mandate , he -w:i_lJ al.so have a J apanese 
name tc use i n s chool and on certain 
records. Score so far: seven ~r eight 
names. If he were ho:rn into a family 
which retain3d a European farnily name, 
he gets another g-.catis. This adds up 
to eight or nine names. 

Hang on, it can get worse. If he 
has no EUTopean family name, and s ome 
for:ro,...filler-out er insists upon a LAST 
name , he wi 11 use hJ.s father' s bi::::-th 
name . Or he might use his fat~.1ert s 
baptismal nnme • .And , j ust tote t ricky, 
he 1ll use one en one f or m, and t he ot l:er 
on another. 

And t hen, ya lmow wr.a t? 1-fter get­
ting all his na:rr,,~s in pr0per se1ue:::i.3e 
and studying the contem,orar y usage, you 
discover that sorr'3 Ji.me:-:'Lcan gave him the 
nan:c of 11Sk.i.nner11 or "Lit tle Joe f::-:om 
K/')komolf, and t hat?s t he one youtd better 
use if you wa:1t him t o lmow who you &re
