STATUS OF MICRONESIA" 

Saipan, Mariana Islands, Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands, 

July 19 . . . The Senate Special Committee on the "Future Political 

Status of Micronesia, ,composed of Senator Tosiwo Nakayama, Chairman; 

Senate Floor Leader Senator Amata Kabua; Senate President John 

Ngiraked plus the four chairmen of the Standing Committees: Senator 

Bailey Olter (W & M); Senator Andon Amaraich (J & GO); Senator 

Isaac Lanwi (E,,H, & SA); and Senator Francis Nuuan (R & D), was 

created for the purpose of studying and recommending to the Senate 

action with regards to anticipated resolutions to be introduced in 

the United States Congress. These reselutions will propose creation 

of a commission to study the political future of the people of 

Micronesia and to establish political alternatives for them, 

After intensive study aid much discussion on the matter, the 

Special Committee reported the following to the Senate: 1, that 

"the Bingham Resolution was tentatively scheduled for public hearing 

on July 21," 2, that"there are two other resolutions which also 

propose creating a commission to study the political future of the 

Trust Territory,” 3, that the Committee was "of the opinion that the 

current interest taken by the Congress of the United States in these 

resolutions is attributable to House Joint Resolution No, 47 of the 

Second Regular Session of the Congress of Micronesia” 
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The Special Committee recommended to the Senate the adoption 

of a resolution which would express the gratitude and appreciation 

of the members of the Senate and the people of Micronesia, The 

resolution (S,R,No, 1) to this effect, introduced by Senator Nakayama, 

was unanimously adopted and its text follows: "A SENATE RESOLUTION

and courses of political education and action, with such alternatives 

as may::be applicable:and appropriate}! and to lead tb the. attainment 

of such desires and determination of the political status of Micro- 

nesia; and.
