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Election Effects on the GOP
Il'S "back to the salt mines" for Republicans across 
the Nation. This is the obvious verdict from the 
1970 off-year elections.

In the House, GOP losses were held to 9, less 
than one-fourth of the traditional 37-seat loss 
suffered by the party in control of the White House 
in off-year races.

Twenty-eight Democratic seats are now con­
sidered marginal, captured by the opposition with 
less than 5 percent of the total vote cast. Thirty- 
three GOP-held seats are in the same category.

In the Senate, a net GOP gain of one seat, plus 
two non-aligned, gives the President a stronger 
hand in close and crucial votes.

At the State level, the party suffered a loss of 
about one-third of its Governors and control of 
legislatures in four States.
