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Governor's declaration: 

Grace period for drug policy 

Froilan C. Tenorio 

GOVERNOR Froilan C. 
Tenorio issued a memorandum 
last Thursday granting a 
"grace period" to all civil s·er­
vice employees under the ex­
ecutive branch for any type of 
drug and alcohol testing un­
der the newly adopted CNMI 
Drug and Alcohol Workplace 
Policy. 

The grace period lasts 60 
days until Jan. 15 next year, 
specifically for the drug and 
alcohol testing portion of the 
new policy. All other sections 
of the policy are in dfect be­
ginning today. 

There will be no urine drug 
screen or alcohol breath tests 
administered until January 15, 
I 998. No pre-employment, 
post-accident, reasonable sus­
?icion or random tests are also 
to be given. 

"This 60-day grace period 
is to allow all government

employees who would seek 
assistance to deal with their 
individual problems with drug 
and substance abuse, the final 
opportunity to come forward 
voluntarily to aiidress those 
problems before they would 
be referred for assessment for 
violations under the new 
policy," the memo stated. 

It said it would also afford 
all department and activity 
heads and immediate supervi­
sor.s the opportunity to thor­
oughly acquaint all employ­
ees with the new policy and 
how it will affect them. 

The governor said in his 
memo, "I know that as a re­
sult of all the advance train­
ing and education that has 
occurred prior to the adop­
tion and -implementation of 
our CNMI Drug and Alcohol 
Workplace Policy, many 
people have come forward

These individuals are to be 
praised and congratulated for 
their courage. And, we hope 
that they encourage others to 
do the same." 

The Governor's Special As­
sistant for Drugs and Sub­
stance Abuse, Richard A. 
Pierce, who with MBG Man­
agement Services, Inc. this 
past week concluded more 
training of CNMI employees, 
said CUC and CPA, which 
have policies of their own, are 
unaffected by this memo. 

"Both these agencies have 

literally paved the way with 
their policies and we congratu­
late them. Also, it will not be 
long before all excepted ser­
vice contract employees, in­
dependent contractors with the 
CNMI and Commission and 
Board members will be guided 
by this policy as well," Pierce 
said. 

Last week, 180 CNMI de­
partment heads and supervi­
sors received their training 
certificate under the policy. 

An additional new 120 re­
ceived supervisory training, 
14 trainers were trained to 

sustain the policy and a "mock 
session" was held to simulate 
real-life workplace scenarios 
to teach trainees how to handle 
the drug and alcohol effected 
employee situations. 

Pierce said, "To date, nearly 
600 supervisors and 2,800 em­
ployees were trained under the 
policy. But just as important 
was the participation of CUC, 
CPA and PSS during these past 
few days. CPA has indicated 
they will revamp their policy 
to include alcohol and PSS is 
attempting to adopt a policy 
of their own." 

Housing fund for RP migrant 
workers in NMI nets $135K

TIIE PHILIPPINES' housing fund 
program office in the Marianas has 
collected around $135,401 in total 
membershipconlribution from over­
seas Filipino workers during the first 
10 months of the year. 

In an interview, PAG-IBIG Fund 
information officer Lynell F. 
Fulgenciosaidhousingloanpayments 
from January to October this year 
have reached $35,COO. 

Fulgencio said at least 17 housing 
loan applications submitted by Fili­
pino migrant workers in Saipan have 
beenapprovedasofSeptembertm. 

He noted an increase in the number 
of migrant workers submitting appli· 
cations for membership in the PAG­
IBIGFundOverseasProgram, which 
was made voluntary by the Philipine 
government 

He said the program has close to 
1,500membersinSaipan, while there 
are also Filipino workers in Tmian 
andRotawhohavebeenpayingmem­
bership contributions. 

Undertheprogram,migrarttwork­
ers can apply for a housing loan 
amounting from $5,000 to $14,500 
after 12 months of paying member­
ship conlribution of between $20 to 
$40 every month. 

