"DECLARATION OF THE THREE POWERS

"We — The President o f the United States, the Prime M in ister 
o f Great B rita in , and the Premier o f  the Sovie t Union, have met these 
four days past, in  th is , the C ap ita l o f  our A lly ,  Iran, and have shaped 
and confirmed our common p o lic y .

"We express our determination that our nations sh a ll work 
together in war and in  the peace that w i l l  fo llo w .

"As to war — our m ilita ry  s ta ffs  have jo ined  in our round 
tab le  d iscussions, and we have concerted our plans fo r  the destruction  
o f the German fo rces . We have reached complete agreement as to  the 
scope and tim ing o f  the operations to be undertaken from the east, west 
and south.

"The common understanding which we have here reached guarantees 
that v ic to ry  w i l l  be ours .

"And as to  peace — we are sure that our concord w i l l  win an 
enduring Peace. We recognize fu l ly  the supreme re sp o n s ib ility  resting 
upon us and a l l  the United Nations to  make a peace which w i l l  command 
the goodw ill o f  the overwhelming mass o f the peoples o f  the world and 
banish the scourge and te rror o f  war fo r  many generations.

"With  our Diplomatic advisors we have surveyed the problems 
of  the fu tu re .  W e shall  seek th e cooperation and a c t iv e  p a rt ic ip a t ion  
of  a l l  nations, la rge  and small, whose peoples in heart and mind are 
dedicated, as a r e our own peoples, to the elim ination  o f tyranny and 
s la v e ry, oppression and in to lerance. We w i l l  welcome them, as they 
may choose to  come, in to  a world fam ily  o f Democratic Nations.

"No power on earth can prevent our destroying the German armies  
by land, th e ir  U Boats by sea, and th e ir  war plants from the a ir .

"Our attack w i l l  be re len tless  and increasing.

"Emerging from those cord ia l conferences we look with confidence 
to the day when a l l  peoples o f the world may live free  l iv e s ,  untouched 
by tyranny, and according to th e ir  varying desires and th e ir  own 
consciences.

"We came here with hope and determ ination. We leave  here, 
friends in fa c t ,  in  Spi r i t  and in purpose.
