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Nurly Foar Monlhn in & Deldrum,

Held for nearly four months in an
equatorial doldrum or dead sea calm
until her provisions were exhausted
and her crew on the verge of starvation
was the terrible experience of the
American ship Edward O'Brien, which

had loig ago been given up for lost.
The ship is owned partly in this city,
and the news of her safely has just
reached the owners.

The ship left Victoria, B, C,, early
in December last with a large cargo of
wheat, and nothing was heard of her
until June zand, when she was sighted
by the steamer Galileo in latitude
46,31, longitude 25.1g, flying signals
telling that she was short of food. She
was supplied by the steamer, and
Captain  Whitton brought to  New
York news of the safety to the under-
writers, who were demanding heavy
premiums for re-insuring the vessel and
CArgo,

It was learned that the ship had
made a fine run down the Pacific coast
and around the Horn, but when near
the equator she had been caught in one
of the dreaded calms that prevail in
that latitude. For three months she
remained within a distance of half a
mile from where she first struck the
calin, and during that time there was
not wind enough to fill even the light-
est of her sails. Finally a small cur
rent, probably made by a storm some
miles away, appeared and served to
send her slowly out of the locality,
which threatened at one time to be-
come a place of death for all on board.
On this current the ship drifted for
almost another wonth. Then a wel
come wind carried her back into the
the paths of navigation.—Philadelphia
Record.

Nearly Drovmad by Hnilltonu
C. Stanley Hurlbut, the well-known
oarsman, had a thrilling experience on
the Schuylkill river during the terrific
storm on Wednesday night and had to
swim for his life.

Mr. Hurlbut is a member of the
Malta boat club, and after office hours
on Wednesday started up the river in a
single shell to the race course. Here
Lhe storm overtook him, and the bail-
stones perforated the covering of his
shell,.  The craft began to hil with
water and settle. It was only by skilt-
ful handling that Mr. Huribut kept
right side up, all the while the hail
pelting him in a fusillade.

At one time he was in immipent
danger of losing his life by being run
down by the four-gared shell of the
Pennsylvania Barge Club, which bore
down upon him, appearing suddenly
through the veil caused by the storm,
not ten yards away. A blow from the
sharp prow of the shell would have
been fatal to the oarsman, and Mr.
Hurlbut, realizing his peril, succeeded
by a powerful left hand stroke in throw-
ing his shell out of the line.

The boat shot by like a flash and
left the oarsman fighting with the
waves, which rolled over his hoat,
causing it to settle al least one foot.
He succeeded in getting to the shelter
of a pier at Columbia bridge, when the
shell turned, leaving him in the water.
With the craft in tow, Mr. Hurlbut
started to swim to Belmont landing,
where he was assisted by several yourg
men who had witnessed his exciting
struggle. The shell is a wreck.—Phila
delphia Ledger.

Imprilonment-For Snoring.

The club member who goes to sleep
and snores in the reading room or
library is a nuisance, but the punish-
ment of his offense by a term of im-

prisonment has not yet been heard of.
The magistrates at Aston police court,
however, are, it would seem, in favor
of such treatment. The London
Truth calls attention to a case heard
at Aston, where a laborer named John
Groves was charged with vagrancy for
having slept in a furniture van in the
public street. A police constable on
his rounds heard loud snores. He was
not at first able to discover the origin
of the sound, but on getting over a
wall into & yard he found the prisoner
asleep in a furniture van, snoring in
such a manner as to make himsell
heard at a considerable distance from
his hiding place.

The prisoner, in reply to the bench,
said that he had been at work at Sul-
ton, and on returning to his home to
Aston he was unable to gain admission,
50 that he went and slept in the van,
The deputy magistrate's clerk pointed
out, however, that he was disturbing
the neighborhood with his mighty
snore, whereupon the magistrates, prob-
ably taking this heinous offense into
consideration, for nothing else was al-
leged against the prisoner, positively
sentenced the wretched man to six
weeks' hard labor.

Millions of Valueless Money.

Eighty million dollars in bills were
received at Atlanta a day or two ago,
the mammoth packages of money fill-
ing five large dry goods boxes and
making in all a dray load. None of
the bills was current, however, as they
represent “nothing in God's earth now
and naught in the waters below it."
They were Confederate bills of the
rarest type. The huge pile of gen
uine Confederate money was shipped
from Richmond, the former capital of
the Confederacy, and is now the prop-
erty of Charles DD, Baker of Atlanta,
The money is of every denomination
issucd by the departed nation, and in
the big collection are bills of the rarest
type.

NOT SPOILS BUT JUSTICE

Eptror Srar:  The familiar moto,
“to the victors belong the spoils,” is
communly regarded as embodying and
expressing in condensed form all thut is
most dangerous and most vicious in
party methods and political  morals,
Stated in this way, the proposition is
certainly apen  enough to  eriticism,
Public office and government patron-
age are notin any proper sense “spoils,”
and should not be so regarded or
spoken of.  This, any fair minded man
is ready enough to admit at all times,
“Spoils” means “plunder,” something
dishonestly or improperly obtained,
either by furce or fraud, and we are
not dealing nor proposing to deal with
anything of that kind. A great deal in
this world depends, however, upon the
way of putting things.  The mass of
manhood nether think  deeply nor
reason closely, ‘They are led captive
by werds and phrases Lo an extent
which does very little credit to their
judgment or insight.  Conscguently,
the careless or malicions use of

this word  “spoils” in this  con-
pection  bas  produced an amount
of loose thuking as well  as

loose talking and writing which is at
once exasperating and ridicelons. Tk
ing, then, the propusition advanced by
the Svar, climinating the idea of
“gpoils," which is irvelevant and im:
pertinent, and can only serve to confuse
the real issue, and stating the matler in
another way, we shall find the proposed
course eminently reasonable, just and
politic. It may be put, for nstance,
thus: *“Aset of men or a parly, re-
sponsible for the difficult and delicate
task of carrying on a government, par-

ticularly when surrounded by active
and bitter enemies, are entitled 1o the
assistance of, and to have the subor
dinates positions under them  filled by,
thoge who are friendly to themselves,
who are in sympathy with the main
ohjects they have in view, who approve
uf the policy they are endeavoring to
carty out, and who will co-operate loy-
ally and cheerfully in trying to make
that policy a success." ‘T'niy, instead
of the essence of wickedness, appears
1o be the embodyment of both of essen-
tial justice and practicnl common
sense.  'The application of this rule to
our own public affeirs at the presct
time is what I understand the STag to
be contending for, and I believe the
great majority of the members of the
Annexation Clul, and of the friends of
the Government generally, stand on
sulistantinlly the same platform, So
standing, their position is impregngble
as a matter of logie s well as of policy.

As I understand the matter, this s
not in any sense @ movenient Against
the ministry,  There s no  guestion

well deserves, as it does not fail to re
