Some months ago one Rev. Mr. Winslow,
who had committed forgeriea in Baston, fled to
Europe, and was finally arrested iu England.
A demand wos made for his return for trial by
the U. 8 Government, bat the British Govern-
ment, before giving him up, insists on a
pledge that besahall not be tried for any offence
but the oné for which he is delivered up.  The
reason assigned for this course is an act of
Parliament, passed since the enactment of the
treaty, with a proviso réquiring this limitation
in all cases of extmdition : atd the government
pleads l.ll“ it cannot annul a patlismentary
law,
