The source of the 
engineroom fire was not 
known, the vessel is currently 
in port for inspection and re­
pairs.

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Nakamura OKs 
two major bills

KOROR (Palau Horizon) -
The signing of the capital relo­
cation bill and the 1999 supple­
mental budget bill have brought 
to 26 the number of bills en­
acted into law in three years and 
three months. 

There are about 518 bills 
pending in Congress as of last 
Apr. 14. 

During the signing of the na­
tional capital relocation bill last 
Apr. 26, President Nakamura 
lauded the efforts of the OEK to 
pass the measure. 

On Saturday, two days prior 
to the presidential approval of 
the capital relocation bill, the 
President signed the supple­
mental budget bill. 

The bill's immediate passage 
was paved with the move to 
drop other important provisions 
of the bill and incorporate them 
into a legislative measure. 

The House Committee on 
Ways and Means chaired by 
[Ngaraard] Del. Antonio Bells, 
deemed it essential to prioritize 
the appropriation of some 
$250,000 for Team Palau's par­
ticipation in the South Pacific 
Games in Guam in May this 
year and $40,000 for further 
training of Palauans in heavy 

equipment operation and main­
tenance. 

The capital relocation bill au­
thorizes the President to negoti­
ate the terms of a soft loan agree­
ment and to solicit grant to fi­
nance the cost of construction 
of a new national capital in 
Melekeok. 

At least $5,000 has been ap­
propriated as a start-up fund for 
the project which costs between 
$36 million and $40 million. 

Nakamura will form an 
"implementing task force" on 
the capital relocation project 
which will be composed oflead­
ers from various states. 

According to House Speaker 
Ignacio Anastacio, such devel­
opment marks a milestone in 
the country's national develop­
ment, saying that "like the com­
pact road, (it] will gear up eco­
nomic development of the sleep­
ing giant, the main island of 
Babeldaob." 

The capital relocation, 
Anastacio said, ensures migra­
tion of people to the island of 
Babeldaob which will result to 
population decongestion and 
traffic easement in Koror. 

According to Resources and 
Development Minister Marcelino· 
Melairei, as soon as there is 
enough funding, the construction 
of the Executive Building can 
start as early as October this year: 

"[It] will take about 27 months 
to finish the project," Melairei 
said, further noting that the en­
tire project shall be completed 
by year 2001. 

The law has authorized the 
President to negotiate a soft loan 
of not more than $22 million for 
not less than 20 and not more 
than 30 years of repayment pe­
riod with at least $1.5 annual 
interest under a 25-year repay­
ment term or $1 million under 
30-year repayment period. 
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Palau sees touris1n pitfall

KOROR (Palau Horizon) 
The "vertical integration" of the 
Taiwanese tourism industry sends 
money away from Palau, accord­
ing to a study made by Palau 
Conservation Society (PCS). 

The PCS study cited that the 
money that does stay in the coun­
try is only in the hands of only a 
few people. 

The study cited that most of the 
Taiwanese tourists coming into 
the island are just patronizing their 
Taiwanese companies, which 
thrived almost spontaneously 
when Far East Transportation 
Airline opened charter flights di­
rect from Taipei to Koror. 

Food handlers 
complying--DPH

MAJORITY of the estimated 
5,000 food handlers in the CNMI 
have complied with the new cer­
tification regulations, the Depart­
ment of Public Health disclosed a 
day after the April 28 deadline set 
for them to secure applications. 

Ned Arriola, deputy secretary 
for public health said DPH's Bu­
reau of Environmental Health has 
already released 4,768 applica­
tions since Feb. 8, 1999. 

Out of these applications, 2,392 
medical examination results had 
been received. 

Arriola said the actual number 
of certificates issued is yet to be 
ascertained in the next few weeks 
as many businesses including 
hotels are still awaiting the 
completion of all certification pro­
cedures for all their employees 
before making payment of the 
fees. 

The health official pointed out 
that a large portion of the food 
handlers' population only ap­
proached BEH towards the dead­
line for certification application. 

He, however, stressed that ma­
jority of the food handlers will be 
certified by next month. 

"We are pleased to see that re­
cent figures show that food han­
dlersand their employers are com­
plying with the new regulations," 
he said. 

The certification requirement 
is mandated by the recently­
adopted Food Handlers Screen­
ing Rules and Regulations aimed 
at lowering down the number of 
food-borne diseases in the CNMI. 

BEH inspectors have begun 
implementing the new regulation 
to ensure that all workers han­
dling foods for public consump­
tion have already been medically 
e,camined for communicable dis­
eases, and have already attended 
a basic workshop on food hy­
giene and sanitation. 

