"This will help us reduce our expense tremendously, and it will come in 
handy for our trade representative abroad," said Pichai Takkabutr, deputy 
director of the ministry's Trade Information Systems. 

He said the upgraded site should be completed by the end of this. 
Trade through electronic commerce is worth billions of dollars a year in

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Indonesia crisis worsens

JAKARTA,lndonesia(AP)-Riot 
police fired warning shots at rampag­
ing mobs Wednesday in the capital 
and the university town of 
Yogyakarta, one day after President 
Suharto's security forces shot dead 
six student demonstrators. 

Exact number of injuries was not 
known. However, at least two people 
were hit by rubber bullets in 
Wednesday's Jakruta tiot,. 

Students have been staging pro­
tests against 76-year-old Suhruto for 
the past three momhs as Asia's long­
est serving leader battles Indonesia's 
worst economic crisis in three de­
cades. 

The pitched battles underscore the 
resistance to Suhruto's 32-yeru·-old 
regime. 

111c violence came as the aging 
autocrat was thousm1dsofkilometers 
(miles) away at ,m international con­
ference in Egypt. 

Students have demanded Suhruto 
quit to allow democratic reform in 
this nation of 2(X) mi Ilion. 

Wilnesses said violence broke out 
after a huge but peaceful memrnial 
se1vice for the dead students at 
Jakruta's Trisakti University, the site 
ofTuesday's shootings. 

Mobs looted stores and set fire to a 
gas station. 

They tlu~w rocks and bottles at 

police lines on a highway as up to 
6,000 mourning students remained 
on campus. 

Palls of thick black smoke rose 
above the riot scene. 

Violence erupted in Yogyakarta, 
420 kilometers (260 miles) east of 
Jakaita. Demonstrators threw gaso-
1 ine firebombs at a water cannon 
trnck that had been used to disperse a 
crowd of about 5,CXXl. 

Demonstrators with their faces 
covered with handkerchiefs shouted 
"'God is great" in Arabic a, they built 
makeshift bru,icades and jostled witl1 
police who fired teai· gas. 

Officers on the backs of motor­
eye lesraced toward the rioters, shoot­
ing in the air. 

In B,mdung, 120 kilometers (75 
miles) ea,t of J akruta, hundreds look 
totrnck, in a convoy of protest against 
the government. 

In Jakruta, rioters set fire to a gar­
bage truck, vandalized fences, 
sm;;hed traffic I ights and pulled out 
bushes lining a highway adjacent to 
the college. 

Police, many stationed on an over­
head bridge, responded by firing re­
peated volleys of shots into the air, 
scndinghundredsscunyingforcover. 
Later, police, armed with sticks, 
charged a section of the crowd. They 
were later reinforced by platoons of 
heavily aimed troops. 

Student leaders called for calm and 
said the mobs were not part of the 
student bcxly. They urged students 
not to join the rampage and fom1ed a 
human chain to prevent them from 
leaving the campus, fearing the pos­
sibility of another fatal clash wirJ, 
sccuiity forces. 

Earlier.students laid flowerwteatl1s 

to commemorate the dead. 
High profile opposition leaders, 

incl ud ingI\1egawati Sukamoputri, the 
daughter of Indonesia's founding 
presidentSukamo,joined the mourn­
ers. 

"We are a people who love i:,eace. 
But what we wantmostisourright to 
freedom," said Megawati. 

Officers who approached the crowd 
were jeered and abused by student~ 
whodefiantl y shouted:· 'Suhartomu st 
step down!" or "Freedom'" 

'Toe police shot the wrong people. 
They shot the innocent It is the police 
who are criminals," said Amien Rais 
the leader of one Indonesia's largest 
Islamic organimtions.

Riots across the country 
have left a number of people 
dead. with many commenta­
tors blaming the increased 
food and fuel-prices demanded 
by the IMF in return for its 
assistance.

Australia withdrew its most senior diplomat in India, High

further action. 

A federal cabinet meeting next Tuesday would have final say 
on any further action, he said. 

Labor opposition foreign affairs spokesman Laurie Brereton 
described the additional blasts as an "outrageous act of nuclear 
bastardry."

900 Indonesians 
deported by 
Malaysia gov't 

PORT KLANG, Malaysia 
(AP) - Nine hundred illegal 
aliens from Indonesia were 
crammed onto wooden trawl­
ers and deported back to their 
beleaguered homeland 
Wednesday. 

