Mr. Gibson spoke in the Hawaiian language
substantially as follows

Friends and fellow-citizens of Labaina :

This day which commemorater the first land-
ing of Captain Cook on our shores should be
celebrated by every christianized and civilized
Hawaiian, and furthermore by the representa-
tives of every civilized pationality now tinding a
bome in this Kipgdom. I cannot understand
why some should =ay, that oply Englishmen
should celebrate this day, because Cook was
their countryman, uny more than that only

Spaniards should commemorate the discovery of
introduction of

America. We celebrate the
civilization and not the Discoverer ; although 1
have no question in my mind, about the perfect
claim of Cook to the di.‘:‘CU\‘(l'.\' af these lslands.

' When this great navigator was prosecuting his

researches throughout partially explored oceans,

it was then appreciated by several enlightened |

nutions that his eunterprise was in behalf ol
humanity, and though these nations were then
at war with each other their Governments issued
commands to their officers by land and sca that
the navigator Cook should be permitted to voy-
uge in peace, und if needed be even helped on
his way ; and thus Awmerica, my country, and also

| because he was always the friend of the white
fureiguers who came to these shores, even when
| they deserved anything but kindness at his hands
or those of his people, There is one sad and
miserable affair, which will fully illustrate this
eenerous tind forhearing spirit of Kameblamela.
I regret to speak of the arrival of the first
| American vessel in these waters, the Elranor, in

on shore and placed under cover for preservation,

The fifty thoussnd Hawaiians of to-day are

worth far more than the quarter of a million of

a hundred years ago. What were the throngs
then lining these shores? were they your fore-
fathers any thing more thao animals 7 Look at
them crouching unpder the club of the chief or
the kunife of the priest ; not daring to elaim an
ownership in anything, not even their own lives ;
and then look at you, with your houses and
lands, and your right to chovse your own rulers.
You are a nation. They were a horde.  And one
thousand of you, with your kwowledge and
equipments, would be wore than a mateh for all
the host of Kamehameha. Therelore, though
there is much to regret in the past hundred
years, there is much to celebrate.

Yet whilst we celebrate the era of civilization, |

we must remember that the savage age brought
forth the greateet man of the century. The fife
of Kamebameha fills the first quarter of one
eycle, and his name will be enrolled benceforth
among the great warriors and organizers of the
earth,
men ; there is not his peer to Le fund upoen the
continent of America, or among ull the multitudin-
ous isles of the ocean. He a chief of a small
part of Hawaii, like Egbert the English chief of
a part of Eogland, fought like the latter against,
I may say, a heptarchy of other petty warring
chiels, for the consolidation and pacification of
his country. And when opposing forces were all
destroyed, the Hawaiian conqueror like the

Anglo Saxon, imposed laws upon all, even upon |
himself, so that peace prevailed through isles once |

given up to rapine, and terror ; and the aged and

the little gnes now lay down unharmed in the |

highways.

At the dawn of the century we celebrate,
Kamebameban was a brave and enterprising
youth, secking like Dayid of Israel to go to the
frout, and take a part in action of high enter-
prise.

the Navigator, who had first touched on Kuauai,
on the day we celebrate, came suiling along by
the shores ol this island. The English Captain
bad already passed by the shores of Molokai and
Lapai on either board without observing any-
thing to attract his attention. But now he sees
the shores of Mam fringed with the
groves of Labaina. The silvery sheen of the
candicout blends beautifully with the deeper yey-
dure of the palmate foliage of the bread fruit.
Above all towers the lofty palms,
beard the tattoo of the native dyuwm, and sopods
of savage revelry. Soon a canoe appears bound-

ing over the calm waters that are sheltered by |

the lofty summits that overtop our town. In
this cance is a comely youth of commanding
presence. [lc springs on hoard :

Thise remarkable young savage Hawaiian
Prince received deep, lasting, and most impor-
tant impressions frum thie and subsequent en-
counters with white men. He was present with
bis unele Kalaniopuu at Kealakeakua, Hawaii, at
the death of the great Navigator. But there is
no evidence that be took any part in the unfortu-
nate tragedy. I will venture to suppose that his
enlarged and generous nature regretted the event;

tublished government—and this was needed to
keep peace between conflicting views of human
[ salvation which the white race began to impose
upon Hawaii. [ regret to contemplate apy con-
tention between different teachers of the religion
of Jesus Christ; for I am sure your American
Protestgnt Missionaries, as also Catholie, Episco-
palian and other religious teachers desire only
your best welfare and future salvation.

