When a person first thinks
about buying a computer, his
secret desire is to have a
machine that rivals Hal-9000
(from the 2001 movie). The
distance between a computer
like Hal-9000 and the personal
computer you can buy from
your local computer store is
considerable, both from the
perspective of price and power.
Yet, that is the fantasy many
of us have in the back of our
minds; a fantasy that fuels our
rush to buy the latest upgrades
as they are available.

The past six months have
seen dramatic developments in
the microcomputer industry,
changes that bring us closer to
the fulfilment of our fantasies.
The foundation of these
changes has been the
development  of  personal
computers built around the
Intel 80386 (The Compaq 386
and IBM Office System 2) and
the Motorola 68020
(Macintosh  I1) processors.
Both chips use true 32-bit
architecture (16 bit is the
current standard), run at clock
speeds of 16mghz (twice as fast
as the current standard), and are

capable of supporting immense
RAM sizes (up to 128
megabytes of RAM
potentially)!

At the same time, dramatic
advances are being made in
storage memory  for
office/personal computers.
Traditional hard drives are now
easily and inexpensively
available at 80 megabytes. CD-
ROM, optical disks similar to
those used for music in CD
players, are available on the
market right now at reasonable
prices supporting up to 800
megabytes and CD-ROM
drives capable of up to 2
gigabytes (2,000 megabytes)
should be available for the
desktop market soon.

This means that the power of
the computers available at the
work desk of the average user
has taken a gigantic leap. The
dependance upon the large and
expensive mainframe
computers and minicomputers
is rapidly disappearing, as an
increasing number of tasks
only possible in the past on
the larger computers can now
be accomplished on desk lop
computers.

These more powerful
computers also allow the
emergence of new uses for
computers. Desktop
publishing is an example. A
few years ago the publishing of
a newsletter like this one
required the services of a
graphic artist, typesetter, and
professional printer. Today, a
newsletter like this can be
published totally in-house, at
litle cost, and using a standard
office desk top computer!

Already engineers are talking
of using these new more
powerful desktop computers for
their design work that was
possible in the past only on

powerful  and  expensive
computers developed
specifically for that purpose.

A recent issue of Newsweek
magazine called these machines
the "Third Generation" of
microcomputers. The article
described their capabilities to
include everything from laking
dictation, to reading the mail,
o answering the phone, to
searching and pulling data from
information ~ services, 1o

:!"'[ o

Computers making changes here

processing large amounts of
data quickly, to carrying on a
conversation with you. Over
90% of these capabilities are
already available in computers,
however the
powerful  processors  allow
these capabilities to become
commonplace.

Last issuc we began to
explore  the world of
telecommunication that hag
come to the CNMI with the
inroduction of Tymnet. As
explained in the last issue,
Tymnet is a computer
communications service that
provides CNMI residents with
access o computer information
networks on the mainland,
Canada, and throughout the
world.

It is hard to comprehend the
vast quantity of information
that is now available to us

through a  modem and
computer. An  online
information  service  called
Dialog is available via
Tymnet. It has over 200

complete  bibliographic and
reference data bases available
online. These data bases range
from encyclopedias, to
biography indexes, to labor
statistics, to cconometrics, to
child abuse & neglect, to
patents, to credit listings, to
Federal Abstracts, to the
philosopher's index, to regional
business news, to insurance
claims, to the stock exchange
and on and on... All of this is
available on one service.

There are hundreds of

information services available,
To get detailed information on
the services that are available
on  Tymnet follow the
instructions provided in the Jast
issue of The CJPA Bulletin.
However, when it is time to
enter the user name, instead of
typing DELPHI enter the word
'information’,  This will take
you into a menu driven
explanation of the services
offered by Tymnet and the
various information services
that can be reached via Tymnet.

have modems yet, a copy of
the list of available services
can be obtained from Pacific .
Connection on Guam. At the
CIPA we have made a hard
copy of this information .from
the computer and are willing o
share this information as it
appears to be  public
information. '

A particularly useful service
is electronic mail. For those
local agencies which must deal
with counterpart agencies on
the mainland, it is a quick and
easy way to get information
back and forth at less cost than
a long distance telephone call
and without the need for
getting up at two in the
morming to make a phone call.

