by Harold Bloom, assistant
inspector general for audits,
criticizes MIHA for its admini-
stration of the Koblerville turn-
key housing project. That letter
alleges that MIHA was sloppy in
its paperwork and with its pay-
ment procedures. This, along
with other problems with other
contracts, has cost the agency
millions of public dollars.

Basically the same letier was
sent to Jesus P. Mafnas, chair-
man of the MIHA board, making
the same allegations.

The letters state that billings of
$11 million for 110 houses in
Koblerville were made by the
prime contractor, Sumitomo
Construction, and the audit was
to determine if MIHA’s contract
administration procedures en-
sured compliance contract terms
and whether the billings submit-
ted by the contractor were legal

under the contract terms.
What the audit found was
that about 30 percent of those
$11 million in billings were not
allowable under the contract
rules. The audit report said that
$3,167497 would be disal-
lowed - laving a total of
$7,838,510 which should be
paid to the contractor.
The OIG’s office alleged in
their letters to Tenorio and
Mafnas that “ . . the housing
authority’s procedures for ad-
ministering contracts were in-
adequate “ to make sure no
contract cheating or bogus bill-
ings were paid. “Asa result the
housing authority did not de-
tect over-billings of $2.2 mil-
Jion for construction and other
items ...” the letters told the
two CNMI officials.

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Boat goes under judge's

gavel: Used to haul dope

An 11-th hour juvenile witness with
“highly incredible” testimony didn’t help.
Miguel P. Agulto, 45, of Chalan Kanoa, was
found guilty of manufacturing and traffick-
ing marijuana in a June 22 trial, and was
forced to forfeit his 19-foot Bayliner boat to
the government.

Agulto will be formally sentenced for the
crime on July 28.

Government prosecutor Ray Buso had
alleged that Agulto was responsible for
growing over 50 marijuana plants adjacent
tothedefendant’s farm in Kagman, and that
he was responsible for a plant identified as
marijuana by police, which was found in a
search of his boat just before departing from
Tinian earlier this year..

Commonwealth Trail Court Judge Jose
Dela Cruz later found him guilt of those
charges. “The court presumes that there is
trafficking,” Dela Cruz said. “Fifty five
plants; that’s a lot of plants.

“The court also finds that the boat was
used to transport contraband,” he said.

Defense attorney David Wiseman had
asked the court to allow the case be tried
before a jury, given the stiff penalties in-
volved in forfeiture of property. However,
Commonwealth Trail Court Judge Ramon
Villagomez denied that motion in an earlier
decision.

The defense had brought in a 15-year-old
boy at the end of the trial, who testified that
the he was responsible for growing the
plants. But Dela Cruz said the boy’s testi-
mony was “highly incredible” and that he
would disregard it.

Buso’s closing argument focused on the
physical location of the plantation, only
about 15 feetaway from Aglulto’s farm, and
a short distance away from a water tap that

supplied an irrigation system for the farm, |

the prosecutor said.

Although Buso said a path to the planta-
tion, a watering hose for the plants and the
actual plants could be clearly seen from the
water tap, Agulto testified that he was not
aware of the plantation. '

document. Also, certain parts
of the story are placed in em-
phasis. Such emphasis is that of
the newspaper and does not
show in the original report.

As reported in Tuesday’s issue
of the Variety,the newspaper has
obtained a copy of the “Flash
Report” issued by the office of
Inspector General dealing with
the MIHA contract with OCK
and construction of the Sugar
King Subdivision, This informa-
tion was obtained through United
States “Freedom of Information
laws” requests.

This is the second time the
newspaper has examined the
audit. The first was earlier this
year when former reporter Nick
Legaspi obtained a clandestine
copy of the same report.

The newer version contains
more data and points a stronger

- finger at mismanagement of

MIHA, as well as an attempt to
‘pass the buck’ by governor
Pedro P. Tenorio. Recommenda-
tions and opinions in the docu-
ment provided by the OIG’s of-
fice strongly suggest that the
governor’s initial response to the
report doesn’t go far enough and
should be amended.

Justice Department officials on
Guam have indicated an interest
in looking into the relationship
between MIHA, it’s chairman,
Jesus P. Mafnas, and OCK Con-
struction Ltd. Paul Vernier, act-
ing U.S. Attorney for this district,

told Gnam Cable news earlier this
week that his office “is always
interested” in allegations of the
sort made by the OIG’s office.

