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In honor of Honolulu Museum of Art’s 90th birthday and its 
founder Anna Rice Cooke, Mr. Richard Cox, the grandson of the 
museum’s first director, Catharine E.B. Cox, made a generous gift 
to support the museum’s endowment. 

By supporting the museum’s permanent endowment, 
Mr. Cox is helping to preserve and enhance one of Hawai‘i’s most 
treasured spaces for future generations to come. It is a nod to 
Anna Rice Cooke’s 1927 vision—that all people living here may 
broaden and deepen their understanding of themselves and 
their neighbors through art.  

In April, the reinstalled John Dominis 
and Patches Damon Holt Gallery of the 
Arts of Hawai‘i opened to the public. 
The art is arranged in two sections—
Notions of Nationhood: 19th- and early 
20th-Century Hawai‘i and Social and 
Political Intersections in Art—and offers 
unexpected, engaging pairings of 
works that will get you thinking.

“I was hoping to introduce new 
narratives about Hawai‘i’s social history 
through the lens of art, and set out to be 
as inclusive, dynamic and relevant as 
possible when thinking about the arts of 
Hawai‘i,” says Healoha Johnston, curator 
of the Arts of Hawai‘i, and the museum’s 
first Native Hawaiian curator. “Spatially, 
I wanted to create a space where visitors 
could experience a work of art from 
multiple perspectives in relationship to art 
visible across the gallery, and move away 
from the feeling of pictures marching 
around the perimeter.” For example, 
Toshiko Takaezu’s grand ceramic tower, 
slashed with metallic color, is positioned 
so that depending on where you stand, 
it is in dialogue with the gestural marks 
of Yan Pei Ming’s epic portrait of Israel 
Kamakawiwo‘ole and slow burn of 
Ambrose Patterson’s 1917 Mount Kilauea, 
the House of Everlasting Fire in one view, 
and Brett Graham’s 2014 comment on 
foreign impact on indigenous cultures and 
a pre-19th-century poi ponder in another.

From 1957 to 1959, the museum had some notable 
summer visitors—Ethel, a two-year-old bear; Schoolgirl, 
a donkey; and several horses, whose names are 
unknown. Juanita Kenda, head of what the museum 
called its “Creative Art Section” brought the animals to 
the museum to be sketched by K-12 students enrolled 
in its six-week summer program. 

Guided by the philosophy that 
every child is capable of creative 
ex p e r ie nce,  a nd  t h at  t he 
i n s t r u c t o r ’s  ro l e  i s  t o 
e nco u rage  ex p lo rat i o n 
and experimentation with 
art media, the Creative 
Art Section oversaw an 
a m bit iou s  prog ra m  of 
children’s classes, school 
visits, Territory-wide DOE 
teacher workshops, art teacher 
conferences, exhibitions, and 
sessions for Girl Scouts. 

“Before I came to this summer class I thought that 
it was correct to imitate other people’s way of art,” 
a 12-year-old student wrote in a thank-you note to 
education staff. “I have learned to feel art, and to draw 
the spirit of the subject, how to draw and feel shades 
and shadows.” 

Kenda was a former Punahou School art instructor 
who had trained at the Philadelphia Museum of Art, 
and was well known for her energy and enthusiasm. 

“This is not to say that a ten-legged horse of a 6 year 
old is wrong. It is NOT!” Kenda wrote about children’s 
artistic development. “A ten-legged horse just looks 
like he is running faster than the eye can follow.”
