A Pentagon stone fragment from the September 11th attacks will be the focal piece of a Memorial dedicated to those
who lost their lives on that fateful day. As a complimentary space to Warriors’ Field, the Plaza will provide a scenic entry
point to large-scale events and performances occurring on the Field.

LEADERS HONOR
PURPLE HEART DAY
AT MT. VERNON

The Army Historical Foundation was honored to join
the Military Order of the Purple Heart in commemorating
Purple Heart Day at Mount Vernon on August 7, 2021.
Dr. Joe Stoltz, Director of Leadership Programs at the
Washington Library, hosted the ceremony. The Foundation
was represented by General Eric K. Shinseki, U.S. Army
(Retired), Chairman of the Foundation, and Lieutenant
General Roger C. Schultz, U.S. Army (Retired), Foundation
President. General Shinseki joined Dr. Stoltz in delivering
guest remarks.

George Washington’s Mount Vernon is a special place
to commemorate Purple Heart Day and honor all recipients
of the medal. General George Washington, Commander-In-
Chief of the Continental Army, commissioned the Badge
of Military Merit on August 7, 1782, to honor Soldiers,
who had fought the long war for independence with him.
Designed as an embroidered purple heart of silk fabric,
George Washington awarded the Badge of Military Merit
to only three enlisted Soldiers. In 1932, General Douglas
McArthur redesigned and recommissioned the Badge of
Military Merit into what we know today as the Purple Heart
Medal. The oldest of our military awards, the Purple Heart

is estimated to have been presented to over 1.8 million
recipients, though records are incomplete. Awarded to
members of the Armed Forces of the United States, who
are wounded due to hostile action by an armed enemy,
the Purple Heart is presented to Next of Kin when it
is being awarded posthumously. General Shinseki
remembered the more than 1.8 million recipients as
heroes, reminding that, “the Purple Heart is not an
award for valor; but valor runs throughout the entire
DNA of the medal itself.”

Purple Heart Day is not just an observance of the
establishment of the Purple Heart Medal, but it is, more
importantly, a day to honor our Nation’s many Service
Members who made such important and brave sacrifices
for our country. “Washington was acknowledging
every Soldier’s unwavering courage and willingness
to sacrifice in doing one’s duty in battle,” said General
Shinseki, highlighting the importance of always
remembering and honoring those sacrifices.

As winter sets in and temperatures begin
to drop, the Foundation is taking a look at
some of the Museum exhibits remem-
bering the service of Soldiers in un-
forgiving cold temperatures. The
most prominent cold weather
exhibit is the Knox Trail dis-

field parka the Nation Gallery. The exhibit

pays tribute to Henry Knox’s trans-
port of nearly 60 pieces of artillery from Fort Ti-
conderoga to Boston during the winter of 1775-76.
An enlarged portion of Tom Lovell’s “The Noble ./
Train of Artillery” painting frames the display,
depicting the harsh, icy terrain that Knox’s ex-
pedition traversed for 300 miles. On an adjacent panel is
the sentence from a letter Henry Knox wrote to George
Washington on December 17, 1775 that gave the painting
its name. It reads, “I hope in 16 or 17 days to be able to
present to your Excellency a Noble train of artillery.” At
the front of the exhibit is a large, glass-encased diorama
depicting the Soldiers and oxen who pulled and carried
the cannons, mortars, and howitzers using wooden sleds.
A recreation of one sled sits on a snow-dusted platform in
the middle of the display, carrying an actual cannon of the
Revolutionary era.

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DAUGHTER VISITS
FATHER'S ARTIFACTS IN
"UNBELIEVABLE’ MUSEUM

Margaret Myers Beeker always knew about the trunk in her
parents’ attic. Inside were three U.S. Army uniforms and two
“doughboy” helmets worn by her father Frank and uncles George
and Paul, during World War I. All three brothers had deployed to
France with the American Expeditionary Forces at the same time.

When the time came to clean out her parents’ house, Mrs.
Beeker’s mother made her promise that the uniforms would not be
auctioned. She wanted them to be appropriately honored. As Mrs.
Beeker began searching for options, she learned that a national
museum was being constructed for the Army, so she contacted
The Army Historical Foundation to inquire if they could give
the artifacts a home. She soon heard back from the Foundation’s
Chief Historian about the possibility of adding them to the future
Museum’s collection.

Long-time Foundation supporters may recognize the Myers
Brothers’artifacts as an early highlight of the Museum’s collection.
Though no visitor has been as eager to see the uniforms on display
as Mrs. Beeker, who made her first visit to the Museum this fall.
“The volunteers who welcomed us were kind, friendly, and
knowledgeable. As soon as we told them the artifacts we came to
see, they knew right where to take us.”

Mrs. Beeker said her father’s artifacts connected her to
a pivotal time in her father’s life, but one that he never talked
about with her. Her father had seen combat and was attacked
with mustard gas. According to her mother, it was hard for him to
reflect on those experiences.

After her visit, Mrs. Beeker described the Museum as
“unbelievable.” She said, “I thought it was historic, incredibly
realistic, and dignified.” It was exactly the place of honor her
mother had hoped for.
