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US hails

LEADERS from the nation’s capi-
tal, congressmen and key admin-
istration officials have lauded re-
cent efforts by the CNMI govern-
ment to compile the names of all
US military servicemen who
fought and died during the
Marianas Campaign of World
War II.

Letters from top Washington
D.C. personalities have reached
the Office of the Washington Rep-
resentative all expressing con-
gratulations for a fine job it un-
dertook researching and cross-ref-
erencing all the names of Ameri-
can ‘soldiérs who made the su-
preme sacrifice 50 years ago.

The letter senders were all re-
cipients of a booklet prepared by
the Office of Washington Repre-
sentative Juan N. Babauta which
outlined the names and units of
the soldiers and the battles they
foughtin Saipan, Rotaand Tinian.

“Thank you for sharing your
memorial booklet.

“This will ensure that those
brave men who fought so fiercely
on the islands of Saipan and
Tinian, particularly those who lost
their lives, will long be remem-
bered,” said the president of the
United States.

Among those who also wrote
Babauta to show appreciation for
the memorial booklet were Vice
President Al Gore, Defense Sec-
retary William J. Perry, Deputy
Veterans Affairs Secretary
Hershel W. Gober, Interior’s In-
ternational Affairs Chief Robert
C. Milne, Marine Corps Archives
Director A. Kerry Strong, Retired
Lieutenant “Géneral Claude M.
Kicklighter and Members of US
Congress Kika de la Garza, Sonny
Montgomery, and Robert A.
Underwood.

“This booklet will be very ben-
eficial to our Pacific Division
when responding to questions
from Veterans groups and other
organizations,” said Kicklighter,
who is now executive director for
the Department of the Army.

Archives Director Strong, on
the other hand, said the booklet
will be a valuable addition to to
the Archives’ national collection.

Vice President Gore also
seemed overwhelmed by the for-
mulation of the booklet and his
inclusion in the Babauta copy list.

“Certainly, I deeply appreciate
yourremembering me in this way.
I genuinely am reassured by the
knowledge of your friendship,”
said Gore in a letter July 20th.

The booklet, which contains the
names of about 5,267 American
casualties of the war, was com-
piled by Babauta’s office for a
period of two years with the hope
of coming up with a listing as
accurate as possible.

There were no other official
compilation of the names ever
attempted both locally and na-
tionally, owing to the voluminous
nature of the task.

Babauta, in an interview yes-
terday, said his office initiated the
projectin 1992 in line with CNMI
government plans for the 50th
anniversary celebration for the
Battle of Saipan, World War I1,

“We wanted to know the spe-
cific names of those who died in
action so we can honor both those
killed and those who survived the
war. The compilation has become
of historical significance both here
and in D.C.,” said Babauta.

The booklet served as source of
the names that are to be inscribed
in the Court of Honor Monument
at the American Memorial Park
during the recent 50th anniver-
sary celebration of World War I
on Saipan.

Babauta attributed the success
of the memorial booklet to
Alejandro M. Falig, a former staff
at his Washington, D.C. office
who did the research and compi-
lation of the names for a period of
about two years.

“This is not a matter of just
pulling out some files and getting
the names. This is an arduous
work that requires patience and
perseverance,” said Babauta.

*“There is no orderly listing of the
names so Mr. Falig had to pull out
individual card files of those who
fought the war, sort them out,
checkout whetherthey died inthe
Marianas battles or not. This is
hard because the names are all
mixed up with those who fought
the Guam battles,” said Babauta.

*“There were listings of soldiers,
but they were all mixed up, sol-
diers who survived the war, those
who died, those who fought other
Pacific battles, Guam, CNMI,
Europe, so I had to go one by one
and find out who was who,” said
Falig.

Falig obtained the information
he needed from various federal
sources - the Navy Annex in Ar-
lington, Virginia; the Washing-
ton National Record Center, in
Suitland, Maryland; and the Na-
val and Marine Corps Historical
Center in Washington, D.C.

He constantly was given advice
on the projéct by retired General

William Jones.

The listing was made as accu-
rately as possible by cross-refer-
encing Falig’s work against list-
ings from the retired Officers
Association and information ob-
tained from the centers.

“His efforts made this publica-
tion possible,” said Babauta of
Falig, “There is nothing like this
booklet in the world and I must
recognize his efforts,” the Wash-
ington representative said.

Falig, a resident of Tanapag,
when interviewed by the Variety
yesterday, said it is Babauta who
should be credited for the project.

“If there would be any recogni-
tion it should be for the Washing-
ton Representative’s Office,” said
Falig.

The former D.C. staffer, is now
a Water Division employee at the
Commonwealth Utilities Corp.
humbly declined the credit for
having the project turned into a
reality.

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Palau mulls two budget levels

THE PALAU National Congress
(OEK) is said to be considering
two proposals for the 1995 na-
tional budget submitted by Presi-
dent Kuniwo Nakamura at
$179,187,445and by Senate Ways
and Means Committee Chair Sen.
Harry Fritz at $207,151,047, the
Tia Belau recently reported.
Both proposals exceed the cur-
rent '94 budget ($61M) by over
$100M or three times as much
and will be the largest budget that
Palau will ever have if approved.
Sen. Fritz whose committee is
holding public hearings on both
budget versions during the ongo-
ing OEK special session, saideven
though the President and Senate
proposedthe amountscited above,
they are only proposed authoriza-
tions and the Senate is inclined to
appropriate amounts only for the
first two quarters for government
operations while the Compact CIP
and other funds which constitute

the biggest portion of the budget
should be invested until the con-
gress and the government ap-
proves the master development
plan. Such sentimentis echoed by
Sen. President Peter Sugiyama
saying that the Master Plan, Eco-
nomic Development and Com-
pact Implementation and funding
should be acted upon at the same
time which will take about six
months,

Vice President, Minister of

-Administration, and Acting Presi-

dent Tommy Remengesau says
that the Administration recom-
mends appropriation for the first
quarter (Oct-Dec. 1994) only for
regular government operation but
full year funding foractivities such
as scholarships, public auditor,
Palau Visitor’s Authority, drug
enforcement, and trust funds.

