These were the conclu­
sions drawn up by the 
appellate division of the 
District Court in an appeal 
filed by Nestor Esman 
against Consultants Inter­
national Ltd., owner of 
the Surf Hotel. 

In its opinion issued 
last week, the appellate 
division composed of 
Judges Alfred Laureta, 
William D. Keller and 
Alex R. Munson, affirmed 
the Trial Court's decision 
on the case. ·'That ·is, 
CIL was under no obliga-

tion to pay Nestor Esman 
time and a half for his 
services as a construction 
worker, nor was it ob· 
ligated to guarantee him 
a 40-hour work week for 
his services as a bartender. 

Esman was one of the 
construction workers hired 
by CIL in July 1984 to 
remodel the White Sands 
Hotel, now Surf Hotel.

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Abolition of boarding fees denied 
The Commonwealth 

Ports Authority (CPA) last 
week denied . a request by 
Tinian Mayor Ignacio K. 
Quichocho to abolish 
enplanement fees collect­
ed from domestic air 
travelers within the North-
em Marianas. 

CPA Chairman J.M. 
Guerrero told Quichocho 
that the mayor's request 
was reviewed by the CPA 
board. "In reviewing your 
�l�e�t�t�~�r�,� we have to admit 
that you have presented a 
very good argument for 
your proposal," Guerrero 
said. "However, in re­
searching the law, we 

found that we are not 
allowed by law to ef. 
fectuate your proposal. In 
addition, the CPA is 
currently bound by exist­
ing contracts that would 
prohibit your proposal." 

Guerrero said the CPA 
was established . by law to 
be self-sustaining. The 
law requires that revenues 
such as those generated 
from enplanement fees be 
used for airport-related 
activities.

Guerrero said 
that only the assets of the 
Saipan airport were 
pledged as collateral for 
the bonds to ensure that 
operations of the two 
other airports are not 
jeopardized if there is any 
problem with the bonds. 

"I wish to reiterate and 
emphasize that the fees 
collected at the Tinian air­
port are used solely for the 

maintenance and opera­
tion of the Tinian air· 
port," Guerrero said. "The 
same goes for the Rota 
airport and the Saipan 
airport." 

Guerrero stressed CPA's 
concern about the dev­
elopment of Tinian and 
Rota. He said that while 
fees for international 
deplaned passengers at the 
Saipan International Air­
port were increased last · 
February, there was no 
increase in fees in Tinian 
and Rota. 

"No increases have been 
made for Tinian and Rota 
over the past four years," 
he said. "In fact, the CPA 
has eliminated the mini­
mum landing fee at Rota 
and Tinian since ap­
proximately a year ago."

$24M in war claims 
to be paid in '88? 

The Committee on 
Interior and Insular Af­
fairs of the U.S. House of 
Representatives has in­
dicated that monies to 
settle war claims under 
Title I of the Claims 
Legislation (U.S. Public 
Law 95-134) would be 
paid out in the Fiscal 
Year 1988 appropriation 
for Micronesia_ 

War Claims under Title I 
of the legislation are for 
. damages and losses that 
occured in Palau and other 
Micronesian Islands during 
World War II and prior to 
the securing and occupa­
tion of U.S. forces. Many 
Palauan claimants fall 
under this category of 
claims. 

The U.S. Congressional 
Committee that reported 
this settlement said there 
are over $24 million dol-
lars in claim from 
claimants throughout 
Micronesia. 

"Payment of Title I 
claims, �w�h�~�c�h� ·were award­
ed by a federal commis­
sion established by law, 
has not taken place· to 

date because of a stipu­
lation that payment 
await a contribution by 
the Government of Japan 
to the Trust Territory of 
the Pacific Islands which 
contribution may be in 
goods and services, which 
hs a value as determined 
by the Secretary of the 
futerior equivalent to not 
less than 50 percent of the 
total awards," the In­
terior and Insular Com­
mittee said . 

The U.S. Congressional 
Committee said that "it 
was officially notified by 
the Department of Interior 
last year that Japan's as­
sistance to the Micronesian 
governments had exceeded 
$20 million dollars," and 
this has fulfilled the re­
quirement expected from 
the Government of Japan. 

''The Committee, there­
fore, expects that the 
$24,057 ,000 in · Title I 
payments will be made in 
Fiscal Year 1988 ·bringing 
to a conclusion at long last 
this World War II associat­
ed debt to the Microne­
sia," the Committee said.

budget of $284,800 or less 
than half the amount 
authorized under the con­
tinuing resolution. 

