Thus
year by year Americans are gaiuing for themselves
the respect of foreign nations on account of skill in
the mechanic arts, as evinced in the construction of
cotton machinery, steam printing-presses- , the manu-
facture of fire arms, &c, and finally for prowess in
war and great achievements in military and naval
science. Under such circumstances, to command
respect is to wield power, and it behooves the people
of the United Slates, as they with steady and stately
tread take their position iu the front rank or nations,
to see that the moral and physical strength tbey rep.
resent is exercised in the interests or peace and an
enlightened civilization.
