AIDS reaches Marianas, 
Western Pacific,
50 carriers detected in 
Guam and CNMI

A ID S  - the global pandemic 
that has affected cldse to over two 
m illion people worldwide, is un­
fortunately, now a reality o f life  
in  the Western Pacific and the' 
Marianas.

That there are currently 50  
people in Guam and the C N M I  
infected w ith A ID S  is now a fact 
o f life for people in  the Marianas. 
The reality comes after years o f  
shunning the truth which Richard 
Ceyzyk, A ID S  Program M an ­
ager, attributes to “a geographic 
and cultural immunity people have 
built up.”

Ceyzyk said the ones who are 
known to health officials do not 
pose any danger but the problem  
lies among the people who are 
unaware they are carriers o f the 
deadly virus.

Ceyzyk and A ID S  educators 
David Antonelli and M ichelle San 
Nicolas de Loso spoke before a 
crowd o f almost 450  bar girls, 
escorts and masseuses in the 
continuing effort to educate the 
public about A ID S  and the H IV -  
virus,

Health education materials and 
pamphlets on A ID S  and condoms

were also given away during the 
lecture.

Yesterday’s lecture was part o f  
the week-long series o f speaking 
engagements o f Antonelli and De  
Loso, a health education coordi­
nator for Guam and Micronesia  
and a microbiologist for Guam ’s 
Departm ent o f Health respec­
tively.

Antonelli and D e Loso have 
already spoken to a number o f  
students, Duty Free employees, 
hospital staff and several m em ­
bers o f civic organizations on the 
island. Their final lecture w ill be 
given to Northern Marianas Co l­
lege students today at 10 a.m. at 
the N M C  student lounge.

About nine-tenths o f the new 
infections reported since A pril 
1991 have been in  adults and one- 
tenth  in c h ild ren  born  to  
HIV-infected mothers.

A  b ill that w ould create ¡a 
“Manpower Development Fund” 
to be used for skills training pro­
grams for US citizens or American 
national resident workers, has 
been in troduced in  the  
Legislature’s bigger chamber.

House B ill 8-65, sponsored by 
Representative Jesus P. Mafnas, - 
would also levy a tax on employ­
ers o f alien workers to be used to 
develop the manpower needs o f  
the Commonwealth.

Director Greg Camacho o f the 

Department o f Public Safely said 
yesterday that they w ill start is­
suing citation tickets for littering 
in the streets and other public 
places.

The move is meant to curb the 
indiscrim inate littering in the 
streets and henceforth the DPS  
w ill be going after the violators 
pursuant to the provisions of 
Public Law  6-37 (Littering Con­
trol Act).

Those caught violating the law  
w ill thus be asked to pay a fine o f 
not less than $200 and as much as 
$500.

Camacho thus enjoins the public 
to properly secure their pick-up 
trucks or any vehicle and con­
tainers while transporting their 
garbage or they w ill be appre­
hended and issued the citation 
ticket.

Furthermore, the DPS also ad­
vises the general public to make 
sure that they clean up the picnic 
areas after using them or they w ill 
also be apprehended by the Police 
and made to pay the same level of 
fines.

The measure was being pro­
posed in  the H o use o f  
Representatives cognizant o f a 
currently felt shQrtage o f labor in 
both public and private sectors.

Such a manpower shortage was 
said to have necessitated the im ­
port o f foreign labor, which has 
affected the people o f the Com­
m onw ealth  e co n o m ica lly , 
socially, and educationally.

The Fund was meant to raise 
the necessary budget to provide 
skills and training for citizens ih a 
rapidly growing economy as that 
o f the C N M I.

I t  was determined that there is a 
need to encourage the profes­
sional, technical, and skilled-trade 
education and training of US 
citizens and/or American nation­
als who have been domiciled in 
the Commonwealth fo r a period 
not less than five years.

Section 4  o f the b ili imposes a 
tax on employers who employ 
non-resident labor at a rate· of 
three cents per hour for each em­
ployee, due and payable to the 
treasurer o f  the Commonwealth 
government no laier than the first

work day following pay day.
The tax levied shall be eaf- 

marked as follows: 30%  for the 
training of public service em­
ployees; 34% for nursing and 
vo catio n al education at the 
Northern Marianas College; and 
36% for employees in the private 
sector.

