Saipan will host the Roman
Catholic Bishops Conference,
which will be held tomorrow
at the Grand Hotel.

Isla Financial Services said
it is honored to serve break-
fast to the bishops.

“It’s the first time ever that
such a big group of bishops
will be coming in and we want
to show to them that Saipan is
a good community. Justimag-
ine the blessing that we will
be getting from their presence
here.” said Anne Demapan-

In the process of upgrading its
system, Pacificare decided to do-
nate some of its old computers to
schools.

“We are getting some new com-
puters. And the old computers
were not that old so we had the
opportunity to put them to good
use in our community,” said the
Pacificare general manager.

The computers are said to be
Y2K compliant.

Frances Taimanao of DES said
that her school has yet to imple-
ment a computer education

“We are still planning on hav-
ing acomputer laboratory as soon
as we have an extra classroom,”
said Taimanao.

The six computers for now
would have be used by 20 stu-
dents in each class.

DES is still set on acquiring on
more computers.

“This coming December18, we
will be having a carnival . . .
hopefully the proceeds we get
from this would be used to buy
computers,” she said. (MRAM)

KOROR (Palau Horizon) —
Echoing Sen. Roman Yano’s call
for the government to take a uni-
fied stand on the climate change
issue, House Del. Surangel
Whipps has urged President
Nakamura to appoint a Climate
Change National Coordinator
who would lead all efforts aimed
at addressing environmental
problems arising from climate
change.

“Palau has many committed
individuals who could fill this
position,” Whipps said.

Whipps proposed that the co-
ordinator be tasked to form a
team that will undertake perti-
nent programs and to manage
the money which Palau will re-
ceive from the United Nation’s
Climate Change Convention
Fund.

Palau expects to receive
$350,000 from the Fund, which
was established by the Conven-
iion to enable developing coun-
tries to deal with climate change.

“While there is a substantial
amount of money available to
developing countries like Palau,
competition for this money will
| be great,” said Whipps. “Over
100 countries throughout Africa,
Asia, and the rest of the world

will all be attempting to obtain as
much funding as possible.”

The House delegate said Palau
should start planning a climate
change-related program so that
the country can position itself for
its financial assistance request.

The appointment of a Climate
Change National Coordinator is
“the first step” toward this goal,
Whipps said, urging the President
to “take action quickly.”

Whipps also proposed that the
money to be received by Palau be
used to establish new sources of
fresh water, build sea walls to
prevent salt water from entering
mesei, and perform research into
ways to mitigate coral bleaching.

Whipps spoke at the Climate
Change Conventionheld in Bonn,
Germany last Nov. 10. The con-

vention was attended by 5,000
representatives from 173 coun-
tries.

Climate Change refers to
changes in global weather pat-
terns as a result of emissions of
carbon dioxide and other green-
house gases. Power plants, fac-
tories and automobiles are the
major sources of these gases.

Local environmental experts
said the climate change has
started affecting Palau. It has
caused coral bleaching which
kills coral reefs; the rising of sea
levels which causes salt water to
enter mesei and kill taro plants;
increased sea water temperatures
which kills the jellyfish; and the
1998 drought which damaged
local crops and required water
rationing.

During the convention in
Germany, Whipps called onthe
industrialized nations, specifi-
cally the United States, “to re-
duce their emissions of green-
house gases.”

Noting that the U.S. accounts
for 35 percent of the world’s
greenhouse gas emissions,
Whipps said Palau “must use
our excellent relationship with
the U.S. to encourage it to re-
duce its emissions of CO2 and
other greenhouse gases that
cause climate change.”

January start for Air
Nauru flights seen

KOROR (Palau Horizon)— Air
Nauru may start its trial flight on
the Saipan-Palau-Manila route in
January following high expecta-
tions that the Philippine govern-
ment may issue a new landing
permit for the former to fly these
destinations.

This possibility was raised dur-
ing the recently-concluded Ma-
nila meeting between Air Nauru
executives and officials from
Palau, Saipan and the Philippines.

Chairman of the Senate com-
mittee on transportation and com-
munications Sam Masang, whois
involve in these series of negotia-
tions, said the planned trial flight
in December was aborted since
the existing routes that they are
serving are already full.

The actual flight of the planned
twice a week, Tuesday and Sun-
day may start in March this year,
Masang said.

“I am confident that the Philip-
pine government would give them
a landing permit as I have been
told by the Alvarez group,”
Masang said. The Alvarez group
led by Jose Alvarez, owner of
Centennial Air, is the agent for
Air Nauru.

“The Alvarez group said Air
Nauru can be able to get a (land-
ing) permit. He (Jose Alvarez)
said 99 percent the Philippine
government will give whatever

consideration to the request of
AirNauru. He seems tobe saying
that there is no reason why they
can’tthey be able to getapermit,”
Santos Olikong, who also wentto
Manila, said.

Olikong explained that Air
Nauru used to serve the Guam-
Palau-Manila route from 1980 to
1985 or 1986 and that the airline
might just revive the landing per-
mit which was given by the Phil-
ippine government in 1980.

Olikong added that Air Nauru
would either revive the landing
permit for the particular destina-
tions or ask a new permit if it has
become obsolete or has been ter-
minated.

Masang said the next step would
be a bilateral agreements to be
done by Air Nauru for Palau and
Saipan governments, which
would be discussed in the next
meeting.

“We're getting close to the
final stage of our discussions
between the airline and Palau
and Saipan. One last step be-
fore we go to bilateral agree-
ments is we need a confirma-
tion from Air Nauru if they
are able to get a permit or
not,” Masang said.

The senator stressed the Palau
government may give the same
landing rights since it was man-
dated by President Nakamura, the
Congress and the Ministry of
Commerce and Trade.

PORTMORESBY (Pacnews)—
Papua New Guinea’s (PNG) Oppo-
sition Leader Bill Skate yesterday
stormed out of Parliament in protest
after he was denied permission to
table what he labelled as “impor-
tant” documents relating to the cur-
rent saga at the National Capital
DistrictCommission’s(NCDC)City
Hall™,

This was the second time in
two days that he was notallowed
to table separate documents on
NCDC. On Wednesday Skate
was not allowed to table docu-
ments pointing to alleged illegal
practices by NCDC’s caretaker
administration in awarding lu-
crative contracts.

Yesterday the Speaker did not
give him permission to table
documents alleging the illegal
engagement of a foreign investi-
gator to look into the books of
the city hall.

Skate during question time
asked Prime Minister, Sir
Mekere Morauta if he was aware
that former Sir Lankan national,
Carlyle de Silva’s engagement
by NCDC’s principal investiga-
tor, TSK International, was a
breach of labour and immigra-
tion laws of PNG.

The Speaker, Bernard
Narokobi ruled that the Prime
Minister should not answer the
question.

Skate linked de Silva’s illegal
entry to a tough power play by a
former prominent politician
linked to the ruling Peoples
Democratic Movement Party.

Carlyle de Silva was black-
listed from entering PNG by the

former Chan government in
1995 after serious allegations
were raised against him.

Population growth seen as
A. Samoa’s biggest problem

PAGOPAGO (Pacnews) — A
state of the environment assess-
ment by a local scientist has
identified “overpopulation” as
the most serious environmental
concern facing American Sa-
moa today.

Scientist Peter Craig says the
annual population growth rate
of 2.7 per cent is simply not
sustainable for a small island
with limited land resources.

The territory has an estimated
population of 65,000, up almost
1,800 people since last year.
Population density is 817 people
per square mile (2.6 square
kilometres).

Craig pointed out about 90 per
cent of the "new people’, babies
were born in American Samoa,
are dependants who will pay no
taxes but will require vast public
services for many years.

The remainder, the immi-
grants, also increase the overall
need for public services such as
health care, road repairs and
schools, he said.

“Even if we begin to tackle
this issue now and slow our
growth rate even further, it
seems unavoidable that we will
reach 150,000 people in the next
few decades,” Craig predicted.

Overfishing of coral reefs was

identified as another pressing
concern. According to the envi-
ronmental assessment giant
clams and parrotfish are clearly
over-fished, there is heavy fish-
ing pressure on surgeonfish and
popularlocal species of fish such
as groupers and snappers are in
small supply.

