Takagi said the hotel had tested
10 to 15 rooms and found that
each room would nced 50 to 100
tons of water cveryday. He said
the hotel had dug a well with a
daily outputof 300 tons of water,
which is mixed with water from
the public system and then fil-
tered.

Hyatt Regency’s representa-
tive, Aurelio Mones, complained
that the hotel was receiving less
water than other similar estab-
lishments. He said the hotel gets
15,000 to0 20,000 gallons of water
daily. The hotel, which suffers
from low water pressure, is ex-
pecting a significant increase in
its water rcquirements when it
completes its expansion project
to increase the number of rooms
from 173 to 255.

None of the hotels represented
in the hearing said it was using
booster pumps to siphon off wa-
ter from pipes.

Garment factory represenata-
tives also testified that they were
not forcing water out of pipes,
although they complained about
the lack of water. Nick
Sablan,representing Linson
Saipan, said the company does
not depend on the public water
supply. He saidd Linson built its
own well ata cost of $200,000. It
also collects rainwater in a catch-
ment facility capable of holding
two to three million gallons.

Sablan said rainwater is mixed
with well water before being used
in the factory.

BenignoR. Fitial, who testified
on behalf of American Interna-
tional Knitters Corp., Pacific
Garment Manufacturers and
American Investment Corp., said
that the establishmenis were re-
ceiving only 10,000 gallons of
water.a day from the public water
system. He said the firms had to
rely on water catchments and was
using sea water to flush toilets.

Margaret Guerrero and Eddie
Young, representing Marianas
Garment Manufacturers, said the
company had 348 nonresident
workers and depends on the pub-
lic system for water needs. They
said the factory in Chalan Piao
also has its own rainwater catch-
ment system with four tanks.
They said about 6,000 gallons of
water are used daily for personnel
sanitation in the factory. The
company representatives  said
they receive water from the pub-
lic system about four days every
week.

The committee, headed by Sen.
Juan N. Babauta,started the hear-
ing Monday morning, during
which officials from the Com-
monwealth Utilitics Corp. and
other government agencics testi-
fied about the water supply and
distribution situation. The com-
mittee has also scheduled hear-
ings in several schools to receive
comments from Saipan residents.

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Paint may yield telling evidence

Police think they have hit-and-run boat

Police have confiscated a motorboat from a Koblerville
resident after a witness identified it as allegedly being the
same hit-and-run boat that allegedly struck Japanese tour-
ist Akitoshi Kojima, 26, while he was windsurfing near
Managaha island on March 13.

Cpt. Frank M. Camacho said that no arrests have been
made yet because the police do not have enough evidence
against the boat owner.

“We scraped some paint from the surf board from the
area where the surfer was struck,” Camacho said. “We are
sendmg the pamt to Washington, D.C. We’re also sending

I

a paint sample from the boat to the lab for comparison.”

Camacho said that police are waiting for laboratory
results before they can take action.

“At this time we cannot make an arrest unless the lab
tells us the paint we extracted from the windsurfer is the
same paint from the boat,” he said. “We have reasons (o
believe that that boat may be the one, but we don’t have
probable cause. We don’t have all the facts.”

Other police news includes the arrest of Segundo P.
Sablan, charged with two counts of forgery, according to
documents filed in the CNMI courts on March 29.

Police report that Sablan, in jail for the past several
years, is released on parole but that he allegedly continues

forging checks.

Police say that Sablan had been on parole for about two
weceks before his alleged forging of checks in March.

Court documents allege that Sablan forged an $800
check on March 26 to Delia C. Forrester, doing business as
Club Imperial, and a $454 two days later to Olympic
Market. The papers say bothchecks were allegedly written
against the account of Augustin Enterprises.

Francisco B. Castro, a vice principal at Hopwood Junior
High School in Chalan Piao arrested for allegedly possess-
ing about 10 pounds of marijuana and a loaded .38-caliber
revolver, has pleaded “not guilty” to all charges.

