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M acapagal Graft Clean-up 
Called ' REIGN OF TERROR'

Manila (U PI)—President Di­
osdado Macapagal, apparently 
satisfied that he has struck 
sufficient terror into the hearts 
of the government grafters and 
corrupt businessmen who have 
long plagued this island repub­
lic, is now ready to concentrate 
on his five-year socio-economic 
program.

Macapagal has been in office 
eight months now and his chief 
concern so far has been deal­
ing with corruption in this 
tropical land of 30 million.

USING A NOT TOO SU BTLE 
frontal assault in which he

struck at persons in the very 
top echelons of government 
and business, Macapagal ap­
pears to have succeeded in con­
vincing everyone he is deadly 
serious in his anti corruption 
drive.

President Macapagal actual­
ly instituted action against few­
er than 50 persons during his 
campaign, but as one local 
pundit noted, the psychological 
impact was far greater than the 
anti-graft campaign waged by 
former president Garcia who 
claimed to have taken action 
against 25, 000 small time Char­
lies.

The PSYCHOLOGICAL ef­
fects of the Macapagal cam­
paign were best evidenced 
when the presidential palace 
quitely leaked information 
that someone even bigger than 
now deported American multi­
millionaire Harry S. Stonehill 
was to be put on the presi­
dential chopping block. (See

. “ I  hope those rumors keep 

up —  because the more they 
talk about Troy —  the more

Why is Frank Troy running 
for office?

His answer, which sounded 
incredibly naive, might very 
well turn out to be Machiavel­
lian in its seeming simplicity.

This 
way, the people who showed 
up I knew really were there 
because they wanted to. be.

candidate because he has only 
himself to answer to. “ I  have 
no ambitions to climb econom­
ically or socially, therefore, I 
can devote my energies to the

TROY W RITES a ll his own 

speeches and press releases, 
though no one w ill believe it. 
He types each release on sten­
cils, cranking them out him­
self on a mimeographing ma­
chine at his home.

Dynamic and energetic, he 
whips out ideas with an almost 
childlike relish and enjoyment.

He admits that friends often 
contribute suggestions, but the 
final products are his own.

Troy possesses the Irish  ap­
preciation for the humor and 
irony of the situation in which 
he finds himself. He finds it 
extremely funny that an un­
known candidate without funds 
or party backing s h o u l d  be 
tackling an old pro like Inouye, 
or a high-powered and wealthy 
opponent like Dillingham.

. “Wouldn’t it he fantastic, if 
by some strange fate, I  just 
happened to w in? ”  asked Troy.

It  would, indeed, be fan­
tastic.

The Bayanihan Philippine 
Dance Company, the outstand­
ing dance discovery of many 
seasons, has ended a tre­
mendously successful engage­
ment in  the Islands.

AS THE OLD cliche goes— 
nobody showed up — nobody, 
that is, but the people.

Several hundred turned out 
at the Royal Hawaiian. Many, 
perhaps, were motivated by 
curiosity. But a great many 
were genuinely interested in 
meeting a man who, until re­
cently, few  people had heard 
about.

They came, paid for their 
own drinks; and sat in respect-: 
fu l silence as the tall, grey­
haired and handsome candi­
date stepped up to the lectern 
to deliver a speech that was 
riddled with homilies, gim­
micks (the ringing of a Liberty 
Be ll replica to accent certain 
points)  and Ju s t plain, un­
abashed sincerity.

Attractive young women
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Who Is This Man Harry Stonehill?
A Philippines Senator re­

cently observed that “ if Harry 
Stonehill is deported, it w ill 
seriously affect the Philippines 
economy. ”

W ell, Harry Stonehill has 
been deported, and it’s much 
too soon to see what effect— 
if any —- his deportation w ill 
have on the economy.

But it seems like an ideal 
time to review the rise of Harry 
Stonehill, who first came to the 
Philippines as a young U. S. 
soldier with more nerve than 
a male girdle fitter, and par­

layed his brass into a pile of 
gold.

