America losing
'moral authority’

WASHINGTON (AP) -
America is losing “moral author-
ity” in Asia because of its failure
to solve economic and social
problems at home and its indeci-
sive policies toward post-Cold
War Asia, specialists told law-
makers Wednesday.

The Asian experts, testifying
before the House Foreign Affairs
Committee, also criticized the
Bush administration for ignoring
Japan and warned the Clinton
administration against isolating
China.

“The United States is losing its
moral authority in the Pacific as
many Asians conclude that the
US is in decline, that it cannot
solve its own problems, and that
it is increasingly resorting to
scapegoating others, particularly
Asians, for its own failures,”
Hunter College Professor Donald
S. Zagoria said.

“There is growing concern
about America’s style of leader-
ship,” Zagoria said, noting a per-
ception that the United States is
“bent on lecturing others on hu-
man rights even though its own
society has vast, unresclved so-
cial problems.” .

Edward Luttwak of the Center
for Strategic and International
Studies said Asians cite as ex-
amples of America’s “moral deg-
radation” those high-ranking of-
ficials who become lobbyists for
foreign businesses, often Asian,
after leaving office. They see this
failure to safeguard the country’s
economic interests as a sign of
weakness, he said.

Three of the four witnesses at
the panel’s hearing voiced strong
reservations aboutisolating China
by removing its most-favored-
nation trade status, which pro-
videsitthelowtariffrates enjoyed
by almost all US trading partners.

Terminating that status “would
do great damage to the interests
of people we would prefer not to
harm” and “weaken our strategic
position in Asia by leading to a
confrontational relationship be-
tween Peking and Washington,”
said Harry Harding, a China ex-
pert with the Brookings Institu-
tion.

Kenneth S. Courtis, a senior
economist with Deutsche Bank
Capital Markets in Hong Kong
and Tokyo, said there was no
example of a country becoming
more democratic when living
standards were falling - a likely
outcome of a trade war with
China. AndZagoria saidisolating

1992 year of brutality

GENEVA (AP) - 1992 wit-
nessed unprecedented levels of
barbarism and lack of decency,
the head of the International
Committee of the Red Cross said
Wednesday.

ICRC President Cornelio
Sommaruga blasted governments
worldwide for failing to prevent
atrocities.

At a news conference, he
singled out Afghanistan, former
Yugoslavia and Somalia as the
WOrSst Spots.

“When hatred and cruelty are
not the result of war but the aim of
it, we can no longer talk of war.
We are witnessing a rejection of
all humanity,” he said. ““We have
reached the bottom of the black

pit of barbarism.”

Sommaruga described 1992
was the worst year ever for viola-
tions of international humanitar-
ian law.

Despite promises from the
Bosnian warring factions to re-
lease their prisoners, 2,692 people
remain in detention, he said.

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Mutations can
fix bad genes

BOSTON (AP) - For the first
time, scientists have found that a
mutation can fix a bad human
gene so that it works normally
again,

In these cases, the mutation
corrected the genetic error that
causes myotonic dystrophy, the
most common adult form of mus-
cular dystrophy. As aresult, chil-
dren who seemed destined to in-
herit the disorder avoided it.

“It’sincredibly fascinating, and
it’s of great importance in terms
of human genetics and disease,”
said Dr. Henry Epstein of Baylor
College of Medicine in Houston.

Genes contain the code for the
body to assemble proteins. Many
inherited diseases arise when this
code becomes garbled. As a re-
sult, the gene makes a defective
protein or none at all.

In the case of myotonic dystro-
phy, mutations occur in a gene
thatcontains instructions for mak-
ing anenzyme that regulates other
proteins found in cell walls.

The disease affects about one
in every 7,000 to 8,000 people
worldwide. It causes weakness
and wasting of muscles.

In Thursday’s issue of the New
England Journal of Medicine,
Dutchresearchersreporttwocases
in which children inherited their
fathers’ defective gene, butit had
somehow become normal again,
aprocess they call “reverse muta-
tion.”

