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THIEU SAYS SOUTH VIETNAM NOT 

READY TO STOP BOMBING IN NORTH 

Saigon--President elect Nguyen Van Thieu 

said Friday he would wait until officially 

assuming office about Oct, 1 to formally 

offer North Vietnam a bombing pause, 

It was the first time Thieu had spoken 

with newsmen since he was elected last 

Sunday. Thieu said he thought nis inau- 

guration would take place Oct, 1 and 

maybe one week or 10 days after that I 

will suggest the bombing pause, 

Thieu reiterated that there would be no 

pause unless Hanoi showed some sign she 

would reciprocate, "In principle it will 

start one week (after the inauguration) 

but it all depends on how Hanoi replies to 

my suggestions, he said. 

"any sign of good will, any acceptance 

of meeting or any acceptance to stop in- 

filtration to create a good atmosphere 

for a meeting or a talk" would be suf- 

ficient, he added,

Saigon--A long-smoldering feud between 

President-elect Nguyen Van Thieu and Vice 

President-elect Nguyen Cao Ky broke into 

the open Friday. 

Thieu refused at late hour and for a 

second time to appear on the same American 

television program with Ky, Thieu agreed, 

however, to appear alone and did so Friday. 

The program was the National Broadcasting 

Compan's "Meet the Press’ panel show and 

was recorded for viewing next Sunday in the 

United States. A spokesman for NBC said 

he had received agreements too weeks %£° 

from both the Thieu and Ky camps that they 

would appear together on the program. 

The original taping of the show was 

scheduled for Thursday morning, but Thieu 

backed out. He said throught a spokesman 

that he had not been properly informed. 

Instead, Thieu arrived at the television 

studio and recorded a brief message to 

the People of Vietnam, calling on them for 

sacrifices.