ThePAG-IBIGOverseasProgram 
has posted a total worldwide mem­
bership of 65.275 million migrant 
workers in 1997, which marks a sig­
nificant increase from the previous 
year's 56.719 million. 

As of June 30, 1997, the Fund's 
total outstanding housing Joan port­
folio, inclusive of the releases under 
the Unified Homelending Program, 
registered atPHP27.53 billion, corre­
sponding to over 150,000 member-

bonowers. 
This figure represents an increase 

of 25 percent over the 1996 year-end 
figure of PHP22 billion. 

"Besides securitization, external 
fund sourcing through the debt mar­
kets was likewise considered. The 
Department ofFrnance has arranged 
for a yen bond flotation wotth $1 fi() 
million through the Development 
Bank of the Philippines," the P AG­
IBIG mid-year report said. 

Fulgencio ·said the second half of

ABOUT 40 employees of Rota 
Mayor Joseph Inos were un­
paid for the past two paydays 
following delays in the pro­
cessing of their employment 
contracts which expired Sept. 
30. 

Josephine Cabrera, a com, 
munity worker who doubles 
as a librarian at the Rota Pub­
lic Library and among those 

yet to be paid, said the delay 
has been causing problems on 
her financial standings. 

"I am a mother of six and 
my six kids are waiting for my 
paychecks," Cabrera said. 

She said she thinks the de­
lay might be politically-moti­
vated because "we were seen 
at the campaign rallies of 
Republican candidates before 
the elections."

THE PUBLIC School System 
may soon have a new tool for 
evaluating Pu,blic school princi­
pals, according to PSS Assess­
ment Team Representative 
Manuela A. Babauta. 

"We are close to wrapping up 
and soon, we have to decide if we 
will adopt this new principal 
evaluation or not," said Babauta. 

"We will need to decide if this 
is a workable instrument we can 
use to evaluate our school princi­
pals," she said. 

Started last September, four 
"Assessment Teams" were cre­
ated to evaluate principals from 
William S. Reyes, Gregorio T. 
Camacho Elementary, Rota El­
ementary and Tinian Elementary 
Schools and will end by Decem­
ber, according to Babauta. 

"Each team is composed of a 
PSS Central representative, a 
te.acher, a principal and a parent. 
This allows for everyone to par­
ticipate and share their opinions 
on the performance of the princi-

pal," said Babauta. 
"The information we get from 

the team valuable because they 
know what is going on. We con­
ducted interviews and observed 
the principal at work," she said. 

Babauta noted that the assess­
ment process is a "pilot project" 
and the draft was created by CNMI 
principals themselves with help 
from University of Guam Profes­
sor Dr. Ione M. Wolf. 

"This is a pilot project, that is . 
why we are working in such a 
short time frame. Principals 
throughout the CNMI worked to 
compose the draft we are working 
on," said Babauta. 

"The evaluation covers what 
principals deem impm:tant, which 
includes instruction, student com­
munication, teacher interaction 
and the environment of the 
school," she said. 

"The evaluation is aimed at 
improvement. We will recom­
mend areas of improvement to 
the principals and give them a 
time frame to work on it," she 
added.

"This evaluation process foJ. 
lows the trend of having a team 
instead of the past 'one-on-one' 
evaluations. It gives it a 'peer to 
peer' approach and includes vari­
ous perspectives of the tearh mem­
bers," he said. 

"The multi-dimensional ap­
proach also realizes that everyone 
has a stake in this. Like our motto 
goes, it takes a whole village to 
educate a child," he added. 

Babauta also explained that if 
adopted, the evaluation will be on an 
annual basis and will look to give 
"exceptional" principals a three-year 
period between normal evaluations. 

"That is one proposal Dr. Wolf 
recommended. We will submit our 
decision and findings to the Commis­
sioner and the Board of Education by 
December 15th," she said.

Say 'No' to Drugs 

But Gregorio I. Sablan, act­
ing director for enforcement 
and compliance of the DOC's 
Bureau of Taxicabs, said the 
introduction of trolley buses 
on the island will benefit 
people who do not have so 
much money to afford taxicab 
services. 