The medical examinations in­
clude stool culture for diseases 
like Salmonella, Shigella and 
Campylobacter, and stool ova and 
parasite tests. 

The number of applicants that 
have undergone the BEH work­
shop totalled over 3,500.

"Taiwanese tourists do not seem 
to spend much money at locally­
owned businesses," the study said. 

Instead of patronizing existing 
business establishments, the study 
showed that Taiwanese business­
men created their own restaurants 
and hotels and brought in their 
boats. 

The study also cited that the 
inception of charter flights sig­
nific:antly lowered the cost of 
travel to Palau and elicited the 
interest of wholesale tour agents 
based in Taipei. 

The increase in Taiwanese tour 
operators in Palau also divided 

the market share, creating serious 
competition among companies. 

Ratherthanmarkinguptheprice 
of package tours coordinated by 
local agents, the Taipei-based 
agents began to make their own 
tour arrangement in order to profit 
from cumulative small margins 
on each component of the market, 
the PCS study further noted. 

This "vertical integration" of 
the industry, according to the 
study, led to decreased profits and 
business opportunities for 
Palauans and prevented tourism 
dollars from staying in Palau. 

Although PCS in its study ad-

mitted that Taiwanese tourism has 
the potential to become a lucra- . 
tive industry for Palau, the coun­
try has to tread carefully on the 
advantages it might bring to the 
Republic. 

The most important thing that 
the country should be wary of this 
market segment, the study pointed 
out, is that Taiwanese investors in 
Palau have "engaged in some 
shady and unethical business 
transactions in the past." 

The srudy further cited that most 
of the unethical Taiwanese inves­
tors who have Palauan business 
partners as their"fronts" oftentimes 

flee the country with outstanding 
debts. It added that fleeing of in­
vestors could potentially pose a 
huge problem for Palau. 

The difficulty in collecting 
money owed to Palauan busi­
nesses may interfere with eco­
nomic contributions to Palau's 
economy, it said. 

If Palau continues its involve­
ment with the Taiwanese tourism 
market, the country needs to en­
gage in serious research about 
how to best keep revenues in the 
country and how to bring the level 
of awareness among these tour­
ists up to that of other tourists. 
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KOROR (Palau Horizon) -
At least 50 traditional leaders 
from nine Pacific island states 
are expected to attend the First 
Micronesian Traditional 
Leaders Conference on July 
7-9 to be held at the Palau 
Community College Cafeteria 
in Koror. 

According to First 
Micronesian Traditional 
Leaders Conference Chairman 
Isaac Soaladaob. participants 
will also be attending festivi­
ties in Melekeok on July IO. 

The committee has invited 
Taufa'ahau Tupou IV, King 
of Tonga, co speak on the tra­
ditional roles and values in 
Micronesia, but has not re­
sponded to the invitation yet. 

Soaladaob said that it is only 
Tonga which has maintained 
its traditions over the years. 

The conference coincides 

with the observation of the 
Constitutional Day Festivities 
on July 9. 

These nine Pacific island 
states include Palau, Yap, 
CNML Guam, Pohnpei. 
Kosrae, Republic of Marshall 
Islands, Nauru, Kiribati and 
Chuuk. 

The theme of the conference 
is .. Traditional Roles and Val­
ues in Micronesia." 

Soaladaob said that tradi­
tional leaders will discuss 
ways to preserve, strengthen 
and maintain cultures, tradi­
tion and customs of each is­
land group. 

"They will basically tackle 
social issues in their respec­
tive islands like crimes and on 
how to preserve the environ­
ment," he said. 

The most important objec­
tive of the conference, he 

added, is the drawing up of 
resolutions that will address 
social issues using traditional 
methods. 

Soaladaob further said that 
with the conference, they hope 
to come up with a publication 
of a booklet that would com­
pile all of the traditional meth­
ods used in Micronesia using 
the English and the vernacu­
lar languages. 

He said the conference 
would further strengthen the 
relationships among Pacific 
island states where they can 
discuss ways on how to assist 
each country in addressing 
some of the pressing problems. 

The chairman noted that it 
is interesting to know the ex­
periences of Chamorro and 
Guamanians who have no tra­
ditional leaders in the confer-
ence.

Firm eyes 
underwater

He also said the CRMO may 
require a pre-application meeting 
where the appropriate regulatory 
officials would be brought to­
gether to answer queries that may 
be raised by the company's repre­
sentatives. 

Firm offers to clean 
up Guam port waste

HAGATNA-TransAsiaShip­
ping (TAS), the principal com­
pany managing the shipment of 
Guam's waste metal, has offered 
to clean up Guam's port in ex­
change for certain concessions. 