A port official who spoke 
on condition of anonymity 
said 903 Indonesians, many 
of them women with children, 
were put onto boats for the 
four-hour trip to Tangong 
Balai. 

They were rounded up from 
Penang in northwestern Ma­
laysia and the central city of 
Ipoh, the official said, noting 
the boats were in poor condi­
tion and lacked security equip­
ment. 

Port authorities would not 
allow reporters to approach the 
illegal aliens to speak with 
them. 

Malaysia is in the process of 
deporting 200,000 illegal im­
migrants from Indonesia by 
Aug. 15. Thegovernmentcon­
tends that all sneaked into the 
country in search of jobs that 
should go to Malaysians suf­
fering from the economic 
downturn.

Ambassadors from Austrnlia and Britain attended the proceedings, 
which were conducted in the Myanmar language and translated into 
English. 

Mawdsley was detained by Myanmar authorities in September 
I 997 for chaining himself to a fence outside a high school in 
Yangon, shouting anti-government slogans and handing out de­
mocracy pamphlets. 

He was deported to Bangkok without a trial. 
Government newspapers have branded Mawdsley a terrorist

His three police escorts fol­
lowed him to the door of his home 
in Beijing and then talked with 
plainclothes police officers sit­
ting in cars outside, Xu said. 

Xu edited an underground jour­
nal during the seminal Democ­
racy Wall movement in the late 
1970s. He spent 12 years in prison, 
11 of them in solitary confine­
ment.

MOSCOW (AP) - Vietnamese Foreign Minister Nguen Manh 
Cam and top Russian officials on Wednesday discussed a plan to 
build an oil refinery and other steps to bolster ties. 

At Cam's meeting with Russian Prime Minister Sergei Kiriyenko, 
the discussion focused on joint projects in the oil field, including an 
agreement reached last fall on joint construction of a refinery to 
process oil produced in Vietnam's offshore oil fields with Russia's 
help. Kiriyenko and Cam also discussed ways to boost bilateral 
trade. Its volume is modest, some dlrs 250-300 million a year. 

Cam also met with his Russian counterpart Yevgeny Primakov to 
discuss regional and global policy issues, including contacts be­
tween Russia and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations. 

Vietnam, as "a member of ASEAN and a friend of Russia" will 
help develop those ties, Cam said at a news conference.

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia 
(AP) - Cambodia's ruling 
party is forcing people to 
promise to vote for it in elec­
tions July 26, making them 
stamp pledges with a thumb­
print or swear oaths at Bud­
dhist pagodas, the U.N. 's hu­
man-rights envoy said 
Wednesday. 

Thomas Hammarberg, the 
U.N. secretary general's spe­
cial representative forhuman­
rights in Cambodia, told a 
news conference that the "at­
mosphere of intimidation" was 
especially strong in the prov­
inces. 

Cambodian strongman I-Jun 
Sen told Hammarberg during 
his two-week visit here that 
such heavy-handed campaign­
ing had been initiated at the 
local or regional levels of his 
Cambodian People's Party and 
did not emanate from the top. 

"I think that initiatives 
should be taken to make clear 
that those who have been 
asked to make the pledges, 
even if they made an oath in a 
pagoda, should be relieved of 
it," Hammarberg said. 

Hun Sen has called the elec­
tions to win back international 
aid and legitimacy lost when 
he deposed his co-premier, 
Prince Norodom Ranariddh, in 
a bloody coup last year.

Thai executives take aim at 
economic crisis with guns 

By ROBERT HORN 
BANGKOK, Thailand (AP)-Thai business executives are taking aim 
at the country's economic crisis, literally -with guns. 

Shooting is catching on as the hobby of choice for some top executives 
who want to vent their frustrations over their failing business fortunes, 
shooting enthusiasts said Wednesday. 

Compared to golf, still the most popular sport among Thai businessmen, 
shooting is more of a blast, they said. 

:1 think executives should tty this sport. Don't be stresred out by the 
economic slump: Get a gun and shoot a target instead of yourself," said 
AnurakJocharoenphan, president ofFeaungfa Villas, areal estate develor>­
ment firrn. 

About a dozen people have committed suicide because of financial 
problems since Thailand devalued its currency, the baht, and the economy 
plunged into recession last year. 

Anurak said target shooting was like "a form of meditation," that helps 
him to relax and forgetaoouttightliquidity, bad loans and unsold homes and 
apartments. 