And an cstablished, recognized government
was needed still more especially to save your sim-
ple minded forefathers from the aggressions of
active, intelligent and unscrupulous foreigners,
who sought to take advantage of the ignorant
native, and who on many groundless pretenses

accumulated claims for damages against chiefs |
| and people, and worried their own Governments to

huve them enforced against a disorganized people.

Iu the days ol Kamebameha, these claime had |

| been accumulating; but his strong band had kept
the claimants at a distance for a time. When
the great Chief was dead, and at & time when a
boy and a woman were in charge of the land,
then came forward the foreign claimants, and at
the cavnon’s mouth, the American Commander,
Thomas Ap Catesby Jones, colleeted from Haw-
ail about balf a miliion dollars in value in san-
dulwood; and subsequently, Lord George Paulet,
the Commander of the English ship of war
Carysfort hauled down your flag, andt{epnﬁcd the
sovereignty of the successor of Kamehameha;
and Captain Laplace, of the French ship of war
1.’ Artemise, seized your fort at Honolulu, and
carricd away a vessel and some treasure; and all
this was done in consequence of alleged griey-
ances on the part of complaining foreiguners living

here, and who took advantage of the absence of

a properly organized and recognized Government.

Then arose the white friends of Hawaiian In-
dependence: Richards, Ricord, Lee, Wyllie, Judd,
and others, who came to finish and solidify the
political building of Kamehameha. Lee advieed
und framed constitutional order; Richards nego-

| tiated for recognition and independence; Judd

gave good and vigorous adminigtration, and
Wylhe, more than all others, strove with the zeal
and love of a patriot to make the name and gov-
ernment of Hawait honored among the nations,
and hence the evil done by some foreiguners has
been largely compeunsated for by the good will and
services of others towards this nation, for now no
Captain of any ship of war, dare on his own re-
sponsibility, msult the Kiog, trample on your
flag, or plunder your country. No foreigners
can now bring claims against you before his own

| Government or on the deck of o man of war, as

is done at this day against Samoans, and other
unfortunate people of groups of islamds in the
Pacific, because you have what Samoa and other
islands bave not,—the blessing of a recognized
(ioverument,—so that when a dissatisfied for-
cigner complaing, bis Uovernment, and the Cap-
tains of men-of-war of his couutry, say to him:
““ You must take your complaint before the
Courts of Justice of Ilawaii, and there you must

take your chances along with the native Hawaiian |

and prove the justice of your cause.’ ) )

This established order at home, and this posi-
tion among the nations are great things to rejoice
over. and emiuently worthy of eelebration on
this day. I cannot speak of all that pertains to
nationnl growth or progress in the past bundred
years. I do not attempt history, or even a syn-
opsis of history, but only to touch on salient
paints of interest for our mutual hope and en-
courngement—and we have much for hope and
encouragement.  Your state, the least among the
nations, is bonored with the greatest. The am-
bassadors of your King have access to the chiefl
courts of the world, and when the floating bat-
teries of mighty powers pass through our scas
and stop at Hawaiian ports, the salute the sov-

or more millivos,

Population is our great want, and every inducement
should be offered to have more good and productive
people come and dwell among us. No restriction
should be imposed upon the coming and going of
voyagers; no pasgsport or impost of any kind, and
no laws to interfere with the settlement of any man,
who chooses to expatriate himself, and leave any for-
eign service or land.

Our ports should become entirely free ports; and
moreover, every ship that eails on the great Ocean,

| of whatever tonnage, should be able to find in our

chief port, the most complete facilities for repairs,
and thus shall Honelula become the chogen maritime

and naval rendezvous of the Pacific, for the fleet of

all nations,

duction of wealth, or for healthful intercourse,
And to accomplish this to the