The information services cost
money and any agency that
wishes to make use of this
valuable resource will need to
increase its telecommunication
budget to accomodate this
additional expense. However,
the access to professional
references and up to the minute
information places the CNMI
professional on a par with his
or her mainland counterpart
regarding available references.
This, in itself, makes up for

any additional costs.

On a different topic, there
have been big changes in the

microcomputer world in the
past few months. These
changes will be looked at in
the next issue. ‘
While it is old news to the
computing "true  believers”
among the readership of this
newsletter, for the rest of our
readers--the CNMI now has
telecommunications capability!
As of February 20, a Tymenet
node hasbeen installed and is
operational on Saipan.

This means that from our
computers and modems here in
the CNMI we can access
almost any major commercial
database service in the U.S.
Lawyers can do legal rescarch
now using some of the most
complete legal libraries in the
world simply by accessing
Lexus or Westlaw on their
computer. This could be done
before, if you wanted to make a
long distance call to Guam or
the States. Now you can make
the call at local rates...no long
distance charges. You still end
‘up paying for the particular
database service you are using
but now the long distance
phone rates are gone. This
makes use of the information
services a reasonable
proposition.

What about the rest of the

justice system? Lawyers have
Lexus and Westlaw, what do
we have? The CJPA has just
joined ACAnet. This is an
information service sponsored
by the American Correctional
Association. It provides the
latest in techniques and ideas in
the field of corrections, online
consultant services, electronic
mail, translation of messages,
ability to order correctional
products and publications,
library service, AP wireservice,
specialized databases,
correctional  software, polls,
and on and on... It is also
possible to access the FBI
computer network (NCIC) with
proper  authorization  for
criminal history information
and other services provided by
the FBL
Do you need to get a letter to
Washington by the end of the
day? MCI mail allows you to
enter your letter on the
computer in your office, send it
to the city of your choice
where it will be printed out on
a laser writer and deposited in
the local mail. Normally this
ensures same day delivery.

Public safety
employee
sentenced to
5 years;
Termis
suspended

An employee of the
Department of Public Safety
was sentenced Aug. 3 to five
years imprisonment for stealing
$3,098.45 from the
govemnment.

Chief Judge Robert A. Hefner
suspended the jail term on
condition that Juan D. Babauta,
assistant timekeeper at the
DPS.not be employed by the
Commonwealth  government
during the five-year period of
the suspended sentence.

Babauta was also ordered to
return the amount which he
received between June 22,1986
and May 15,1987 as excess pay.
Actually, Babauta returned the
money before the sentencing.

The prohibition against
government employment was
requested by Assistant Attorney
General S. Jane Haggerty, who
prosecuted the case. In a
memorandum to the court, she
said "there is nothing to
prevent the defendant from
conspiring with timekeepers to
commit similar offenses."

She added that a number of
similar cases are currently under
review by the AG's office.

In another caseJudge Jose S.
Dela Cruz on Aug. 4 sentenced
Francisco Tudela Santos to two
years of supervised probation
for sexually abusing a child.

Santos,22, was earlier accused
of having sexual contact with a
15-year-old girl.

In addition to the two-year
probation, Santos was also
ordered to perform 100 hours of
community work.

ON QUALITY HEALTH CARE

The other day, | met a young girl who has just been discharged after a week'’s stay at the Common-
wealth Health Center (CHC). When | asked whether there was anything she was going to miss about
the new hospital, the girl said simply: “‘the nurses.”

That sums up the way many patients feel after being discharged from hospitals. Nurses are, after all,
the primary caregivers in the hospital. We see our doctor for a short visit every day while hospital-
ized. The remaining hours and minutes, we depend on the nurses.

But, for too long a time now, the Commonwealth has faced a severe shortage of hospital nurses.
And everything indicates that there are fewer students choosing nursing as a career, leading to more
severe shortages in the future. This forces health care decisionmakers to more hiring of nurses from
outside the Commonwealth.

The reasons for the shortage are predictably complex. The issue intersects the changing role of
women and the changing role of our hospital. Local women seeking career fulfillment have a multi-
tude of options open to them today — many of which pay better and a number of which demand
less than nursing. CHC, on the other hand, is facing sicker patients as well as well as a formidable
financial constraint, leaving nurses the dubious opportunity of working harder for modest increases

in salary.

The quality of hospital care depends upon the quality of hospital nursing. And where hospital nursing
is concern, quality is exceptionally hard to maintain without quantity. No matter how good a nurse t
is, she cannot be stretched out so thin that demands for her skills are impossible to meet.