Assistant U.S. Attorney
George Proctor said in an inter-
view earlier this week that he
would not confirm, nor would he
deny that the Justice department
through the U.S. Attorney and the
Federal Bureau of Investigation
isinvestigating the allegations of
financial hanky-panky portrayed
in the OIG audit.

The Sugar King subdivision is ’

only part of the unhappiness in
MIHA’s financial dealings ex-
pressed by the OIG. Elsewhere in
today’s issue is a story dealing
with the alleged problems with
the awarding contracts for the
Koblerville housing project.
Also, a multi-million dollar law-
suit has been filed against
Sumitomo Construction and oth-
ers in Commonwealth Trial
Court by an unsuccessful bidder
on that project.

At the center of the OCK con-
tract with MIHA for the Sugar
King 1I subdivision is MIHA’s
chairman, Jesus P. Mafnas. He
plays manyroles in the Common-
wealth, including acting as chair-
man of the Republican Party, and
is the personnel director of the
Commonwealth.

He recently underwent trial for
alleged conspiracy to extort and
extortion of former hotel owner
Adrian Johnston. A jury heard
evidence for three weeks then

returned as a hung jury, with
unconfirmed reports that the vote
was 11-1 NOT guilty.

The OIG’s audit report and
letters to the governor state that
when MIHAs board of director’s

metonJanuary 22, 1987 toenter-

‘tain the contract proposal of
OCK, Mafnas told the other
board members that (according to
the audit report) that they didn’t
have to submit the proposal to
competitive bidding. This was
later backed up by the CNMI
Attorney General’s office.
Mafnas was questioned by at
least one other board member
why no competitive bidding was

being done and he was quoted by
the report as saying that “ .. the
Commonwealth’s procurement
regulations were not applicable
to the housing authority (and) a

. sole source procurement could be
justified on the basis that without
the contractor’s assistance, the
loan would not be available to the
Housing Authority.”

His statement was made to the
board in spite of the fact the
MIHA directors had already put
into play a series of events which
would require them to award
contracts on a strict competitive
bidding process.

This was implemented after a

1986 audit of another project by
the OIG that recommended that
competitive bidding be the rule.
The 1988 OIG audit report
secured by the newspaper said
that despite what Mafnas was
alleged to have told the other
board members, “ .. We re-
viewed the procurement docu-
ments and found no evidence that
other contractors had been con-
tacted to determine if similar loan
arrangements were available. /n
addition the Housing Authority's
legal counsel stated that at the
time of the contract award the
sole-source procurement was

Cruz said in his ruling. “It’s -

On June 13, 1988 the Com-
monwealth Utilities Corporation
(CUC) adopted emergency regu-
lations relating to electric power
service. The regulations cover
various topics related to electric
power service, including the
general characteristics of electric
service provided, application
requirements, rights of access for
maintenance and repair, meter-
ing, billing and payment prac-
tices, and other matters.

The regulations shall be effec-
tive for 120 days from June 13,
1988 and may be reviewed at the
office of the CUC Executive
Director on the second floor of
the CNMI Administration Build-
ing. Regular electric service
regulations shall be promulgated
within the 120 days of June 13,
1988.

Sen. Jose Mafnas, acommittee
member, said in the hearing he
did not have enough information
todecide a position on the bill, but
he raised several questions on the
measure. “What if a nonresident
worker gets pregnant by force, by
rape?” he said. “Are we still
going to castigate this individual
because she was raped?

“The other concern that I have
is that we seem to be castigating
the pregnant lady and not doing
anything to the individual that
fathered the child,” he said. “Are
we doing away with not having
the father being responsible as
well? It takes two to tango.”

Mafnas also took to task a pro-
vision of the bill that says non-
residents would be allowed to
bear children in the Common-
wealth if they are married to a
U.S. or Commonwealth citizen.
“I think there’s a constitutional
question on this,” he said. “I think
there is freedom of choice to
choose your own mate.”

The senator also said he does
not think the bill, if passed into
law, would help to stop the influx
of alien workers.

Guerrero replied to some of

Mafnas’ criticism. “Perhaps lan-
guage could be included in the
bill to say that perhaps, in the case
of rape, the female must identify
whoever raped her and the rapist
must pay for the female’s trans-
portation back home. Then she
could have the baby at home and
she could come back if she wants
[O.”