In his transmittal letter to OEK
on August 18, President
Nakamura said Compact legal

challenge resolution, EDP ap-
proval, and IPSECO debt agree-
ment must be concluded before
funding for next budget which
begins October 1, can be deter-
mined. The President said these
matters will be settled by Septem-
ber 30 and the budget process can
begin, however, he added that the
government should not act pre-
cipitously tospend compact fund-
ing. He therefore proposed partial
budget only for the first three
months.

The President submitted to the
OEK the projected revenues for
whole fiscal 1995 year (October
1, 1994 to September 30, 1995) as
a part of his appropriation bill as
follows: Revenues-(Total

$17,795,000; DOI grant (ASAP)-
$396,000; DOI grant (Special

Palau’s crime rate

PALAU is experiencing a decrease
in criminal cases filed, according to a
comparison of Supreme Court data
reported by the Tia Belau.

Criminal cases here means inci-
dents involving serious crimes such
as murder, rape, assault, firearms
possession, etc. A total of 454 such
cases were filed in 1991 in compari-
son to 395 in 1992, and 387 in 1993.
Crimes committed by juveniles
showed a less definite pattern: 1991-
28, 1992-36 and 1993-21.

Significantdecreases wereevident
in such crimes as burglary 61-1991,
27-1992, and 19-1993. Other de-
creases wererecorded in assault cases
(includes with deadly weapon, ag-
gravated, attempted murder, etc.) 86-
1991, 81-1992, and 38-1993. Al-
though figures showadecrease, Court
Clerk Grace Sam, believes more po-
tential cases occurred, but were not
reported. ,

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FCC okays new Guam service

THE FEDERAL Communica-
tions Commission (FCC) on Au-
gust 15 approved the use of a
new software that will improve
long-distance telephone service
on Guam and lower long dis-
tance rates by promoting com-
petition among carriers. Accord-

ing to an OTIA news update, the
Guam Telephone Authority
(GTA) sought FCC approval for
the new Feature Group D soft-
ware to replace the existing
CAMI/ANI system.

GTA preferred to offer the new
package because it would offer

long-distance carriers equal ac-
cess to the market. The FCC
agreed, concluding that the new
software  “will promote
interexchange competition, fa-
cilitate technological develop-
ment of new communications
services, and provide reliable

measurement software at lesser
cost.”

GTA will spend about
$100,000 to implement the
new protocol. Guam residents
will be able to choose among
several long distance carriers
for worldwide direct dialing

service as well as 900 and
some toll-free 800 numbers.
Residents will be asked to se-
lect a long-distance carrier
from among MCI, IT&E, PCI,
Sprint, Columbia, Island Long
Distance, and Access
Telecom.

to examine the other billings of
Phase I, with Mitsubishi provid-
ing added documentation.

with CUC and CDA to resolve the
problems about the balance.

“There's no breakdown in the
negotiations,” said Juan S. Tenorio,
CDA board chairman. “We just
momentarily held off discussions
but will be coming back again
soon.”

The CDA chairman admitted
there was indeed disagreement on
the $3.7 payment owing to con-
cemns about the 1G inquiry on the
legitimacy of the Mitsubishi bill-
ings.

“The money is there and CDA is
ready torelease it forthe governor’s
disposal. It's just a matter of com-
ing back to the negotiation table
and continuingdiscussion. Nohard
feelings,” said the CDA big boss.

Although not being too clear on
the root of the disagreement,
Tenorio hinted both sides reached
a deadlock after demands for a
breakdown of costs were made by
the government side.

CUC spokesperson Pamela
Mathis when contacted for com-
ment last night said she sees no
reason why Mitsubishi would seem
surprised about the IG require-
ment, saying CUC legal counsels
have been apprising the Japanese
firm about the situation.

“Letters have been going back
and forth. According to our coun-
sel, Mitsubishi has been informed
about the 1G position since three

weeks ago,” said Mathis in a tele-
phone interview.

“It is not an issue of who is guar-
anteeing what. The issue is we just
can'tcome up with the $3.7 million
without justification of the billing,”
said the CUC spokesperson.

Meanwhile, CDA in statement
yesterday pointed out that-the
Mitsubishi deal has to be in line
witha partnershipagreementntered
into by CUC, the administration
and the OTIA.

As provided in Assistant Secre-
tary Leslie M. Tumer’s letter of
August 11,CDA chairman Tenorio
said the payment to Mitsubishi shall
not increase CUC’s debt burden as
CDA shall negotiate an equity in-
vestment in CUC.

“This is the initial step of restruc-
turing CUC’s debt to CDA of ap-
proximately $68.4 million fromdebt
to equity ownership of CUC by
CDA. This restructuring will per-
mit CUC to focus its attention and
efforts to full cost recovery of oper-
ating costs,” said Tenorio.

The CDA chairman said the deal
will accord CUC a very enhanced
financial position. With continued
implementation of costsaving mea-
sures, improved collections, in-
creased sale of power, implementa-
tion of compensatory water and
sewer rates and other reimburse-
ments for services, CUC will be-
come a cash positive corpora-
tion.