Bureau Director Felipe 
Atalig said in an interview 
Wednesday the budget cut 
was the main reason for 
the termination of the 
employment of 20 staff 
members of the bureau. 

He assured that the 
bureau, with 11 staff 
members, would be able to 
continue working effec­
tively and providing- the 
needs of the Legislature.

paralysis). The child 
needs drops in the mouth 
once each month for 3 
months. In some . coun­
tries, Polio vaccine is first 
given shortly after birth; 
in other countries, at 2 
months old. It is best not 
to breast feed the baby for 
2 hours before or after 
giving the drops. 

3. PPD (Purified protein 
derivative) - Tuberculin 
Skin Test. Each child 
should get this at the age 
of one year. 

4. MMR (Measles, 
Mups, Rubella). One in­
jection only, given no 
younger than 9 to 15 
months of age. 

5. Tetanus. For adults 
and children over 12 years 
old, the most important 
vaccine is for tetanus 
(lockjaw). One injection 
every month for 3 months, 
another after a year, and 
then one every 10 years. 
Everyone should be vac­
cinated afainst tetanus -
especially pregnant 
women, so thtat their 
babies will be protected 
against tetanus of the new-
born.

DPS emphasizes 
staff training 

SAIPAN (CNS) - The 
Department of Public 
Safety has a new em­
phasis on training as 
Director Ed Manibusan 
encourages professional 
staff development.

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Sirens to warn people of typhoon 
SAIP AN (CNS) - A 

new emergency warning 
system should be in place 
for most of Saipan in the 
next month. Special 
Assistant to the Governor 

for Administration Ramon 
Guerrero says the new 
system of sirens should be 
installed and tested in 30-
40 days. 

Guerrero says three 
Alertronic 4000 warning 
sirens have been ordered 
for placement at Garapan 
Elementary School, Saipan 
Mayor's Office in Chalan 
Kanoa and the old beacon 
site at Koblerville. The 
360 degree sirens will be 
installed atop forty-five 
feet tall poles for maxi­
mum coverage and will be 

powered by solar cells. 
Guerrero, who is also 

the Chief Response As­
sistance Coordinator, says 
the three sirens cost 
$35,000 with associated 
gear and will be installed 
by Emergency Operations 
Center personnel. He says 
the sirens will t>e radio 
controlled from the center 
and, with five different 

sounds, can act as warning 
signals for typhoon 
evacuation and tsunamis 
or as a public address 
system. 

The sound of the sirens 
is expected to carry for a 
couple of miles or more 
and a major public infor­
mation campaign will be 
conducted by government 
disaster control officials to 

ensure that warning signals 
are easily identified. 

Guerrero says that 
'more sirens will follow 

upon satisfactory installa­
tion and performance of 
·this warning system." 

The public will be given 
advance notice of the 
siren tests to avoid undue 
alarm. 

Montoya, Scocozza at PBDC Winter Meeting 
SAIP AN (CNS) - Two 

top federal officials 
addressed the Winter 
Meeting of the Pacific 
Basin .Development Coun­
cil (PBDC) meeting in 
Washington D.C and 
briefed them on airline 
issues, privatization, 
tourism and a vocational 
apprenticeship program. 

Assistant Secretary of 
Interior Richard T.

Assistant Secretary of 
Transportation Matthew 
Scocozza announced that 
the Commonwealth Port 
Authority will designate a 
place at the airport to 
handle consumer air 
service complaint. 

Montoya said more 
funding will be needed for 
phase two of privatization 
for evaluation and final 
decision on what govern­
ment services should be 
privatized. He talked 
about the need for region­
al training in tourism and 

the need to set up an 
apprenticeship program in 
construction so local 
people could replace alien 
workers. 

Scocozza said the es­
sential air service program 
will expire in l988 and has 
publicly said he will en­
courage its continuation at 
least for the Pacific ter­
ritories. He recognized the 
unique requirements of 
Pacific territories and said 
the essential air service 
program is important.

fought strenously for the 
dream of a self-reliant and 
independent Micronesia. 
On the religious front, 
Father was the motivat­
ing and guiding force 
behind the effort to 
translate the Bible into 
Trukese. Before his death 
he saw completed a 
Trukese New Testatment, 
a book that was never kept 
far from his ·bed. Though 
without their friend and 
leader, today his friends at 
the Truk Apostolic Center 
are still carrying out this 
work as the Trukese 
translation of the Old 
Testament nears comple­
tion. 