The Manpower Development 
Fund shall be administered by d 
Manpower Review Committee to 
be appointed by the governor and 
to consist o f the personnel officer, 
the N M C  president, a representa­
tive o f the Chamber o f Commerce, 
the special assistant of. W om en’s 
Affairs, the resident assistant of 
Indigenous Affairs, the associate 
dean o f Community Services and 
Adult Basic Education, and the 
director o f Nursing.

The Fund is to be expended in 
accordance to the approved de­
velopment plan to be prepared by 
the agencies or organizations 
having jurisdiction of the devel­
opment o f skills and knowledge 
of the employees and students, 
and submitted to the Manpower 
Review Committee for approval.

House rejects Bush budget, 
poised to adopt democratic plan

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) -  Thé  
House on Wednesday night over­
whelm ingly rejected President 
Bush’s 1993 budget, setting the 
stage forpassage o f a Democratic  
plan that would divert post Cold  
W ar defense funds to education, 
health and other domestic in itia­
tives.

The 370 to 42  vote was the 
House’s first this year on how  
large the so called peace dividend  
should be, and what should be 
done w ith the money. W h ile  re­
jecting Bush’s proposal did not 
provide a final answer, it  was 
clear that lawmakers could not 
embrace his priorities.

A ll 250 voting Democrats, 119 
R ep u b lican s  and th e  one  
independent voted against the

Bush plan, while 42  Republican 
lawmakers supported it.

Democrats, their eyes cm the 
unfolding election campaign, de­
rided Bush’s spending blueprint 
for the fiscal year that starts Oct. 
1 as an inadequate response to the 
needs o f a nation mired in  reces­
sion and a w o rld  w ith o u t a 
menacing Soviet Un ion. The  
House was poised to adopt the 
Dem ocrats.’ a lte rn a tiv e  on 
Thursday.

Arguing that Bush’s budget 
“moves us backward,” House 
budget C o m m ittee  C hairm an  
Leon Panetta, D -C a lif., said, “ the 
world has changed. W e need to 
reorder these priorities and invest 
in  areas that affect our society.”

G ingrichof Georgia said the Bush 
plan was “ the least bad offer we 
have right now.”

H e  and other Republicans ar­
gued the Democratic proposal, by 
carving twice as much out o f  m ili­
tary spending as outlined by Bush, 
w ou ld  recklessly w eaken the 
country’s defenses against un- 

. foreseen threats.
Testifying before the House 

Foreign Affairs Committee, D e­
fense Secretary D ick  Cheney said 
the Democratic plan would re­
quired additional cuts o f 300,000  
active-duty personnel next year, 
beyond the 2 3 6 ,0 0 0  already  
planned through 1993.

“You want crippling defense 
cuts and higher spending, i t ’s in 
the Democrats’ budget,” Repub­
lican Rep. David Dreier said on 
the House floor.

But many Republican lawm ak­
ers joined the House’s majority 
Democrats and abandoned the 
president’s plan, bush’s package

The Mortgage Bankers Asso­
ciation o f Am erica said H a w a ii’s 
rate o f 2.56 percent was surpassed 
only by South Dakota’s 2.55 per­
cent.

The highest rate, 7 .82 percent, 
was posted by Mississippi. The  
national rate was 4 .78  percent.

The percentage figure repre­
sents the p ro p o rtio n  o f  
homeowners at least 30 days late 
in making their mortgage pay­
ments.

Hawaii had a delinquency rate 
of 2.07 percent in the last quarter 
o f 1990, while the national figure 
stood a t4 .7  ¡percent..

Diplomat: Philippines may become 
transshipment point to China

TAIPE, Taiwan (AP) - Tw o Philippine bases long used by U.S. faces  
could replace Hong Kong as transshipment centers for Taiwanese goods 
to China after the British colony reverts to Chinese rule in 1997, a Taiwan 
diplomat said Thursday.

Liu Ta-jen, Taiwan’s unofficial representative in Manila, told leg­
islators the two sites also could serve as transitpoinls for Taiwan’s indirect 
air and sea links with mainland China.

An agreement that would have permitted U.S. use of Subic Bay Naval 
Base for another 10 years was voted down by the Philippine Senate last 
September. Philippine President Corazon Aquino has given U.S. forces 
until the end of 1992 to leave the base.

The Philippines hopes to convert both bases for civilian use.

HONOLULU (AP) - The sud­
den decline in state revenues this 
year is focusing attention on a 
five year old legal fight which 
has the potential of bailing the 
state government out o f its cur­
rent financial trouble.