On the upside, coral reefs are
finally recovering from three
hurricanes, a warm water
bleaching event, and a crown of
thorns starfish invasion.

Craig said that while a full
recovery will take more time “it
is exciting to see large corals
again”.

Samoa attorney seeks
changes to rape laws

APIA (Pacnews) — A Samoan
attorney, Suzanne Tiapula,
wants to change local laws to
enable wives who are raped by
their husbands to file charges
against them.

At present, a woman who is
sexually assaulted by her hus-
band cannot bring charges of
rape against him. :

Tiapula, an Assistant Attor-
ney General with the Depart-
ment of Legal Affairs, was pre-
paring to file charges against a
man who allegedly raped his
wife at knife point, when she
discovered that local laws pre-
vented her from doing so.

This is because the law books
state that rape and sexual as-
sault crimes are committed if a
person has sexual intercourse
with another person “to whom
he is not married.”

There is no mention of what
happens if the same act is com-
mitted to a person to “whom he
is married.”

Tiapula, who joined the At-
torney Generals Office earlier
this year aftera three years stint
asprosecutor of child abuse and
domestic violence cases for the
Honolulu District Attorney’s
Office said the laws were “ar-
chaic, barbaric.”

She said she had seen the pro-
visions before her current case
and had assumed that amend-
ments had been made to the laws.
But to her dismay this was not
the case.

The attorney said that in the
past women were considered the
property of their husbands, so it
would not be considered a crime
to destroy your own car, it was
similarly notconsidered a crime
to assault your wife.

Another old legal theory, she
said was that wives were mere
extensions of their husbands and
it was not possible to rape one-
self, so therefore it was not a
crime to rape one’s wife,

The attorney said there is “'no
excuse for keeping laws on our
books, which are based on those
discredited theories,” and she
will do her part to correct the
situation.

She is drafting changes to lo-
cal laws to enable prosecutors
to charge husbands who sexu-
ally assault their wives with
rape, like the wife who was raped
at knife point by her husband.

She hopes to gather support
from women’s groups and
church organizations to get the
proposed changes approved by
the Legislature early next year.

NUKU’ALOFA (Pacnews) —

closed the following year.

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EDGEWOOD, N.M. (AP) —
A van that had been stripped of
its rear passenger seats and
packed with 17 people crashed
into a tractor-trailer rig on an
icy interstate near Albuquerque
early Saturday, killing 13
people.

The van’s driver apparently
didn’t notice traffic had slowed
for an accident ahead and
plowed under the back end of
the tractor-trailer, Santa Fe
County Undersheriff Benjie
Montano said.

He said there didn’t appear to
be any signs of braking by the
van. “It was gruesome,” said
towing company owner Michael
Tavenner. There was about an
inch of ice on the road where the
crash occurred, Tavenner said.

An overnight storm had left
2-3 inches of snow in the region
and wind had blown snow into
drifts 16 inches deep.

U.S. BorderPatrol spokesman
Doug Mosier said authorities
found documents in the van that
suggest the occupants were

Mexican nationals from Chiapas
and Oaxaca. Investigators were
working with the Mexican Con-
sulate to identify the occupants
and determine whether they had
entered the United States le-
gally, Montano said.

The Mexican Consulate did
not immediately return a tele-
phone message left at its Albu-
querque office by The Associ-
ated Press.

The crash occurred about 2
a.m. on a straight stretch of In-
terstate 40 about 35 miles east
of Albuquerque.

Three surviving passengers,
two men and a woman, were in
satisfactory condition at Uni-
versity Hospital and another
man was listed in critical condi-
tion, hospital spokeswoman
Cindy Foster said. All 13 killed
were men.

The driver of the tractor trailer
didn’trequire hospitalization. Kris
Klinek, general manageratatravel
center near the highway, said the
stretch was notoriously danger-
ous in poor weather.

Dean, in a decision issued
Thursday, also dismissed
Suarez’s allegations against
former Herald political editor
Tom Fiedler.

He had written that Suarez

States awarded $200M bonus

WASHINGTON (AP) — Re-
warding states where welfare re-
cipients found and kept jobs,
President Clinton spread $200
million in bonus money Saturday
to 27 states for doing more than
simply cutting welfare rolls.

The president further refined
what it means to succeed in wel-
fare reform, saying next year’s
contestalso will reward states that
get medical benefits and food
stamps to low-income families.

He said states will be rewarded,
too, when more children live in
two-parent families. Inhis weekly
radio address, Clinton again trum-
peted tumbling welfare rolls, an-
nouncing that the number of

people collecting monthly checks
is now less than half that of 1994,

Fewer than 6.9 million people -
about 2.5 million families - col-
lected aid in June. The welfare
bonus contest, created by the 1996
welfare overhaul, rewards states
that move the most welfare re-
cipients into jobs, whether or not
they leave the system’s rolls.

States also are rewarded when
clients kept jobs for at least three
months and receive higher wages.

“Most of the people who get
jobs are keeping them. They're
getting raises and paying taxes,
and teaching their children to
honor the dignity of work,”
Clinton said.

Each winner's share of the $200
million this year is determined by
the size of the state’s annual wel-
fare appropriation from Washing-
ton.

The money is added to other
welfare funds and is subject to the
same restrictions.

None of the bonus money can
be used to cut taxes or build stadi-
ums, for instance, but can pay for
childcare or vanstotake people to
jobs.

The amount given to each state
was not immediately available.
But with 27 winners, the average
bonus will be about $7.4 million.
The awards range from $500,000
for South Dakota to $45 million

MIAMI, (Reuters) - Tori
Murden, a 36-year-old from Ken-
tucky, pulled into Bas du Fort
Harbour in Guadeloupe on Fri-
day afteran 82-day Atlantic cross-
ing to become the first woman
and first American torow anocean
alone and unsupported.

*“This land does wobble and my
legs are tanned,” said anexhausted
but overjoyed Murden as she set
foot on the French Caribbean is-
land.

She had covered a distance of
2,961 miles (4,765 kms) since
departing Tenerife, the Canary Is-
lands, on Sept. 13, 1999, accord-
ing to a statement from her spon-
SOrs.

During the Atlantic crossingin
blazing heat and changing winds
and currents, Murden averaged
36 miles (57 kms) a day.

She was held up for nearly two
weeks in November by Hurricane
Lenny and stifling headwinds.

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP)

The money goes to the top 10
states in four categories, based on
data from 1998. Indiana was No.
1 in placing the most people into
jobs.

Minnesota had the most people
keep jobs and increase eamnings,
called ““job success.” Washington
state had the most improvement
in job placement from 1997 to
1998. Florida showed the most
improvement in job success.

State reports show that nation-
ally, 1.3 million people on wel-
fare went to work in 1998, with 80
percentstill working three months
later.

On average, quarterly wages
increased from $2,088 to $2,571,
still short of the poverty line but
more than they were getting from
welfare.

These families also are eligible
for the earned income tax credit
that helps millions of working
families move out of poverty.

Backers of the new welfare
rules, which require recipients to
work and limit the time people
can collect assistance, have
pointed to falling welfare rolls as
proof of the new law’s success.

Opponents fear many of the
people leaving welfare may be
slipping through the cracks and
getting nothing. The contest rules
were the administration’s attempt
to define success as moving into
jobs and succeeding in them.

Many states with large caseload
declines did not win the bonus. Of
the 20 states with the biggest
caseload declines in 1998, just
nine were bonus winners.

Some of the states with large
declines over the past several
years, such as Wisconsin, failed
to win.

That may be partly because
some of these states already had

large dropsinearlier years, mean-
ing the populationbeing measured
in 1998 was disproportionately
disadvantaged. Also, states like
Wisconsin brag that their pro-
grams try to help families avoid
welfare in the first place, mean-
ing those mostlikely to work were
not in the pool to begin with.

“State efforts to provide more
help for working families or re-
duce poverty aren’t very well re-
flected by the available numbers,”
said Mark Greenberg of the lib-
eral Center for Law and Social
Policy, which advises states on
their welfare programs.