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New generators shoulid let
CUC overhaul Mitsubishis

Six generators purchased by the Commonwealth Utili-
ties Corp. will start arriving carly next month to provide
power to most households and businesses in Saipan while
the generators at the main power plant are shut down for
overhaul,CUC Chairman Jose Taitano said yesterday.

CUC Executive Director Pete Sasamoto said in an
interview Monday that the emergency generators manu-
factured by General Electric were bought by CUC from
Guam-based Synergy-Obrien at a total cost of $2.63 mil-
lion. The contract between CUC and Synergy-Obricn also
includes an additional amount (not known during- the
interview) for the operation and maintenance of the emer-
gency power plant by the supplier.

Taitano said in a press statement released Monday that
the generators were capable of producing 15 megawatts of
electricity or more than half the total power output of the
main power plant. Each of the new generators has a
capacity of 2.5 megawalts, compared to the seven-mega-
watt output of each of the generators at the main power
plant.

Taitano said three of the new generators would arrive
early April and would be commissioned at the end of the

Lawmakers
touring the
NMI schools

The four legislators began their
fact-finding mission on March 25
by going to Garapan Elementary
and Marianas High Schools.

That school was threatened
with closure March 11 when
public health sanitarians discov-
cred there was no water to flush
the toilets. MHS principal Vic-
torino S. Cepeda decided to keep
students in school to finish in-
struction for that day. The Saipan
municipal government supplicd a
3,000-gallon water truck so
school toilets can be flushed.

Camacho said he fecls the
student’s tight schedules do not
allow them enough time to get
water from the truck to flush toi-
lets.

“They’re bailing water from
the mayor’s water tank,” he said.
“Bu it’s the inconvenicnce to the
students there.”

Cepeda said that this has re-
sulted in unflushed toilets and
urinc on the floors.

Andic Decla Cruz, MHS vice
principal, said she met with the

ment which gives the women a one-year “limited” U.S. Passport for

travelling only.

In exchange for agreeing to the interim solution to his client’s
problem, Hillblom has also agreed to drop the request for a temporary
restraining order which was tried last week and was still under
consideration by federal judge Alfred Laureta.

A new assistant U.S. Attorney took the place of off-island George
Proctor for this case. Paul Vernier heads that office’s civil cases office
on Guam and he appeared before the judge Tuesday to represent
everyone sued in the case except the Trust Territory government. He

asked that Laureta delay making his final decision on the March 24 case

heard in the court for at least another two weeks - possibly even one to
allow the consolidation of effort for all the defendants. *“I think that is
a reasonable amount of time,” he said.

Close family
ties lessen

BANGKOK (UNIS) - It is a
slow process, but gradually the
entire concept of appropriate
social security systems for Asia
and the Pacific is changing. At
onelevel, planners are reluctantly
coming to realize that develop-
ment is breaking up the “ex-
tended family” far more quickly

than had been anticipated so that

some kind of formal support is
urgently needed. At another, at-
tention is being focused on the
rural poor, so far generally con-
sidered to be unreachable, as the
people most in need for support.
Against these growing demands
for yet more public expenditure is
the grim truth that many govern-
ments are having to cut back.

Such is the main social devel-
opment message of the 1987 edi-
tion of the Economic and Social
Survey of Asia and the Pacific
which this year highlights the
dilemma surrounding falling
commodity export prices and
earnings.  Published by the
United Nations Economic and
Social Commission for Asia and
the Pacific (ESCAP), it empha-
sizes the need for some kind of
public safety net for agricultural
workers.

Inthe Philippines, forexample,
economic stabilization measures
forced the government to reduce
spending by 17 percent between
1979-84. Education, health and
community services were worst
affected. The Survey notes that
“infant mortality rates registered
a sharp rise in the worst affected
arca (Negros). Also on the in-
crease were the more visible
signs of social misery such as
street begging and scavenging,
along with a risc in stealing and
other petty crimes.”

Sri Lanka is another grim
showcase where enforced cuts in
social security expenditure,
mainly on food subsidics, have
greatly affected the nutritional
status of the rural poor. Daily per
capita caloric intakec among the
bottom 20 percent of the popula-
tion plummented from 1979-82
with tragic effccts for child mal-
nutrition and inadequate growth.