Stonehill arrived in Manila 
in 1945 at the age of 27 with 
shiny new Army lieutenant’s 
bars on his uniform, a person­
al cargo of whiskey destined 
for parched Filipinos and $900 
in his pockets netted from the 
blackjack game he ran on the 
ship taking him to his future 
‘Land of Honey. ’

When his empire crumbled 
around him recently, he was 
a multi-millionaire, had a F ili­
pina wife and four children, a

lavish mansion staffed with 
servants, an 80-foot yacht sec­
ond in size in the Islands only 
to the official yacht of the 
President, and was on speak­
ing terms with the Who’s Who 
of the Philippines.

H is first venture in fortune- 
amassing enterprise was the 
purchase of 50 Army surplus 
trucks. He sold them for a- $35, - 
000 profit (with some help from 
an Army buddy) and he was on 
his way.

His next big project was to 
import 1, 500, 000 Christmas

cards for Manila’s first post­
occupation Christmas. His k ill­
ing for that kindly gesture: 
$10, 000.

He quickly moved into other 
surplus items— 10, 000 cases of 
rations that started a four-day 
operation netting him $32, 000.

Then he put his typewriter 
to work and wrote to 7, 500 
American manufacturers offer­
ing to handle their exports. 
The local businessmen began 
to take notice and Stonehill did 
nothing to quash the rumor

that he had an “ in”  with high 
m ilitary sources.

In  a little  over a year, Stone- 
h ill had cleared more than 
$150, 000, set himself up in a 
luxury  suite in Manila’s best 
hotel, drive the Island’s only 
road-worthy Cadillac and was 
seen at the best places with 
Filipina movie queens.

Then, duty back home came 
in Chicago— a wife and a child 
called. She refused to accom­
pany him back to the Philip-

INTEGRITY vs. ECONOMIC SURVIVAL
Can a newspaper be based on integrity and principle and 

still survive?

When we first began publication of this newspaper in 
March of this year, a number of people, upon learning that 
we planned to be non-partisan and would attempt to report 
the news as objectively as possible, warned us that the pur­
suit of such a policy would be our downfall.

We were commended for what one businessman described 
as a “ courageous if somewhat naive policy. ”

Yon w ill have to soft-pedal certain issues, he warned. 
Particularly, he pointed out, if you happen to be stepping 
on the toes of “ the big boys” . For they w ill be the major 
source of your advertising revenue.

TH E CH IEF EXECUT IVE has warned price speculators of 
the fu ll impact of the law and his Presidential plenary powers, 
if they persist in their disregard of the country’s welfare.

Newspaper surveys of prices were confined to urban areas 
where profiteers are enjoying a holiday because the well-to- 
do can afford to buy fancy-priced imported food items. The 
poor in the provinces buy locally produced meat, fish, vege­
tables and filled milk. (Example: Manila pork, P  3. 50 per kilo; 
provincial pork, P  1. 50 per kilo. )

 
TH E MUCH-AWAITED bi-partisan Council of Leaders to 

check the current price spiral was named by the Chief Ex­
ecutive, even as he lauded the opposition for being cooperative 
on the matter of price-checking. The council is headed by NEC 
Chairman Cornelio Balmaceda.

HEALTH SECRETARY Francisco Q. Duque announced that 
the government is ready with the following measures to bring 
drug prices down: (1) Import through the NAMARCO, a ll anti­
biotic, steroid, and sulfonamide needs of government hospitals 
and clinics; (2) NAMARCO importation of raw materials for 
local drug manufacturers; and (3) Licensing of local drug firms 
to manufacture patented drugs locally under the compulsory 
licensing provisions of the patent law. He also announced that 
the government is ready with P  2 million to import the needed 
drug raw materials.