The two people - ababy girland
a 25-year-old man - should have
inherited muscular dystrophy but
did not. Instead, they “are ex-
amples of complete spontaneous

corrections of myotonic dystro-
phy mutations,” wrote Dr. Han G.
Brunner and colleagues from
University Hospital in Nijmegen.

Dr. Robert G. Korneluk and
others from the University of Ot-
tawa in Canada reported a similar
case in the Feb. 5 issue of the
journal Science.

“It’s brand-new genetics,”
Korneluk said. “That’s what
makes it fascinating. It’s not the
typical Mendelian inheritance.”

The genetic defect involves the
explosive copying of onetiny frag-
ment of genetic code. The more
times this segment is repeated,
the more severe the disease.

This piece of code, known in
genetic shorthand as CTG, is re-
peated between five and 40 or so
timesin the gene of normal people.

" When defective, it contains any-

where from 50 to several thou-
sand repeats. Typically the num-
ber of repeated sequences in-
creases as the gene passes from
parent to child.

People are born with two copies
of the gene, one inherited from
each parent. If one of the two genes
is bad, then the child will get dys-
trophy.

In one of the Dutch cases, the
child’s gene contained 24 repcats
of the CTG sequence, while the
father’s version contained up to
600. In the other case, the child’s
genecontained 19 while the father’s
had up to 500.

Such repairs are probably rare.
Komeluk saidhe believes they hap-
pen in fewer than one in 1,000
myotonic dystrophy cases. Until
now,similarrepairs have beenseen
occasionally in bacteria and cells
in test tubes, but never in people.

Smoking more deadly
than earlier believed

LONDON (AP) - Smokers are
three times more likely to die be-
fore the age of 70 than nonsmok-
ers, scientists said in announcing
thelatest results of a 40-year study
of the health of British doctors.

“These new results are much
more extreme than had been sug-
gested by the 20-year follow-up
when premature death was ‘only’
twice as common in smokers asin
nonsmokers,” said Sir Richard
Doll, who identified the link be-
iween smoking and lung cancer.

Scientists said the gap has wid-
ened because nonsmokers have a
longer life expectancy today than
20 years ago. Cigarette smokers
arenotliving longer, said Doll, an
investigator at the Imperial Can-
cer Research Center at Oxford
University.

Death due to heart disease has
dropped by 30 percent among
nonsmokers, but has not dropped
among smokers, said Doll, speak-
ing Monday at the Royal Society,
Britain’s most prestigious scien-
tific organization,

While cigarette smokers prob-
ably shared in some of the im-
provements that affected non-
smokers, such as coronary bypass
surgery, hypotensive surgery, and
dietary change, “the benefits have
been counterbalanced by the ma-
turing of the smoking epidemic,”
said Doll.

The report includes a greater
proportion of men who started
smoking when they were teenag-
ers. The earlier analysis, after 20
years, included doctors who
started smoking later in life be-
cause smoking had not been fash-
ionable when they were teenag-
ers.

The results are based on the
analysis of 34,439 male doctors
whohave beentraced for 40 years.
The study is world renowned for
providing some of the earliest
evxdenjce linking smoking and
lung cancer.

Richard Peto, astatistician who
works with Doll, said the findings
were based on 668 deaths within
the study group in the last 20
years.

NEW YORK (AP) - If the Super
Bowl is over, it must be time for
the Sports Ilustrated “swimsuit
issue.”

While most people mark the
change of the seasons by spring,
summer, fall and winter, Ameri-
can sports fans know them as
baseball, football, basketball and
hockey.

And over the last two decades
of so, they have added another
milepost - the swimsuit edition.

Just like the Indianapolis 500
and the NFL’s Super Bowl, the
swimsuit issue has become a
uniquely American event.

Sports Illustrated is probably
the most popular sports magazine
in the United States, one of only
twoweekly, nationally circulated
general sports magazines and the
only glossy one.

And every year for the past 29,
ithas published as one of its regu-
lar weekly editions, an issue fea-
turing. bathing-suit clad models
in exotic resort locations.

It has become so popular that
Sports Illustrated estimates that
this year’s issue, which started
selling Wednesday, will have a
readership of 41 million - 16 mil-
lion above its weekly average.