Sablan, in an interview with 
the Variety, said he does not 
think that the trolley buses 
would mean the "death" of the 
taxicab industry because the 
two modes of transportation 
ha"ve different prospective 
markets. 

"No, I don't think so. It will 
put a little competition but it 
will generally benefit a larger 
number of people, both resi­
dents and tourists," he said. 

Torres added the drivers' 

livelihood will depen1 on a 
tour package coupon as part 
of the J.T.B. 's tour packaging 
scheme. 

This, as he cited trolley 
buses as "innovative, very 
nice, and profitable tourist­
related venture." 

Sablan said the pending op­
eration of the trolley buses on 
Saipan would challenge t'1xi 
owners and operators to put 
their acts together to compete 
with the ge1t'erally cheaper 
transport system. 

In fact, Sablan said the taxi­
cabs have an edge over the 
trolley buses because "these 
do not have a definite route" 
compa·red with the trolleys' 
definite and still limited 
routes.

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PSS CIP coordinator's suggestion: 

'Pre-qualify contractors'

CONTRACTORS applying 
for work on Public School 
System projects should be re­
quired to submit "extra proof" 
of qualification, according to 
a PSS official. 

"I recommend that PSS re­
quire contractors to provide 
extra proof that they are quali­
fied to perform work required 
by the bidding documents," 
said PSS Capital Improvement 
Project Coordinator Lyle 
Bicknell. 

Bicknell noted that the fac­
tors to consider for qualifica­
tion should inc)ude "scale and 
type of projects completed, a· 
financial statement, physical 
plant (machinery and equip­
ment) and personnel, espe~ 
cially supervisory staff". 

"I also recommend that PSS 
maintain a list of contractors 
we have investigated and pre­
qualified and only pre-quali­
fied contractors can bid on our 
projects," he said. 

"Similarly, by choosing only 
bondable contractors, we will 
select companies that a surety 
will approve. This demon­
strates that the contractor 
pa~ses the qualifications and 
is financially capable," he 
added. · 

Bicknell stressed that "these 
measures will save time and 
reduce the likeJih·ood of chal­
lenges to PSS constructfon 
awards". 

"This will also eliminate the 
types of contractual problems 
we have seen with Building K 
on Tinian and the MHS air-

Other American soldiers 
took the bells and a cannon to 
the United States in I 904 as 
war trophies and a memorial 
to the men who were killed.

Leaders of nations that ring tl1e 
Pacific held a series of one-on-one 
talks before tackling economic un­
certainty among Asian members of 
tlle Asia-Pacific Economic Coopern­
tion forum. 

Topics included everything'from 
tlle Sou th Kore a bailout and the U.S. -
CanadiandisputeoverPacificsalmon, 
to strategies fornext month's interna­
tional meeting on global wanning 
and the growing drive for a compre­
hensive treaty banning land mines. 

The top public event on Sunday 
morning was a news conference by 
U.S. President Bill Clinton and Cana­
dian Prime Minister Jean Chretien 
following their bilateral meeting. 

Clinton characterized the new 
troubles tliat have shaken financial 
marl<ets around the world, especially 
in East Asia, as "a few little glitches in 
tlle road." He said nations must ban 
together to stabilize the region. 

"We believe that in the Asia-Pa­
cific the countries are not facing a 
massive recession. These oountries 
will still be growing," said Chretien. 

Clinton said a financial rescue pro­
posal just put together at pre-APEC 
summit meetings in Manila will bol­
ster the resources of !lie International 
Monetary Fund_ ''This is a time for 
confidenoe in the future of Asia and 
confidence in the future of our rela­
tionship with them," he said. 

Bu tin a speech toa business group, 
Philippine President Fidel Ramos 
said, 'Toe turmoil, I will say at once, 
cannot be waved away by brave talk 
tllat it is just a passing difficulty. It is 
a wakeup call for all our countries." 

On Korea, the most recent na­
tion to experience a financial 
tumble, Clinton said, "I don't see 
how anyone could be less than

Zedillo, ad­
dressing an APEC business forum 
Saturday night, said even a few 
weeks delay in dealing with fi­
nancial problems as big as those 
in Asia could be critical.