The Na 'gasgas site at Cabras 
near the port has been used as a 
staging area for Typhoon Paka 
waste metal and considerable 
waste metal is expected to remain 
on the site with the expiration of 
GovGuam' s current agreement 
with its waste contractor. 

According to TAS, this will re­
sult in reduced revenues for the 
Port Authority of Guam (PAG) 
which would be unable to gener­
ate lease revenue from the Cabras 
site due to the waste metal. 

The Cabras site has been iden­
tified for development by the 
port's Master Plan and a mam­
moth industrial park is planned 
for the area as soon as the site is 
cleared of the metallic waste. 

At present, PAG is studying op­
tions on who will clean up the site, 
who will manage and coordinate 
the movement of the waste metal, 
and where the agency will get fund­
ing to remove the waste metals. 

According to TAS, the com­
pany is willing to clean up and 
remove all the waste metal as well 
as fund the clean up efforts and 
manage the removal of the waste 
at no cost to the port authority. 

In return, it is asking the PAG 
to either allow T AS to charge 
direct labor costs or allow the 
company to load its vessels using 
its own crews so that TAS can 
save on costs. 

Once the port area is cleaned, 
T AS said the port would not only 
generate lease revenue from the 
site, it would also be protected 
from potential environmental haz­
ards and fines. 

TAS also expects its proposal 
to create tariff and other revenues 
for inbound cargo as well as pro­
vide indirect income to stevedor­
ing crews. 

T AS estimates the following 
benefits and savings if the port 
adopts its proposal: Lease rev­
enues (foregone)of$500,000; en­
vironmental fines (savings) of 
$250,000; direct fees (inbound) 
of $250,000: and clean up costs of 
$300,000. 

The company adds that it is 
very qualified to clean up the 
metallic waste because it has 
moved more than 15,000 aban­
doned vehicles last year. It has 
also worked with the Na'gasgas 
Program to collect and process 
waste metal, shipping more than 
I 5,000 tons of scrap metal. 

TAS estimates there are cur­
rently over 40,000 tons of scrap 
metal throughout the island that 
has yet to be processed, collected, 
and removed.

Killer virus in Kiribati 
still can't be identified 
TARAWA (Pacnews)-Health 
authorities in Kiribati are confi­
dent that a virus which has left 
four people dead has peaked and 
the epidermic shou Id end in a 
fortnight. 

Two men and two children died 
from severe diarrhoea and 
vommitting after an unidentified 
virus hit the capital, Tarawa, a 
month ago. 

The Secretary of Health, Doc­
tor Takieta Kienene said more 
than 500 people have been af-

fected. 
"We are essentially in the third 

week of this diarrhoea epidemic. 
We think that it has peaked be­
cause we are getting less number 
of people coming to our outpa­
tients department at the Tungaru 
hospital," Doctor Kienene said. 

He said health workers are still 
trying to find out the identity of 
the virus and expects a definite 
result when blood samples are 
sent to Australia. 

"Most of these cases respond to 

oral rehydration salts without ac­
tually giving them anti-biotic. 
That's one of the reason why we 
are saying this is of a viral origin," 
Doctor Kienene said. 

Residentsofthecapital, Tarawa 
have been advised to seek imme­
diate medical help when they feel 
the symptoms of the viral infec­
tion. 
· They should also boil drinking 
water. 

Cooks short 
of doctors. 

RAROTONGA (Pacnews)­
The Cook Islands Government 
has downplayed the lack of doc­
tors in the northern Island of 
Penrhyn and Manihiki saying 
well-trained nurses have taken 
care of most emergency cases. 

Concerns have been expressed 
in the Cooks that there has been 
no doctor in the northern group 
for more than two years. 

The Head of the Ministry for 
outer island development, Kato 
Tama said it has been difficult 
to find a suitable doctor to work 
in the northern group because 
of poor working condition and 
accommodation. 
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Anwar's wife arriVes ~in~RP

MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
The wife of jailed Malaysian dis­
sident leader Anwar Ibrahim ar­
rived in Manila Wednesday to 
seek support for her husband and 
meet with President Joseph 
Estrada, in a vi sit that has already 
strained ties between the two 
countries. 

Ignoring protests from Malay­
sia, Estrada said he allowed 
Azizah Ismail to visit because the 
Philippines is a democracy. 

Azizah immediately began criti­
cizing the Malaysian government 
in an arrival statement, describ­
ing her husband as "a prisoner of 
conscience and a victim of gross 
injustice.·· 

She said her husband's only 
crime was to .. lift the veil of 
abuse of power. corruption, 
nepotism. and cronyism in my 
country." 

Azizah also praised the 
· 'people power'' revolt in 1986 
in which hundreds of thousands 
of Filipinos ousted dictator 
Ferdinand Marcos and lamented 
that Malaysians have not been 
as vigilant. 