As with meditation, shooting was nearly a solitary pursuit for the real 
estate executive when he took up the spo1t five years ago. · 

"111ere were very few of my colleagues doing it at that time," he said. 
But on Feb. 3, Anurak tested his marksmanship against more than 

70 other executives, many of them baht billionaires (dlrs million­
aires), in a rifle-shooting tournament at a military base in northern 
Bangkok 

He finished eighth in the overall competition. 
ThetournamentwasorganizedbyKittinandBirompakdi,deputymanag­

ing director ofBoonrawd Breweries, makers of Singha, the top-selling beer 
in Thailand, and VornvitChavananand, a construction company executive. 
The two said they are planning more tournaments in the future. 

Like their·golf-playing counterparts, talk among Thailand's riflemen 
often turns to business while out on the shooting range. 

"Among the topics most frequently raised are high interest rates, the 
current banking system and debts," said 1hosapom Hongsanand, of Silom 
Village restaurant chain. . 

Few of the tournament competitors classified themselves as gun collec­
tors. Some even say that, despite their personal wealth, they preferred rifles 
because high-quality handguns and the bullets they require were more 
expensive. 

Desp(te the emergence of the new fad among executives, gun shop 
ownersmBangkok'sChinatowndistrictsaidbusinessingeneral was down 
because of the bad economy and plunging baht 

"It 'slike any other business that relies on imports, we 're doing badly," said 
one gun shop owner, who asked not to be identified.

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Clinton salutes Kohl, Europe

BERLIN (AP) - In the heart 
of reuni'ted Germany, U.S. 
President Bill Clinton praised 
the country's leadership in 
building better European re­
lations, even if the ties some­
times become frayed. 

"There will be times when 
we disagree," Clinton said 
Wednesday, without citing 
examples. "But occasional 
lack of consensus must never 
result in lasting cracks in our 
cohesion." 

Clinton delivered his speech 
at the Schauspielhaus concert 
hall in Berlin's formerly com­
munist-controlled eastern sec­
tor. 

In Germany on the first stop 
of a week-long European visit, 
Clinton took a helicopter ride 
to Potsdam, on the outskirts 
of Berlin, for a meeting with 
German Chancellor Helmut 
Kohl. 

The two leaders met at Sans 
Souci, the I 8th-Century pal­
ace that served as the summer 
residence of Frederick the 
Great. After lunch, they vis­
ited Frederick's gravesite, 
then strolled through the 
palace's terraced garden un­
der bright sunshine. 

Clinton said the issues they 
discussed - the stability of 
Russia and easing trade barri­
ers, strengthening interna­
tional institutions such as 
NATO and encouraging the 
success of a common Euro­
pean currency - proved that 
Europe is on its way toward 
harmonious unity. 

"Now, for the first time, the 
dream is within reach, and not 
through conquest, but through 
the decision off imposing eco­
nomic sanctions on India in 
response to its series of 
nuclear test explosions. Kohl 
said Germany would study 
whether to do the same. 

Clinton also gave a glowing 
cnJorsement of Kohl, 
Europe's Jo:-:gest serving 
leader, who faces a tough re­
election cha\ lenge this year. 
In his speech, Clinton saluted 
the leading role Kohl played 
in European integration. 

He offered a quote by former 
Chancellor Willy Brandt, who 
was mayor of West Berlin 
when the Soviet Union cn:ctcd 
the Berlin Wall in 1961, to 
express his sentiment: "Es 
waechst zusammen, was 
zusamengehoert" - "What 
belongs together is growing 
together." 

"This magic moment in his­
tory did not simply arrive," 
Clinton said. "It was made, 
and made largely by the vi­
sion and determined leader­
ship of Germany and its chan­
cellor." 

Speaking directly to Kohl, 
Clinton said: "The world is in

your debt." Noting 
ceremonies planned for 
Thursday to commemorate 
the 50th anniversary of the 
U.S.-led Berlin airlift, Kohl 
said the United States has 
been a reliable friend. 

"All American presidents 
from Harry Truman to you, 
Mr. President, have been on 
Germany's side at all times," 
Kohl said. 

Clinton drew the strongest 
applause from his audience 
at the Schauspielhaus when 
he pledged that America 
would maintain its commit­
ment to Germany. 