It is time that legislators — who are also sometimes patients themselves — begin to do what can be
done to ensure a continuing pool of qualified local nursing personnel. Adequate funding for nursing
education is clearly an essential. Unfortunately, the federal government has cut funding for nursing
programs over the years, The Commonwealth government has yet to ever provide any funding worth-
while enough to mean anything — we have simply relied on federal funds.

Action is needed if we are to avoid a care crisis. Continued federal
funding will not solve all the problems, and the continued absence
of local funding has a price few of us would wish to pay.

As a hospital patient, no one wants to ring the call button and
encounter an overburdened nurse. Even more certainly, no one
want to encounter no nurse at all.

he felt once those engines were
redone, then a six-month power
rationing which may be
implemented  during  the
overhaul of the power plant's
four big engines, may not have
to be done.

"At one time that power
Plant was giving Saipan all the
power it needed," he said. "I
don't see any reason why the
Puerto Rico plant shouldn't be
rehabilitated,” he said,

The governor's special
assistant told the crowd of
about 50 local business leaders
that he felt that a certain type
of generator/engine
combination should be used,
because to use other types of
equipment would mean retro-
fiting the plant site with
different switchgears, he said.

Guerrero  said. "If you look
down from Capitol Hill on
your way down, look down at
the power plant's smoke
stacks. That power plant is not
supposed to burn brown smoke
at the stacks. It's supposed to
show a very white - invisible
type - smoke. If you see
brown, then you know one of
those engines are ready to go
down,

“All four (are now ready) to
go down at anytime," Guerrero
said.

Saying that he had not come
to the meeting to "talk to you
on the administration's
recommendations - I come as a
private citizen with real
concerns. . . ." He said that
“concem is also registered in
the administration on my
recommendations for power,
water and sewer."

Outlining the power plant's
problems with being run so
long without an overhaul,
Guerrero said that each engine

has  a “capacity  of 72
meagawatts and the four
engines generate a little over
28 megawatts, "Out of 28.8
(megawatt total capacity)," the
governor's assistant said, a
good portion of time during
peak use, the island's electrical
load is almost to that peak
production. "Every time I walk
into the switchgear room," he
said, "I get scared because I see
a load from 23-to-25 megawatt
consumption."

If one of the four engines
goes down because of being
overextended, "then you start
seeing power being
sectionalized every four or six
hours. I don't think anybody
would like to see that," he said.

Almost each time Guerrero
would pause to collect his
thoughts, someone in the
audience would raise their hand
to ask a question about the
government's role in the power
problem. At one time the
questioning  became 50
emotional and angry, that the
special assistant told the crowd

that he was gefting "tired of the
overall problems and was
thinking  about re-entering
private life again."

One of the first questions
asked dealt with the actual cost
10 generate power on Saipan,
"Do you know what it COStS to
generate a kilowatt hour on
Saipan?"  one businessman
asked him,

Guerrero attempted to dodge
a direct answer by saying "It all
depends . . . . . " He said the
cost of fuel has a lot 1o do with
final costs of electricity, and
right now the engines use a
more expensive gas/oil formula
which Department of Public
Works supervisor  John
Pangelinan said has extended
the life of the overhauls way
past their 8,000-hour
recommended period,

Pressing the question, the
chamber members repeated;
“does it cost 30 cents per
kilowatt hour, 25 cents per
kilowatt hour . . . what IS the

Mom bails

Theft suspect Francisco R.
Santos stepped out of jail at
about 7:30 p.m. Aug. 2 after
her mother paid a $1,000 bail.
About 10 minutes later he was
back in jail on new and more
serious charges.

Francisco and his brothers
Jesus, Jose and Vicente and
their parents and the wives of
two brothers were earlier
accused of numerous counts of
burglary, theft and receiving
stolen property.The parents and
the wives were released
temporarily but the brothers
were put in jail.

Francisco's lawyer succeeded
in having his client's bail
reduced from $10,000 to
$1,000. On Aug.2, Francisco's
mother paid the amount at the
police station in Susupe.While
he was still at the police
parking area Francisco was
arrested by Capt. Joseph
Castro.

The arrest warrant was issued
at about 4:30 p.m. July 3,
while Santos was still in jail.
It was issued five minutes after
a new complaint was filed in
court by the attorney general.