He also said he think the bill
will help to curb the importation
of alien workers. “If they know
that there is such a law, they
might not come to Saipan,” he
said.

Anicia Tomokane, special as-
sistant to the governor for
women’s affairs, did not testify,
but said in an interview that she
supports the general intent of the
bill. But she said the legislation
should contain language that puts
some responsibility on the father.
“I feel that the lady should have
the right to go through some kind
of due processto get some kind of
support from the guy,” To-
mokane said. “If that provision is
put there, I would say that is fair,”
she said.

Otherwise, “When you have a
her pregnant, you won’t have any
responsibility anymore,” To-
mokane said. “I don’t want to

the courts decide its constitution-
glity. “Many times we in the leg-

ing certain legislation because
our consultants or lawyers will
tell us that certain legislation that
we are planning to introduce is
not consistent with the
Constitution,” he said. “I don’t
think that any of these lawyers or
consultants are in any position to
say with great certainty whether a
certain issue is unconstitutional
or not. I would like to reserve this
constitutional decision for the
judge to rule.

“In my case, let the judge rule
on the constitutionality of Senate
bill 6-110if itbecomesalaw,” he
said.

Guerrero also said he drafted
the bill as a kind of challenge to
the federal government. “I’'m sort
of sending the federal govern-
ment a message that if they can-
notgivefull U.S. citizenship toall
the people of the -Common-
wealth, then they should change
their interpretation not to allow
alien-bom children in the CNMI
tobecome U.S. citizens,” he said.

The senator’s family has a
stake in that stance. Lucy Peters
Guerrero, the senator’s wife, a
former British citizen who used a
Trust Territory passport that ex-
pired in 1986, has been waiting
almost two years for the United
States to issue her a passport.

In determining the government subsidy per hour of employees
whose monthly earnings are fixed, the following formula would be
used: fixed monthly income multiplied by 12 months; divided by 52
weeks; divided by 40 hours, according to the bill.

The legislation would not apply to people who are self-employed,
paid by commission, part-time workers, or workers in a family busi-
ness.

The bill also balances government subsidy with future increases in
minimum wage. The subsidy would go down by an amount equal to the
percent of increase in minimum wage, according to the bill.

The measure also would provide stiff penalties for the falsification
of time and attendance records: not more than one year in jail, a fine of
not more than $5,000, or both.

Sumitomo officials in Japan and allegedly entered
into a secret agreement, the complaint says.

Sumitomo Corporation and Sumitomo Con-
struction Company would also allegedly give them
one percent of all payments to be made to the
corporation and the construction company from the
MIHA project, in exchange for assistance and influ-
ence to assure the successful completion of the
project, according to the docurnent.

The complaint lists several payments to the men,
including a $14,000 check to the Commonwealth
Examiner, Inc., a newspaper owned by Oscar Rasa
at the time. Rasa signed a letter allegedly falsely
billing Sumitomo Corporation for $24,000 for serv-
ices and materials he claimed were provided to the
construction company by the newspapet, the com-
plaint said.

The story takes another twist with Masahiro
Ishii, who was allegedly instructed by an Sumitomo
Corporation official to pay $30,000 to Robert W.F.
Choy, an official of Farmer’s Home Administra-
tion. “The purpose of these payments was to induce
Robert W.F. Choy to use his official capacity inan
improper and illegal manner in order to induce
payments from Farmer’s Home Administration for
the benefit of Sumitomo. . .concerning the 300-unit
Tumkey project,” the complaint alleges. Choy ac-
cepted the $30,000 from Ishii in June of 1984 in a

Honolulu hotel, it said.

Choy has since pleaded guilty to those charges
brought in a federal indictment, and he is currently
awaiting sentencing, along with an accomplice, Alma
Valdez.

The final circumstance alleged in the complaint is
that as of March 1, 1988, Sumitomo had billed MTHA
for about $11 million, approximately $3.2 million of
which went for items not allowed under the contract.
That disallowal was made by an audit performed by
the Office of the Inspector General

Count I, intentional interference with prospective
contractual relation, alleges that Luen Thai is entitled
o lost profits of about $4.1 million and to $20 million
in damages, and attorney’s fees.