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Dad of Aussie boy seeks compensation from RP

MANILA (AP) - The father of an
Australian teen who died in a boat-
ing accident at a tourist attraction
east of Manila said Thursday he
will demand compensation from
the government for the tragedy.

*“This wasn’tdeath by accident,”
Stephen Lyddy, a financial con-
sultant from Melbourne, told The
Associated Press. “This was death
by negligence.”

Lyddy’s 14-year-old son, Adam,
a Japanese tourist and his-daugh-
ter, and four Filipinos died Satur-
day when their canoes overturned
during a sudden surge of water as
they were traveling by boat toward
the Pagsanjan Falls.

Adam’s body was recovered
Monday.

The gorge and the waterfall are
among the main tourist attractions
of southeastern Luzon Island.

families and institute safety mea-
sures.

Lyddy said no safety briefings
were given before they boarded
the wooden canoes for the trip up
the rapids to the falls, and that his
son’s rented life vest was of poor
quality.

He said his wife, Kaye, and his
son rode on one canoe and he and
his 10-year-old daughter, Chantal,
rode on another. After they set off,
he said he noticed the water be-
coming rough and his boatman
pulled to one side of the river, but
his wife’s canoe proceeded.

“It wasn't till I saw my wife's
boat, which is ahead of us, coming
back from the rapids and rocks,
without the boatmen and with the
fear of the devil on their faces ...
when I realized obviously they
were totally out of control,” he
said.

‘Hesaid his wife’s canoe smashed
into the another boat that carried
the Japanese touristand his daugh-
ter. The two canoes broke apart on
impact, he said.

He later learned that the boat-

men on his wife’s canoe had
stepped out of the boat onto the
rocks to guide it by hand but lost
control in the surge of water.

He said one boatman tried to
grab his son, who was clinging to
a rock, but the life jacket tore off
and the boy was swept away.

Police said the sudden surge of

water was caused by heavy rainsin
nearby mountains.

There was no comment from
tourism officials. But several of
the deficiencies Lyddy cited, such
as lack of life jackets and safety
briefings, are common.

The Pagsanjan tours are run by
boatmen with little education and

no formal training in rescue tech-
niques and first aid: Government
tourism officials have routinely
complained about price-gouging,
especially of foreigners.

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CIA: Iraq draining wetlands
to drive out Shiite insurgents

By ROBERT BURNS

WASHINGTON _ (AP) -
Saddam Hussein’s deliberate
draining of southern Iragi marsh-
lands has created an environ-
mental “disaster of epic propor-
tions™ and destroyed a haven for
Shiite rebels, accordingtoa CIA
report released Wednesday.

“The dry and denuded areas
remaining provide no sustenance
or protection for the insurgents”
and give Iraqi government forces
an unobstructed line of fire on
the Shiites, the report said.

A U.S. intelligence official
who discussed the reporton con-
dition of anonymity said CIA
analysts estimate that more than
100,000 of the 150,000 Shiites
who had lived in these wetlands
in 1991 had been driven out by
the marsh drying.

The Shiites who have been
forced to leave have gone either
to villages or cities in adjacent
areas or to Iran, the CIA official
said. Some were killed as the
Iraqgi military swept through the
area burning the remaining veg-
etation and residences, he said.

A U.N. Security Council reso-
lution approved irr the immedi-
ate aftermath of the 1991 Gulf
War forbids Saddam from op-
pressing the Shiites. In an effort
to enforce that resolution the
United States and allied nations
have been patrolling a *“no-fly
zone” over southern Iraq to pre-
vent air attacks on the Shiites.

Nonetheless, the CIA said,
an undetermined number of
Shiites have been killed by Iraqi
government forces who are
burning not only vegetation
there but also homes.

Last April, Iraq said it was
diverting water from the wet-
lands in order to put more desert
lands under cultivation.

The CIA report released
Wednesday included a 1990-
93 sequence of Landsat com-
mercial satellite photographs of
the marshlands between the
Tigris and Euphrates rivers
northwest of Basra and east of
An Nasiriyah in southeastern
Irag. Also in the report were
declassified portions of a CIA
analysis of the drying cam-

paign.

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Boys hammer nails into 8-year-old’s heels

SOMERSET, Pa. (AP) - Eight-
year-old Terry Snyder won't talk
about the day three boys dragged
him into the bushes and ham-
mered a small nail into the back of
each heel because he wouldn’t
shoplift for them.

For a week he hid his wounds
out of fear the boys would come
after him again, and he has night-
mares of being attacked with
knives.

“When you try to talk to him
about it, he just shakes his head
and walks away,” said his 18-

year-old sister, Tracey.

Police in this town of about
4,500 people, 50 miles (80 kilo-
meters)east of Pittsburgh, saidon
Aug. 25 two boys not much older
than Terry pinned him on his stom-
ach while a 14-year-old boy ham-
mered a small nail from a tree fort
into the back of each of the boy’s
heels.

The boys were upset, police
said, because Terry refused to steal
a tobacco pipe from a discount
store.

“Where do you get the idea to
do something like this?” said Dr.
Ajay Singh, the pediatrician who

$.5 M to victim’s son

MACHIAS,Maine (AP)- Aman
who gunned down his neighbors
in a fatal attack recorded on vid-
eotape was ordered Wednesday
to pay $513,000 to their teen-age
son.

Richard Uffelman, who is serv-
ing a life sentence, shot Michael
and Florence Phillips as they were
taking an after-dinner walk on
Aug. 29, 1989.

Jury in $15B
Exxon lawsuit

at impasse

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) - A
judge rejected Exxon’s bid for a mis-
trial Wednesday after jurors consid-
ering punitivedamagesinthenation’s
biggest oil spill said they were dead-
locked. The judge told the jury to
keep deliberating.