On the economic front, 
Fogelsanger proved him­
self no less a fighter when 
it came to opposing the 
creation of a colonial 
mentality of self-contempt 
among the Trukese caused 
by their overwhelming 
dependence on outside 
financial assistance. He 
was the instigating force 
behind the cooperative 
movement in Truk. Al­
though faced with many 
difficulties, the coopera­
tive movement scored a 
number of successes in­
cluding various credit 
unions, a boat building 
program, the introduction 
of ferro-concrete techno­
logy, and the Truk Fishing 
Coop. Till this day the 
Truk Fishing Coop contin­
ues to play a vital role in 
the large inter-island boats 
in Truk Lagoon are made 
of ferro-concrete. 

A Mass of Christian 
Burial for Fogelsanger was 
celebrated at St. Ignatius 
Loyola Church in Man­
hattan on March 16. He 
will be buried at the Jesuit 
Ceretery inAuriesville, 
New York.

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Schools lack facilities 
"You got some serious 

facility problems," said 
the Western Association of 
Schools and Colleges team 
that conducted a candida­
cy visit to the three CNMI 
public high schools March 
22-28. 

Ralph Sleight, W ASC 
associate director, and 
Ron Ludnstredt, a W ASC 
member and principal of 
Andrew High School in 
San Jose, California, visit­
ed the schools in Saipan, 
Rota and Tinian and · 
found out that the 
sch

0

ools lack adequate 
facilities. 

They said they saw 
"some really good teach­
ing and students respond­
ing," but they observed 
such problems as lack of 
a library, science laborato­
ry, and vocational shop at 
all the three schools. 

"Many of the class­
rooms need painting, and 
there is graffiti on the 
walls," said Ron Lund­
stredt. "There s plumbing 
problem, and some toilets 
are not working." 

He added, ·'Your 
schools should look like 
your government build­
ings. Is it because of not 
enough money to main­
tain your schools? You 
have to upgrade your 

facilities in three years." 
Despite these concerns, 

the teachers are perform­
ing adequately, Lundstredt 
said. "I saw some really 
good teachers. I saw kids 
responding. You have 
good teachers. They are 
doing a good job. I'll be 
happy if my own kids 
come to school here." 

Marianas and Rota high 
schools are seriously vying 
for accreditation candida­
cy this year but not 'finian 
School. Acting Principal 
Ruth Villagomez told the 
WASC team on March 26 
that her school, which has 
up to grade 10, "won't be 
qualified for accreditation 
candidacy this year but 
will be qualified next 
year." 

The W ASC officials 
noted that there's a pos­
sibility of considering 
candidacy for Tinian 
School from grades I 
through 10. 

Sleight and Lundstredt 

said they would complete 
the report on their find­
ings in April and will 
notify the schools if they 
are eligible for accredit­
ation candidacy. 

"Granting candidacy 
does not mean giving ac­
creditation," the two 
WASC officials clarified. 

"Granting accreditation is 
the job of the accredit­
ation team." 

They added that "self­
study is the key to ac­
creditation" and that the 
schools will have five 
months to write their self­
study reports. 

In the self-study, WASC 
will look for eight criteria: 
philosophy, goals, and 
objectives; curriculum; co­
curricular activities such as 
student activities; student 
personnel services (coun­
seling); staff composition 
and qualifications; facil­
ities; finance; and school 
organization. 

A W ASC accreditation 
team will visit the CNMI 
in January 1989 and will 
tour each high school for 
three-and-one-half days for 
full accreditation. 

"Full accreditation can 
come about only if the 
recommendations made by 
W Ase are fulfilled," said 
William S. Torres, chair­
man of the DOE steering 
committee on accredit­
ation, who along with 
Associate Superintendent 
of Instruction Justo 
Quitugua accompanied 
Sleight and Lundstredt to 
the schools.

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Human errors cause most road deaths 
BANGKOK (UNIS) -

Human errors have led to 
most road accidents that, 
for decades, have claimed 
more lives than any 
diseases or other deadly 
causes in developing 
countries of Asia and the 
Pacific. 