Tax collections in January were 
off $43 million, or 14.3 percent, 
from a year ago with revenues 
through the first seven months of 
the fiscal year down 1.5 percent 
compared to the forecast for a 6 
percent increase during the year.

Meanwhile, sitting in a special 
bank account is about $120 mil- 
lionincash. It’sstatetaxrevenues 
paid underprotest by out-of-state 
insurance companies since 1987 
when they challenged the consti­
tutionality o f Hawaii’s tax law.

Just who gets that money and 
how much might be decided by a 
state court judge or it could be 
part o f an out o f court settlement 
between the state and the insur­
ance industry through behind the 
scenes negotiations.*

One key to gaining an our of 
court settlem ent underwhich 
most, if not all, of the money 
would go to the state is legisla­
tion to cure the inequity of  
Hawaii’s existing law that taxed 
the out of state companies sub­
stantially .more ihan domestic 
insurance companies.

H ouse Finance Committee 
chairman Joseph Souki said the 
prospect o f  getting the insurance 
tax money played no role in the 
House version o f the state’s sup­
plemental budget bill passed  
Tuesday by the House and sent to 
the Senate.’Tdidn’twanlto count 
my chicks before they hatched,”

Souki said Wednesday. “If we 
did get it, it would help cover the 
anticipated shortfall” expected to 
be forecast by the state’s Council 
onRevenues when it meets March
i0 .

“It would put us in real good 
shape,” he said.

The H ouse and Senate on 
Tuesday approved measures to 
revise insurance premium rates to 
correct the inequity, and a similar 
measure approved last year re­
mains alive at the Legislature.

State Tax director Richard 
Kahle Jr., who has been the state 
administration’s point man in the 
dispute, said W ednesday that 
drafts o f the legislation thus far 
are unsatisfactory to the adminis­
tration.

They might not earn the state 
the same amount o f revenues from 
the insurance industry and provi­
sions for tax credits likely would 
apply only to domestic insurance 
companies and might be chal­
lenged as discriminatory, Kahle 
said.

“W e’ve still got two months to 
go,” Kahle said when asked about 
the prospects o f  a settlement be­
fore the Legislature’s scheduled 
adjournment April 27.

On Friday, state attorneys ar­
gue before Circuit Judge Robert 
Klein for a summary judgement 
to give the state the entire amount 
in  escrow. Klein last June set the 
premium tax ratefor all insurance 
companies t the rate now set in the 
law for out o f  state companies.

It all started when the nation’s 
major insurance companies filed 
suit againstHawaiiin 1987, based 
on a 1986 U.S. Supreme Court

ruling against Alabama for an 
unconstitutional discriminational 
tax rates.

The theory behind the two tiered 
tax law was that the Hawaii com­
panies needed an advantage to 
compete with the giant compa­
nies from the mainland.

In 1990, the major parties got 
together on acompromise bill that 
would make the tax rate the same 
for both the domestic and out of 
state companies, but would give 
the local companies tax credits.

Gov. john Waihee vetoed that 
measure after state officials de­
termined the change would cost 
the state $7 million a year in tax 
revenues, according to Attorney 
General Warren Price.

Kahle said the state’s position 
is that all the money should go to 
the state because the cost o f  the 
higher tax was passed on to cus­
tomers who are citizens o f  Hawaii.

Unlike most other businesses, 
insurance companies only pay 
taxes on their incane from pre­
miums for policies they sell.

In an attempt to pressure on the 
insurance industry to settle, the 
Legislature last year passed and 
the governor signed a measure to 
charge insurance companies the4 
percent excise tax a t  their rental 
income, effective Jan. l.It will 
boost by about $500,000 the 
industry’s annual tax bill o f  some 
$53 million.

A representative o f  the major 
out o f state insurance companies 
said the new tax was another at­
tempt to discriminate in favor of 
the local companies because the 
local companies don’t have that 
much rental property.

sion on elections on Thursday 
threw out a petition to disqualify 
Imelda Marcos from running for 
president in the May 11 national 
elections because she failed to 
meet residency requirements.

Lawyer Pedro Peralta,whofiled 
the petition lastmonth as a private 
citizen and taxpayer, said he 
would appeal the decision to the 
Supreme Court 

Peralta had argued that the 
w idow  o f  ousted  President

Ferdinand Marcos does not have 
the 10 year residency required by 
the constitution for being out of 
the country f a  nearly six years, 
living in exile in the United States 
after Marcos was toppled in a 
revolt in February 1986.