But Greenberg welcomed new
categories meanttoseek outabout
millions of low-income families
and children who are eligible for
but are not enrolled in the food
stamp system, Medicaid or the
new Children’s Health Insurance
Program.

While federal law encourages
states to move people off cash
welfare, these programs are to
support families at work, often in
low-wage jobs.

Clinton also is responding to
conservatives who argue that
marriage provides the stability and
income that children need.

Next year states will be re-
warded if they increase the por-
tion of low-income children liv-
ing in married-couple households.

“The old welfare system actu-
ally weakened families, by dis-
couraging couples from marry-
ing or living with their children.
We want to change that,” Clinton
said.

“Sostarting next year there will
also be bonuses for states that
do the most to get poor children
into two-parent homes, where
we know they have the best
chance of breaking the cycle of
poverty.”

6 firemen feared dead

WORCESTER, Mass. (AP) —
Six firefighters were missing and
feared dead after becoming
trapped as afive-story blaze roared
through an abandoned industrial
building. The fire was still burn-
ing at midmorning and Fire Chief
Dennis Budd said investigators
could not yet enter the gutted
building to search for the cause or
the missing firefighters. “This
morning, the sun didn’t rise.

It didn’trise because last night
we lost six members of our fam-
ily,” Mayor Ray Mariano said ata
news conference today.

“They were firefighters, but
more importantly they were mem-
bers of our family.” Two of the
firefighters had entered the maze-
like, brick structure shortly after
the fire began at 6 p.m. on Friday
to scout out flames and search for
two homeless people who report-
edly lived there, authorities said.

Those two firefighters radioed
for help after becoming disori-
ented, and four members of a res-
cue team sent after them failed to
reappear after the team was or-
dered out, said Deputy Fire Chief
Gerard Dio.

Someone radiced “‘Mayday,
Mayday, we’re running out of
air,’”” said District Fire Chief
Michael McNamee.

Buddsaid authoritieshadn’tde-
termined whether any homeless
people were in the building at the
time of the fire. Dio had called the
fire suspicious  because
firefighters initially fought two
fires that appeared to have begun
separately.

The lost firefighters ranged in
age from 30to 50, and had served
as firefighters from three years to
more than 25 years, Dio said.

As firefighters battled the
flames, a steady stream of people
came by the scene to see if family
or friends were among the miss-
ing.

Among them was Kathy Perry,
sister of uninjured district fire
chief McNamee. “1 keep think-
ing, there are mothers or wives
out there thinking, ‘Is it my hus-
band, is it my son?’” Perry said.

“And some of thern are right -
it’s them.” Clergy and Red Cross
workers were broughtto the scene
to counsel firefighters and fami-
lies.

Twelve to 15 family members
formed a circle to pray with a
priest today as smoke billowed
out of the building.

Witnesses told firefighters that
the labyrinthine building, once
home to a cold storage business,
had become arefuge for the home-
less who would build fires there
for warmth. The structure of the
building - thick brick walls with
few windows - may have played a
role in the firefighters’ becoming
disoriented, District Chief Walter
Giard said.

“The same thing that keeps in
the cold kept in the smoke,” Giard
said.

Interstate 290, so close to the
building that fire trucks were
parked on it to pump water on the

flames, remained closed in both
directions Saturday morning.
Worcester is about 40 miles west
of Boston.

Fire Lt. John Baudin said
firefighters were in asombermood
as they worked, forced to remain
outside knowing that the missing
firefighters were trapped.

“We've got 300 guys over there
itching to get back in the building
to try and find them,” he said.

Worcester fire officials said the
last time a firefighter was killed
fighting ablaze inthe town was in
1963.

Could McCain lose
in Arizona primary?

PHOENIX (AP) — New Hamp-
shire voters have taken a shine to
Sen. John McCain, making himthe
only apparent threat to the front-
runner, Texas Gov. George W.
Bush, in the state’s Republican
presidential primary.

Back home in Arizona, though,
not everyone is enthusiastic about
the senior senator. It is a situation
that threatens toembarrass McCain
in Arizona’s Feb. 22 primary and
could force him to commit re-
sources to defending his local turf
instead of building momentumelse-
where.

McCain led Bush 39 percent to
31 percent in Arizona in a late-
October poll by the Media Re-
search Program at Arizona State
University, but 18 percent of the
voters were undecided. Among
threatening signs for McCain:

-Gov. Jane Hull, the highest Re-
publican statewide officeholder,
has endorsed Bush and is cam-
paigning actively on his behalf.

-The state’s largest newspaper,
The Arizona Republic, recently
published an editorial questioning
whether McCain’s hot temper
should disqualify him from being
president. -After Bush skipped a
November debate in Arizona at-
tended by the other five GOP con-
tenders, the governor called to say
he would be available in Decem-

ber. :

On his behalf, the state Republi-
canParty arranged a second debate
Monday night.

~The schedule is so last-minute
that McCain will have to appear by
television from New Hampshire,
where he already had committed to
a series of campaign appearances.

“Clearly there are a bunch of
peopleinthe Republican Party who
don’tlike John McCain, and they're
not doirig him any favors,” said
Peter Goudinoff, a political sci-
ence professor at the University of
Arizona.

Party officials insist there has

. been no attempt to slight McCain.

“Senator McCain has been an ex-
cellent senator for the state of Ari-
zona,” state GOP executive direc-
tor Nathan Sproul said.

“Our job is to get the candidates
infrontof Arizonavoters, and that’s
what we’ve done.” To be sure,
McCain has support in Arizona.

He has won five elections to
Congress, two to the House and
three to the Senate. During his most
recent te-election campaign in
1998, he won with nearly 70 per-
cent of the vote. While Bush has
raised $57 million nationally for
his campaign, compared with $9.3
million by McCain, the senator
leads Bush 2-to-1 among Arizona
donors.

Through September, the most
recent reporting deadline, they had
contributed $1.1 million to
McCain’s campaign, compared
with $585,000 to Bush.

McCain backer Roger
Neumeister, a retired engineering
manager from Sun City, said: “He
says he’s going to do what I want
him to do. I trust him; I don’t trust
a lot of politicians.” But Roger

Glovitz, acommunications execu-.

tive from Scottsdale, offers a
glimpse of why Bush has made
inroads.

Glovitz, who gave $1,000 to
Bush, 10 times more than he had
ever given to a political candidate,
said: “I believe we need some fun-
damental changes in the way we're
doing things.”

He said he was especially at-
tracted by Bush’s proposals to ex-
pand school choice options, builda
national missile defense and revise
the tax structure.

The McCain camp scoffs at talk
of a home-court loss, pointing to
his high approval ratings and en-
dorsements such as one by the
newly elected mayor of Tucson.

“Wehave all the (congressional)
delegation, allthe Republican may-
ors, literally 98 percent of the Re-
publican officials, so I feel that
we're doing fine,” McCainhimself
said last week.

NEWFIELDS, N.H. (AP) —
The World Trade Organization,
abortion and the federal income
tax are all examples of infringe-
ments on American liberty,
Republican presidential candi-
date Alan Keyes said Saturday.

Keyes said that the WTO’s
ability to overrule domestic law
on trade issues threatens
America’s sovereignty and ba-

sic constitutional freedoms.

The Geneva-based organiza-
tion, which setsinternational trade
rules, unsuccessfully attempted
this past week to start anew round
of negotiations aimed at further
lowering trade barriers.

“The WTO is not elected and
we should not surrender our rep-
resentative power to some inter-
national body,” he said.

Keyes, who wants to abolish
the income tax, ridiculed pro-
posals to reform the Internal
Revenue Service.

“They cancall itthe Tax User-
Friendly Happy Face Institute.
It will still be the IRS,” he said.
Keyes also said it will be diffi-
cult for a Republican to win the
presidency in 2000 if the
economy remains strong.

LATIN AMERICA
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Summers praises Brazil

RIO DEJANEIRO, Brazil (AP)
— U.S. Treasury Secretary
Lawrence Summers praised the
resilience of Brazil’s economy
Saturday, but warmned that much
work remained to ensure lasting
stability.