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NMI Senate says
U.S. practices
"discrimination”

The Senate adopted a joint resolution Tuesday to condemn the -

United States for racial discrimination, ask it to stop appealing a wage
case and pay more than 900 Micronesians over $20 million in back
wages. _

Scnators Herman R. Guerrero and Juan N. Babauta introduced
Scnate Joint Resolution 6-2 in reaction to a decision by the U.S. to
appeal a District Court judgment in July 1987 that the Trust Territory
government and the U.S. practiced racial discrimination by paying
Micronesian employees half of the wages of their counterparts who
were Amcricans or of European stock. District Court Judge Alfred
Laureta awarded the Micronesians more than $20 million in damages
to recover the wages they should have received while employed by the
TT government.

The Committec on Federal Relations and Independent Agencies, in
recommending adoption of the resolution during the Scnate session
Tuesday, recalled that the court found evidence that the dual salary
schedule used by the TT government was in direct violation of the
United Nations charter and the U.S. Constitution. “Thus, the United
States Government should and must be condemned for its unwarranted
and ncgligible action,” the committee chaired by Sen. Paul A. Man-
glona said in its report.”It is a shame that the United States Govern-
ment, a government that prides itself to be the champion and protector
of human rights is now seen as violating its own principle and
undoubtedly making a mockery to its democratic system of justice.”

The U.S. filed its appeal Jan.26 and the committee said prompt
action on the bill was needed so it could be transmitted to President
Ronald Reagan and other top federal officials.

The resolution notes that proceedings on the appeal, unless stopped
by the U.S., could drag the seven-year-old case for another two years.
The U.S. and the TT government, according to the resolution, “have
conceded and stipulated to their conduct, thus the ethical and moral
correctness of the District Court’s decision cannot be doubted...” It
adds that the appeal would only be an excrcise for lawyers.

The House is expected to take the same action when it votes on the

A joint resolution. After passage by the two houses copies of the joint

resolution will be sent to Reagan, Vice President George Bush who is
also Scnate president, Speaker Jim Wright and other U.S. legislators
and the U.N. sccretary-gencral, Trusteeship Council and Security
Council.

“Could you
have a signed affidavit to that
effect here?” the judge asked.

Then Hillblom asked for “a
couple of days”, but Laureta
continued the hearing until 1:30

p.m. Wednesday, telling him to
have the signed documents so he
could render a decision whether
to grant the U.S. request for more
‘time.

The lawsuit was filed in U.S.
Federal Court to help secure pass-
ports for Commonwealthcitizens
who have been cited as “stateless
persons” by a local attorney.

Vemier spoke by telephone
about the settlement Wednesday
afternoon. The U.S. Attorney
said that he settlement was notan
admission of liability and the case
will also still be heard at a later
date.

He said the agreement was a
compromise “you could call it
that . . I think that’s a fair thing to
say.”

Hillblom had originally sug-
gested that the U.S. extend the
plaintiff’s expired Trust Terri-
tory passports, but this solution
came from the Department of
Justice.

The U.S. Attorney said that the
compromise agreement was for
this one specific case and in-
stance. “It can’t be used as a case
precedent by another potential
litigant.”

Vernier said he couldn’t com-
ment on a statement made by
OTIA’s Mark Hayward that set-
tlement of the passport hassles
couldbeasclose as 30 daysaway.

Asked how the Justice Depart-
ment could order the State De-
partment to give anyone a pass-
port, Vemier said that an agree-
ment of what to do and how
things would be handled was
“worked out” ahead of time and
everyone agreed what would be
done.

Hillblom also commented on
the settlement, saying that he felt
“it was a move in the right direc-
tion. I also really believe that all

. the people in this class will proba-

bly hear good news from the
United States before the Trustee-
ship Council meets on May 9. I
can’t believe the United States
will go back to the Trusteeship
Council with this problem exist-
ing.”

He said that “of course I am
happy that these people are now
able to travel - that’s all they

-wanted to do. It’s a classic ex-
ample of someone being able to
do what they want if they just try
hard enough. . . where there's a
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