A  COMMITTEE of government experts headed by Executive 
Secretary Amelito R. Mutuc, observing that wholesale prices 
of prime commodities had shown only slight increases, and 
that locally produced commodities like rice and corn have 
not increased their prices, pinpointed unscrupulous retailers 
as the culprits behind the current price spiral.

SUGAR TRADERS, too, dumped 
high price of the commodity upon 
said that they were not hoarding; it 
not buy their stocks as they bid for 
in other commodities. The persons 
•of sugar valued at more than P  20 
well alleviate the local snafu, cannot

CREDIT AND BANKING
ABELARDO  CORDERO, Free Enterprise Society President,

He claimed that the tight credit policy has not only affected 
the manufacturing, distribution and importing sectors, but it 
ha s  also driven farmers to resort to usurers who charge from 
25 per cent to 100 per cent on loans to purchase palay seed- 
lings. Cordero said that the sooner the special time deposit and 
the frozen government funds amounting to P  200 m illion were  
allowed to circulate, the better.

TAXES
AUDITOR G EN ERAL Pedro Gimenez reported that the gov­

ernment grossed P  656, 858, 199. 18 in its general funds and in  
curred expenditures amounting to P  538, 479, 574. 64 thereby 
netting a P  118, 378, 624. 54 operational surplus during the sec- 
ond semester of the fiscal year 1961-1962. This upsurge in gov- 
ernment income was attributed to the spirited drive for better 
tax collection a d  the crack-down against delinquent taxpayers. 

 
SEN . OSCAR LEDESM A asked for a re-examination of the 

government’s basic tax exemption policies for new and neces- 
sary industries for adjustments “ in the light of increasing de-

 for social services and a better economic life  for the 
"  Although he  stressed that the government should hon- 

past commitments regarding tax exemptions, Senator Le-
 frowned on enterprises that perennially depend upon
crutches provided by the government, as they are unhealthy 
to the economy.   

TH E FR EE  EN TERPR ISE Society urged lowering of tariffs 
on commodities to the levels of 10 to 15 per cent to bring down 
prices to natural levels, to render smuggling unprofitable, and 
to free the local market from a dictatorship of sellers with the 
view to relieve consumers and wage earners.

FILIPINO GRANDMOTHER AMONG SEVEN
TO RECEIVE MAGSAYSAY AWARDS

M ANILA (UPI)— Seven win­
ners of the 1962 Ramon Mag- 
saysay awards w ill be honored 
Friday in recognition of their 
dedicated and unselfish serv­
ice to Asians.

The awards, Asia’s version 
of the Nobel prize, w ill be pre- 
sented to a Filipino grandmoth- 
er, two British philanthropists, 
an Indian-born Malayan, an Indonesian

, a Yugoslav-born Indian
 nun and a Korean publisher

.
Except for one, all the 

winners w ill personally receive 
their awards—-$10, 000 cash in 
each category and. a gold med­
al —  during the presentation 
ceremonies scheduled at 5: 30 
p. m. (0930 gmt) at Manila’s 
Philam life auditorium.

The presentation coincides 
with the 55th birthday anni­
versary of the late Philippine 
President Magsaysay in whose 
honor the awards were set up 
in 1957 with a $500, 000 grant 
from the Rockfeller brothers 
fund.

Magsaysay, a dynamic F ili- 
pino leader who broke the back 
of the Communist movement 
and championed the cause of 
the masses in this country, died 
in a plane crash in March, 1957.

Laurence Rockfeller arrived 
here Wednesday to represent 
the Rockfeller brothers fund 
at the ceremonies.