It is one of the SI's largest
editions in number of pages -
second only to Olympic issues,
and accommodates the swell in
advertising ST gets, although it
won’t say how much. '

#It’s safe to say this has become
a ‘phenomenon, especially over
the past decade,” said SI’s pub-
licity director Roger Jackson.

It has sparked videos, calen-
dars and other sports magazines,
such as monthlies Inside Sports,
and Sport, to follow the lead with

their own swimsuit editions.

For the model who graces the
cover, it is almost a guarantee for
stardom. Itis considered one of,
if not the, top job in the fashion
industry. Models such as Christie
Brinkiey, Cheryl Tiegs and Kathy
Ireland have become as famous,
if not more o, than San Francisco
quarterback Joe Montana, Chi-
cago Bulls guard Michael Jordan,
and Los Angeles Kings center
Wayne Gretzky.

“Everybody’s praying Jule
(Campbell) will take her _ pray-
ing,” is the way Ilene Ford of the
world famous Ford Modeling
Agency was quoted describing
the competitiveness and impor-
tance placed on the SI swimsuit
cover.

This year’s honor went to
Vendela, a Swedish model who
goes by one name. Brinkley and
Tiegs have had clothing lines
while Ireland has gone on to star
in three feature-length films, in-
cluding her recently released
“Loaded Weapon 17,

“We were the first magazine to
identify the model on the inside
pages from the very first issue,”
said Jule Campbell, whohas been
responsible for putting together
the issue since its inception in
1964,

- “The reason for success is that
itis done in good taste,” Campbell

said from her New York office. - -

Another aiding factor has been
the invention of Lycra, an elastic,
clingy fabric that replaced wool
and other “icky” material in the
design of the suits, according to
Campbell. . o

The issue began when editors
of the magazine were looking for
a way to break the monotony of
winter with a colorful issue from
some exotic warm-weather loca-

tion. They wanted something to
mark the time between the end of
NFL season and the beginning of
baseball season.

It has been shot in locations

‘such as Cancun, Mexico; the

Seychelles; the Bahamas; Bora-
Bora; Maui, Hawaii; displaying
the swimsuits that will supposedly
cover the summer shoreline - al-
though your average beachgoer
could go blind looking for them.

Campbell selects the suits, al-
ways at least one racing or tank
suit-“a bonafide good swimming
suit”, some bikinis or two-piece
suits and always one or two “to
stir the pot.”

She will wade through thou-
sands of photos to select about
120, from which the SI photo
editor, managing editor and art
director will select 2-3 covers, an
opener and a closer.

There were so many good extra
photos, “that’s how the calendars
were bom,” Campbell said.

Some photos have really
“stirred the pot.”

The biggest spatula may have
been a 1978 photo of Tiegs
walking along a beach in a fishnet
tank suit that showed more of her
breasts than some thought ap-
propriate. It adorned the walls of

many men’s college dormrooms.

It was photos such as the 1978

one that has created probably the

next most popular issue - the one
that follows two weeks later with

all the letters praising, complain-

ing and cancelling subscriptions -

to the magazine; ‘Many réflect the -

attitude of New York City’s -
Michael DeMeo who in 1991 .
wrote: “May I please see at least
onemore shot of Kathy (Ireland)?
Without it, I may not survive the -
winter months.”

Police and politicians, including former Vice President Dan Quayle,
called on Wamner to pull “Cop Killer” because they said it encouraged
violence against police.

The song, which sold 200,000 copies in ts first two months, contained
the line “I’m ‘bout to dust some cops off. ... Die, die, die, pig, die.”

More than 1,000 music stores removed the album, although Warner
defended Ice-T'’s right to record the song until he finally announced it
would be dropped from the album.

Liz helps drug users

LOS ANGELES (AP) - One of Elizabeth Taylor’s charities is donating
dlrs 150,000 to fund a program that allows intravenous drug users to
exchange used needles for clean ones.