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On land mines treaty: 

Clinton, Chretien 'clash'

V ANCOUVER,British Colum­
bia (AP) - U.S. President Bill 
Clinton declined Sunday to-join 
the growing drive for a compre­
hensive treaty banning land mines, 
which kill orinjure 25,000 people 
each year. 

Clinton said the United States 
was doing more under his leader­
ship than any nation had before to 
get rid ofland mines. There are an 
estimated 100 million land mines 
buried in 60 countries, most of 
them _vestiges of war. 

But Clinton said the United 
States could not sign the treaty, 
which will be taken up in at a 100-
nation conference in Ottawa early 
next month, because he wants to 
keep land mines on the Korean 
peninsula and retain others that 
are aimed at blowing up tanks, 
not people. · 

Clinton told the Dallas Morn­
ing News he would not let propo­
nents of the treaty "browbeat" 
him into signing an agreement 
thatwasbadfortheUnitedStates. 

"My primary responsibility is 
to protect the young people that I 
or one of my successors will have 
to send into battle," Clinton said. 
"I don't want them hamstrung by 
some decision I made today so the 
United States ,can look good for 
the moment." -

Still, Canadian Prime Minister 
Jean Chretien, whose government 
has played a key role in taking 
over the drive for a ban from a 
slow-moving U.N. conference of 
61 nations in Geneva, Switzer­
land, said he would not give up 
trying to win over the United 
States. 

"We'll keep the pressure, 
gentle pressure, on the president," 
Chretien said, with a soft smile 
and a sidewise glance at Clinton, 
who stood alongside Chretien .at a 
joint news conference. 

But Chretien's tone and 
Clinton's lengthy exposition of 
his positibn suggested Chretien 
would not succeed.

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N. Korea: US pullout is 
on peace talks agenda 
SEOUL, South Korea (AP) -
North Korea said Sunday it 
agreed to join in four-party 
Korean peace talks because it 
was assured that the agenda 
will include the withdrawal of 
U.S. troops from South Ko­
rea. 

·'It has been promised that 
the talks will focus on the U.S. 
troop pullout and the conclu­
sion of a peace agreement be­
tween (North Korea) and the 
U.S., as we demanded," an 
unidentified Foreign Ministry 
spokesman said.

Taliban criticizes 
Iran on OIC snub 
KABUL, Afghanistan (AP) -
The Taliban on Sunday slammed 
Iran's government after it failed 
to get an invitation to next month's 
Islamic summit to be held in 
Tehran. 

Taliban officials met represen­
tatives of the Organization of the 
Islamic Conference (OIC) last 
week in Pakistan, but failed to get 
an invitation, said Taliban Infor­
mation Minister Amir Khan 
Muttaqi. 

He accused Tehran of favoring 
the Taliban's enemies and "ig­
noring" the fact that the Islamic 
militia controls 90 percent of the 
county, including the capital of 
Kabul. 

"We asked the OIC to return 
the seat to Afghanistan's people, 
but the talks ended without any 
positive results," he said. 

Iran says it has not invited any 
of Afghanistan's warring factions 
to the three-day summit to begin 
Dec. 10 in Tehran. 

The Taliban repeatedly accuses 
Iran~of arming and financing its 

enemies, including minority 
Shiite Muslims in Afghanistan. 

Most members of the Taliban 
army are Sunni Muslims like most 
Afghans, while Iran is a mostly 
Shiite Muslim country. 

Iran has long supported greater 
representation for Afghanistan's· 
minority Shiite Muslims, claim­
ing they represent at least 30 per­
cent of the country's 15 million 
people. · 

Although a census has not been 
condu~ted in Afghanistan in more 
than three decades, it's believed 
that Shiite Muslims make up about 
15 percent of the country. 

The OIC foreign ministers 
agreed last year to leave the 
Afghan seat vacant until the 
relentless fighting that h~s 
ravaged Afghanistan ends. 