..There must not be two South­
east Asias. one that is free and 
the other unfree.just as much as 
we must not want one that is 
rich and the other poor." she 
said. 

On Tuesday. Malaysian offi­
cials summoned the Philippine 
ambassador in Kuala Lumpur 
to convey their displeasure over 
the visit. 

Malaysian Foreign Minister 
Syed Hamid Al bar said his gov­
ernment views any opportunity 
given to Azizah to "pursue her 
political agenda" as an attempt 
to interfere in its internal af-

, fairs. 
Estrada responded thatAzizah 

was invited as a personal guest 
of former President Corazon 
Aquino - a leader of the 
"people power" revolt - and 
her trip should not be viewed as 
Philippine interference. 

"We have to prove to them 
that we are a free country. Ev­
erybody is welcome here," 
Estrada said Tuesday. 

Mrs. Aquino's husband, the 
late opposition leader Benigno 
Aquino, also was imprisoned 
during the Marcos administra­
tion. 

Last year, Estrada was the first 
foreign leader to publicly criti­
cize the jailing of Anwar, a 
former deputy prime minister. 

Philippine ties with Malaysia 
were strained when Estrada 
openly expressed support for 
Anwar and considered boycott­
ing an international forum in 
Malaysia to protest the arrest. 

When he later decided to at­
tend the forum, Estrada met 
Anwar's wife, further displeas­
ing Malaysian officials. He also 
met Anwar's daughter when she 
later visited the Philippines to 
seek support for her father. 

Anwar was found guilty on 
four charges of corruption on 
April 14 and sentenced to six 
years in prison. triggering pro­
tests against Prime Minister 
Mahathir Mohamad's govern-

ment. 
Anwar denied the charges and 

said the case was an attempt to 
silence his opposition to 
Mahathir. 

Azizah is scheduled to meet 
Estrada on Thursday at the presi­
dential guest house in Manila's 
Malacanang palace. Estrada said 
he would ask Azizah to convey 
words of encouragement to 
Anwar, whom he considers a 
friend. and ask him to continue 
fighting for his rights. 

Azizah said she would brief 
Philippine friends about Anwar' s 
condition in jail. She is also sched­
uled to speak to private groups 
and hold a dialogue with students 
on human rights in Malaysia and 
the Philippines, organizers said. 

She is expected to announce 
plans by a Malaysian opposition 
party, which she leads. to seek 
reforms in Malaysia, they said.

Japan bill vs child 
prostitution okayed 
TOKYO (AP)-Japan's upper 
house of Parliament approved 
Wednesday a bill to combat child 
prostitution and pornography, an­
swering critics who have slammed 
the nation's perceived slack ap­
proach to the problem. 

The bill was sent to the more 
powerful lower house for approval 
before enactment into law, which 
is expected early next month, par­
liamentary officials said. 

The action followed a growing 
wave of international criticism 
that Japan's lack of effort to ban 

sex tourism and Internet child 
pornography was allowing the 
crimes to persist both at home and 
abroad. 

Currently, the age of protection 
in Japan is 13, but it is limited to 
prostitution only and offenders 
are subject to prosecution for rape 
only if the victim files a criminal 
complaint. 

Under the bill, sex with a per­
son under 18 will become illegal. 

The legislation would also ban 
the sale, distribution, production, 
possession and trading of child 

pornography. The law will apply 
to crimes committed by anyone in 
Japan or abroad by Japanese na­
tionals. 

Violators will face a prison term 
of up to three years or a fine of up 
to I million yen ($8,350) for ille­
gal sex with minors, and three 
years in prison or a fine ofup to 3 
million yen ($25,060) for selling 
child pornography. 

The bill stipulates that the ap­
plication of the law should not 
interfere with the constitutional 
right to freedom of expression.

TOKYO (AP)-Japanese Prime 
Minister Keizo Obuchi teetered 
just a bit Wednesday when he 
practiced the ceremonial first pitch 
he will throw out at a Chicago 
Cubs game during his trip to the 
United States. 

But that's only rusty 
ballplaying, despite the watching 
reporters. Obuchi is actually the 
picture of confidence heading into 
a May 3 summit with U.S. Presi­
dent Bill Clinton. 

Washington - which has long 
prodded Tokyo to do more to fix 
its recession-hit economy - can 
expect a more assured, even a 
more assertive Obuchi during his 
six-day trip that includes stops in 
Los Angeles and Chicago. 

Once ridiculed as utterly lack­
ing pizzazz, the 61-year-old poli­
tician is bringing along plenty of 
proof that he has what it takes to 
get things done in the world of 
Japanese politics. 