"America honors-your vi­
sion and your achievements, 
and we are proud to march 
with you, shoulder to shoul­
der, into the new millen­
nium," the president said. 

Kohl faces a stiff challenge 
for re-election in September 
from the Social Democrat 
candidate, Gerhard 
Schroeder_ Although he 
spoke supportively of Kohl 
during his speech, Clinton

Alarm raised over 
toxic spill in Spain 
SEVILLE, Spain (AP) - The 
discovery of five dead horses on 
land affected by a liquid toxic 
spill from a mine reservoir in 
southern Spain has increased con­
cern over the continuing effects 
of the disaster. 

Environmental activists pro­
tested in Madrid on Wednesday, 
accusing the authorities of mini­
mizing the scale of the catastro­
phe and demanding the resigna­
tion of Environment Mirnster 
Isabel Tocino. 

The horses died Tuesday just as 
officials were claiming that fewer 
dead animals were being found 
each day. The Andalusian regional 
government admitted that the 
horses had been on contaminated 
land, but said the cause of the 
death would only be established 
when their carcasses were ana­
lyzed. 

A reservoir at a mine run by 
Canadian-Swedish-owned 
Boliden Ltd broke its banks on 
April 25 and poured an estimated 
1.3 billion gallons (5 billion li­
ters) of tox.ic waste into the 
Guadiamar. 

By Tuesday, 29 tons of dead 
fish and 11 birds had been re­
moved from the Guadiamar River 
area, said Francisco Conde, a press 
spokesman for the regional envi­
ronmental department. 

He said light rains were ham­
pering the process to clean up the 
estimated 3 million tons of con­
taminated mud left by the spill 
over some 4,000 hectares (9,884 
acres) of farmland. 

Authorities say Donana Na­
tional Park, which receives water 
from the Guadiamar, has been 
saved from the spill, although 
ecology groups dispute the claim. 

Donana, one of Europe's' most 
valued wildlife areas, expands 
over 75,000 hectares (185,000 
acres) along Spain's southwest­
ern coast, providing shelter for 
miJlions of migratory birds and 
housing threatened species such 
as lynx and imperial eagle. 

Spanish government officials 
have repeatedly said Boliden was 
wholly responsible for the disas­
ter. 

The regional government is in­
vestigating a theory that explo­
sions within the mine caused the 
reservoir to burst, countedng the 
company's efforts to blame a shift 
in the earth, the national news 
agency EFE reported. 

The company has commis­
sioned an independent study to 
fully explain what happened, 
Boliden spokesman Jim Borland 
said,

Iraq continues campaign

The French minister said that 
he and Aziz discussed all aspects

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WASHINGTON (AP)-The 
U.S. government released its 
most detailed accounting yet 
of wiring inspections on 
Boeing 737s. 

Of 185 planes examined, in­
spectors found I 06 wiring 
bundles with noticeable chafing 
in the insulation and plastic coat­
ing protecting their fuel pump 
wires. Each plane has at least two 
wire bundles; some planes had no 
problems while others had trouble 
in some or all of their bundles. 

The Federal Aviation Admin­
istration report Wednesday also 

indicated that the most serious 
problems appear to be on the 
fleet's oldest planes. Officials 
suspect the chafing and wear is 
caused by engine vibration over a 
plane's service life. 

In 19 planes with the most 
amount of flight time, more than 
70,000hours, six had wire bundles 
that were more than 50 percent 
chafed while three planes had 
wires that were fully exposed. In 
I IO planes with 50,000 to 60,000 
flight hours, 17 had wire 
bundles that were more than 
50 percent chafed, while six had 

wiring that was fully exposed. 
Bu tin 47 planes that had 40,000 

to 50,000 flight hours, only two 
had wiring bundles with more than 
50 percent chafing and none had 
wires that were exposed. 

The average plane accumu­
lates about 3,000 flight hours 
a year, making those planes 
roughly 13 to 16 years old.

Thedecision to proceed is conditional upon environmental permits being 
issued, the negotiation of power purchasing agreements, construction 
contracts and finalizing funding arrangements. 

"We are doing it mainly with debt," Savage managing director John

Gaskell said he expects to finalize funding in four to six weeks, but ruled 
out the possibility of an issue of ordinary shares. 

Savage said its objective is to fund the expansion without seeking 
additional c.apital from shareholders. 

'"Irus is an expansion of an existing operation, using proven technology 
and existing infrastructure," Austen said.