The six-count information
alleges that Jose . committed
perjury by making a false

statement under oath in an-

earlier case. The complaint also
accuses Francisco of illegal
possession of marijuana. On

But Francisco R. Santos back in the
pokey on more serious charges

May 23, Francisco, Vicente
and Jose allegedly received or
retain property stolen from the
Saipan Ice Co.On the same day
the three allegedly received
property stolen from Augustine
Flores and from Johnny Fong.

The most serious allegation
was against Francisco and
Vicente for solicitation of
murder. According to the
information, the two brothers
on July 26 commanded or
encouraged another person to:
kill a person believed to be a
government informer. Two raids
on the Santos property at As
Mahetog several months ago
which resulted in the filing of
charges against the Santos
family were based on a tip
from a private citizen.

In another case, Tokio
Marine and Fire Insurance Co.
Ltd. asked the court on Aug. 3
to declare that an insurance

policy issued by the firm to
Marianas Ocean Enterprises did
not cover the accidental death
in November 1986 of an MOE
client.

According to the complaint
for declaratory relief filed by
Tokio counsel Thomas C.
Sterling,the insurance policy
issued to MOE in March 1986
specifically excluded coverage
for scuba diving
activities.Tsuneo Ikewaki died
in Laulau while participating
in a dive tour under the
supervision of MOE, according
to the complaint.

Norimasa Tani, representing
Ikewaki and his heirs, sued
MOE and some of its officials
for $3.5 million for damages.
MOE, according to Tokio,
called upon the insurance firm
to pay for any damages or loss
that may be assessed against
MOE in the Ikewaki case.

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O'Connor says CNMI will be allowed
to run their own government affairs

Two men who have a keen interest in how the
Commonwealth is governed - U.S. Attorney Bob
O'Connor and his assistant, George Proctor, were
asked to make an appearance on Capitol Hill
August 4 to give some advice. Plus, many of the
legislators wanted to get some idea what the two
men were going to be up to if they started looking
into some of the public officials way of doing

things here.

O'Connor tried to set the solons' minds at ease
by telling them that the U.S. govemment or his
office wasn't "going to come in here and try and tell
you how to run your government."” The Guam-based
U.S. Attorney said he was "grateful for the chance
to appear before you and have the chance to build a

mutual understanding.”

As far as the U.S. govemment and the
Justice Department is concerned, O'Connor
said they feel that matters of government
should defer to the language of the Covenant,"
or letting local politicians run their own
business - so long as it is run legally.

Several court decisions have made it quite
clear that U.S. criminal law is enforceable in
the CNMI, and will prevail if a conflict
develops with U.S. laws and those of the
Commonwealth. He also made mention that
not all portions of the U.S. Constitution
apply here, and that affects how some
enforcement is applied.

Ray Riley, Legal Council for the CNMI
legislature had a lot of questions for the pair of

The Saipan Chamber of
Commerce voted Monday to
approve a resolution which
goes on record as 'beipg_ in
favor of land use restrictions
through rezoning laws. Many
CNMI  businesmen  and
developers have complained in
the past that no guidelines are
available - or being formulated -
to heep the isalnd from being
either overdeveloped or land
being used in ways not
condusive to good growth.
Their resolution says:
A resolution relative to a
comprehensive zoning law and

request for legislative action.

Whereas, the Saipan
Chamber of Commerce, since
1979, has consistently
supported the enactm ent of a
comprehensive zoning law for
the CNMI and has made several
requests that such legislation
be enacted by the Legislature;
and

Whereas, the current high
rate of development in
businesses and private
activities is being done without
sufficient control, order, or
considertion for the
environment, maximum use of

. land, respect for cultural and

historical matters; and
Whereas, there is an urgent
and immediate need for
legislation on zoning,
otherwise, to wait until
extensive and uncontrolled
deevlopment have occurred will
be too late; and
Whereas, on January 28,
1986, House Bill No. 5-31
(zoning bill) was introduced
and referred to the House
Committee on Health,
Education and Welfare; and
Whereas, the Committee has
reported back to the House on
any activities relative to the
Bill or any recommendation for
action by the Legislature; and
Whereas, the Saipan
Chamber of Commerce has
reviewed House Bill No. 5-31

and is prepared to make
comments, suggested additions,
deletions, changes,
improvements, and  other
recommendations; and
Whereas, the Saipan
Chamber of Commerce feels
strongly that the Legislature
should act on such a Bill and
should act immediately without
further delay. Now therefore,
Be it resolved that the Saipan
Chamber of Commerce hereby
makes the following requests
of and recommendations to the
Commonwealth Legislature:

1. That the Legislative
Committee in possession of
House Bill No\5-31 should
promptly  schedule  public
hearings and solicit testimony
from all parties who may have
an interest in the Bill,
including the Saipan Chamber

of Commerce.