Count II, conspiracy to commit fraud, and fraud
itself, alleges that Luen Thai “was dixectly and proxi-
mately damaged as a consequence of the deceitful and
fraudulent representations of defendants.

Plaintiff (Luen Thai), in reliance upon the fraudu-
lent and deceitful representations of Defendants, sub-
mitted a bid which did include the payment of govern-
ment taxes, minimum wage requirements, obtaining
business licenses and permits, an outdoor kitchen and
water tank, and a power distribution system.”

That count also asks for $4.1 million in lost profits,
$20 million in damages and attorney fees.

Aiding and abetting and others to commit a tort (a
civil wrong)it the third count, which asks for the same
damages again.

that trust, Accordingly, in the counsel’s opinion the chairman could not
totally ignore the Commonwealth's procurement regulations.”

OIG'’s report said that members of the contractor’s association said
that a sole-source procnrement was not justifiable in the Sugar King
project because “ . . several on-island contractors were capable of
performing the contract. . “

The Sugar King contract was given to OCK in January, 1987, and in
March MIHA adopted regulations which matched those already in place
in the CNMI government.

The planned 300-497 single residences of two-to-four bedroom
homes were to be constructed on Saipan, Tinian and Rota and was tobe
aso-called “turnkey project” which would includeall roads, utilities, etc.
The contract was 10 be between 15-25 million dollars, based on housing
needs determined by the housing authority. But the audit report shows
that the “housing survey” done by MIHA was not very comprehensive,
it was in fact - very sloppy.

Most of the determination to initially build the 52-unit Sugar King
subdivision came from the “study” by MIHA that did not utilize a
scientific survey. Instead, MIHA reviewed 200 applications for home-
stead lots. “ . . .these applications indicated only a desire to obtain a
homestead lot pot adesireto purchasea housing unitinth division,”
the audit said. )

Furthermore, of those 200 applications for a lot, . . at least 86 had
annual household incomes of $7,000 or less which would limitboth their
ability to qualify or repay a loan,” the audit report said.

Coupled with these problems, MIHA has not had a great success in
selling other housing offerings. The OIG report said that the 1982-87
proposed 300-unit Koblerville housing area done by Sumitomo Con-
struction and now entwined in controversy jtself, only had 110 units
constructed. Of those houses 16 remain unsold and another nine were in
the process of being repossessed at the time of the audit.

Plus, another failed MIHA project was a 24-unit subdivision in
Tinian’s San Jose Village in which only four homes had been sold at the
time of audit.

OCK project

The aggregate obligation for
Koblerville and the Tinian proj-
ects could not be recovered until
the homes are sold, the report
said.

Yet, faced with these other fail-
ures, Mafnas and other board
members decided toproceed with
the OCK project, but the only
way that the construction com-
pany could do the work was if
MIHA advanced $10 million to
OCK. According to the OIG
audit, as of Sept. 30,1986, a few
months before the MIHA con-
tract was awarded, OCK was in
what_could most kindly be de-
scribed as a “cash-poor”
condition. “. . Current liabilities
exceededassets by $198,556" the
reportsaid, as well as the fact that
OCK was ‘in the hole’ to the tune
of $2,690,949 in deficit balance
«. . . which was due primarily to
bank overdrafts,” the OIG said.

Adding to OCK’s shaky finan-
cial condition was the fact that the
company had to $366,000 from
the Commonwealth Develop-
ment Authority in February, 1987
(after it had already won the con-
tract) just to pay the required
performance bond premium.

“Thus it was apparent that the
contractor was not financially
sound or capable of providing
the interim financing” the fed-
eral auditors concluded.

Governor Tenorio seemed
quite surprised at that revelation.
In a March 31, 1988 letter to
Harold Bloom, assistant inspec-
tor general in Washington, D.C.,
he wrote “ . .. we were quite
surprised by the updated finan-
cial condition of OCK. We have
asked for their financial state-
ments covering a period of five
years. The Public auditor will
provide me an assessment of the
present financial strength of
OCK and determine whether
anyone was given false informa-
tion priortosigningthe contract.”

Problems immediately started
for MIHA when they advanced
the $10 million because they had
to get the money from CDA who
didn’t have that amount of cash
laying "around. So, CDA bor-
rowed the money from Bank of
America in Singapore.