The request for a mistrial was op-
posed by Brian O’ Neill, the lawyer
seeking $15 billion in punitive dam-
ages from the oil giant in a class-
action lawsuit on behalf of 10,000
Alaska natives, fishermen and land-
owners.

But Exxon lawyer Patrick Lynch
told U.S. District Judge H. Russel
Holland that sending the jury back to
deliberate could amount to coercion.

The 11-member panel sent a note
to the judge Tuesday saying they
couldn’tagree whether Exxonshould
pay punitive damages for the 1989
tanker spill that dumped 11 million
gallons (41.8 millionliters) of oil into
Prince William Sound.

Jurors, who got the case Aug. 29,
went back to work Wednesday after
meeting with the judge and were
scheduled to resume deliberations
Thursday.

Thejurydecided inJunethat Exxon
and skipperJoseph Hazelwood were
reckless in causing the spill and last
month awarded commercial fisher-
men $286 million in compensation
for canceled fishing seasons and lost
fish.

“No amount of money will re-
place Michael’s parents,”
Toffolon said. “He thinks about
it every day. There’s no doubt
that he has been permanently
traumatized.”

Phillips now lives in Indiana.

US Marines begin training
in Puerto Rico for invasion

SAXN JUAN, Puerto Rico (AP) -
U.S. Marines assigned to a force
that could invade Haiti have begun
training, as Secretary of State
Warren Christopher warned Haiti’s
army rulers that “their days are
definitely numbered.”

In all, 1,800 Marines are prac-
ticing on a Puerto Rican island to
evacuate the estimated 3,500
American civilians in Haiti, said
Lt.ElizabethJones, spokeswoman
for the Roosevelt Roads Naval
Station in Puerto Rico.

Speaking in Washington
Wednesday, Christopher warned
that Haiti’s military leaders must
step down voluntarily or be forced
out by a U.S.-led invasion.

“One way or the other, the de
facto government is going to be
leaving,” Christopher said. “Their
days are definitely numbered.”

Washington has said at least
10,000 U.S. troops would take part
in any Haiti invasion, and an unde-
termined number of other soldiers
- including troops from four Car-
ibbean nations - would keep the
peace afterward.

In Haiti, a key supporter of the
military warned the United States
that Haitians will join together to

fight U.S. troops.

“President Clinton must realize
that an intervention will not be an

invasion of army headquarters but
of the entire country,” Haitian Sen.
Thomas Eddy Dupiton told The
Associated Press in Port-au-Prince,
the Haitian capital.

The Marines have been deployed
on two U.S. combat ships in wa-
ters off Haiti since mid-August.

Jones declined to say how long
the training exercises on the small
island of Vieques will last or what
will be involved.

In similar five-day exercises on
Vieques in late July, nearly 1,000
Marines and sailors splashed
ashorein amphibious landing craft
and practiced firing with grenade
launchers, riflesand machine guns.

The training was supposed to
intimidate Haiti’s military rulers
and break the monotony of weeks
at sea for the Marines.

The Marines and sailors were
replaced in mid-August by the
current detachment, assigned to
the USS Wasp and the USS Nash-
ville, Jones said. The two ships are
carrying 1,800 Marines and 1,425
sailors, she said. The Wasp is the
world's largest amphibious assault
ship.

The Clinton administration in
recent days has been more overt
in alluding to an invasion to dis-
lodge Haiti’s military leaders, who
ousted elected President Jean-
Bertrand Aristide in a coup three
years ago.

The Philippine Overseas Em-
ployment  Administration
(POEA), an attached agency of
the Department of Labor and
Employment, has issued an order
requiring the consulate to verify
all employment contracts of all
male and female workers from
RP. :

The existing guideline requires
a verification of contracts of fe-
male workers only. The female
overseas workers have been
singled outbecause they are prone
to labor, physical and sexual
abuse, according to Manzano. -

This was changed however fol-
lowing a recommendation from
the labor representative. Under
the new directive which was is-
sued by the POEA Governing
Board, contracts of male workers
should also be screened by the
consulate.

Howevér, the order does not

cover professional, hospital and
hotel workers and such other cat-
egories as may be determined by
the POEA. According to
Manzano, they will only verify
the contracts of both male and
female workers who are catego-
rized as unskilled such as farm-
ers, domestic workers and con-
struction laborers.

These types of workers, said
Manzano, are the most suscep-
tible to abuse.

It has come to the attention of
the Philippine agency that some

- employers here have been en-

gaged in hiring malpractice. This
includes hiring of contract work-
ers even without a sure project or

ready job and the practice of re-
quiring laborers to do jobs other
than what is stipulated in the em-
ployment contract.

Theagencyalso noted that there
have been official reports of con-
tract substitution and violations
committed by a substantial num-
ber of employers in the com-
monwealth to the prejudice of
the guest workers.

In order to protect Filipino
workers, the new mechanism is
being implemented.

“...Consistent with the policy
thrust of the [Ramos] adminis-
tration towards ensuring maxi-
mum protection of overseas con-
tract workers and securing for

them the best possible terms and
conditions of employment,
verification...of contracts...shall
be required for processing at
POEA,” the agency's governing
board said in a memorandum sent
to the Philippine Consulate here.

Manzano said the verification
requirement is in conjunction
with a new directive from the
CNMI government requiring all
Commonwealth-bound workers
from RPto gothrough the POEA.

Once the CNMI liaison office
inManila opens, workers may be
required to present some travel
documents including passport
and overseas employmént cer-
tificate issued by POEA before

they are allowed to leave for
Saipan, Manzano said. '

“But there are no clear guide-
lines yet,” he said referring to the
requirement that RP citizens who
are bound for the Northern
Marianas go through the liaison
office.