A report prep!lXed by 
the United Nations Eco­
nomic and Social Commis­
sion for Asia and the 
Pacific (ESCAP) for a 
sem.inar on road safety, 
which open~d here Tues­
day, attributed those er­
rors to "road user beha­
vior." They caused as high 
as 95 percent of all traffic 
accidents in Singapore and 
91 percent in Pakistan. 

The ESCAP report 
analyzed the road ac­
cidents in those two 
countriesas well as those in 
Afghanistan, India, Indo­
nesia, Iran, Malaysia, 
Nepal, Papua New Guinea, 
Philippines, Republic of 
Korea, Sri Lanka and Thai­
land. 

It pinpointed faulty 
roads and vehicles as 
among the other leading 

<::a.uses of traffic accidents. 
The annual rates of traffic 
accidents related to the 
two causes ranged from 4 
percent in Pakistan to 29 
percent in Sri Lanka. 

Jointly organized by 
ESCAP and the World 
Health Organization 
(WHO), the three-day 
seminar is to assess various 
road safety measures, with 
the end in view to promot­
ing co-operation among 
Asia-Pacific governments 
in reducing the number of 
fatalities resulting from 
traffic accidents. 

In opening the seminar, 
Director-General Narong 
Sadudi of Thailand's 
medical services depart­
ment, public health 
ministry, said that road 
traffic accidents have 

. become a major cause of 
deaths and disabilities. Al­
though modernization of 
the transportation system 
in most developing Asia­
Pacific countries has been 
rapid, there are not 
enough safety measures to 
prevent road accidents, he 
said. 

Some 10,000 persons 
die and 600,000 others 
injured in traffic ac­
cidents in Thailand 
annually, Narong said, 
adding that these have 
caused economic losses 
estimated to be about 10 
billion baht or about 1 to 
2 percent of the gross 
national product. 

"There is still a lot to 
be done to achieve .a 
reduction in the level of 
(road) accidents," ESCAP 
Deputy Executive Sec-

The decline in the 
fatality rate are attributed 
to the . rapid rise in the 
number of vehicles on the 
road. In Malaysia, the rate 
dP.creased from 12 to 7 
percent in 1975 and 1984 
and, in Thailand, from 24 
to 10 percent o·ver the 
same period.

The U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers requests 
public review and com­
ments on an application 
from Hotel Nikko Saipan, 
Inc., for a federal permit 
to excavate a swimming 
area in nearshore waters of 
Paupau Beach at San 
Roque, Saipan. 

Col. F. W. Wanner, 
Honolulu District Engi­
neer, said, "The applicant 
proposes to create a swim­
ming area and to widen 
the beach at the shoreline 
fronting its new hotel now 
under construction. Ap­
proval is also requested to 
construct a saltwater in­
take into Saipan Lagoon. 
The proposed activities 
would increase water 
recreational opportunities 
for hotel guests and island 
residents." 

The proposed swimming 
area would be 1.5 acres in 
size. The existing beach 
would be widened by 50 
feet. Approximately 7 ,800 
cubic yards of sand will be 
discharged into the near­
shore water during the 
beach widening. The 
majority of the beach sand 
would be obtained by ex­
cavating the hotel lagoon. 
The coastal strand veget­
ation along the shore 
would be preserved for 

wind screens, aesthetics 
and avian habitat. 

A saltwater intake con­
sisting of two 16-inch 
pipes will convey seawater 
into a well where water 
would be pumped into the 
lagoon. The water would 
cascade through the 
lagoon and back into 
Saipan Lagoon through a 
rubble-lined open culvert. 
The culvert would also 
serve as a groin to mini­
mize any so,uthward move­
ment of sand. 

Addre~ing the impacts 
of the proposed project, 
Wanner said, "Excavation 
of the swimming lagoon 
would deepen about 1.5 
acres of Halodule seagrass 
bed from less than 1 foot 
to 4 feet. The excavated 
area would be approxi­
mately 10-15 percent of 
the total seagrass bed. Sea 
cucumbers, grazing gastro­
pods and other benthic 
invertebrates residing in 
the excavated area would 
be destroyed. Recoloniza­
tion by similar species is 
anticipated. The beach 
widening will occur in a 
depauperate beach zone. 
No interference with 
littoral drift is anticipated.

tion for the water intake 
will temporarily increase 
water turbidity by re­
suspending settled sand 
and silt. Prevailing water 
currents would sweep the 
turbid plume southward 
along the coast within the 
nearshore seagrass zone 
and depauperate beach 
zone.