Government: Nuclear plant 
settlement will ease energy crunch

M ANILA (AP) - President 
Corazon Aquino’s spokesman 
said Thursday a controversial 
nuclear plant was essential to 
easing the country’s energy  
shortage although the government 
could prove the builders paid 
bribes to win the contract.

On Wednesday, the Philippines 
reached an out-of-court settlement 
with Westinghouse Electric Cor­
poration and a N ew  Jersey  
company over charges that the 
companies bribed the late Presi­
dent Ferdinand Marcos to secure 
a lucrative contract 

The agreement which cancels 
a jury trial, provides for the Phil­
ippines to hire Westinghouse to 
rehabilitate and operate the plant 
over a three year period.

Westinghouse agreed to give 
the Philippine^ $10 m illiot in cash 
and $90 m illio i in credit. The 
upgrade is expected to cost the 
Philippines $400 million, bring­
ing the Philippines ’ effective cost 
to $300 million.

The P h ilipp ines w ill pay  
Westinghouse 40 million annually 
to operate the plant for the next 30 
years.

“One advantage of the nuclear 
power plant is it will really help 
give us electricity for Luzon (is­
land,” presidential spokesman 
Horacio Paredes said in a radio 
broadcast. “If that was operating 
right now, then we shouldn’t be 
experiencing these brownouts 
which has been hitting us often, 
especially during the dry season.” 

The plant was built during the 
administration of the late presi­
dent Ferdinand Marcos, who was 
overthrown in the February 1986 
uprising that e levated  Mrs. 
Aquino to the presidency.

T okyo (A P ) - President 
Vytautas L andsbergis o f  
Lithuania arrived Wednesday for 
talks on possible Japanese tech­
nical assistance to his Baltic state.

Landsbergis is to confer with 
Prime Minister Kiichi Miyazawa 
and other gpvemment and busi­
ness leaders and have an audience 
with Emperor Akihito during his 
six day visit.

Lithuania gained independence 
from the former Soviet Union last 
September, and established dip­
lomatic relations with Japan a 
month later.

Lithuanian Prime M inister 
Gediminas Vagnorius visited  
Tokyo last Oct. 17-19 and Nov. 
25 ~7.

She pledged never to operate 
the plant because o f  safety flaws 
and because Westinghouse de­
nies the charges.

But the Aquino government 
made no plans for alternative 
sources of power, and the country 
was plunged into a critical elec­
tricity shortage which persists six 
years later.

The power shortage has dis­
couraged foreign companies from 
investing in the Philippines.
'Paredes said the government 

was convinced it could prove the 
bribery allegations.

“W e were able to show that 
Westinghouse was able to get the 
contract because there was bribe 
money,” Paredes said. “The 
president was given m oney. . .  to

agree on the plan even i f  the plant 
was defective, even if  many safety 

, features were lacking, even if there 
was no study where it was put up 
like in the earthquake fault.”.'

But the Aquino government has 
never managed to prove any of its 
allegations in court and has instead 
opted for a series o f settlements 
with Marcos associates.

Marcos’ widow, Imelda, faces 
more than 80 civil and criminal 
charges in connection with al­
leged corruption but one of the 
trials has been completed. She 
was acquitted of federal rack­
eteering charges in a trial that 
ended in New Y a k  in.1990.

Marcos was also indicted but 
died in September 1989 before 
the case went to trial.

Peralta also said Mrs. Marcos 
should be declared a nuisance 
candidate for/mocking the elec­
toral process, charging that she 
would buy her way back to power 
to avoid a “dark and dreary dun­
geon where she ought to belong 
because of her crimes.”

The government has accused 
the Marcoses o f illegally enrich­
ing themselves during his 20 year 
administration. Marcos denied 
any wrongdoing.

In a ruling on the petition, the 
election commission said the facts 
and circum stances o f  Mrs. 
Marcos’ absence cannot be used 
as grounds to disqualify her from 
homing from public office.

It sdid that the rule covering 
such issues is that residence should 
mean “domicile, denoting a per­
manent dwelling place to which 
one when absent intends to re­
turn.”