Brazilian authorities need tore-
form their tax and pension sys-
tems and to reorganize the finan-
cial relationship between states
andthe federal governmentif they
are to steer the economy out of its
recent slump, Summers said.

One has to be happy with the
confidence returning so quickly

in Brazil, “while at the same time
recognizing that there are very
large challenges,” Summers said.

The Brazilian economy skid-
ded into recession last year, when
acrisis of confidence in the South
American country’s ability to
coverits debts caused investors to
pull their money out.

The country’s financial situa-
tion was shored up with a $41.5
billion financial rescue package,
led by the International Monetary
Fund.

After a determined and costly
defense of the currency, the gov-

emment was forced to devalue
the Brazilianreal, which in turned
caused inflationary pressures to
return. Efforts toward fiscal re-
form and the adoption of conser-
vative inflation targets since have
restored calm to the currency
market.

Summers said Brazilian au-
thorities need to reassure markets
that price stability was the pri-
mary objective of central bank
actions.

Brazilian mediareported that,
during a breakfast with Presi-
dent Fernando Henrique on Sat-

urday, Summers reiterated
President Clinton’s criticism of
Brazil’s use of child labor.
Clinton said Thursday at World
Trade Organization talks in Se-
attle that the Brazilian shoe in-
dustry was employing children,
which provoked angry reactions
among industrialists and politi-
cians in Brazil.

According the O Globo news
agency, Cardoso told Summers
the best way to remedy child la-
bor was for developed countries
like the U.S. toopen their markets
further.

Grisly search for bodies won’t slow drug flow

f

EL PASO, Texas (AP)—A man
is busted smuggling 137 pounds
of marijuanain the fuel tank of his
pickup.

The same day, across the Mexi-
can border in Ciudad Juarez, au-
thorities begin digging up graves
believed to hold the enemies of a
ruthless drug gang.

A day later, another man is
caught at the border with 232
pounds of pot under the floor-
board of his van.

Atthe gravesite, body bags are
being loaded onto a truck, also
destined for the United States. As
the grisly search for bodies un-
folded last week on Mexican
ranches outside Juarez, the smug-
gling of narcotics across the bor-
der into the United States contin-
ued uninterrupted.

Regardless of how many
corpses eventually are unearthed,
and whatis learned of their deaths,
experts warned that the drug trade
isn’tlikely tofeel animpact. They
say that won’t come without a
renewed commitment to bring
down the men calling the shots -
and a decrease in Americans’ in-
satiable appetite for drugs.

“The final test of this will be not
that you just find the bodies and
not that you find some low-level
gunman, but that the leaders of
these organizations and the cor-
rupt officials that work with them
are arrested, brought to justice
and punished severely,” said Tho-
mas Constantine, retired head of
the U.S. Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration,

“That will be the test of whether
or not this will be successful,” he
added.““Andthatwillnotbe easy.”

The joint U.S.-Mexican search
at four sites around Juarez, a bus-
tling city of 1.3 million people,
began after a former Mexican fed-
eral police officer told the FBI
that 100 or more bodies may be
buried there.

Mexican Attorney General
Jorge Madrazo immediately
pointed the finger at the notorious
Juarez drug cartel, one of
Mexico's largest and most vio-
lent gangs.

He noted that more than 100
people, including 22 Americans,
had disappeared in Juarez over
the past several years, presum-
ably at the hand of the cartel, now
headed by Vicente Carrillo
Fuentes.

Carrillo Fuentes, who assumed
control of the gang after the 1997
death of his brother, Amado, is
among dozens of top drug lords
and lieutenants facing U.S. in-
dictments that could lock them up
for life.

But such prosecutions have
been hindered by the failure of
honest Mexican officials - and,
more significantly, theunwilling-
ness of corrupt officials - toround
up and extradite the wanted men.

“We know who they are. We
know what crimes they have com-
mitted. The problem is that no-
body can find them in Mexico,”
Constantine said.

“Aslong as they exist in a sanc-
tuary, we will be unable to bring
these people to justice.”

Others note that even in the
rare instance a cartel leader is
caught, the successful prosecu-
tion of one man alone is not
enough to cripple organizations
that have a string of successors
waiting in the wings.

Take the case of Juan Garcia
Abrego, who after more than a
decade of free rein over the Gulf
cartel in Matamoros, across the
border from Brownsville,
Texas, was captured by Mexican
police in 1996 and flown to Texas
for prosecution.

The firstinternational drug lord
put on the FBI's Most Wanted
list, Garcia Abrego was later con-
victed and given 11 life prison
sentences.

His gang barely skipped a beat.
“There was a temporary disrup-
tion because of the powerstruggle,
but the amount of narcotics com-
ing across the border has in-
creased,” said Phil Jordan,
former head of the DEA’s El
PasoIntelligence Center, which
tracks Mexican drug gangs.

The same thing occurred after
the death of Amado Carrillo
Fuentes, who molded the Juarez
cartel into a thriving business
that earned tens of millions of
dollars smuggling drugs through
El Paso to Dallas, New York
and Chicago.

When Carrillo Fuentes died
following plastic surgery meant
to hide his identity, a bloody
power struggle ensued between
Vicente Carrillo Fuentes and a
faction of the cartel aligned with
the Tijuana-based Arellano
Felix gang,.

While smuggling activity
dippedslightly during the turf war,
the organization quickly re-
grouped and has since even
branched out into other cities
along the Texas border, Jordan
said. ,

The discovery of the burial

grounds outside Juarez, and
Mexico’s invitation to the FBI to
participate in the excavation, “isa
minor step,” Jordan said. “Those
bodies cannot talk,” he said.
“They have to allow us to go
around and pick up the big guys
that can talk.” Despite the spo-

radic arrests, turf wars and leads,
drug activity along the border from
Texas to California continues to
blossom.

In El Paso alone, U.S. Customs
seizures have soared from 40,012
pounds of marijuana, cocaine and
heroinin 1990 t0 269,021 pounds
in fiscal 1999.

The DEA estimates S00 pounds
of marijuana purchased in Juarez
for $50,000 can be sold for
$400,000 in U.S. cities like St.
Louis.

Still, many are hopeful the hor-
ror of the Juarez graves will
prompt Mexican and U.S. offi-
cials to redouble their anti-drug
efforts.

“I’ve always thought it would
take some dramatic event to
change the dynamics of this situ-
ation,” Constantine said. “I am
hoping that this is so gross, so
tragic, that all of the barriers will
fall.”

Montreal massacre remembered

TORONTO (AP) — With song,
speeches, and a continuing push
for gun control, Canadians on Sat-
urday remembered the 14 women
killed in the country's worst mass
shooting ten years ago.

When
he realized his final victim was
still alive, Marc Lepine stabbed
her to death with a knife, then
muttered an expletive and shot
himself in the face to end the
massacre.

Ten years later, survivors and
victims’ families and friendshave
cited the tragedy as an example
for why Canada needed to tighten
restrictions ongun ownership and

outlaw automatic weapons like
the one Lepine used.

Montreal Mayor Pierre
Bourque planned to unveil a
monument to the victims Sunday
at a park near the engineering
school.

MONTREAL, (Reuters) -
Financially ailing Canadian
Airlines bowed on Saturday
to a takeover offer from Air
Canada , the nation’s largest
air carrier, signalling what
may be the end of a three-
month battle for domination
of Canada’s airline industry.
Calgary-based Canadian, the
country’s No. 2 carrier, said
its board of directors recom-
mended thatshareholders ten-
der their shares to Air
Canada’s offer of C$2 a share
before its Tuesday deadline.

Canadian’s common shares
ended trading on the Toronto
Stock Exchange on Friday at
C$1.70.

In a brief statement released
on Saturday evening, Canadian
said Air Canada’s offer was fair
and the best of all options.