This year’s awardees are:
Francisca Reyes Aquino, 63- 

year-old Filipino grandmother, 
for government service. She 
was cited “ for original research 
preserving for Filipinos their 
heritage of folk dance and mu­
sic. ”

Lawrence and Horace Ka- 
doorie, British residents of 
Hong Kong, for public service. 
They were cited “for their prac­
tical philantrophy to promote 
rural welfare. ”

Palayil Pathozapurayil Nara­
yanan, Indian-born Malayan, 
and H, Koesna Poeradiredja, 
Indonesian, fo r  community 
leadership. They were cited 
“ for their championship of the 
workers’ cause through respon- 
sible and free trade unionism. ”

one question on everybody’s 
lips was: “who is next? ”

But Macapagal has since in­
dicated that his anti-corruption 
drive is subsiding for the mo­
ment. The president has now 
given the impression that he 
was more interested in fright­
ening people into obeying the 
law in the future rather than 
prosecuting all the persons 
guilty in the past.

So it is with high hopes that 
large scale corruption is at an 
end that Macapagal is now 
shifting the emphasis to his 
socio-economic program.

The crux of Macapagal’s pro­
gram, stated in general terms, 
is to improve the efficiency of 
agriculture. —  in what is a 
prim arily agricultural country 
—while at the same time in­
creasing the industrial base 
with both foreign and local cap­
ita l in  an aura of free enter­
prise.

MACAPAGAL is no socialist 
reformer, but he favors the 
government doing its utmost 
to help improve the generally 
low living standards among the 
great masses of this former 
American colony.

One of the big problems con­
fronting the Philippines is its 
rapidly increasing population— 
climbing by about a million a 
year.

To prevent unemployment 
from rising, roughly 300, 000

new jobs w ill have to be creat­
ed each year, according to 
President Macapagal.

IN  THE F IELD  of education, 
there w ill be an average of
960, 000 school children reach­
ing school age every year, 
which means the student pop­
ulation w ill increase by about
600, 000 each year.

It  is therefore obvious that 
to simply maintain the status 
quo is a task in itself, and the 
one giant obstacle faced, by 
every underdeveloped nation 
around the world.

The main goal of the socio- 
economic program of President 
Macapagal is agricultural de- 
velopment. Water conservation, 
irrigation, farmer education 
are all part of the plan..

MACAPAGAL wants the na­
tion to be self sufficient in rice 
and corn and to this end the 
rice and com administration 
has been established.

A  livestock program includ­
ing the establishment of breed­
ing farms is planned. Money 
has also been appropriated for 
the study of fertilizers and 
modem techniques in fishing 
as well as credit facilities for 
small farmers and fishermen.

Macapagal’s program is an 
ambitious one and not yet com­
pleted but the world should 
watch with interest as the F i­
lipinos seek to improve them­
selves by democratic means.

pines so he unhappily buried 
himself in a 9-5 job until di- 
vorce and a $50, 000-plus set- 
tlement set him free and on 
his way back to Mabuhay 
Land. -

He opened a store; got no- 
where and before the locals 
could say barong tagalog he 
was in the refrigerator busi- 
ness and known as the “re- 
frigerator king of Manila. ”

In  1949, he saw and quickly 
took, his first chance to get 
into big business: Cigarettes. It 
took a. few years but Stone- 
h ill’s tobacco empire recently 
did a $60 m illion yearly business

 and was the largest tax- 
payer in the Islands.

His tobacco success whetted 
his appetite and he began organizing

 new ventures at the 
rate of about one a year.

He moved out into the v ir­
gin fie ld   of Philippine-grown 
cotton, started a glass factory, 
a cement plant, low-cost hous­
ing developments, and oil. He 
once announced plans to build 
a jet-age hotel, a steel m ill and 
run a newspaper. His plans 
were grandiose —  his methods 
apparently questionable. His 
empire once: consisted of 12 
working corporations that paid 
him a yearly -salary of about 
$100, 000—not bad for the son

of a poor Jewish immigrant
that had nearly flunked out at 
the University of Illinois—but 
left campus with $5, 000 in his 
pockets from a hamburger 
concession, a flower business 
and, agent for canned goods 
c o n c e r n .

Stonehill early showed a pen­
chant for the business acumen 
that took him to the heights 
and appears to have set up 
the skids that are - almost cer­
tain to take him down—for 
awhile at least.