“We have to fight AIDS on every front. This means confronting the
virus not only in the laboratory, the clinic and the classroom, but also on
the streets and in the shooting galleries of our cities and towns,” Miss
Taylor said Tuesday at ameeting of the American Foundation for AIDS
Research. The money was being transferred to the research foundation
from The Elizabeth Taylor AIDS Foundation.

Intravenous drug users account for about one-quarter of AIDS cases
in the United States. The virus is transmitted through shared needles.

Brooke, Michael just friends

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) - Brooke Shields says she and Michael
Jackson are just friends.

Jackson, 34, said in a television interview with Oprah Winfrey last
week that he was dating Shields, 27, and that he loves her.

Italian cities want more casinos

ROME (AP) - Italian cities suffering from recession, declining tourism
and growing budget deficits have placed their bets on a proposed law
that would increase the number of casinos in Italy from four to 15.

More than 100 cities have requested casino licenses in the event
parliament passes the law, the ANSA news agency reported.

The measure, introduced last week, would allow 11 casinos to open
in cities with fewer than 70,000 inhabitants that are more than 125 miles
(200 kilometers) away from other casinos or racetracks.

Sorrento and Capri near Naples, Taormina in Sicily, Rimini on the
Adriatic coast and Anzio near Rome are frontrunners among the cities
that would receive licenses if the law passes.

Casinos already exist in Venice, San Remo on the Ligurian Coast, St.
Vincent in the Alps near France and Campione d’Italia, an Italian
enclave in Switzerland.

“someone in between” Barbara Bush and Hillary Rodham Clinton.

3. Foreigners may not own
40% of any corporation in the
Philippines, a massive disincen-
tive for foreign investment in a
capital starved country.

4. Foreigners may not own
land in the Philippines. (That
may be true here also, but it is
hard to describe aplace withmore
than 50% foreign population, as
anti-foreign.)

In no way am I advocating that
we do likewise. Not by a long
shot. But examining the actions
of those with the shrillest cries, I
would hope adds another perspec-
tive. I advocate the Golden rule.
If we are nice to foreigners, the
hope is that they will reciprocate.
It would be wise if others do the
same.

My actual experience with Im-
migration has always been
excellent. this has been my expe-
rience.

Kasparov
defeats 100
challengers

LONDON (AP) - Intemational
chess champion Gary Kasparov
let his moves do the talking as he
took on more than 100 challeng-
ers Wednesday in a good-natured
charity tournament.

Kasparov simultaneously took
on 26 teams of four players each,
working his way from board to
board in the smoking room of
London’s Simpson’s-in-the+
Strand restaurant. He emerged
undefeated.

Speaking to reporters earlier
Wednesday, the 29-year-old
Russian refused to respond to
criticisms levied against him by
Nigel Short, the British chess
master who will play him for the
world championship later this
year.

Short, 27, has said Kasparov is

“extremely unpleasant” person-
ally and “has almost no respect at
all from any of his colleagues.”

Kasparov, often noted for his
cold confidence, has been on his
best behavior since arriving in
Britain on Monday.

On Short’s public utterances,
Kasparov responded tactically.
“Replying to criticism would
mean I would start a discussion
from which I would never ben-
efit,” he said.

But he added that he was “100
percent confident” he would beat
Short to retain his title. “I am
confident I can win any event
now.” ,

He also matched wits against
several celebrities, including
former Prime Minister Lord
Callaghan.

Navratilova, Seles advance
in Paris Women’s Open

PARIS (AP) - Martina
Navratilova moved slowly but
easily into the second round of
the $375,000 Paris Women’s
Open tennis tournament
Wednesday while top seed
Monica Seles gained the
quarterfinals.

Navratilova, seeded second
downed Katja Oeljeklaus, a Ger-
man qualifiér, 6-1, 6-3 in less
than an hour despite not being
fond of the slow conditions of the
court.

Seles followed Navratilova on
court for a second-round match
against Judith Wiesner of Aus-

In a first-
round match, fourth seed Jana
Novoma of the Czech Republic
beat Sandrine Testud of France,
6-2, 6-2.

In the second round, Mary
Pierce of France, the No. 6 seed,
eliminated Nicole Muns-
Jagerman of the Netherlands, 6-
3,6-4,