Last March, Pakistan, which 
is openly supporting the 
Taliban, invited representa­
tives of the religious army to 
attend an OIC summit held in 
Islamabad, but only as observ­
ers.

Former Egyptian 
prime minister dies 
CAIRO, Egypt (AP) - Ismail 
Fahmy, a former Egyptian foreign 
minister who resigned his post in 
1977 to protest then-President Anwar 
Sadat's peacemaking visit to Israel, 
has died. He was 75. 

Sadat's historic visit to Jerusalem 
led Egypt two years later to become 
the first Arab nation to sign a peace 
tieaty with Israel, a move staunchly 
opposed by Fahmy. . 

FaJ:imy died Fiiday in a Cairo hos­
pital after suffering a hemt attack, and 
was buried on Saturday following 
noon prayers, Egypt's Middle East 
News Agency said. 

He was hospitalized after breaking 
his pelvis in a fall at his home. He 
suffered the heart attack after surgery 
to repair the bone. 

Sadat appointed Fahmy foreign 
minister in 1973, three year., after 
making him the tourism minister. 
Fahmyalsowasnarneddeputyprime 
minister in 1976, a post he held until 
his resignation and departure from 
public life. 

In 1983, Fahmy published a book, 
"Negotiations for Peace in the Middle 
East" 

He is survived by his wife and three 
children.

Guerrillas shell village 
near Israeli border 
MARJA YOUN, Lebanon (AP) -
Lebanese guerrillas shelled a village 
near the Israeli border Sunday, killing 
at least nine Lebanese, including a 5-
year-old girl, Lebanese security offi­
cials said. 

Another six villagers were seri­
ously wounded in the attack on Beit 
Lif, a Shiite Muslim village about 
four kilometers (two miles) from the 
Israeli border. 

There was no claim of responsibil­
ity for the 25-shell barrage, which 
appeared to have hit tl1e vilbge by 
mistake in a night of fierce fighting 
between Lebanese guerrillas and Is­
raeli forces and their Lebanese allies. 

A post of the Israeli-allied South 
Lebanon Army is on the edge of the 

village, and it may have been the true 
targetoftheattack,saidTimorGoksel, 
spokesman for me U.N. peacekeep­
ing force in soum l..ebanon. 

"Somebody missed very badly," 
Goksel said. 

Israeli officials blamed the Iranian­
backed Hezbollal1, me main Shiite 
group fighting to oust Israeli troops 
from south Lebanon. Israel has occu­
pied the so-called "security zone" 
since 1985 to guard itsnorthem towns 
from cross-border attacks. 

The latest hostilities in tl1e region 
started late Saturday when guerrillas 
from the Shiite Amal movement 
opened fire on Israeli troops in the 
occupied zone, the security officials 
said.

JERUSALEM (AP) - Israeli 
Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu .on Sunday promised 
more Jewish settlement in east 
Jerusalem in response to the kill­
ing of a religious student by sus­
pected Palestinian militants. 

Immediately following his 
speech, a settler group began 
preparations to take over a house 
in the Muslim quarter of 
Jerusalem's walled Old City, 
where the slain student lived. 

Gabriel Hirschberg, 26, was 
killed by automatic weapon fire 
early Thursday as he returned to a 
dormitory in the Muslim quarter. 
Another student was wounded in 
the same attack. Police suspect 
the shooting was can-ied out by 
Palestinian militants. 

"We will bless the memory of 
Gabi with building in Jerusalem," 
Netanyahu said, speaking at the 
dormitory. "We will honor the 
memory of Gabi by our settle­
ment of Jerusalem and our devel­
opment and building." 

Palestinian Infmmation Minis­
ter Yasser Abed Rabbo said build­
ing more in east Jerusalem threat­
ened ihe Israel-Palestinian peace 
agreements and "the whole p·eace 
process." 

"It's another serious violation 
by tlie Israeli government of the 
peace process," he said. 

The seminary the students at­
tended is run by Ateret Cohanim, 
a group involved in buying up 
property for Jews in the Muslim 
quarter and other Arab neighbor­
hoods of east Jerusalem. One of 
its leaders, Matti Dan, said Sun­
day that 18 more Jewish families 
will move into the Muslim quar­
ter by the beginning of the year. 