Fired up by his recent victories, 
Obuchi is hoping to bring up 
Tokyo's worries about a rising 
protectionist mood in the United 
States - a development that has 
the White House worried as well. 

Obuchi acknowledged that the 
trade imbalance between the two 
nations was a problem. The U.S. 
trade deficit hit a record $169 
billion last year- $64 billion of 
it with Japan. 

But Obuchi said he was deter­
mined to stress a wider perspec­
tive. 

"We should not forget that Asia 
is being saved by the huge U.S. 
trade deficit," Obuchi said at a 

news conference for foreign re­
porters at his residence. 

"We should not be bound by 
bilateral issues, but we should talk 
about how the United States and 
Japan should cooperate globally." 

Obuchi 's recent track record 
gives him reason for confidence. 

He has relied on consensus­
building in Parliament to slip 
through a record economic stimu­
lus plan, including public works 
and tax breaks, as well as a bailout 
for debt-ridden banks. Both were 
seen as critical to begin pulling 
the world's second-largest 
economy from its eight-year 
slump. 

Last month, he managed to get 
the national budget passed in the 
swiftest time ever for a postwar 
prime minister. 

And topping Obuchi 's offer­
i~gs to the summit is a package of 
bills tightening Japan's military 
alliance with the United States. 

The new defense guidelines of­
fer an excellent opportunity for 
Obuchi to play up the positive 
side of U.S.-Japanese relations. 

The parliamentary debate on 
the bills could have stretched into 
a nightmare, given the strong paci­
fist streak in Japanese public opin­
ion. 

But thanks to growing fears 
about a security threat from North 
Korea, the bills passed the power­
ful lower house Tuesday and arc 
virtually guaranteed passage in 
the upper house next month. 

Working on his pitching

And he shrugged off the way 
the Japanese news media have 
often compared him to cold pizza 
since his rise to power last sum­
mer.

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• Sony hit by recession

TOKYO (AP)-Suffering from 
recession at home and abroad, 
Sony Corp. said Wednesday that 
net income plunged nearly 20 
percent in the last fiscal year and 
forecast an even steeper drop this 
year. 

The Japanese electronics giant 
said consolidated net income for 
the year ending March 31 was 179 
billion yen (S 1.5 billion), down 
19.4 percent from 222.1 billion yen 
($1.9 billion) in the previous year. 

The company painted an even 
grimmer picture for the current year, 

forecasting that consolidated net 
income will plunge 39 percent to 
110 billion yen ($922.8 million) by 
March 31, 2000. 

For the year just ended, sales and 
operating revenue gained 0.6 per­
cent, from 6. 76 trillion yen ($56.7 
billion) in the fiscal year ending in

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1998 to 6.79 trillion yen ($57 bil­
lion) in the year just ended. 

Sony blamed the slumping in­
come on the world's sluggish 
economies. 

'The general economic and op­
erating environment further wors­
ened reflecting factors including 
economic weakness in Asia ... , 
Russia, Eastern Europe and Latin 
American," the company said in a 
statement. 

The drop in income came mostly 
in the second half of the year, when 
the yen rapidly appreciated against 
the U.S. dollar, Sony said. 

A stronger yen makes Japanese 
exports more expensive overseas. 

"Recent volatility of the yen ex­
change rate has made it more diffi­
cult to manage global procurement 
of materials, manufacturing and 
sales activities as planned," Sony 
said. 

The fourth quarter wa, particu­
larly bad for Sony, with cuts in 
sales in the company's electronics, 
music and video game businesses. 
Profit margins suffered from 
slashed production. 

By segment, electronics sales 
slipped 0.5 percent; games sales 
were up 8.5 percent; music sales 
soared 9.4 percent; and sales in the 
motion pictures and television 
shows section plummeted 16 per­
cent. The strengthening yen, how­
ever, increased production costs. 

On the dark forecast for this year, 
Sony said economic problems will 
make recovery in sales in Latin 
America, Russia and Eastern Eu­
rope unlikely. The game business 
is also expected to decline. 

The company also forecast a 4 
percent drop in consolidated sales 
and operating revenue to 6.5 tril­
lion yen ($54.4 billion). 

The sour announcement follows 
a report from Sony Music Enter­
tainment Inc. on Tuesday that it 
posted its first parent operating Joss 
since 1969 in the fiscal year ended 
in March. 

The company, a subsidiary of 
Sony Corp. set up in 1968, blamed 
the 345 million yen ($2.9 million) 
lossonadeclineinrevenues,higher 
costs of sales and a large increase in 
promotion expenses. 

Japan to explain its 
farm policy to EU 
TOKYO (Reuters) - Japan's 
agriculture minister will visit Bel­
gium and France from Friday to 
explain his country's basic farm 
policy regarding World Trade 
Organisation (WTO) talks sched­
uled for 2000, the ministry said on 
Tuesday. 