2. Upon receipt of all
testimony, written, oral or
othewise, the Committee
prompily make its
recommendation to the
respective  House for it to
consider the zoning bill as
soon as possible.

3. That the Legislature
promptly enact a zoning code
for the CNMI and transmit the
same promptly to the Governor
for his consideration.

Be it further resolved that a
copy of this resolution be
transmitted to the President of
the Senate, Speaker of the
House, House Committee on
Health, Education and Welfare,
the Governor, the Mayors' of
Saipan, Tinian and Rota, and
the Directors for Indigenous
Affairs, Carolinian Affairs, and
Women's Affairs.

you to the hospital in the
mayor's car.”

Manglona and Senate Vice-
President Jose Mafnas entered
the chamber at 10:10
amManglona assured the
protesters that it was not his
intention to delay passage of
the appropriation bill.He was
immediately subjected to verbal
attacks by the DPS
employees."You're not carrying
out your constitutional
responsibility,"Capt. Greg
Camacho said."It's a fact that
the mayor is your brother."

The House and the Senate are
playing political
games,"Manibusan  said."By
playing political games you're
depriving the people of the
right to be protected."

In an emotional response to
the  protesters  Manglona
said:"You look at me as a
Rotanese and I'm not equal."”

The crowd responded:"No.""

Manglona attributed the delay
in the ©passage of the
appropriation bill to the failure
by the House to follow
legislative procedure. He said
that the House had two courses
of action on HB 5-184 after it
was amended by the Senate:
approve the bill as amended, or
reject it.Once rejected the bill
would go into a conference
commillee lo enable
representatives of both houses
to thresh out their differcnces
and come out with a mutually
acceptable bill."It would take
only a few minutes,"
Manglona said.

In an earlier interview he said
the House was circumventing
the legislative process."I will
not entertain their foolish
business that everytime th3ey
don't like the  Senate
amendment they would re-
introduce a new version,"he
said during the interview
Augd.

Interviewed on the same day,
Rep. Juan S.  Torres,
Manglona's counterpart in the
lower house, said the third
option open to the House (and
which it took) was to refer HB
5-184, as amended, back to the
Committee on Appropriations.

Manglona said the Senate
passed Senate Bill 5-104 on
Jan. 20 and transmitted it to
the House on the same day.The
bill, providing for salary
increases t0 mayors and
resident department heads, has
remained unacted in the House
since then. "I'm sitting on it,"
Torres said,"because 1 want a
review on its constitutionality
and legality."

House inaction on SB 5-104
left the Senate no choice but to
include it in HB 5-184,
according to Manglona.

Chief legislative counsel Ray
Riley, in a separate interview
Aug. 5, said the proposed pay
increase for mayors and resident
department heads was legal and
constitutifonal.

prosecutors, especially how
they planned to investigate
alleged graft in the CNMI
government. O'Connor was
circumspect on how
investigations would be done,
but he said several federal laws
and acronyms would be
involved. Violations of the
Hatch Act which forbids
government employees from
engaging in on-duty political
activity was one method of
enforcement. However, the
legislators and Riley were very
interested in  the  anti-
racketeering RICO act
prosecutions and methodology.

The U.S. attorney turned
things over to Proctor, newly
arrived from Arkansas. He had
been actively involved in
prosecuting several Arkansas
County Judges (sort of like
county administrators who aiso
handled such things as roads\
construction, etc.) Two judges
were sent to prison because
they accepted kickbacks from
certain firms - and Proctor said
he helped put them there.

He and O'Connor said the
RICO provisions of federal law
are actually used to enforce
state laws. O'Connor said the
method is rarely used because
of all that is involved in it. "In
Arkansas I was called in to
prosecute because the county
prosecutors said it was a
'political hot' issue, a felt
uncomfortable being involved
in any prosecution. They were
elected officials, and such a case
might cost them their jobs
come election time, Proctor

said - quoting the Arkansas
Prosecutors.