Then MIHA borrowed back
from OCK $682,918 on which

That $10 million advance pay-
ment for work given to OCK was
supposed to have been used to
acquire needed material and
equipment and to do the on-site
improvements. Instead of doing
what was approved in its applica-
tion, the audit report alleges that
OCK first used three million of
the money to actually capitalize
the actual company which would
do the project. About $300,000
was spent in loan arrangement
fees, but the bulk of the money -
$6.6 million was immediately
invested in foreign banks where it

cent for OCK. The OIG report
qualified those amounts by say-
ing that “ . . we were unable to
verify these amounts to the
contractor’s records.”

Taking all of these factors into
consideration, the Inspector
General’s office concluded that
. ..“The contractor appeared not
to have adequate resources 10
perform the contract.”

Because the $10 million loan
was secured using the
Commonwealth’s ‘good name’,
the OIG’s audit sent alarm bells
ringing by saying that “ . . .risk
associated with the project was
transferred from the contrac-
tor to the Housing Authority
and ultimately to the Common-
wealth.” .

All of these back-and-forth
loans had a price. According to

a floating loan rate that was
modified every three months.
That rate was one percent above
the rate of interest publicly an-
nounced at the bank’s head office
in San Francisco.

Initially that rate was 8.5 per-
cent, but was raised to 9.25 per-
cent by the time the audit was
completed. But, the prime rate
has shown a steady upward trend,
thus spelling an increasing finan-
cial load on MIHA — just to keep
up with interest payments.

OIL SPECIFICATIONS AND SAE GRADES

If one wants to eat a refreshing picce of food and
decides to try & peach — and if he has never before
eaten a peach, he will never knaw whether it will
be what he wants until he has eaten it. The user of
a lubricating oil will never know whether it will
do what he wants an oil to do until he puts it to

* use. Just as the physical and chemical prupesties

of a peach cannot give the answer to its being a
satisfactory food, so it is with a lubricant.

After eating & peach and enjoying it, you mighe
like anather.  you did not know its name, you
could describe its propertics to a fruit supplicr and
sccure another. A specification mighe include the
following: Relatively round and abouc 215" in
diameter. Exterior covered with a fuzzy-fecling
skin. Color —light yellow with red splotches. Soft

under firm finger pressure. A large almond shaped
seed or stone is to be found at its center, etc.

In like manner, specifications can be and are
written to deseribe a product. Such specificacions
assist a buyer in sccuring the same product over
and over again. They assist the oil refiner in making
a consistently uniform lubricant. In themselves,
these properties will nor torally establish perform-
ance quality. Performance is a relative value — in
the case of a lubricant, to the requirements of the
mechanism to be lubricated.

Oils do possess individual properties which are
very meaningful and which make it possible for
the oil to fulfill its function as a lubricant. Sume of
these properties and their significance are:

VISCOSITY

1t is that physical property of a fluid which offers
resistance to relative motion of its parts. It is a measure
of the physical ability of a fluid to maintain lubrication
under specified conditions of operating speed,
temperature and pressure. ’

Qils which are thick, heavy and offer great resistance
to flow — like molasses on a cold day — are safd to possess
a high viscosity. Oils which flow very easily — like water
for example — are said to possess a low viscosity, or to
be non-viscous ™

Viscosity is usually determined by counting the
number of secondg.of time required for a given quantity
of oil to pass through a small hole at an established

mperature. The instrument in which the measurement
ls made is known as a viscometer. It is scientifically built
and controlled. The most common unit of measurement
is called a centistoke.

The Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE) has estab-
lished crankease oil SAE grades based on centistoke
viscosity units measured at 100°C. (212°F) and cen-
tipoise viscosity units measured at the prescribed
temperature below 0°C. (32°F). Requirements as set
forth by SAE are on the following page.