The new “protective metha-
nism” is being put in place at a
time reports of abuses commit-
ted against Filipinos hit head-
lines in the U.S. capital.

which increased by over 19%
during that year.

The increase in the ADA is not
the only reason for the reduction
in student support as the net ex-
penditures (not obligations but all
expenses thatoccurred during the
fiscal year) fell by over 5% ($1.9
million) from FY-92 to FY-93.

“This occurred in part because
although Federal revenues in-
creased by 24% the State revenue
decreased by nearly 7% (or $2.1
million),” Matson’s report indi-
cated.

Explaining one of the basis for
the reduction, Quitugua said the
decrease is not directly related to
the number of students enrolled
but to the actual number of stu-
dents being served.

“It appears that the total num-

ber of students being served is
less,” he pointed out.

The, BOE chairman expressed
concern with the decrease of the
federal financial support despite
the continued increase of enroll-
ment in the commonwealth.

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US steps up airlift of Cubans

EMPIRE RANGE CAMP NO.
1, Panama (AP) - The U.S. mili-
tary flew 118 Cubans refugees to
Panama in an airlift to bring
10,000 refugees here and ease the
strain on the detention camp at
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

The refugees, wearing T-shirts
and sandals, arrived Wednesday
aboard two C-130 military trans-
ports at the Howard U.S. Air Force
Base outside the capital.

“Fidel Castro, no!” some
shouted.

Soldiers and refugees played
touch football and listened to an
Army band play “Soul Man.”
Some of the arrivals exclaimed
over eating chicken and drinking
milk for the first time in years.

- “Here we feel like human be-
ings for the first time,” said Redel
Perez Alfonso, 31.

Rosendo-Mirando, 38, said she
was justhappy toleave Cubaeven
though she would have to spend

six months at the jungle camp
beside the Panama Canal.

“You just can’t live there in
Cuba anymore,” Mirando said as
she joined the first group of Cu-
bans settling down oncots in green
canvas tents at the U.S. Army’s
Empire Range Camp.

“My goal is to get out and be
reunited with the rest of my fam-
ily in Miami,” she added.

Since the airlift began Tues-
day, 212 Cubans have reached
Panama.

Their arrival has angered some
Panamanian lawmakers who said
they were not consuited during
negotiations between President
Clinton and new Panamanian
Presidént Ernesto Perez
Balladares.

But the Perez Ballaaares noted
the camps are in U.S. military
areas still controlled by Washing-
ton.

U.S. troops erected tents and
cyclone fencing on the old firing
range at the Empire Range Camp

after Panama announced Sept. 4
that it would be the first country
besides the United'States to help
shelter Cubans as a “humanitar-
ian gesture.”

Clinton, reversing a 28-year
policy, announced last month that
his government would no longer
grant immediate political asylum
to Cuban refugees fleeing their
Communist island nation.

More than 24,000 Cubans leav-
ing island on makeshift rafts have
been picked up by the U.S. Coast
Guard and brought to the U.S.
Naval’ Base at Guantanamo Bay,
whichisquickly growing crowded.

Maj. Gen. George A. Crocker,
commander of the relocation ef-
fort.in Panama, said the camps
could take up to 1,000 refugees a
day, althotigh he expected the flow
to be considerably lighter.

The U.S. government is spend-
ing $40 milliontobuild fourcamps
for 2,500 refugees each.

They are to operate for six
months.

Vietnam protests murders
of Vietnamese in Cambodia

HANOI, Vietnam (AP) - Vietnam
has strongly condemned the *‘cruel
massacre” of four Vietnamese resi-
dents of neighboring Cambodia, an
official report said Thursday.

The Vietnamese died in an attack
launched Monday nightby more than
10 Cambodians armed with rocket
launchers, machine guns and hand

grenades, the state-run Voice of Viet-
nam radio reported.

Atleast20ethnic Vietnamesehave
died so far this year in similar attacks,
many of which are blamed on in-
tensely anti-Vietnamese Khmer
Rouge guerrillas.

The Vietnamese embassy in
Phnom Penh sent a note denouncing
the murders to Cambodia’s Foreign
Affairs and Interior Ministries and to
the United Nations Center for Hu-
man Rights in Cambodia, the broad-
cast said. It urged that Cambodian
authorities arrest the culprits and take
measures to guard against such at-
tacks.

The attackers used motorboats to
raid Prek Dam commune in Kandal
province, 30 kilometers (19 miles)
southeast of Phnom Penh, the em-
bassy note said.

The attackers also stole 11 televi-
sion sets, the embassy quoted the
News as saying.

Vietnam’s embassy estimated last
year that 150,000 Vietnamese live in
Cambodia. Some families have lived
there for generations, and many work
as fishermen.in the central Tonle Sap
lake.

The Khmer Rouge have treated
local Vietnamese as scapegoats for
the country’s social and economic
problems. They are blamed for the
murders of 100 ethnic Vietnamese in
1992-93,

The guerrillas, who are engaged in
a low-level war against the central
goverriment in Phnom Penh, have
tried to tap into the resentment many
Cambodians feel toward the Viet-
namese. Cambodia has for centuries
feared the territorial expansion of its
much bigger eastern neighbor.

Cambodia’s National Assembly

approved a new immigration bill last
month that could threaten the Vies-
namese living in Cambodia with ex-
pulsionifitbecomeslaw.Cambodia’s
King Norodom Sihanouk asked the
body to reconsider the bill, in re-
sponse to a letter of concern from
Vietnam’s President Le Duc Anh.

RP defends probe of entertainers in Japan

TOKYO (AP) - Philippine Em-
bassy officials denied Wednes-
day that they did anything wrong
in probing working conditions at
scores of Japanese bars and clubs
employing Philippine entertain-
ers.