“ThatrespondentMarcosdidnot 
intend to abandon her residence in 
the Philippines was amply dem­
onstrated by her and her family’s 
attempt to return to the country,” 
the commission said.

Two other presidential aspir­
ants - Eduardo “D anding” 
C ojuangco and Sen . Jovito

Salonga have also not lived here 
f a  10 straight years. Conjuangco 
fled the country with Marcos in 
1986 and returned in November 
.1989.

Salonga went into voluntary 
exile during the Marcos adminis­
tration and returned in January 
1985.

The commission also said there 
was no evidence that Mrs. Marcos 
intended to mock the exercise or 
to cause confusion among vot­
ers, w h ich  are grounds for 
declaring a nuisance candidate.

It said that Mrs. Marcos’ rank­
ing -as the sixth most popular 
candidate in a field o f eight aspir­
ants in a recent radio survey 
indicated that the voters do not 
think she was a nuisance.

In addition, her campaign sor­
ties in the provinces showed her 
“sincerity to run for public of­
fice,” the commission said. It 
also reprimanded Peralta for us­
ing “intemperate and abusive 
language” in his petition.

Mrs. Marcos is running against 
some o f those responsible for her 
husband’s overthrow, among 
them  P resident C orazon  
Aquino’s favorite, former De­
fense Secretary Fidel Ramos.

of the US Labor Department’s 
Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration will speak on the 
regulations being enforced in the 
CNMI during the monthly meet­
ing o f the CNMI Contractors 
Association at 12:00 noon Satur­
day, March 7, 1992 at the Hyatt 
regency Saipan’s Oceana Room.

K eynote speaker Joe 
Quichocho, is expected to brief 
association members of the latest 
rules and regulations being ad­
ministered by the OSHA.

Quichocho, who is part o f a 
team of OSHA inspectors, are on 
island to do routinary inspection 
of certain workplaces on Saipan 
on their compliance to strict 
OSHA standards required by fed­
eral law.

The team was reported to have 
initially made the rounds of gar­
ment firms and was said to. have 
issued citations and imposed pen­
al ties toviolators of certain OSHA 
rules.

The presence of the OSHA team 
drew apprehension on the part of 
the contractors group after it was

learned that OSHA officials se­
cured a list o f  construction  
companies from the Department 
of Commerce and Labor.

“We had the feeling that w e’re 
next in line, and this caused some 
of our members to grow restless 
since most o f us our not aware of 
some of the regulations being en­
forced by the federal agency,” 
said Richard Szumiel, the presi­
dent o f  the C ontractors’ 
Association.

The m onthly m eeting was 
scheduled and it was agreed that

having an official from the OSHA 
to explain some of the rules would 
be of benefit to all members o f the 
group.

An expected highlight of the 
meeting is a question and answer 
forum wherein the CNMI’s con­
tractors cou ld  inquire on 
provisions under US Labor laws 
pertaining to occupational safety.

“One o f the things we would 
like clarified is when will semi­
nars on OSHA standards be held,” 
said Szumiel, who indicated that 
such a seminar is imperative.

It was noted that the last semi­
nar on OSHA was held sometime 
in 1989, even if there have been 
several revisions made on the 
regulations.

“W e need to be informed of 
these seminars, we just don’t want 
to be issuedcitations and imposed 
fines for non-compliance of rules 
we w e’re not aware of,” said 
Szumiel.

Hawaii's Retirement 
Fund has big a sse ts

HONOLULU (AP) - The state 
employees’ retirement fund s y s - . 
tem had assets o f $4.59 billion at 
the end o f last year, making it the 
third largest financial organiza­
tion in the state behind the parent 
companies of Bank of Hawaii and 
First Hawaiian Bank.

Stanley Siu, the fund’s execu­
tive director, said it had an 18.7 
percent rate o f  return on its in­
vestments during 1991.

Siu credited the high rate of 
return to the fund’s diversity and

to investment decisions made by 
its board o f  trustees.

The board makes its decisions 
after consulting with investment 
advisors, he said.

“We want them (the advisors) 
to be a little aggressive, but not 
too aggressive,” Siu said.

The fund has 77,000 members 
composed o f 54,000 active state 
and county employees, 21,000 
pensioners and beneficiaries and 
2,000 inactive vested members.

million in 1990 to the present as 
payment o f liquid fuel tax to the 
General Fund.