“This is a momentous deci-
sion for Canadian Airlines and
represents the culmination of
months of very public negotia-
tion, speculation and uncer-
tainty,” said Canadian Airlines
President and Chief Executive
Kevin Benson. Shareholder ac-
ceptance of the offer, which
values the cash-strapped airline
at C$92 million, would end a
more than three-month battle
for virtual monopoly control of
Canada’s regularly scheduled
passenger airline sector. The
battle swept up some of the
world’s biggest airlines and its
top two ticket codesharing
groups.

Star Alliance, led by UAL
Corp.’s United Airlines and
Germany 's Deutsche Lufthansa
AG , is financially backing its
partner Air Canada. Canadian

is part of the Oneworld group
fronted by AMR Corp.’s Ameri-
can Airlines and British Airways

AMR, a25 percent voting stake
holder in Canadian, funded most
of Toronto-based conglomerate
Onex Corp.’s hostile takeover bid
for Air Canada, which a Quebec
court ruled in early November
could not proceed.

That left Air Canada free to
proceed with its own bid to ac-
quire Canadian and operate itas a
separate subsidiary.

Air Canada also wants to with-
draw Canadian from Oneworld
and move it to the rival Star Alli-
ance.

That could have important re-
percussions for American, which
depends on Canadian toprovide a
key gateway to lucrative Asian
destinations. Air Canadaofficials
told Reuters that Canadian’s ac-
ceptance of its takeover offer was
“welcome news.”

“We are getting very close to
achieving a true global airline
franchise that will realise the un-
tapped air transportation poten-
tidl for Canada,” said Air Canada
President and Chief Executive
Robert Milton.

Air Canada spokeswoman
Priscille Leblanc said the airline,
AMR and Canadian had been in
talks over the “last little while.”

AMR officials were not imme-
diately available forcomment, but
Canadian Airlines CEO Benson
appeared to suggest that further
talks were likely.

“We look forward to working

‘with Air Canada ... the govern-

ment of Canada and AMR Corp.
to satisfy all conditions to permit
the transaction to close as soon as

possible.

We believe this transaction
will offer more choices to our
customers, opportunities forour
employees and value for our
shareholders,” he said.

Texas-based AMR previously
said it would cost Air Canada
C$1 billion to withdraw Cana-
dian from the commercial agree-
ments ithas with American Air-
lines and Oneworld. Cash-
strapped Canadian also has a
substantial debt load which
likely will have to be renegoti-
ated.

Air Canada’s offer remains
subject to various conditions,
including Canadian government
and regulatory approval.

Canadian’s board also said
its shareholderrights plan, com-
monly know as a poison pill,
would notapply to AirCanada’s
bid. Air Canada’s plan to ac-
quire Canadian foresees about
2,500 job cuts from the airline’s
17,000-person workforce as it
would cut routes and withdraw
a number of aircraft.

Air Canada expects no lay-
offs among its own 23,000 em-
ployees. Lufthansa and United,
the world’s largest airline, and
Canadian Imperial Bank of
Commerce provided about
C$630 million to fund Air
Canada’s just concluded C$1.1
billion share buyback.

Air Canada’s repurchase of
36.4percentofits sharesat C$16
each was a defensive move
against the failed AMR-funded
Onex bid.

Colombia cracks down on

BOGOTA, Colombia (AP) —
Itis the largest concentration of
illegally imported goods in all
of Colombia: 12 square blocks
of merchandise stands on the
edge of a grimy factory district.

Hundreds of stands in open-
air halls and stores bulge with
everything from 21-year-old
Scotch whisky to name-brand
athletic shoes to luggage, cos-
tume jewelry, car stereos and
electronic calculators.

The ““San Andresito of 38th
Avenue” haslongbeenBogota’s
favorite shopping destination.
Only these days, the merchants
are deep in despair.

Not only have sales been hurt
by Colombia’s worst recession
since the 1930s, but after nearly
ahalf-century of official tolera-
tion, the government has pulled
the rug from under the contra-
band trade.

It is requiring that the mer-

chants pay import duties on all
their goods, and customs offic-
ers make frequent raids looking
for untaxed goods.

The result is higher prices.
“There are more merchants than
buyers these days,” says Carmen
Bolano, president of the Colom-
bian Federation of San
Andresitos.

Sales have plummeted by about
80 percent this year, merchants
say as they gaze out on near-
empty aisles that a year ago were
teeming with shoppers.

Every major city in Colombia
has at least one contraband mar-
ket, known as San Andresitos af-
ter the Caribbean island of San
Andres, which has been a tax-free
port since the early 1950s.

Most Colombians have relied
onthese enclosed bazaars to buy
consumer electronics, major ap-
pliances, footwear, liquor and
cigarettes.

San Andresitos have grown
over the years to encompass
some 50,000-60,000 stands na-
tionwide, creating about a half
million jobs directly and indi-
rectly, Bolano says.

But the government’s tax and
customs chief, Fanny Kertzman,
contends that for every job the
contraband business creates,
four are lost in domestic manu-
facturers that lose sales.

In addition, the contraband
business proved a perfect vehicle
for cocaine cartels to launder the
profits from their foreign drug
sales.

Typically, goods are bought in
Miami with cocaine dollars,
shipped to Colombia and sold for
pesos.

Black market peso brokers pur-
chase the narco-dollars at a 15-20
percent discount in the United
States - and the drug trafficker
gets his pesos in Colombia.

SINGAPCRE, (Reuters) -
Singapore will see more finan-
cial policy reforms and mergers
of brokerages in order to keep up
Its competitiveness, Deputy
Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong
said on Friday.

“More will come,” Lee said,
when asked by Reuters if recent
moves to liberalise the city-
state’s capital markets were suf-
ficientto sharpen its competitive
edge against Hong Kong’s fi-
nancial markets.

“More will always come. The
industry is moving rapidly.” Lee,
also chairman of the Monetary
Authority of Singapore (MAS),
was speaking after the launch of
IDA, the Infocomm Develop-
ment Authority of Singapore.

IDA resulted from the merger
of the National Computer Board
and the Telecommunication Au-
thority of Singapore.

Lee said the government was
closely monitoring changes
taking place in the United
States, where securities ex-
changes on Wall Street were
under pressure.

"You read what is happening
in America. (The) New York
Stock Exchange is under pres-
sure, Nasdaq is under pressure.
The Securities Exchange Com-
mission is also scrambling to
make sense of it,” he said.
“How much to centralise. how
to allow competition, where you
mustderegulate....We are watch-
ing all these. It is quite a breath-
less business.”

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) —
In an age when most monarchies
have faded from view ortarnished
under media scrutiny, King
Bhumibol Adulyadej of Thailand
is held in deep devotion by his 60
million subjects.

Bhumibol yesterday turned
72—alandmark birthday in Bud-
dhist tradition—and was feted by
the nation.

He has been a unifying force
amid economic and political tur-
moil during his 53 years on the
throne. a reign longer than any
other living monarch.

But as democracy takes hold
and concemn grows over his health,
change in the 700-year-old mon-
archy seems inevitable - a contro-
versial concept in otherwise lib-
eral Thailand, where comments
seen as defamatory to the institu-
tion can bring 15 years in jail.

After minor heart surgery in
1995 and more recent back
trouble, Bhumibol has passed
many of his ceremonial duties to
his anointed successor, Prince
Vajiralongkorn, and popular
daughter, Princess Sirindhorn.

The prince’s troubled personal
life has notendeared him to many
Thais, underscoring the reality that
his father will be a tough act to
follow.

**His authority comes from his
aura,” said Busaya Snidvongs na
Ayutthaya, a lady-in-waiting who
has served the royal court for 50
years.

Bhumibol's portrait graces ev-
ery street, from Bangkok's slums
to spartan hill-tribe villages.

He is a source of national pride
and a man of the people. The end
of the sixth 12-year cycle of his
life - an anniversary auspicious to
Buddhists - is time for an out-
pouring of affection.

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Charges vs Sharif delayed

KARACHI,Pakistan (AP)—A
Pakistani court on Saturday put
off a decision on whether to file
formal charges against deposed
Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif,
who stands accused of treason
and hijacking by the army that
overthrew him.

The court said it would make a
ruling next week. The charges
could carry either the death pen-
alty or life in prison, after it over-
threw his government on QOct. 12.
Butthe process of formally charg-
ing Sharif has been delayed sev-
eral times.