Almost immediately after 
Netanyahu 's speech, workers 
took measurements at an aban­
doned two-story hou~e in the 
Muslim quarter that Ateret 
Cohanim said it purchased in 
1992 but has lacked the money 

-to repair until now. 
"We will reject any Jews who 

try to move in," said a Palestinian 
neighbor, Ibtima Ikalan. Another 
neighbor, who would give only 
his family name, Sabella, said the 
ownership of the house is the sub­
ject of a continuing court dispute. 

"It's not right for anyone to 
move in now," he said. 

Palestinians hope to establish a 
future capital in eastJerusalem­
including the Old City - which 
Israel captured from Jordan in 
1967, and charge that Jewish en-

croachments into Arab neighbor­
hoods are an attempt to pre-empt 
negotiations on the future of the 
city. Israel insists Jerusalem must 
remain undivided under Israeli 
sovereignty. 

Massive security precautions 
were taken for the prime minister's 
visit. Hundreds of soldiers, police 
and security service agents sealed 
offthe Muslim Quarter, and anned 
police surveyed the area from 
rooftops. 

The streets of the Old City, usu­
ally thronged with shoppers, were 
deserted except for the police. All 
the Arab shops were closed. 
Jerusalem Mayor Ehud Olmert, 
Public Security Minister Avigdor 
Kahalani and Justice Minister 
Tsal1i Hanegbi. 

Netanyahu lit a candle at an 
improvised monument built from 
rocks in the nrurow alley where 
Hirschberg died. 

In Bethlehem, meanwhile, 
some 2,000 people attended the 
funeral of a man who was shot 
and killed at a checkpoint Satur­
day after the driver of the car he 
was riding in ignored orders to 
stop. 

They shouted "Netanyahu, you 
coward!" and "Where is the 
peace?"

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FBI: Streets getting safer 
. WASIDNGTON(AP)-Forthe 
second time in two weeks, the 
Clinton administration is telling 
Americans that streets are getting 
safer in all regions of the country. 

Two of the most feared crime 
categories, murder and robbery, 
showeddeclinesof9percenteach · 
from January to July compared 
with the first six months of 1996, 
the FBI announced Sunday. 

"It's no accident," President 
Clinton said in astatement. "With 
community police at the center of 
our efforts, we have worked to 
give communities the tools they 
need to rid their neighborhoods 

of gangs, guns and drugs." 
CHnton said his next priority 

was to take on juvenile crime. 
The preliminary figures from 

the Unifonn Crime Reporting 
Program - culled from the 
nation's law enforcement agen­
cies - also showed drops in mo­
tor vehicle theft, aggravated as­
sault, arson and burglary. 

Just last Saturday, in a separate 
survey, the Justice Department 
touted figures showing that vio­
lent crime dropped IO percent 
below the previous year. The 
most significant drop of 17 .6 per­
cent was in rapes and sexual as-

saults, according to the National 
Crime Victimization Survey con­
ducted by the Bureau of Justice 
Statistics. 

"Crime has been falling for 
several years, because policy 
makers, law enforcement and 
ordinary Americans are coming 
together to do the right thing," 
AttomeyGenera!JanetReno said 
in a statement.

· Most powerful Cuban exile·leader dies .

MIAMI (AP) - Jorge Mas Canosa, 
the top ·Cuban exile leader who built 
a poweri'ul political network and 
monopolized U.S. policy toward 
Cuba, has died. He was 58. 

Local Spanish-language television 
and radio stations reported he died 
Sunday. The cause of death wasn't 
immediately available. Mas was hos­
pitalized lastmonth forwhat his fam­
ily said was a lung infection. 

The death of Mas, the founder and 
chairman of the Cuban American 
National Foundation, leaves the exile 

community looking for a new leader. 
Mas built a small family telecom­

munications business into a publicly 
traded $475 million company. After 
a slew of recent acquisitions, MasTec 
has poised itself as a leading tele­
phone contractor with diverse opera­
tions. 