During the five-day trip, Shoichi 
Nakagawa will meet European 
Union Trade Commissioner Leon. 
Brittan and EU Fann Commis­
sioner Franz Fischler in Brussels 
on May 3. the ministry said in a 
statement. 

Nakagawa will also hold talks 
with French counterpart Jean 

Glavany and Donald Johnston, sec­
retary-general of the Organisation 
for Economic Cooperation and De­
velopment, in Paris on May 4, it 
said. 

The Japanese government, the 
ruling Liberal Democratic Party 
and the Central Union of Agricul­
tural Cooperatives (l.enchu) agreed 
on Tuesday to a basic stance re­
garding the WTO talks. 

That agreement included oppos­
ing any moves to decrease the 
country's rice tariffs or expand 
minimum access commitments at 
the WTO talks, a l.enchu official 
said.

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Clinton to visit NATO troops

BELGRADE (Reuters) 
Yugoslav Deputy Prime Minis­
ter Yuk Draskovic was sacked 
on Wednesday for straying from 
the government line as Presi­
dent Clinton announced he 
would visit Germany next week 
to meet U.S. troops supporting 
the NATO bombing campaign. 

The dismissal of Draskovic, 
"because of his recent public 
statements in contradiction with 
the positions of the federal gov­
ernment," dashed hopes Presi­
dent Slobodan Milosevic might 
be preparing to reach an early 
compromise on Kosovo. 

The announcement, carried by 
the official news agency Tanjug, 
came a day after Draskovic, a 
political maverick, expressed 
support for the stationing of in­
ternational peace troops in 
Kosovo under United Nations 
control. He has also said Yugo­
slavia is isolated and will admit 
war crimes investigators. 

Western countries had specu­
lated his comments might be an 
indication that Milosevic was 
moving towards accepting their 
demands of autonomy for the 
Serbian province of Kosovo and 
a safe return for refugees, both 
policed by NA TO. 

Britain said Milosevic had dis­
played complete contempt for 
democratic rule by dismissing 
Draskovic. 

"Day by day it is becoming 
clearer to the Serbs that NATO 
is more united and Milosevic 
more isolated," British Foreign 
Secretary Robin Cook said in a 
statement.

"Congress and the president 
together can make a commitment 
to those troops to define a mission 
and equip them to complete that 
mission with the highest possible 
degree of effectiveness with the 
lowest conceivable level of per­
sonal threat." 

In its first full debate since air 
strikes began against Yugoslavia, 
the House voted not only to re­
strict Clinton's ability to commit 
ground forces, but also on agrab­
bag of related proposals designed 
to press the president to consult 
with Congress on the war. 

"Many of us believe that we 
.should have a Congressional vote 
before sending in ground troops. 
But this amendment ties the hands 
of our military commanders and 
could leave the bordering nations, 
more than a million refugees and 
thousands of our own soldiers 
dangerouslyexposed,"saidDavid 
Bonior from Michigan, the sec­
ond ranking Democrat in the 
House. 

Complicating the debate were 
two proposals by California Re­
publican Tom Campbell which 
sought to force Congress to make 
a stark choice between formally 
declaring war against Yugosla­
via, or withdrawing U.S. forces 
from the Balkans. 

Both these proposals are ex­
pected to be rejected, but must be 
voted on by the full house under 
provisions triggered by the 1973 
War Powers Act- a piece of Viet-

"We now have four conflict­
ing, contradictory, murually ex­
clusive resolutions with each of 
them given one hour of debate. 
With all due respect I think this is 
an outrage," declared Tom Lantos, 
a Democrat from California. "This 
will be one of the most significant 
issues this Congress will debate 
in this session or for many ses­
sions to come." 

With the U.S.-led NATO air 
strikes against Yugoslavia in their 
fifth week, many Republicans re­
mained critical of the Clinton 
administration's strategy in pros­
ecuting the war. 

At the same time demands have 
grown more vocal that Clinton 
spell out clearly America's ob­
jectives before corrunitting ground 
forces. 

"Yes we're at war. We're on 
the verge of ground troops. The 
(Constitution's) framers were 
quite clear that war was too im­
portant to be decided by one indi­
vidual. Ground troops are very 
seriously being considered. There­
fore we must vote," said 
Campbell. 

Many Republicans have 
criticised Clinton's strategy in 
Yugoslavia on the basis that his 
administration had not planned 
sufficiently for contingencies in 
case the air war failed to pressure 
Yugoslav President Slobodan 
Milosevic to withdraw his forces 
from Kosovo. 