QO'Connor  differentiated
between the varying degrees of
which can be interpreted. he
said a public official could geta
lesser prison term for accepting
a "gratuity”, as opposed to a
"bribe." He also said that he
person making either an offer
of a bribe or a gratuity can be
prosecuted and sent to jail, just
the same as the one taking an
offer.

There is a thin line between
gratuity and bribe, he said.
Using the example of an
official talking to someone and
saying "I sure would like to go
to Eirope, my wife has always
wanted me to take her there . . .
" and leaving it at that would
be a gratuity if the someone
offered to send the official there
all expenses paid - and with no
expectation of return of the
favor.

That is more or less a
"oratuity”, but if that same
official tells the person.that if
they will pay for the trip to
Europe then they will get the
public's business - that's
bribery and the solicitation of
bribery. Both parties could
spend some time in a cell
thinking  things over if
convicted.

Both men also discussed
how important it was for
potential and actual witnesses
to know the testimony and
depositions they give to the
FBI, the IRS, or Inspectors
General officials will be held in
utmost confidentiality.

O'Connor also said persons
asked to talk about what they
know to an FBI agent will
eventually have to talk because
they will just be hauled before
the U.S. attorney on a warrant,
or a grand jury investigating a
certain matter.

He said the "subpoena power
federal officials have is a very
good tool for making people
talk - they know will
eventually have to come
forward with what they know.
If they cooperate, then it just
takes less time," he said.

As far as a grand jury goes,
O'Connor said it was a very
good tool to find out if the
prosecution has a case. "In
most cases if we can't convince
a grand jury we have a case,
then we can't convince a petit
jury, wither." If that is the
case, then the government does
not prosecute.

He also said the grand jury
has the power of operating in
complete secrecy, and that
gives them the scope to poke
their noses into anything they
want. If they find no action
needs be taken against an
individual or corporation, then
that's the end of it and no one's
name "gets dragged through the
mud," he said.

In summary, O'Connor said
he and Proctor were on Saipan
to "be a part of the system -

not work against it." He
encouraged the legislators to
ask questions of his office
anytime they had concerns - or
information to help build a
case.

After the meeting with the
protesters  Manglona  and
Mafnas met  with  other
scnators. Later, they mect with
the House lcadership and came
out with a memorandum of
agreement.It was agreed that
the Scnate would pass HB 5-
189 without amendment. The
Scnatc also agreed to pass a
bill to impose additional taxes
on nonrcsident workers and
another  bill to impose a
moratorium on the garment
industry. In return, the House
would pass SB 5-104.Torres
said he would vote in favor of
the bill provided that the
mayors'  $15,000  annual
representation expense is taken
out and an opinion from the
atlormey  general  on  the
constitutionality of the
proposed pay raise is sought.
He also wanted the mayor's
salary to be raised to $30,000,
instead of the $36,000
proposed by the Senate.

Gloria Hunter, special
assistant to the governor for
programs and  legislative
review, said Tenorio was
prepared to sign the bill as
soon as it was transmitted to
him.The Senate passed the bill
early cvening on Aug.5. It was
signed by Tenorio Aug. 6.

Salas also said they were
pleased to witness CNMI
citizens working alongside the
non-residents, operating the
same machines, but felt a
larger percentage could be
locally hired if training
programs were outside the "on-
the-job" ongoing.

for four men

Four men were charged in
court July 31 for allegedly
hunting for coconut crabs out
of season and without
license,court records show.

In an information filed with
the Trial Court, Assistant
Attorney General S. Jane
Haggerty identified the alleged
illegal hunters as Augustin C.
Aguon, Henry P. Castro,
Rogelio P. Trajeco and Serafin
C. Robert. She alleged that on
May 24, 1987 the four were in
possession of 27 coconut

crabs. She also said that on
that date the four did not have
valid hunting licenses.
According to the Division of
Fish and Wildlife the season
for hunting coconut crabs
opens on Sept.]l and closes on
Nov.3 every year.The division
issues hunting licenses for $5
each. Allowable catch is 10
crabs a day and 50 crabs for the
whole season for each hunter.
Illegal hunting is punishable
by a finc of not more than
$5,000 or six months
imprisonment or both.