The Associate Superintendent
and his staff also evaluated the
teachers based on the MIOTA
(Marianas Instrument of Observ-
ing Teaching Activities). Some
of the teachers did an excellent
job in teaching, he said. Some
Tinian teachers said the meeting
between them and the PSS offi-
cials was the “first kind of meet-
ing ever to happen to Tinian” and
that they “learned more things in
the meeting than in the past nine
months.”
All of these findings are docu-
mented in a 60-page report re-
cently released by Quitugua. The
report also has plans of actions to
handle the concerns and the time
lines on which the plans of ac-
tions are to be implemented. The
report has been sent to the Educa-
tion Commissioner and the Tin-
ian School Principal for action.
Quitugua and his program
managers ' also’ conducted the
end-of-the-year broken xerox
machine, lack of communication
between the teachers and school
administration, lack of an over-
head projector, and lack of staff
involvement in decision-making.
Perry Inos, a Rota High
teacher, questioned the substitut-

ing system, saying that he once
substituted in a carpentry class. “1
wasted my time because I had no
knowledge in carpentry. We
might as well get someone from
the Pablic Works or the commu-
nity who has knowledge of car-
pentry to teach the class when
qualified people are not available

On the lack of communication

chines and television sets, render-
ing overhead projectors “obso-
lete”.

He said some of his teachers
complained because they ex-
pected to be sent off-island for
training. “There is no need of off-
island, so called experts to come
in and conduct’ our inservice

Atalig added, “We are having
inservice in every staff meeting.
The teachers perceive training as
going off-island. There is no need
of going off-island for that pur-
pose because we have our own

Quitugua said he would bring
the concerns to the Education
Commissioner’s attention.

WHAT IS A BAPTIST?

Most of the doctrines of Baptists are held in common with other,
Christian groups, but there are definite Baptist "distinctives” as well.
These may be presented in five familiar expressions:

SUPREMECY OF THE SCRIPTURES. All Baptists are "Bible
Baptists." All doctrine and practice must have rootage in the Holy
Scriptures. While there is reasonable latitude of interpretation, where the
language of Scripture is clear, the issue. is settled. It cannot be set aside
by pronouncements on the part of any individual or church or council of
churches. Tradition, however venerable, is not enough. "To the Law and
the Testimony!" (Isa.8:20). :

SOUL LIBERTY. The concept of religious freedom is probably
America's greatest gift to the world, and is pre-eminently a Baptist

.J contribution. When the Baptist colony was established at Providence,

RI, it was the first to establish complete civil and religious liberty for

all. And when the U.S. Constitution was framed, the Baptists of Virginia .

insisted on adequate guarantees for religious liberty, which resulted in
the Bill of Rights’ being added in the form of the first ten amendments.

REGENERATE CHURCH MEMBERSHIP. The Scriptural basis for
regenerate church membership and "believers' baptism” is clear and
decisive. In the New Testament only those who believed were baptized
(Acts 2:41;8:12;8:37;18:8). Infant baptism is ruled out, since the
infant is incapable of belicving. And there is, in Scriptures, no
salvation by baptism. Faith first, then baptism.

AUTONOMY OF THE LOCAL CHURCH. When believers, in voluntary
subjection to Christ, join themselves together as a church, there is no
loss of infiividualily. And the church they form has powers of self-
determination corresponding to the liberties of the individual. A true
New_ "I'cs!ame.nt church has no headquarters but heaven. There is no
provision for its government by any individual or body except the Holy
Spirit working through the members themselves.

SEBABATION OF CHURCH AND STATE. The Lord Jesus recognized
}’wo distinct realms of authority, each having its legitimate claims.
Rf:ndt.f unto Caesar the things that are Caesar's; and unto God the
things whlch. are God's.” (Matt.22:2]). But nowhere do the Scriptures
concede 1o civil authority the right to command the souls of men (Acts
5:29). 'N_or do the Scriptures countenance any usurpation of civil power
by religious forces (John 18:36). There must be no coercion of the
church by the state, and no coercion of the state by the church.

Question: What carries 500 passengers and can
go around the world on one tank of fuel?

Answer: The 563-foot-long U.S.S Bristol
County. ‘

The U.S. Navy ship was docked at Saipan
Monday and Tuesday for sailors and Marines to
enjoy Saipan after a training exercise on Tinian.

Commander David L. Brewer III said in an
interview this week that the vessel is almost the
length of two football fields and can carry over a
half-million gallons of fuel. “We carry enough
fuel so that we can go all around the world without
refueling,” Brewer said.

He said the ship itself weighs 8,500 tons and up
to 20 amphibious assault vehicles.

The commander said the ship is almost com-
pletely self-sufficient. When crew members are
not working, they have access to video machines,
movies, a basketball court, a weight lifting room,

- candy andsodamachines,apostofficeand astore.