Japan’s Foreign Ministry and
Immigration Bureau are investi-
gating whether the embassy
probes violated Japanese sover-
eignty since they were conducted
without the knowledge of police.

Some Japanese club owners
also have complained that em-
bassy officials pressured them to
cover the cost of trips to observe
working conditions and may never
have passed on money intended
for the entertainers.

Milagros Hernandez, labor at-
tache at the Philippine Embassy,
said she and colleagues inspected
about 100 establishments after
receiving complaints from Fili-
pino women of alleged violations
of employment contracts.

She said promoters arranged for
the visits and in some cases pro-
vided hotel rooms, but that em-
bassy officials at least paid their
own travel costs.

Hemandez said the embassy’s
intent was to protect Filipino
women from abuse by Japan’s
entertainment industry, which in
some cases is affiliated with gang-

ster groups.

Of 76,000 people who entered
Japan last year with entertainer
visas, about 42,600, or -60 per-
cent, were Filipinos, mostly
women, according to Japan's Im-
migration Bureau.

Their visas allow them to work
up to six months as dancers or
singers at designated clubs, but
Hernandez said employers often
violate both the employmentcon-
tracts and Philippine labor law by
forcing them to act as hostesses,
strippers or prostitutes.

She said the embassy officials
visited establishments where there
were complaints, and theninvited
club owners, promoters and the
entertainers to the embassy to try
toarrange “amiicable settlements.”
If problems recured, the promot-
ers went on a blacklist, she said.

In some cases, the embassy of-
ficials levied fines against the
clubs or asked promoters to pay
the women for the remainder of
their contracts, threatening to
refuse to allow Filipinos to work
there in the future if they did not
pay, news reports said.

“Monitoring the worksites of
these entertainers is part of the
program to protect Filipino work-
ers,” Hernandez said.

US Christmas Tree operators
chargedwith cruelty to reindeer

SAN FERNANDO, Calif. (AP) -
The operators of a Christmas tree
company were charged Wednes-
day with cruelty to animals for
allegedly storing eight reindeer on
a debris-strewn lot without food,
water or shelter.

One of the reindeer died shortly
after animal control officers ar-
rived.

Stuart T. Miller, 52, and his son,
William T. Miller, 31, both of
Malibu, were each charged with
misdemeanorcounts of animal cru-
elty and possessing a wild animal
without a permit, said Deputy City
Attorney Norman Wegener.

Telephone messages to the Mill-
ers,weren't returned Wednesday.

When the city’s animal control
officers arrived at the lot Aug. 10,
there was no shade for the animals

to seek refuge from the [03-de-
gree Fahrenheit (39-degrees Cel-
sius) temperatures, Wegener said.

“The waterbuckets wereempty.
It was bad,” he said.

One animal had its antlers
tangled in chicken wire fencing
and died moments later, he said.

The reindeer had been used dur-
ing the holidays to promote sales
at lots owned by Miller and Sons
Christmas Tree Co.

If convicted, they face a maxi-
mum six months in jail on each
count, a $20,000 fine for the cru-
elty count and a $1,000 fine for
the permit count. They were
scheduled to be arraigned Sept.
27.

Remains of Czar Nicholas
daughter finally identified

MOSCOW (AP) - A Russian
government commission has con-
cluded that Princess Anastasia,
the youngest daughter of Czar
Nicholas 1, wasamong those slain
when the royal family was ex-
ecuted in 1918.

The fate of Anastasia has been
a mystery for decades, fueled by
persistent reports that the prin-
cess survived and escaped abroad.

But other questions remain,
however. Authorities still have
not found theremains ofthe czar’s
son, Alexel, or another daughter,
Maria, according to a report re-
leased Tuesday by Russian Vice
Premier Yuri Yarov. The report
was detailed in the daily
Segodnya.

British forensic experts deter-
mined last year that bones found
in a pit outside Yekaterinburg in
1991 were those of the czar, his
wife and three of his five chil-
dren. The remains of the czar’s
doctor, valet, cook and maid were

also identified.

Allhad been herdedinto a base-
ment and killed by a Bolshevik
firing squad in July 1918.

The Britishexperts initially said
Anastasia’s bones were notamong
those identified, but the Russian
government commission cited
new work by Russian and British
researchers.

The commission said there was
now “definite proof” that five of
the skeletons belonged to the
Romanov family: the czar, his
wife, Alexandra; and their daugh-
ters Anastasia, Olgaand Tatyana.

The commission also said it
was unlikely that Queen Eliza-
beth II would be able to attend
the reburial of the royal family
during her visit to Russia next
month.

Burial is premature “until com-
plete investigation of all records
abroad and receipt of materials
ofindependent studies,” the com-
mission said.

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North Korea plans ‘economic’ fence

By SANG-HUN CHOE

SEOUL (AP) - North Korean lead-
ers hope they have discovered the
key to economic greatness: a $3 mil-
lion fence around an isolated outpost
that will bring Western cash in while
keeping “bad” ideas out.

The fence, in an area where North
Korea, China, and Russiameet, would
act like a filter around a “‘special
economic zone,” letting in dollars,
yen and deutschemarks but halting
the advance of democracy and free
enterprise.

Some South Korean companies
are interested in providing the mate-
rials for the 50-mile (80-kilometer)
fence that the North is trying to build
with Chinese investment.

“In a sense, we are selling them a
cage they will usetoconfineus,” said
KimIck-soo,aNorth Koreaexpertat
Seoul’s Korea Institute for Interna-
tional Economic Policy. “But actu-
ally we will be sowing the first seed
of economic openness in the North.”