According to Guerrero, the 
number o f power customers has 
increased from 5,415 in 1988, to 
7,595 in January 1992. Of these 
customers, 95% are metered con­
sumers, leaving only a small 
percentage o f those on flat rate.

Due to such an increase, CUC 
had to use its revenue collections 
for FY 1991 amounting to $4.1 
million to upgrade its power distri­
bution system according to US 
standards to accommodate more 
customers and generate more rev­
enues.

“I consider this action as an in­
vestment in capital assets for CUC. 
These improvements reduced line 
loss from 37% to 15%, rapidly 
approaching the industry standard 
10%,” the executive director con­
tinued.

Citing all those figures, Guerrero 
claimed that CUC is profitable and 
is able to manage its own financial 
resources, ifnot for the difficulty of 
offsetting government utilities as 
payment for monies received to

pay for fuel, in addition to paying 
liquid fuel and gross revenue taxes 
for a power plant ·

“It is sad to see one government 
agencypayinganothergovarnment 
agency taxes to make that agency 
profitable,” he retorts.

But the biggest concern, accord­
ing to him, is the low and middle 
income families that can not afford 
to pay the increased rates. It was said 
that the governor and members of the 
Legislature would be hesitant to touch 
(m the issue of rates increase because 
of political reasons.

Notwithstanding this, the initial 
procedure in implementing the new 
rate structure is already in place, pub­
lished in the Commonwealth Register, 
with the CUC Board ready at anytime 
to reannounce a new schedule for 
public hearings cm the rates increase.

“But since we believe we have es­
tablished a good relationship with 
Legislature, I believe it is the best time 
for all of us to sit down and find 
solutions to our needs,” said Guerrero.

Meetings were held and the request 
for waiver of .CDA monies was pur­
sued, though not by CUC. It was 
suggested, however, that CUC, CDA,

“These goals were the policy 
basis for the Grant P ledge  
Agreements as w e ll,” added 
Guerra.

This issue was said to be high­
lighted by the Department’s In­
spector General wherein it was 
noted that CUC failed to estab­
lished full cost-recovery utility 
rates contravention o f law and 
loan terms.

Such an audit reiterated the 
CUC auditor’s concerns o f  
CUC’s ability to continue and 
recommended that the Depart­
ment increase its oversight under 
the Special Representatives ’ and 
Grant Pledge Agreement.

“My office has in turn raised 
these issues with CDA and CUC. 
W e likewise notified CD and its 
bond trustee that none o f the re­
sidual amounts remaining in the 
bond repayment accounts, esti­
mated at over $20 million, will 
be released to them until these 
questions are resolved,” Guerra 
said.

Moreover, Guerra indicated 
that she recognizes the impor­
tance of public utilities in the 
CNMI but that an ongoing public 
debate has an impact upon agree­
ments made between the CNMI 
and the US governments, as well 
as on the outcome o f present talks.

and Guerra’s office get together to 
discuss a mechanism that would alle­
viate the7%interestrate being charged 
to the CUC.

At, the same token, concerns were 
raised by the executive director that 
the funding for capital improvement 
projects as distributed, $1.8 million 
for Rota, $1.8 million for Tinian, and 
the balance for Saipan has to be paid 
7% interest rate by CUC Saipan.

This $3.7 million in full subsidy for 
Tinian and Rota is being paid for by 
consumers from the island of Saipan. 
At the same time, the CUC power 
operation in Saipan is subsidizing the 
water operation at $3 million a year 
and another $1.2 million subsidy a 
year for sewer operations.

“Subsidizing all these operations is 
not good business management,” said 
Guerrero, as he asked if the govern­
ment can subsidize CUC.

HeremindedGuerrathatwhenCUC 
was created, it was without capitali­
zation, and that any agency without 
the ready funding cannot flourish.

“Can we blame the agency that does 
not even have a mother and father for 
what is is now,” he said.

Dear Editor:
I wish to clarify for the record 

some of the false, misleading and 
biased reporting by Mr. Rafael H. 
Arroyo as appeared on your March 
3rd issue o f the “Marianas Vari- 
ety”regardinggovemment salaries 
o f certain officials, including the 
undersigned.

First of all, Public Law 7-31 is 
very clear about exempting medi­
cal doctors and dentists, whose 
primary responsibilities include 
giving professional medical advice, 
from the government salary ceil­
ing. Furthermore, under Part IV, 
Section B21G o f the “Personnel 
Service System Rules and Regula­
tions” of the CNMI Government, 
professionals with doctorates in 
medicine from an accredited United 
States university. . . . . . .  and who is
employed in a position having a 
requirement for such degree, shall 
receive, in addition to the based 
salary, a premium of fifty percent 
(50%) of the base sal ary for the pay 
level and step of the position.