The anti-terrorist court in
Karachi issued the latest delay
Saturday. The court ordered that
charges be filed on Wednesday,
Judge Rehmet Jaffery said.

Family of confessed killer arrested

LAHORE, Pakistan (AP) —
Hoping to bring a man who con-
fessed to killing 100 children out
of hiding, police in this Pakistani
city arrested his ex-wife, daugh-
ter and son on Saturday, the state-
run news agency said.

On Thursday, police received a
letter from a man who identified
himself as Javed Igbal. In the let-
ter, Igbal said he sexually as-
saulted the 100 children before
killing them. He said he is atrained
chemical engineer, and that he
used chemicals to dispose of the
bodies.

Inhis letter, Igbal gave instruc-
tions that led police to a large blue
barrel in a home in Lahore, the
capital of eastern Punjab prov-
ince, where they found the re-
mains of two bodies.

The 40-year-old Igbal appar-
ently rented the home for the past
eight months, according to & po-
lice report seen by The Associ-
ated Press. Igbal said in his letter
most of the pictures were taken in
that house, but some were taken
in the hills outside the capital of
Islamabad. He also led police to
pictures and clothes of hisalleged
victims.

Police have not found any more
bodies yet. But parents or rela-

tives*of 57 of the childrenhave .

recognized clothing or identified
photographs of missing boys and
girls, police spokesman Riaz
Shafqat said.

Police are trying to identify the
other children. “We are working
around the clock to try to find this
man and identify the other chil-
dren,” said Shafqat.

In their report to military lead-
ers, police said they suspect more
than one person may have been
involved.

Igbal’s family members were
arrested in an attempt to lure him
outof hiding, Pakistan’s state-run
news agency reported Saturday.
Policeearlierinterrogated Iqbal’s
brother, father and brother-in-law.
*“The family feels disgraced,” the
agency quoted police official,
Tariq Kamboh, as saying.

Igbal waslastseenonOct. 18 at
hisfather’shome in Lahore where
he went to get his passport, his
brother Saeed was quoted as say-
ing in the police report. Saced
said Igbal had thousands of dol-
lars in his possession.

On Saturday, the faces of the
dozens of children stared out at
parents who arrived at a police
station in eastern Lahore to see if
their children’s picturesorclothes
were among the collection.

Sophia Satar doubled over cry-

ing, clutching a small white shirt.
“My God. It’s my boy’s,” she
kept repeating. Her [2-year-old
son Imran disappeared in Octo-
ber. “He went out in the afternoon
and never returned,” Satar cried.

“We called the police. We
searched everywhere.” Hafeez
Khan rummaged through the
clothes on a table in the police
station. He picked up a shirt and
pants and said they belonged to
his 7-year-old son Amir.

“ButIstill hope and [ pray he is
alive,” he said. Some of the chil-
dren whose picture orclothes were
identified byrelatives were among
the city’s poorest, Shafqat said.

Some were beggars, and others
were among the army of children
in Pakistan who work on the
streets selling goods. Still others
had lefthome and never returned,
he said.

Pictures and stories about the
childrendominated the front pages
of Urdu-language newspapers
Saturday as police issued an ap-
peal for assistance.

South Korea to sup
Sakakibara as IMF chief

SEOUL, (Reuters) - South Ko-
rea will back former Japanese
vice finance minister Eisuke
Sakakibara’s bid to be the next
chief of the International Mon-
etary Fund (IMF), an official at
the South Korean Ministry of
Finance and Economy said on
Saturday.

Finance Minister Kang Bong-
kyun gave his endorsement to
the former top financial diplo-
mat in Seoul on Friday, the offi-
cial said.

“During talks with him
(Sakakibara), Minister Kang
pledged his support for the Japa-
nese official if he officially de-
clares his candidacy for the IMF
job,” he said.

Sakakibara attended a confer-
ence on Friday to commemorate
the second anmversary of the

port

$58.35 billion loan programme
led by the IMF for South Korea
in the wake of the Asia financial
crisis of 1997.

Sakakibara, who in govern-
ment was known as Mr Yen for
his ability to influence foreign
exchange markets, retired ear-
lier this year.

Media reports said he was
seeking support for his candi-
dacy from Asian countries. in-
cluding members of the Asso-
ciation of South East Nations
(ASEAN). Meeting with Korean
reporters on Friday, Sakakibara
said his candidacy was up to the
Japanese government.

“The Japanese government is
trying to contribute to increas-
ing Asian influence over inter-
national financial institutions,”
he added.
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NASA holds hope on Mars

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) —
Anxiously waiting for a second
day, NASA scientists hoped Sat-
urday for a signal from the still-
silent Mars Polar Lander, a craft
some say may have beenin trouble
even before it left the launch pad
11 months ago.

Weeks before the $165 million
craft began its descent towards
the Red Planet, questions were
being raised about the mission
and whether it might be doomed
by tight budgets and
understaffing.

Attempts to detect signals from
the spacecraft were to continue
with atransmission window open-
ing Saturday night. It has notbeen
heard from since Friday, when it
began its fiery descent toward
Mars.

Mission controllers say they
have not exhausted all the simple
explanations for the lack of a sig-
nal, like a mispointed antenna or
a computer reset.

The spacecraft was in good
shape and on course just before
communications ended as ex-
pected before the descent.

“We’re remaining upbeat,” said
Richard Cook, the spacecraft’s
project operations manager at
NASA’s Jet Propulsion Labora-
tory.

" "*'We have prepared for various
scenarios, and we're trying all the
options.” But the embarrassing
Sept. 23 loss of the lander’s $125
million sibling spacecraft, the
Mars Climate Orbiter, is not far

from the minds of engineers and
scientists at JPL, the space
agency’slead center for planetary
exploration.

NASA investigators later de-
termined that engineers failed to
convertdata into metrics inacriti-
cal navigation program, causing
the satellite to fly far too close to
Mars.

It’s believed to have burned up
in the atmosphere it was to study.
The 43-page reportreleased Nov.
10 did not stop with the metric
mix-up, however. It faulted navi-
gators for taking short cuts and
not knowing enough about the
lander.

Italsofound that too few people
worked on the program, and that
they were overworked and
undertrained.

Investigators also reported that
questions about the orbiter’s tra-
jectory raised by navigators were
notrelayed to other groups within
the project, including the
spacecraft’s builders at Lockheed
Martin Astronautics in Colorado.

The Polar Lander’s mission also
came under unprecedented scru-
tiny because the same organiza-
tions and people who flew the
orbiter were behind the latest mis-
sion as well.

*“This report was sort of a pre-
view of coming attractions for all
things that could go wrong with
Polar Lander,” said analyst John
Pike of the Federation of Ameri-
can Scientists a week before its
arrival.

Thousands await signal

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) —
While scientists and space fans
waited for a signal from the'
Mars Polar Lander, school
principal Douglas Hogg was
on amission to give two dozen
students an insider’s view of
the potential encounter with
the Red Planet.

The principal, who heads the
Pinewood Academy in La
Canada Flintridge, took the stu-
dents to join nearly 2,000 others
on Friday who packed an audi-
torium at Planetfest 99 where
they waited for the signal. “I
view this as our first step to
colonizing Mars,” said Hogg,
53.

“For mankind we won’t have
all our eggs in one basket. It
would be nice if we could have
another base for mankind.”

The lander, however, failed
to make contact with scientists
Friday and left engineers and
space enthusiasts alike in sus-
pense while deep-space anten-
nas scanned for a signal from
the $165 million probe.

Hogg left the auditorium look-
ing a bit dejected. “I'm really
pulling for these guys,” he said.
“Man needs to be adventurous

Thelander and orbiter that were
to have explored climate history
and search for water this year are
part of a Red Planet campaign
thatlaunches anorbiter and lander
every 26 months, when the orbits
of Mars and Earth are properly
aligned.

The policy, in fact, was imple-
mented after NASA's $1 billion
Mars Observer probe vanished
near the planet in 1993.

Even if both this year’s mis-
sions tothe Red Planethave failed,
the total loss is only a fraction of
Mars Observer.