Mas, who many said wanted to be 
president of Cuba, rose to power 
utilizing hefty political conlributions. 
He modeled hisorganizationafterthe 
typical American politicalactioncom­
mittee and delivered thousands of 
Cuban exile votes to the Republican 

Party. 
"Jorge has been a very impor-

. tant part of shaping U.S.-Cuba 
policy for a number of years, for­
mulating and passing important 
legislation," said U.S. Rep. Ileana 
Ros-Lehtinen. 

The legislative achievements 
include the 1996 Helms-Burton 
Act which made the U.S. em­
bargo on Cuba law and provided 
for lawsuits against foreign com­
panies doing business with prop­
erties illegally confiscated after 
the communist revolution. 

The FBI reported the Northeast 
had the largest decrease in serious 
crime-6percent-followed by 
5 percent in the Midwest and West 
and 3 percent in the South.

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Septuplet mom leaves hospital

-CARLISLE, Iowa (AP) -
Septuplet mom Bobbi 
Mccaughey left the hospital 
and returned home Sunday 
while her seven babies stayed 
behind in intensive care, con­
tinuing to impress doctors with 
their resilience. 

Even the last-born of the 
seven - Joel Steven - who 
had been listed in critical con­
di ti on shortly after 
Wednesday's birth and was 
dubbed "underdog" by doc­
tors, was taken off a ventila­
tor on Sunday and upgraded 
to fair condition. 

"Last week we had very high 
expectations for these babies, 
and to this point, they have 
fulfilled all of those expecta­
tions remarkably well," Dr. 
Robert Shaw, director of the 
Iowa Methodist Medical Cen­
ter, said Sunday on CBS' 
"Face the Nation." 

Mrs. McCaughey; 29, ar­
rived Sunday afternoon at her 
home in Carlisle, IO miles 
south of Des Moines, with her 
husband, Kenny. Hospitalized 
for more than a month, she 
walked into her home slowly 
and without anyone's help. 

The McCaugheys made 
worldwide news when their 
septuplets were born by Cae­
sarean section nine weeks' 
premature. Doctors have said 
the babies will be hospital­
ized into January. 

Kenneth, the fi_rst-born, has 
been breathing on his own 
since Friday. The other five 
- two boys and three girls -
remain in serious condition at 
Blank Childrens Hospital's 
neonatal intensive care unit. 

In Carlisle, about 100 mem­
bers of Missionary Baptist 
Church, where the 
McCaugheys worship, 
miracle birth. 

"Our hearts are so full this 
morning, we can hardly 
speak," said Mrs. 
Mccaughey 's uncle, the Rev. 
Henry Hepworth of Innisfale, 
Alberta, as he led the congre­
gation in a prayer of thanks. 

The altar where Bobbi and 
Kenny Mccaughey were 
married in 1992 was deco­
rated with four "It's a boy" 
and three "It's a girl" bal­
loons. 

About fifteen reporters 
scribbled notes through the 
service and later converged 
upon family members, while 
camera crews crowded around 
relatives outside. 

But the family appeared to 
be growing weary of the me­
dia attention. 

"We would like to get back 
to normal as soon as can be," 
said Peg Hepworth, Mrs. 
McCaughey's mother. 

In a letter printed in Time 
magazine's Dec. 1 issue, the 
surviving Dionne quintuplets 
warned the McCaugheys that 
multiple births should not be 
seen as entertainment or a 
marketing tool. 

"Multiple births should not 
be confused with entertain­
ment, nor should they be an 
opportunity to sell products," 
the 63-year-old sisters, 
Annette, Cecile and Yvonne 
Dionne, wrote. 

Conceived before the era of 
fertility drugs, the five iden­
tical sisters were born on May 
28, 1934, in Ontario, Canada. 

Weighing less then 2 pounds 
each, they were the first known 
surviving quintuplets and be­
came a tourist sensation. 

Rev. Hepworth said he was 
in awe of the Mccaughey ba­
bies.