On Wednesday that appeared 
to be changing as U.S. lawmakers 
voiced their fears that ground 
troops could quickly become 
bogged down in a Balkan quag-

. mire. 
"While the president and his 

national secmity team have said 
they do not intend to deploy 
ground troops, there is a real pos­
sibility that this conflict will esca­
late to involve them," said Re­
publican Tillie Fow !er of Florida, 
a co-sponsor of the proposal to 
deny funding for ground forces 
unless approved by Congress. 

"I do not believe our national 
security interests in Kosovo rise 
to a level that warrants the com­
mitment of U.S. ground troops. 
Moreover I'm deeply concerned 
that this administration has not 
articulated an exit strategy for U.S. 
ground forces."

Nearly 2,000 refugees from 
Kosovo fled into Albania early 
Wednesday, telling of a new Serb 
campaign to clear villages in 
southern Kosovo and alludino to 
a possible new massacre. "' 

In neighboring Macedonia, aid 
officials warned that the refugee 
camps were so overcrowded that 
rioting could soon break out. 

Several refugees told reporters 
in Albania that Serb police sur­
rounded their villages Tuesday 
and told them to leave immedi­
ately. They made the 12-mile (20 
kilometers) journey on tractors, 
wagons and other vehicles. 

Several refugees claimed Serb 
troops had stopped some vehicles 
along the way and took away 
young and middle-aged men. 

Zhen Berisha said he first tried 
to flee his village, Madanaj, on 
April l 4 but he was stopped by 
Serb forces, who told him to re­
turn home because NATO was 
bombing near the border. 

"They came to our houses and 
said "Now is the day. You have to 
leave,"' he said. 

Several refugees said they had 
seen bodies lying in the streets of 
Meje, a village near Djakovica, in 
southwestern Kosovo. One refu­
gee, Lule Ndue, said she saw 
scores of bodies when she passed 
through the area in the afternoon.

U.N. Secretary-General Kofi 
Annan, in a report to the commis­
sion,' wrote that 88 countries re­
tain the death penalty, while some 
65 countries, including France and 

Germany, have abolished it. 
Approximately 26 others are 

considered "abolitionist de facto" 
as no executions· are known to 
have been carried out in IO years, 
according toAnnan's report. Six­
teen states retain the death pen­
alty for crimes in wartime or for 
exceptional cases. 

U.N. Human Rights Commis­
sioner Mary Robinson has cam­
paigned for eliminating the death 
penalty since taking up the top 
U.N. rights job in September 1997. The United States and China, 

long criticised by human rights 
groups for excessive use of capi­
tal punishment, voted against the 
text. They were backed by nine 
other members, including Indo­
nesia, Japan, Pakistan. Rwanda 
and Sudan. 

The motion also urged govern­
ments not to execute people suf­
fering "from any form of mental 
disorder" and not to extradite sus­
pects facing potential capital pun­
ishment in another country.

The Haitian National Police, 
the impoverished Caribbean 
nation's first civilian police 
force, was created in 1995 to 
replace Haiti's army, which was 
disbanded after the United 
States invaded in 1994 to re­
move a military regime. 

The United Nations has 
helped to train Haitian police 
officers since-the force's incep­
tion. 

The U.S .. Embassy and the 
United Nations Civilian Police 
Mission issued statements Tues­
day in support of the police. 

"The Haitian National Police 
is responsible for preventing 
crime and maintaining order," 
the U.S. statement said. "The 
Haitian National Police is do­
ing so with increasing profes­
sionalism." 

Protesters warned last week 
if police did not find Philis' 
killer immediately they would 
take to the streets again. 

But President Rene Preval met 
with JPP members last week­
end to stave off more street vio­
lence and promised that Philis' 
killer would be found, local ra­
dio stations reported.

Two years later, Ana died. 
Maximo then started the con­

struction of a three-story apart­
ment building on the southern 
portion of the lot. 

Ernesto knew that his father, 
Justino, had purchased the dis­
puted property, yet when he saw 
the construction, out of alleged 
respect for his uncle, he did not 
object. 

Between 1992 and 1993 no one 
attempted to stop the construc­
tion of the apartment building. 

The Superior Court in its deci­
sion said that the defendant 
Maximo's certificate of title is 
not supported by evidence and 
therefore void. 

Declaring that the Justino es­
tate is the ~ightful owner of the 
southern half of the lot, the trial 
court ordered the estate to pay 
$500,000 restitution to Maximo 
for the building he constructed oq 
the land. 

Maximo appealed. 
The Supreme Court justices 

ruled that there is no sufficient 
evidence cited by the trial court 
that convinces them that Justino 
in fact purchased the land. 