The ship’s store is bigger than many on Saipan,
offering everything from personal items and toi-
letries to stereos and cameras.

However, there are two things the the crew must
go without while at sea: women and alcohol.
Brewer said women are not stationed on combat

ships and that the men are never allowed to have

alcohol on Navy ships.
The ship also has its own bakery and kitchen,

which serves 500 people in about two hours, Brewer
said. It also supplies its own water from desalinated
saltwater.

Bristol County’s 10 decks are separated by ladder
wells that can be sealed off in battle. Thecommander

" said the seals would prevent the spread of fire or

flooding if the ship ever took a hit from weapons or
in the event of grounding on a reef..

For power, the Bristol County has three diesel
generators to provide energy and six diesel engines
for propulsion. Brewer said the ship can go about 20
knots.

In addition, the ship is also fitted with a “bow
thruster” that allows intricate side maneuvering,
considerably increasing the ship’s maneuverability
in restricted waters during beaching and causeway
operations. .

Sailor’s sleep in three-tier bunk beds in berthing
compartments that can accommodate 20 to 30 men,
the commarider said. He said that the ship carries
more Marines than sailors, who sleep in four-tier
bunks.

In case of illness, the ship is equipped with a sick
bay and physician. Brewer said that there isa special
hoist from the tank deck to the sick bay. If wounded
soldiers are brought onto the ship, they would be
“hoisted” directly to the sick bay for immediate
treatment, he said.

And, of course, the ship has a brig (that’s sea-
going talk for a jail.) Brewer said the brig was
without an occupant when the ship was docked at

Saipan. . . . a he hoped it wouldn’t have to be used.

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Bermudes wants to know where is wage bill

moanwealth minimum wage to
$3.35 per hour, but he said he is

Bermudes wrote a letter dated
June22toDavid C. Sablan, chair-
man of the House Ways and
Means Committee, urging him to
gweanenmntothematter

Sablan said in a telephone
interview Thursday that his com-
mittee was tied up with the FY88
budget and will report on the
FY89 budget before considering
any cther legislation.

“On March 31, 1988, I intro-
duced H.B. 6-87, a measure to
increase the Commonwealth
minimum wage and to provide a
wage subsidy to non-government
employees; I am writing to
enquire as to the status of that
legislation,” Bermundes said in his
letter. _

“As you know, it has been five
years since the Commonwealth
minimum wage was increased,”
hesald.“Durmgﬁmpmod.the
price of commodities has in-
creased substantially, causing
economic hardship to people,
especially middle-income wage
eamers. In addition, our mini-
mum wage is some $1.20 an hour
less than that of Guam while the
price of commodities in Guam is

generally less than that in the
Commonwealth and in many
cases, substantially less.

“I believe that it is past time to
deliver on our promises to the

- voters and to initiate legislative

action to improve the standard of
living of our people — mcludmg
a realistic increase in the mini-
mum wage as contemplated by
H.B. 6-87,” Bermudes said.

“Taccordingly urge you to give
this matter your immediate atten-
tion.” ._

Sablan said Thursday the bill is

still in lusconunmeeand that he
was preparing to send a response
to Bermudes.

“It’s a matter of priorities,” he
said. “The budget happens to be
top priority over any other legis-
lation. I have conveyed my strat-

egy and that is to get the (FY89)

budget out. As soon as we send it
to the Senate, then the committee
will start entertaining other legis-
Iation. That’s just the approach
I've taken as chairman of the

" 'Ways and Means Committee.”

Bermudes’ bill provides that

employees be paid at least $3.35
per hour effective Oct. 1. The
provision would not apply to
nonresident workers until the
renewal of their employment
contracts, according to the bill.

. The measure would also give
government wage subsidies to
resident workers.

Employees eaming $3.35t0 $5
per hour would receive a subsidy
of $1.50 per hour.

A subsidy of $1.30 per hour
would be given to people with an
hourly wage between $5.01 and

$8.50.

Employees eaming between
$8.51 and $10 per hour would get
and extra $1.15 per hour.

Those earning between
$10,.01 and $13 pre hour would
get an hourly subsidy of $1.10.

A subsidy of $1 per hour would
be given to wage eamers making
between $13.01 and $15 perhour.