In December 1991, North Korea
opened two obscure ports on the
northeasterntipofthepeninsulaasits
first free economic zone that it hopes
willbecome a2l stcentury Singapore
or Hong Kong.

Pyongyang sees the 300-square-
mile (745-square-kilometer) Rajin-
Sonbong zone as a test case for its
plan to rev up its sputtering economy
without challenging the political sta-
tus quo, a feat China has been trying
to achieve, with mixed success.

“North Korea wants to do what
China has done and much more,”
saidKim. “Itwantstokeeptheregion
from becoming the spark that ignites
unrest nationwide.”

*“The North considers the idea of
opening up so risky that they will
keep foreigninvestmenttothe coastal
frontier,” the Korea Development
Institute, a government think tank,
said in a recent report.

Savingthedecrepiteconomy isthe
biggest challenge confronting Kim
Jong 1, the North’s heir to power. If
he fails, analysts say, the 52-year-old
“DearLeader” willloseoffice, possi-
bly forcing a hasty collapse of the
Stalinist state his late father, Kim Il

Sung, founded 46 years ago.

Defectors fromthe Northsay many
factories have virtually shit down
for lack of fuel and spare parts.

“Kimhas no option buttoopenup.
A self-generated recovery is virtu-
ally impossible,” said Pae Chong-
nyol of Seoul’s Export-Import Bank
of Korea.

The North’s plan to lure foreign
investors to its enterprise zone may
be more self-delusionthan astroke of
genius. Until Pyongyang proves to
the West that it has not been secretly
building nuclear weapons, few com-
panies will risk investing in a nation
that could end up under a U.N. eco-
nomic embargo.

North Korea is also one of the
world’s worst credit risks. It bor-
rowed heavily in the 1970s; then the
Sovietbloccollapsedinthelate 1980s,
depriving it of its major trading part-
ners. Pyongyang defaulted on some
$6 billion in debts to the West, owing
Japan alone about $1 billion.

Its previous attempts to set up joint
ventures involved luring mostly Ko-
reans living in Japan into partner-
ships, but these have almost all gone
belly up.

Analysts in the South expect the
junior Kim to pursue more joint ven-
tures with the outside world and veer
away from his father’s strenuous ap-
plication of juche, or self-reliance,
that has isolated the country’s
economy.

But increasing contact with the
outside world might lead North Ko-
reans to realize how poor and re-
pressed they are, increasing discon-
tent.

North Korean official media said
last week that former East bloc coun-
tries’ experiment with a market
economy “not only bankrupted the
economy but ruined human spirits.”

Jacob Guitj, a South Korea repre-
sentative of the United Nations De-
velopment Program, refused to dis-
cuss the fence project. But many say
the fence is not outlandish an idea as
it appears. Long stretches of North
Korea’s beach are fenced off, and
presumably mined, to keep out “in-
vaders” and to keep in the masses.

“Far away from Pyongyang, with
fences around, Communist leaders
might feel more comfortable to con-
ductboldermarketexperiments,” said

NohJun-yong,anexecutiveatSeoul’s
Dongbu Industrial Co.

North Korea says it will um its
free economic zone into a bastion of
tolerance, where it will offer visa
exemptions, preferential taxes and
other incentives to lure fortune seek-
ers from outside.

The northeastern area will also tie
in with the concept of a *golden
triangle” linking Hunchun in

Yanbian, the Korearr autonomous
region within the Chinese province
of Jilin, and the Russian city of Poset
- all around the estuary of the Tumen
River.

Currently, the U.N. Development
Program is coordinating the efforts
to turn the triangular zone of free
ports and industrial complexes into
one of the fastest growing trade hubs
in Asia.

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West can’t deal with Vatican on

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) - The abor-
tion battle at the U.N. population
conference shows that Western
nations could make a deal with
Muslims and get most countries
to sign on - but not the Vatican
and its staunchest allies.

It defined the bottom line be-
yond which all sides are not will-
ing to compromise.

And it revealed the growing
anger among many delegates at
the Vatican's domination of the
conference with abortion, which

most governments consider pe-
ripheral to the real issues of popu-
lation and development.

In the most visible example,
some delegates groaned and
booed when the Holy See’s repre-
sentative stood up to oppose com-
promise language on how to deal
with unsafe abortion.

“I think the Vatican is trying to
hijack” the conference, said
Naomi Wanyama, Uganda’'s

undersecretary of finance and its
representative on the negotiating
committee. Shesaid the Vatican’s
anti-abortion stance was not re-
ally linked to the conference re-

port,a 20-year blueprint on curb-
ing world population
growth,“which has much, much
more to offer to women.”

Former U.S. congresswoman
Bella Abzug, a member of the
U.S. delegation, said: “I don’t
think one religion should come
into an international conference
... and hold up its procedures.”

Because abortion is so conten-
tious, negotiators named a small
committee to work on it and
agreed to take up less trouble-
some issues Thursday. The com-
mittee will report back on Friday.

For months before the confer-
ence, the Vatican and Muslim
hard-liners dominated the head-
lines with charges that the planto
slow the world's population boom
would promote abortion or pro-
miscuity. This raised worries that
opponents would distract the con-
ference.

Norwegian Prime Minister Gro
Harlem Brundtland, one of two
women leaders at the conference,
said she feared family planning
goals would become meaningless
amid all the compromise.

“I tried to put up the stop sign ...
on behalf of the women of the

world,” she said in an interview
with The Associated Press.

Her aim, she said, was to halt
attempts “to water down the real-
ity of unsafe abortions™ and to
block efforts to limit access to
family planning information and
contraceptives.