As agraduke veterinarian o f die 
College o f Veterinary Medicine o f  
die University of Missouri at Co­
lumbia, which is a M y  accredited

States National. Veterinary Medi­
cal Board and the State o f Missouri 
Board examinations as well as the 
Federal Veterinary Medical Ac­
creditation examination, all taken 
in May, 1977; and as one occupy­
ing the position of Chief of Animal 
health & Industry Division of the 
Department of Natural Resources, 
as established by Public Law 4-55, 
which position requires the giving 
o f professional medical advice as 
one of its primary responsibilities, 
the incum bent’s salary o f  
$55,144.96per annum, basedupon 
his position, his educational back­
ground, his pay level and step, his 
qualifications, his duties and 
responsibilities, the provisions of 
P/L7-31 andPartIV,$ectionB21G 
o f the PSSRR; is legal, justified 
and is every bit in accordance with 
Commonwealth laws and regula­
tions.

The reporting ofMr. Arroyo was 
false because he stated that “Ac­
cording to P.L. 7-31, Chong should 
have been receiving no more than 
$54,000; Dela Cruz, not more than
$ 4 0 3 0 0 ;  salary cap.” His
reporting was false because he 
stated that “both Chong and Dela 
Cruz, in their capacity as the head 
of a department and o f a division, 
respectively, do not have the giv­
ing of professional medical advice 
as primary responsibility.” His 
reporting was false because he 
stated thatmy salary o f455,144.96 
was a figure “in excess o f their 
respective salary cap s.. . . . . . “
How can he say that my salary .has 
a ceiling or a salary cap when in 
fact there is not as clearly provided 
by the very law whose provisions 
he was quoting! How can he dare 
say that my duties and responsi­
bilities “do not have the giving of 
professional medical advice as 
primary responsibility” when he 
does not know himself and when 
he even failed to interview the un­
dersigned to find out what he is 
doing or what his duties arid re­
sponsibilities really are! I have 
every reason to believe that he did 
not even bother to find our about 
these things, that he was just quot­
ing unsubstantiated reports from 
people without bothering to verify 
their statements. This is  plain 
hearsay! This is nothing but sen­
sationalism! This is no more than 
irresponsible journalism which I 
call “trash,” and should not appear 
in a paper! You should have in­
structed Mr. Arroyo on the rudi­
ments o f  responsible, straightfor­
ward journalism. Youshouldhave 
instructed him to at least obtain a 
copy o f P/L 4-55 as well as a copy 
o f the position description of the 
Chief o f  Animal Health & Industry 
to be familiar with the position’s 
duties and responsibilities. The 
very leasthe could have done was 
to interview me! Obviously, this 
shows how biased he was from the 
outset

Mr. Arroyo’s reporting was
misleading becausehe stated that

some “officials of the government 
may have indeed been receiving 
salaries not in accordance with the 
salary limits set forth under Public 
Law 7-31, and may therefore be 
considered violating Common­
wealth laws,” and went on to in­
clude my name on his list o f such 
officials. His statement that there 
“may have been a compromise or 
an arrangement somewhere which 
mayhavepermitted them to exceed 
their limits as provided for by P.L. 
7 -3 1 ...........” is absolutely incred­
ible! More so because ofhisfailure 
to contact the undersigned to find

out if  such were the case! Just for 
the record, I, for one, Mr. Editor, 
never made a compromise or an 
arrangement with anybody to ex­
ceed a non-existent salary limit!

Lastly, I wish to inform you that 
I provide clinical duties on Mon­
days, Wednesday s and Fridays from 
8:00 A.M. to 11:00 A.M., except 
holidays. I do surgeries usually on 
Tuesdays and Thursdays. I also 
treat sick animals on farms if other
than routine, as weU as providefor the
health and managementcare of gov­
ernment livestock. I am also respon­
sible for the meat inspection opera­

tions in the C7MMI as well as animal 
health and quarantine matters. I also 
take care csf die health o f animals 
undergoing quarantine. My services 
as aveterinarian is available 24hours 
aday. In addition to the above, I also 
perform administrative duties.