The surrender of license came
after Aldan was accused of vio-
lating the Medical Practice Act
mcludmg ‘grossnegligence,” ™
peated negligent acts” and *
competence” which allegedly re-
sulted in the death of a 28-year
old male patient in California in
1992,

Aldan, one of the few local
doctors in the CNMI, graduated
from the University of Hawaii
School of Medicine in 1990 and
is currently practicing as a family
physician at the Saipan Health
Clinic. ,

Hardt said the Board is still
gathering information to deter-
mine what particular regulation
Aldan violated.

Aldan refused to comment on

the issue.

While the American Medical
Association (AMA) states that
there are reported court decisions
upholding the right of a State
Medical Licensing Board to re-
voke the license of a physician
who failed to report adisciplinary
action by the State Medical Li-
censing Board in another juris-
diction, the CNMI Board is yet to
find out whether such holds true
for Aldan’s case.

In this case, the CNMI MPLB
may revoke the license of Aldan
who failed to report the surrender
of his license issued by the
California’s own medical board.

“The other things we want to
think about is not only what the
requirements that we need to know
to talk about things about Dr.

Once the local board is able to
decide on Aldan’s case, Hardt said
it would be easier for the Board to
resolve similar cases in the fu-
ture.

Under CNMI laws, any ap-
pointed Board member may be re-
moved from his post by the gover-
nor in accordance with prescribed
procedures, including arecommen-
dation by a majority of the board
that the member be removed.

Furthermore, any Board mem-
ber may be removed only on
grounds of gross neglect or der-
eliction of duty, breach of fidu-
ciary duty, conviction of a
felony, or mental or physical
incapacity, the CNMI Constitu-
tion states.

Cepeda arrived at the scene at 1
a.m. and arrested Inabangan for
alleged aggravated assault.

Defendant was detained pend-
ing investigation of the incident
and later was interviewed at the
Criminal Investigation Bureau by
Detectives Eddie Chen and Jose
Cepeda.

Chen advised Inabangan of his
Constitutional rights. Inabangan
was also presented with a Consti-
tutional rights form, which he
signed.

Chen testified that he advised
defendant of his right to contact
the Philippine Consulate before
being interviewed.

Inabangan, through counsel
Assistant Public Defender Rob-
ert T. Torres, questioned the
police’s interrogation without in-
forming the Philippine Consulate
Office.

Torres claimed that Inabangan
was never interviewed by either
Chen or Cepeda of his right to
communicate with the Philippine
Consulate.

Torres argued that Inabangan’s
statements made during an inter-
view with Chen and Cepeda
should be suppressed on the

ground that he was not informed

of his right to contact the Consu-
late as required by the Vienna
Convention.

The government, through As-
sistant Attorney General Nicole
Forelli, contended that Chen did
inform Inabangan of his right to
contact the Consulate,

Lizama in his order denying
Inabangan’s motion to suppress
and for discovery said the Court
finds defendant’s testimony to be
credible that he was not informed
of his right to contact the Consu-
late.

Lizama citing a 9th Circuit de-
cision stated that Article 36 of the
Vienna Convention requires a
detaining state to inform a de-
tained foreign national of hisright
toconsult withconsulate officials.

The judge said the Convention
also *‘requires the detaining state,
if requested by the prisoner to
inform consular officials of the
arrest and to allow consular offi-
cials to visit and consult with the
prisoner.”

The U.N. Nations adopted the
Vienna Convention in 1963 and
the U.S. and the Philippines are
signatories.

Lizama said the Convention
applies in the CNMI pursuant to
the Covenant.

The failure toinformInabangan
of the right to communicate with
the Consulate was in violation of
the Vienna Convention, the judge

noted.

Lizama said the question re-
mains, however, as to the appro-
priate remedy for such a violation
as “the Convention itself pre-
scribes no judicial remedy or other
recourse for its violation.”

Defendant argued that the ap-
propriate remedy is the suppres-
sion of the statements he made
during the police’s interview.,

Lizama said the federal court
has held that suppression is not an
appropriate remedy for a viola-
tion of the Convention.

Even if suppression were an ap-
propriate remedy, Lizama said
Inabangan would carry the initial
burden of showing that he suffered
prejudice from such violation.

Lizama said the defendant did
not meet his burden of producing
evidence that he would have
availed himself of his right to
contact the Consulate kad he
known of such right.

Further, the judge said, defen-
dant failed to show that there was
alikelihood that the contact would
haveresulted in assistance tohim.

As such, Lizama said, suppres-

sion of Inabangan’s statements is

not appropriate.

With regard to Inabangan'’s re-
quest for additional documents,
Lizama said the government has
already provided the defendantin
excess of 50 pages of discovery
materials.

rejected the commonwealth’s pro-
posal that the mitigation site be
placed at any of the Northern Is-
lands.

“The (USFWS) disapproved
our request to have the other is-
lands as mitigation site. I think
there 1$ a need to discuss that
(CNMI proposal) further because
between the islands there is just
water,” said Sablan.

“We will need to find out from

them (USFWS officials) the
how’s. The goal is to comply,” he
added.

Local officials, including
Sablanand Gov. Pedro P. Tenorio,
have been raising concerns plans
to construct the landfill and have
the Puerto Rico dump closed per-
manently is being hampered by
the federal government’s law on
endangered species.

Sablan and the governor has
said that USFWS regulations on
the matter should allow for con-
sideration about protecting hu-
mans as well, stressing that the

continued operation of the Puerto
Rico dump could jeopardize the
health of people living around its
immediate vicinities as well as
the environment including the la-
goon.

U.S. is terribly concerned about
the way Palau government is re-
quiring American citizens to geta
working permits which were not
required to RMI and FSM nation-
als. Under the compact, he said
Americans should be treated as
favorably as FSM and RMI na-
tionals.

The U.S. is also expected to
caution Palau about its vulner-
ability to international financial

crimes through opening up of its
market to offshore banks.

“The U.S. is terribly concerned
that Palau might become such a
haven and we’d like to avoid that
situation because virtually every
country that is going on that route
has opened themselves to offshore
investment,” thelegal counsel said.

On the compact road project
issue, both parties have agreed
that it deserves more study and
further more discussions, or spe-
cifically examine the progress and
timing of the project.

The Palau delegation is com-

posed of the president, Resources
and Development Minister

Marcelino Melairei, Financial -

Adviser to the President Rich
Minaker, Presidential Chief of
Staff Temmy Shmull, Perrin, and
two special assistants.

The U.S. delegation will have
Deputy Assistant Secretary of
State for East Asian and Pacific
Affairs Ralph Royce, and se-
nior representatives of the De-
partment of Interior’s Office of
Insular Affairs and the Depart-
ment of State's Office of Com-
pact Negotiations.

Gutierrez and Lt. Gov. Madeleine
Z. Bordallo failed to receive the
majority of votes cast.

* The case was brought before
the federal court by the Republi-
can team of former Gov. Joseph
F. Ada and former Sen. Felix
Camacho.

Immediately following
Unpingco’s ruling, lawyers rep-
resenting the Gutierrez/Bordallo
team blocked the run-off election
by filing an appeal with the Ninth
Circuit Court in San Francisco.

In April, the appellate court
upheld Unpingco’s ruling saying
that “votes cast” include blank
ballots.

The Ninth Circuit Court was

again asked toreconsider its deci-
sion, which it denied while grant-
ing a request by the Gutierrez
team to delay the run-off.

This allowed an appeal to the
U.S. Supreme Court, which ac-
cepted the case in early Septem-
ber.

Today, Washington, D.C. law-
yers will ask the U.S. Supreme
Court todecide what constitutes a
majority of votes castin any elec-
tion and whether blank ballots
should be counted as “votes cast.”

Parties fromeachside will have
30 minutes to give their position
and then will be asked questions
by justices of the U.S, Supreme
Court.

Once oral arguments are pre-
sented, the court has until the end
of June of next year to issue its
deciston.

zens who live and work near the
area, as well as for the image of
our tourism industry, it is time to
close Puerto Rico dump once and
for all. Our hotels have been
concerned about this for years
and by passing this resolution, we
hope it will keep the new sanitary
land fill project moving forward
as quickly as possible,” said
Sablan.