"When viewed against the evi­
dence presented by Maximo, the 
reasons set forth by the estate are 
not plausible to support the trial 
court's finding that a sale took 
place," the justices said. 

The high tribunal said Ana's 
registering the land in her name 
and Maximo's instead support the 
finding that Ana registered the lot 
for Maximo but reserved the 
southern portion for herself. 

"Here, the findings supporting 
the trial court's ruling that the 
estate was the owner of the lot fall 
short of the requirement," the jus­
tices said. 

"Maximo argues, and the court 
agrees, the record in this case con­
tains no evidence of injustice hav­
ing been produced by the estate. 
The injustice that has been pre­
sented is toward Maximo," the 
justices said.

second 40 acres for $1,500 per 
month per acre; and the third 40 
acres for $2,000 per nionth per 
acre.

Given that the property is 
currently undeveloped, he said it 
would be in the best interest to all 
concerned that the lease rates be 
reduced. 'There is a psychological 
factor involved in a graduated lease 
structure since very often, the first 
tenants are the most difficult to 
entice." 

He said hopes are thin for the 
CNMI industrial zones to be fi­
nally established if the ports au­
thority would continue to advance 
its proposed $0.25 to $0.30 per 
square foot lease rate. 

Some investors have earlier ex­
pressed interests to come and in­
fuse fresh capital into the 
Commonwealth's planned eco­
nomic zones but will reportedly 
back out should the CPA rates pre­
vail.

In addition, 17 is approxi­
mately the diagonal of a square 
of side 12; and 28, the second 
perfect number is also the num­
ber of days in the lunar cycle. 
The cube of the product of the 
first five integers is 1728000. 
Moreover, the cube of two mul­
tiplied by the sum of the cubes 
of 3, 4 and 5 is 1728. 

Lastly, 1728 is divisible by 
the number formed of its first 
and last digits ( 18), and also the 
number formed by its middle 
digits (72). I know of no other 
four-digit number, all digits dif­
ferent, which has this property.

In addition, 
1728 x 3 x 5 = 25,920, which is 
the Platonic Great Year, the time 
required for one complete cycle 
of the twelve zodiacal signs. 
Campbell notes that if you di­
vide 25,920 by 60, the basic 
sexagesimal unit of astronomi­
cal measurement, the result is 
432. In general, for the an­
cients, the human world was 
thought of as a reflection of a 
celestial city, ordered by the 
creator according to mathemati­
cal pattern.

(CPA) harbor project. 
According to Barias, no formal 

studies were undertaken to deter­
mine the potential effect removal 
of the wrecks would have on the 
island's sand system. 

"I am not JOO-percent certain 
that (dredging) is the only cause. 
But I believe that is the primary 
cause. The(removal ofthe)wrecks 
being a possible contributor," said 
Barias. 

Barias, citing reports fielded in 
by CRM staff sent to Managaha 
Island, said the currents "are dras­
tically different out there than they 
used to be." 

"In coastal engineering and ba­
sic knowledge of how the ocean. 
bottom plays a role in currents, 
when you alter the ocean bottom as 
has been altered by the dredging of 
the Saipan Channel, you change 
the way currents behave and how 
currents and how the tide reacts. 

"The ocean bottom plays the pri­
mary role which determines wave 
heights, underwater currents. The 
depths and shapes of the bottom, it 
is all factored in there," explained 
Barias. 

Barias said erosion has been

"Unfortunately, w.e felt at one 

point when there was an er?~ion 
going on that the area has stab1hzed 
itself. However, the current rate or 
level of erosion there now indi­
cates that there are things going on 
offshore that were disrupting what 
was previously the natural balance 
of the coral system there," said 
Barias. 

Coral System 
Despite this,· Barias said, 

Managaha may remain open to tour­
ists to which it is very popular. 

He explained that the beach area 
and the island's western tip "are 
still very large." 

"That main principal tourist 
beach area is still actually gaining 
sand," he said. 

The Managaha Island was 
formed through an outcropping 
coral system thatevcntuallycaught 
and built a sand formation and veg­
etation through tidal movements 
over the years. 

"Now, basically, Managaha is 
sand through and through. Theres 
fore that kind of an island is subject 
to erosion," said Barias. 

"It is a very difficult problem. It 
is not easy." · 

Rep. Heinz S. Hofschneider has 
expressed concerns on the matter, 
.having written Barias to fill him in 
on the problem. 

Barias has sent a letter in which 
he said that "CRM believes the 
erosion has more likely been a re­
sult of the expansion of the Saipan 
Channel with the removal of the 
wrecks playing a relatively minor 
role." 

This, he said, "considering the 
scale and large area affected." . 

The Saipan Channel was dredged 
to allow the CPA to accommodate 
bigger cargo ships.