Brundtland's hard-hitting, no-
nonsense speech at Monday’s
opening session stole the show
and energized women’s rights
activists.

When negotiators started tack-
ling the first abortion issue - un-
safe abortion - Norway, Sweden,
the European Union and the
United States campaigned for
keeping key provisions.

Despite the furious debate, no
country will have to putinto prac-
tice the recommendations being
fashioned at the 182-nation meet-
ing. The Program of Action docu-
ment is to set guidelines for the
next two decades for slowing the
populationexplosion and encour-
aging Third World development.

But it is not binding on any
nation.

A paragraph on unsafe abortion
places priority on making family
planning available to reduce the

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number of abortions. It makes
clear abortion should not be en-
couraged as a method of family
planning and its legality should
be left to individual countries. It
also says women with unwanted
pregnancies must be treated com-
passionately, not punitively.

Nils Daulaire of the U.S.
Agency for International Devel-
opment, the chief U.S. negotiator
on the abortion issue, said the
negotiators had made progress.

“The paragraph as it stands has
been very strongly endorsed by a
number of Islamic countries who
came into this conference with
very serious reservations,”
Dauldite said. These include Pa-
kistan and Iran.

“What we're doing now is that
final slice or two to see whether
we can satisfy a number of the
countries who still cannot accept
the textasit stands ... We werenot
expecting total unanimity,” he
said.

The Vatican opposed a line in
the draft which said that in cases
where abortion is legal, 1t should
be safe.

In committee debate Wednes-
day, Guatemala also opposed the
reference to legal abortion, com-
paring it to the idea of “legal rob-
bery.” Marta Casco of Honduras
said her country wanted the word
“unsafe” stricken, saying abor-
tion is abortion. Both nations are
predominantly Catholic.

A Vatican official, speaking on
condition. of anonymity, said the
Holy See may still accept a new
compromise. The Vatican never
signed on to the action plans
adopted at the 1974 and 1984
U.N. population conferences.

Daulaire said negotiators were
still trying to reach consensus. “If
we can’t, we will stick with the
language as'it‘Clirréntly stands,”
he said.

Timothy Wirth, U.S.
undersecretary of state for global
affairs, defined consensus as
“broad agreement that this is the
direction in which nations are
going to go.”

“Those who do not agree with
that, and there are a handful ...
will note their reservations and
we’ll move on,” he said.

Subway crime down 50%

NEW YORK (AP) - Serious
crime in New York City’s sub-

- ways fell 17.9 percent in the first

six months of this year and has
declined nearly by half since 1990,
transit officials said.

This year’s decrease inreported
underground felonies was the larg-
est since 1990, when the Transit
Authority received $40 millionin
state money for personnel and
equipment, officials said.

The reduced crime rate has led
to an increase of 5 percent in

subway ridership since 1991,

Transit Authority President Alan
Kiepper said. The subway carries
3.4 million people a day.

The biggest decreases in crime
were in the categories of robbery,

grand larceny and burglary, ac-
cording to crime statistics released
on Wednesday. Overall, crime
wasdown 17.9 percent compared
with the first half of 1993 and
47.3 percent compared with the
first half of 1990.

In the first half of 1990, there

were4,518 reported robberies; for
1994, the figure was 2,101 - a
53.5 percent drop. For grand lar-
ceny, the numbers dipped from
3,258 to 1,718 - a 47.3 percent
drop. And the burglary numbers
went from 107 to 36, a 66.4 per-
cent decrease.

Homicides were down from 12
in 1990 to 6 this year, while as-
saults were down from 684 to414
- a 39.5 percent reduction.

ROME. (AP) - With four gold
medals and a world record, it was
China’s day again in the swim-
ming pool and diving arena.

Yet a Russian with an elegant
swimming stroke allied to an air
of invincibility stole the show at
the World Championships.

It didn’t bother Alex Popov,
world record holder for
Swimming’s most prestigious
event, the men’s 100 meters, that
Chinese women were shrugging
off allegations of doping and walk-
ing away with handfuls of gold
medals.

As farashe was concerned heis
in complete control of his event

having added the world title to his
Olympicchampionshipand world
record.

“I can’t lose it,” the Russian
said Wednesday. “Even if I don’t
feel good I just can’t lose it.”

Popov didn't need to go any-
where near the 48.21 he swam at
Monte Carlo in June to beat Matt
Biondi's 6-year-old world mark.

To win the world title, he swam
almost leisurely to clock 49.12
and no one this year has even
swum faster than that.

“I will be in better shape in
Atlanta, I promise,” Popov said,
looking ahead to the defense of
his Olymopic title.

By that time, he may have be-
come the first swimmer under 48

seconds.

“It's possible, I can tell you,
he said. “But it’s up to me.”

American freestyler Gary Hall
won the silver medal behind
Popov and was ahead of the Rus-
sian at the turn.

That led to some friendly de-

”

" bate between the two at the post-

race news conference.

“Youknowit's not easy to swim
the second length under 24 sec-
onds,” Popov told the American.

“What he says does motivate
me,” Hall said. “It’s kind of un-
usual but if you talk like that you
are setting yourself up for de-
feat.”

“We come here to win,” Popov
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said. “Somebody else comes here

to lose, that’s why I can't.’

Hall, 19, believes his time will
come,

“Right now, he's swimming
faster than I am,” the American
said. “ButIdon’tlike being blown
off like that.”

While Tan Shuping won
China’s fourth diving gold, the
women's 3-meter springboard, its
swimmers won all three women’s
titles in the pool with the 400
relay team breaking the world
record.

He Cihong won the 100 back-
stroke and Yang Aihua rompedto
victory in the 400 freestyle from
unfavored lane one.

In the final event of the day, Le