The resolution pointed out that
the dump notonly poses a signifi-
cant health risk to Saipan resi-

* dents, but also may cast an “jrre-

versible and negative image” for
the CNMItourismindustry, which
caters to highly-sophisticated

tourists.

Masafumi Sano, HANMI of-
ficer and general manager of the
Sanai Palms Hotel, cited com-
plains from tourists regarding the
growing mountain of exposed
garbage at the dump.

“Visitors have been asking why
the trash is piling up and it is not
being covered over. It is an em-
barrassing situation and I don’t
know what to tell our guests,”
said Sano.

HANMI is a professional asso-
ciation made up of the 20 leading
hotels representing over 3,400
rooms in the CNMI. It aims to
support and encourage coopera-
tion among member-hotels by
providing a forum for sharing
ideas on issues of common con-
cern.

retention vote.

Torres sent the Attorney
General's Office a letter last No-
vember 24 asking that Bellas be
investigated for alleged acts of
“improprieties and appearance
of improprieties, extra-judicial
activities, conflicting judicial
duties and political activities.”
The AGO is supposed to send
the letter to the Advisory Com-
mission, which is no longer in
existence.

Torres submitted a list of such
actions that he has gathered “over
the past two years” which, among
others, includes allegations that
Bellas was “often seen with his
lawyer friends in public places
socializing over bottles of beer,
and sometimes, shots of tequila.”

Torres also alleged that Bellas

campaigned for his retention dur-
ing an Oct. 13, 1999 public gath-
ering on Rota.

“Somany things are pretty non-
specific,” countered Bellas, not
denying that he has been drink-
ing, but stressing though that he
only does on social occasions.

“Idon’tdrink very often,” said
Bellas.

The judge, whose retention bid
was defeated in the Nov. 6 mid-
term polls, denied he engaged in
political campaigning in Rota,
saying he merely spoke about the
retention election issue before a
gathering.

More to the point, Bellas said
the Constitution’s amendment in
1997 has made Torres’ basis for
his complaints obsolete.

“Things have changed (follow-
ing the amendment). Everything
is so new that we (now) don't
know what is right or wrong,”
said Bellas.

NICE, France (AP) — Mark
Woodforde and Todd
Woodbridge staged a brilliant
comeback to beat France’s
Fabrice Santoro and Olivier
Delaitre on Saturday and take
Australia to within one victory
of a Davis Cup final triumph.

The 2-6, 7-5, 6-2, 6-2 victory
silenced French fans and gave
Australia a 2-1 lead in the best-
of-5 final.

Australia, playing its 44th fi-
nal, goes for its 27th Cup cham-
pionship Sunday when Mark
Philippoussis plays Cedric
Pioline and Lleyton Hewitt faces
Sebastien Grosjean.

Woodforde and Woodbridge,
now unbeaten in 11 Davis Cup
matches spanning five years,
used all theirexperience to claw
back into the match after the
French pair came to within just
one point of taking a 2-0 lead.

“We came back from the
dead,” Woodbridge said. “At 5-
3 and a set down it felt like we
were two sets down. It was an
incredible feeling to win from
where we were.”

“I hadn’t missed a ball in
practice by more than a foot
and suddenly today I was miss-
ing by 10. But we started to
settle and that was the key,”
he added.

Both teams knew the impor-
tance of the match: ever since
1978 the winner of the doubles
match in the Davis Cup final has
gone on to win the trophy.

Initially, the thunderous sup-

port that unnerved Grosjean on
Friday only served to inspire
France's doubles team, who
raced to a 4-0 first-set lead.
Santoro’s deft lob to break
Woodbridge’s service indicated
their early dominance.

Santoro and Delaitre, a team
that has won five doubles titles,
looked unstoppable taking the
first set in just 38 minutes and

moving to a4-2 second-set lead.

In the fourth game of the sec-
ond set, the crowd was brought
to its feet when Delaitre won a
point with an instinctive volley
played from behind his back.

But the Aussies refused to
buckle, saving four set points at
2-4 and a set point when Santoro
was serving for the second set at
5-4.

Lions sign Desmond Howard

PONTIAC, Mich. (AP) —
Former Super Bowl MVP
Desmond Howard, cut by the
Green Bay Packers on Tuesday,
signed with the Detroit Lions on
Saturday.

The Packers had cut Howard
because he had been ineffective
and tentative as a return man
and had not caught a pass as a
receiver. He also had been inac-
tive three weeks because of dis-
located ring fingers on both
hands.

Howard, 29, who won the
Heisman Trophy at Michigan in
1991, averaged 19.2 yards on 19
kickoff returns this season and

7.8 yards on 12 punt returns.

Howard’s best season came in
1996, when he set the NFL record
for punt return yardage and set a
Packers record by returning three
punts for touchdowns.

He had 244 return yards in the
Packers’ 35-21 Super Bowl win
over New England, including a
99-yard kickoff return foratouch-
down. He became the first spe-
cial-teams player to be named
Super Bowl MVP.

Seeking more playing time at
receiver, he signed with the Raid-
ers before the 1997 season. After
two disappointing seasons with
the Raiders during which he

caught just six passes, Howard
signed a four-year, $5.71 million
contract with the Packers in June.

But the first two years of the
deal with the Packers were for
just $1.21 million, and he won’t
receive the final $4.5 million be-
cause he failed to stay with the
team.

Terms of his deal with the Li-
ons were not disclosed.

To make room on their 53-man
roster, the Lions released line-
backer Andre Collins. Collins was
signed by the Lions on Aug. 31
and was a reserve in three games,
recording eight tackles and an in-
terception.

Els builds lead in South Africa

SUNCITY,South Africa (AP)
— South African Ernie Els shot
acourse-record-equaling seven-
under-par 64 today, and
stretched away from the field to
lead the Million Dollar Golf
Challenge by six strokes after
the third round.

Trailing him is European No.
1, Colin Montgomerie, who had
four birdies in a flawless round,
but was powerless to stop the
South African’s surge to win
his first Million Dollar title in
eight tries. Els finished the third

round at 197.

Montgomerie was stung not
only by the brilliant play of Els
— but also by a wasp at the 14th
tee. Still, he shot a 68 for three-
round total of 203.

Also equaling the course
record set by Nick Faldoin 1994
was Northern Ireland’s Darren
Clarke. He is at 205.

Earlier, lightning forced the
players off the course after the
leaders had played nine holes of
the third round. Els had started
the day with three birdies in the

first four holes, but then dropped
two shots over the seventh and
eighth to tentative play.
Montgomerie was just a shot
off the pace, and looking men-
acing.

But a huge drive of and, a 2-
ironand a 15-foot meter putt gave
Els, the world’s fifth-ranked
player, an eagle to take him three
clear of Montgomerie again.

American Jim Furyk came
close to matching the course
record, finishing witha 65. He's
fourth, nine shots behind.

Woodforde sealed the 3 hour,
8-minute win with a smart high
backhand volley and the Aus-
tralian camp immediately be-
gan celebrating.

“It is so satisfying because a
lot of people thought we
couldn’t win before and during
the match. I have never seen
Mark SO emotional,”
Woodbridge said.

Team captain John
Newcombe was full of praise
for his players.

“I haven’t seen Mark react so
fast for about four years. He
was like a man possessed,” he
said.

With Sandon Stolle playing
in place of Woodbridge, Aus-
tralia lost its quarterfinal and
semifinal Davis Cup doubles
matches.

Santoro and Delaitre had won
the two previous meetings
against Woodforde and
Woodbridge, both last year, but
Newcombe had no hesitation in
reuniting the experienced pair,
five-time Wimbledon champi-
ons, twice winners at the U.S.
Open and Australia’s most suc-
cessful Davis Cup doubles pair
with 13 wins.

The French captain said his
team would come out fighting
Sunday.

“Tonight I will tell the team
that they have their backs to the
wall,” he said. “We will have to
be aggressive and creative.”
