Illicitdrug abuse and trade in Papua 
New Guinea (PNG) is the highest 
in the Pacific region, according to 
the PNG National Narcotics Bu­
reau. 

Participants at a drugs aware­
ness workshop in Goroka were 
told that PNG is ranked ahead of 
Fiji and Samoa in terms of drug 
abuse. 

Course facilitator Kila Pat of the 
bureau told the closing ceremony 
the problem had flourished to such 
an extent that urgent and collec­
tive efforts were needed to control 
it. Pat said the impact of drug abuse 
was beginning to be felt through­
out society. 

Garry Kellar, a police drug ex­
. pert based at Goroka, said drug 
trafficking and abuse could not be 
eradicated, but could be minimised 
if there was a concerted effort from 
governments, NGOs, businesses 
and law enforcers. 

Some evidence of drug abuse, 
Kellar said, were declines in aca­
demic results and increases in dis-

ciplinary problems in schools. 
He said drug awareness 

programmes were lacking and that 
was one reason why drug abuse 
was rampant in cities, towns and 
villages. 

"Today we are talking about 
marijuana only. With the next 
millennium around the comer, we 
could expect harder drugs on our 
shores and with such harder drugs, 
PNG will never be the same 
again," Kellar said. 

He said arresting and prosecut­
ing drug cultivators, traffickers 
and consumers had little effect 
and called for an all out "war 
against drugs." 
· Wagambie slammed the Gov­
ernment for not doing enough to 
tackle the problem. 

"I'm not happy because we're 
not doing enough. Politicians, 
bureaucrats and other workers 
including police are not doing 
enough." Wagambie said.

Dr. Milan said people from very 
remote places like Marawakaand the 
extremes of Lufa in &stem High­
lands had tested positive for the HIV 
virus. 

He categorised drug abusers and 
I-ITV positive people as being in very 
high-risk groups. • 

"In a few y= time, I fear we will 
have a real problem" Dr. Milan said, 
citing Port Moresby as having much 
higherratesofHIV/AIDS than other 
centres in Papua New Guinea. 

Tonga beans 
find market 
in Japan 
TONGA (Pacnews) 
Tonga\ size and quality of 
vanilla beans has attracted 
potential marketing oppor­
tunities in Japan. 

The market potential was 
revealed to Government rep­
resentatives while on a re­
cent fact finding tour with 
various markets destinations 
in Japan. 

Trade officer, Saimone 
Yuki said positive feedbacks 
were given to them with re­
gards to the length of the 
beans measuring up to 28 
centimetres. 

Tongatrade shipped two 
tonnes of A and B grade va­
nilla last month and prices 
were as high as US$ 45 for 
each grade. 

The prices compared 
favourably to the current 
level of US$25 or up to 
US$30 in the traditional mar­
kets in the United States and 
Germany. 

Trial export of vanilla to 
Japan began during the first 
part of the year with an ini· 
t;al volume of 20 kilograms. 

Japan says if Tonga main­
tains its high quality, the 
price could be between 
US$ I 50 to US$250, similar 
to the treatment given to va­
nilla from French Polynesia. 

Saimone said vanilla grow­
ers in the Kingdom espe­
cially those in Vava 'u should 
not lose hope for the future 
of the market, as further ne­
gotiations are continuing to 
secure better and reliable 
market opportunities.

RP's Estrada stops 
woman's execution 
MANILA, Oct 13 (Reuters) 

- President Joseph Estrada on 
Wednesday halted the 
Philippine's first execution of a 
woman - a convicted drug traf­
ficker - by commuting the death 
sentence imposed by a trial court. 

Estrada told reporters he had 
not decided on a new penalty for 
Josefina Esparas, but a presiden­
tial spokesman said it would 
.. most likely" be life imprison­
ment. 

Esparas' execution had been 
set for next week. 

The commutation was recom­
mended by a conscience panel of 
churchmen, academics and re­
tired judges . 

"That is their recommendation 
to me ... and I will commute the 
sentence," said Estrada. 

The law gives the president the 
power to reduce the death pen­
alty to life imprisonment or even 
grant a pardon. 

The panel, formed to review 
all death sentences imposed by 
trial courts, found Esparas was a 
drug courier while the real sup­
pliers escaped, Estrada said. 
Esparas was sentenced to death 
in 1994 for smuggling 20 kg ( 44 
lb) of methamphetamine hydro­
chloride, or '"ice," from Hong 

President Joseph Estrada 

Kong worth 30 million pesos 
($742,000). 

"Of course, I'm very very 
happy," Esparas told Reuters as 
fellow inmates kissed and hugged 
her at Manila's Correctional In­
stitute for Women after hearing 
the news on 'the radio. 

There are 22 people on death 
row at the institute. 

Five people have been executed 
by lethalinjectionsince the largely 
Roman Catholic country restored 
the capital punishment in 1994. 
All were carried out this year. 

The Philippines abolished the 
death penalty in 1987 but restored 
it after a rise in violent crimes. 

Landslide kills 2 in RP 
DAV AO, Philippines (AP)-A 
landslide triggered by heavy rains 
buried at least seven shanties and 
killed two people in a southern 
Philippine gold-mining town, of­
ficials said Wednesday. 

Three others were injured and 
one remained missing in the land­
slide Tuesday in Pantukan in 
Compostela Valley province, the 
officials said. 

Carmelito Lupo of the Office 
of Civil Defense said local offi­
cials and residents in several land· 
slide-prone villages in Pantukan 
were warned several months ago 
to evacuate to safer areas during 
downpours. 

However, many remained in 

their shanties close to a 
mountainside which may have 
become unstable because of blast­
ing by miners, he said. 

"I hope now the local govern­
ment will be more forceful in 
implementing our advisory," he 
said. 

Many areas of Compostela, 
about 930 kilometers (575 miles) · 
southeast of Manila, are prone to 
landslides. 

A landslide triggered by heavy 
rains killed IO people, includ­
ing three children, in Pantukan 
in May. A month earlier, 16 
people died in a landslide in 
another Compostela mining 
town.

Military keeping pow-er 
ISLAMABAD,Pakistan(AP)­
Pakistan 's new military leader came 
under pressure to restore democ­
racy Wednesday after his troops 
swept away the elected govern­
ment, raising fears around the world 
at the prospect of rumy rule in a 
nuclear-armed nation. 

Pakistan's nuclear rival, India, 
put its troops on alert and watched 
warily for the next step by Gen. 
Pervaiz Musharraf, a man Indians 
blame for months of bloody fight­
ing this summer in disputed Kash­
mir. 

Musharraf, head of Pakistan's 
rumy, gave no hint about his plans 
Wednesday, maintaining silence 
after announcing before dawn that 
his troops had ousted Prime Minis­
ter Nawaz Sharif. 

Tuesday's lightning coup · 
sparked by Sharifs attempt to fire 
Musharraf -capped months of 
growing army resentment against 
the premier for backing away from

the fight over Kashmir. President 
CJ int on pressured Sharif into con­
vincing Islamic fighters to pull back, 
reportedly outraging and humiliat­
ing anny leaders. 

In Washington, Secretary of State 
Madeleine Albright warned the 
coup created a "level of uncer. 
tainty"inSouthAsia. She said U.S. 
officials had been in contact with 
Pakistan's military leaders, trying 
to persuade them to restore demo­
cratic government. 

"A military takeoverofthis kind 
. .. does make itdifficul tto continue 
business as usual," she said. 

India and Pakistan, which con­
ducted tit-for-tat nuclear tests last 
year, have fought three wars in 52 
years, two of them over Kashmir. 

Pentagon spokesman Kenneth 
Bacon played down worries over 
Pakistan's nuclear weapons pro­
gram, saying in Washington that 
the coup had not changed the situ­
ation since control of the weapons

program had always been in the 
hands of the military. 

Officials from both countries dis­
missed fears of a Pakistani attack 
on India.

Musharraf's troops moved 
swiftly in Pakistan's main cities 
onlyanhourafterSharifannounced 
the general's dismissal. The sol­
diers seized government buildings 
and airports and shut down state· 
run TV and radio for several hours. 

Many Pakistanis danced in the 
streets, praising the army for get­
ting rid of an elected leader who 
had become increasingly despised 
for his heavy-handed rule and eco­
nomic mismanagement 

Before dawn, Musharraf went 
on the air to announce the military 
takeover. He said his forces had 
acted "as a last resort" to stop 
Sharifs government, which he ac­
cused of "systematically destroy­
ing" the state and driving the 
economy toward collapse. 

The general urged calm and 
promised "very soon" to announce 
his plans for Pakistan's future. He 
did not elaborate. 

Aside from setting up a pro vi· 
sional government, Musharraf 
could call elections · a move re­
quired within three months under 
the constitution -or try to rule him­
self. 

From around the world came 
demands he hand power back to a 
democratic government. 

U.N. Secretary-General Kofi 
Annan urged the army to restore 
civilian rule quickly, and the Inter­
national Monetary Fund said it was 
cutting off aid to Pakistan until 
democracy returned. 

In another sign of growing 
isolation, the Commonwealth -
a grouping of former British 
colonies - said it might suspend 
Pakistan's membership, a move 
last taken in 1995 against Nige­
ria. European Union also said it 
would postpone a new trade deal 
with Pakistan for the time be­
ing. 

In India, Prime Minister Atal 
Bihari Vajpayee expressed 
concern about the coup and 
said India was willing to talk 
to any Pakistani regime. But 
his foreign minister, Jaswant 
Singh, said negotiations would 
have to wait until the situation 
normalizes. 

Pakistan's army spokesman 
reacted angrily to India's mili­
tary alert along the border. 

"I think that India's actions 
are totally absurd putting its 
forces on alert ... as if Paki­
stan is going to try to precipi­
tate a war." Brig. Rashid 
Quereshi told The Associated 
Press. 

In an apparent warning to 
India, Musharraf said "no out­
side forces" should try to take 
advantage of the "prevailing 
situation in Pakistan ... We 
shall preserve the integrity and 
sovereignty of our country to 
the last drop of blood."

Pakistan economy 
in for tough times 
ISLAMABAD, Pakistan (AP) 
- Pakistan's battered economy 
is in for a tough time following a 
military coup that removed Prime 
Minister Nawaz Sharif's elected 
government, analysts said 
Wednesday. 

With global donors warning Pa­
kistan to restore democracy or 
lose its aid, keeping the ailing 
economy afloat is likely to be one 
of the toughest challenges ahead 
for the military rulers. 

Michel Camdessus, managing 
director of the International Mon­
etary Fund, said Pakistan will re­
ceive no fresh installments under 
a $1.6 billion loan until democ­
racy is restored.

The lending nations and com­
mercial banks, which .have re­
scheduled $7.7 billion worth of 
loans, may follow suit if the 
IMF suspends its loan package, 
say bankers. 

That makes some in Pakistan 
angry. 

"It's easy to sit outside and 
issue statements in favor of de­
mocracy," Nadeem Naqvi, chief 
analyst of the International As­
set Management Company. 
"But in a country where democ­
racy is abused and misused to 
benefit a few ... instead of threat­
ening, the donors should wait 
until the new regime unveils 
plans." · 

On Tuesday, Army Chief 
Pervaiz Musharraf dismissed 
Sharif' s government, saying he 
mismanaged the economy and 
wrecked institutions. 

Wednesday was declared a 
bank holiday in an apparent ef­
fort to prevent financial panic 
and a run on the banks. Foreign 
exchange dealers were directed 
to keep shutters down, Owais 
Kalia, a currency dealer said. 
The stock markets also remained 
closed. 

Gregory Kronstcn, an econo­
mist at Westdeutsche 
Landesbank in London, said if 
creditors were to pull out, the 
implications for the economy 
would be very serious. 

Thus any new government 
will want to make efforts to keep 
the Fund on board. 

"They have to come up with 
something acceptable to the IMF 
soon," Kronsten said in a tele­
phone interview. 

Analysts say any suspension 
of international money would 
force Pakistan to default on $32 
billion in foreign debt repay­
ments. 

Gareth Price, an analyst at the 
London-based Control Risks, an 
investment adviser company, 
said there was strong opposi­
tion to military rule in the inter­
national community.

WELLINGTON, New 
Zealand (AP) - The long 
polar winter may be nearing 
an end for Jerri Nielsen, an 
American physician stranded 
at an Antarctic research sta­
tion with a lump in her breast. 

As up to 20 hours of sun­
light per day warm up the cold­
est place on Earth, rescue 
comes ever closer for the 47-
year-old Nielsen, who report­
edly has been treating herself 
with chemotherapy since a 
daring airdrop of medical sup­
plies in July. 

The crews of two Air Na­
tional Guard Hercules LC-130 
cargo planes reached 
Mc Murdo base on 
Antarctica's coast on Wednes­
day to wait for temperatures 
to rise enough for them to 
safely fly to the South Pole. 

They will make the 840-mile 
round trip flight to the Na­
tional Science Foundation's 
Amundsen-Scott South Pole 
research station as soon as a 
weather window opens. 

The temperature at 
Amundsen-Scott must edge 
above minus 58 degrees be­
fore .one of the Hercules at­
tempt the trip. The second 
plane will remain at Mc Murdo 
as a backup. 

"Aircraft really do not oper­
ate well" in extremely low 
temperatures, Air National 
Guard spokesman Victor 
Heinz said. "Strange things 
start happening to them at a 
certain temperature." 

At temperatures below mi­
nus 58, "the hydraulics tend 
to get very sluggish ... and 
hydraulics are critical to op­
erate flaps, landing gear, all 
the things you need to land the 
aircraft," Heinz said. 

When temperatures allow, 
one plane, with skis for land­
ing gear, will fly to the pole to 
pick up Nielsen - the base's 
only doctor - in an operation 
which must be executed at 
high speed to prevent the 
freezing temperatures from 
crippling the plane. 

The Hercules will land on a 
runway carved out of polar 
ice, pick up Nielsen, drop off 
a replacement doctor and fly 
uut again - all within 20 min­
utes and without turning off 
the plane's four propellers, 
Heinz said. 

The polar temperature 
Wednesday was minus 65 de­
grees and winds were light. 
Temperatures were rising 
quickly, meaning the rescue 
mission could begin within 
days. 

Once Nielsen, of Young-
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stown, Ohio, is aboard the 
plane, she will be cared for by 
a medivac doctor and nurse 
while being flown to 
McMurdo on the Antarctic 
coast. 

The U.S.-based National 
Science Foundation, which 

runs the Amundsen-Scott sta­
tion, is refusing to disclose 
details of Nielsen's condition 
and said it would release no 
information about her move­
ments after she leaves 
McMurdo. She is expected to 
be flown to the United States •

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Japan gives Venezuela credit 
TOKYO (AP)- Venezuelan 
President Hugo Chavez - who 
is touring Asia to lure busi­
ness to his country - won two 
key assurances from the Japa­
nese on Wednesday. 

Japan agreed to gram a $500 
million credit line to expand 
an oil refinery in Venezuel:J, 
and said it would consider 
buying a Venezuelan fuel 
called Orimulsion. which acts 
as a coal substitute, 

The credit line wiil be used 
to produce unleaded gas in the 
eastern city of Puerto La Cruz, 
Venezuelan Energy Minister 
Ali Rodriguez said . 

Even though the South 
American country has more 
oil reserves than any nation 
outside the Middle East, it has 
lagged behind in switching to 
unleaded gasoline, which is 
more environmentally com­
patible. 

The Japanese also promised 
to study ways to help finance 
a Venezuelan facility that 
would produce 5 million tons 
of Orimulsion a year. 
Orimulsion is an inexpensive, 
tar-like fuel that can replace 
coal in powering electric 
plants.

IMF warns 
Pakistan 

PARIS (AP)- International Mon­
etruy Fund managing director Michel 
Camdessus said Wednesday that Pa­
kistan will receive no further finan­
cial aid from the IMF until democ­
racy is restored in the country. 

Speaking on French radio, 
Camdessus called for a return to de­
mocracy inPakistan, where elements 
in tl1e armed forces overthrew the 
democratically elected government 
on Tuesday. 

"We are in a situation which is not 
rare ... where very serious political 
events occur, and friendly countries 
decide to suspend their assistance," 
Camdessus told Europe-I radio. 
"SincetheIMFcannotcarryonalone, 
aid is suspended." 

The IMF approved a $1.56 billion 
loan package for Pakistan two years 
ago, but disbursements were frozen 
last year as part of international sanc­
tions to punish Pakistan for conduct­
ing nuclear testing. 

Camdessus also described the po­
litical situation in Pakistan as a "very 
real threat" 

"Pakistan is in a very sensitive part 
of the world. Itisanuclearcountry, an 
Islamic country, highly populated, 
bordering an even more highly popu­
lated and nuclear country, India," he 
said .

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Gore wins AFL-CIO backing 
LOS ANGELES (AP) - Vice 
President Al Gore· s presidential 
bid won the liftofmillionsofunion 
foot soldiers Wednesday, but the 
AFL-CIO's endorsement was far 
from unanimous. Teamsters pro­
tested the rushed vote as "a sod 
job·· masquerading as a grass-roots 
movement. 

"With the AFL-CIO by my side, 
I know we 're going to win this 
nomination next summer and to­
getherwe 're going to win the presi­
dency in Novem berof2000,'" Gore 
enthused. 

The 13 million-member labor 
federation's endorsement resolu­
tion, approved on voice vote that 
was not unanimous, called him "a 
champion of our unions." It kicks 
into gear a $40 million union mo­
bilization fornext year's primaries 
and general election. 

Jacqueline Johnson, here with 
the Transportation workers, said 
she was ready to enlist at Gore's 
new Nashville headquarters. "I've 
seen what he's about. I'm ready to 
run to Tennessee," she said. 

Gore's acceptance speech - at 
the Los Ange Jes Convention Cen­
ter, just across a plaza from where 
he hopes to accept the Democratic 
presidential nomination at the 
party's convention next summer -
was as much a victory cry as re­
lieved sigh. 

Helped by President Clinton, 
Gore waged a bruising, to-the-last­
hour endorsement battle against 
rival Democrat Bill Bradley, whose 
press for a delay won support from 
the Teamsters and United Auto 
Workers. 

Bradley released a statement 
aftcrthe vote, saying "my commit­
ment to working men and women 
and the role that labor can play in 
their lives is unwaveiing.'' 

James P. Hoffa, whose 1.4 mil­
lion Teamsters fonn the largest of 
AFL-CIO's 68 union affiliates. 
opposed the endorsement as a top­
down dictate to a rank and file that 
needs more information on all the 
candidates and their positions.

"We disagree not necessarily 
with (Gore), but with the process," 
Hoffa said. 

Kentucky Teamster Jerry 
Vincent griped to fellow delegates 
from the microphone: "In terms of 
a grass-roots movement involving 
the membership, it looks like to me 
it's a sod job. In the South, we 
always say, 'Don't wrap that pig, 
weigh it.' And we'd like to have it 
weighed before it's wrapped.'' 

AFL-CIO President John 
Sweeney said the endorsement was 
an urgency to enable workers "to 
be full-participants in what has 
become a front- loaded primary pro­
cess." 

"We must begin now to inject 
our issues and our energy into the 
contest," Sweeney told more than 
700 delegates to the biennial AFL­
CIO convention. 

To a salsa music beat, the vice 
president bounded through the cav­
ernous hall with a dance in his step, 
grabbing at hands and falling into 
hugs. 

Only the fiercest advocates of 
his early nod . the Firefighters, 
American Federation of Teachers, 
and American State, County and 
Municipal Employees - turned out 
their own ''for Gore" T-shirts and 
placards in the convention hall. 

With the dissent of the 2.2 mil -
lion Teamsters and autoworkers, 
and abstentions from a half dozen 
small unions, ··the jury is still out 
on whetherthis is a huge boost. It's 
certainly the first good news Gore's

REDDISH KNOB OVER­

acres of federal forestland off­
limits to development would not 
harm the timber industry. 

The remote, largely pristine par­
cels of land Clinton wants to pre­
serve represent a mere fraction of 
federally owned forest, he said. 
Vast reaches ofother federal ti m­
berland are already available for 
logging and other development, 
he said. 

··It is very important to point 
out that we are not trying to tum 
our national forests into muse­
ums," Clinton said as he detailed 
a plan environmentalists call pro­
gressive and the timber industry 
has called reckless. 

His program would prevent or 
restrict road-building through the 
larger sections of currently 
roadless federal forest, most of it 
in the West. 

Less than 5 percent of tim­
ber harvested in America 
comes from national forests, 
and of that amount just 5 per­
cent comes from roadless ar­
eas, Clinton said. 

''We can easily adjust our fed­
eral timber program to replace 5 
percent of 5 percent." Clinton said 
to applause. "but we can never 
replace what we would destroy if 
we don't protect these 40 million 
acres." 

Roads open forest areas to de­
velopment, erosion and pollution. 
They also disrupt wildlife, plant 
life and natural systems. But 
roadless federal land also con­
tains some of the most desirable 
timber owned by the Forest Ser­
vice. Timber companies and their 
al lies in Congress oppose any ef­
fort to close off future develop­
ment. 

The president took a few swipes 
at congressional Republicans, 
several of whom have already 
denounced the forest plan, for 
what he described as shortsighted 
views on the environment. 

"Once again. the leaders of the 
Republican majority are pollut­
ing our spending bills with spe-

cial interest riders that would pro­
mote overcutting in our forests, 
allow mining companies to dump

Congress urged to 
pass hate crinie bill 
WASHING TON (Reuters) -
President Bill Clinton on Wednes­
day used the anniversary of the 
murder of a gay Wyoming col­
lege student to press Congress to 
approve hate crimes legislation. 

Matthew Shepard was pistol­
whipped by assailants who tied 
him to a fence and left him for 
dead in October 1998. Police said 
the crime was committed because 
Shepard, of Laramie, Wyoming, 
was homosexual. 

In July, the Senate passed legis­
lation allowing the federal gov­
ernment to help prosecute crimes 
of bodily injury committed be­
cause of a person's race, religion, 
colour, national origin, gender, 
disability, or sexual orientation. 

But the House of Representa­
tives has not acted on the legisla­
tion. The Senate has tucked the 
bill into legislation appropriating 
money for the departments of 
Commerce, State and Justice, but 
there is a question as to whether it 
will survive in autumn budget 
negotiations. 

In a written statement, Clinton 

said: "Congress has the opportu­
nity to complete work on that leg­
islation and to send it to me for 
signature. I call on Congress to do 
the right thing and enact hate crime 
legislation before the end of this 
session. The nation cannot afford 
to wait." 

He said that "it has been a year 
since the murder of Matthew 
Shepard, and two years since I 
first proposed to strengthen the 
nation's hate crime laws," and in 
the meantime hundreds of Ameri­
cans have been injured or killed 
"simply because of who they are." 

Shepard died on Oct. 12, 1998, 
five days after the attack took 
place. He never regained con­
sciousness after suffering massive 
head wounds. 

One of two people accused in 
the case, Aaron McKinney, went 
on trial in Wyoming on Monday. 

The other person accused, 
Russell Henderson, pleaded guilty 
in A pri I to murder and kidnapping 
charges to spare his life and is 
serving two consecutive life terms 
in a Wyoming prison. 

US Customs takes 
aim at media pirates 

WASHING TON (Reuters) -
The U.S. Customs Service is step­
ping up the battle against the ille­
gal copies of computer software, 
movies and music that cost U.S. 
industry billions of dollars a year 
in revenue, Commissioner 
Raymond Kelly said on Wednes­
day. 

In testimony before a House 
International Relations subcom­
mittee, Kelly identified China and 
Taiwan as the chief culprits in 
shipping pirated merchandise to 
the United States. 

Individuals who develop intel­
lectual property are deprived of 
the proceeds due them from use of 
their products by the counterfeit-

ing of trademarks and the pirating 
of copyrighted material. 

Kelly said a new centre, based 
at customs headquarter~, would 
coordinate investigations by sev­
eral agencies, including customs 
and the FBI, into the theft of intel­
lectual property. The intent is to 
avoidduplicatingeffortand focus 
investigations for faster results. 

Kelly said that during the first 
half of fiscal 1999 - the year that 
ended on Sept. 30-customs seized 
more than $73 million in pirated 
merchandise and conducted more 
than 500 criminal investigations. 

"China and Taiwan accou·nted 
for 56 percent of this seized mer­
chandise," Kelly said.

SUKHUMI, Georgia (AP) -
Gunman seized six United Na­
tions military observers and their 
translator Wednesday as they were 
delivering aid in Georgia's 
breakaway territory of Abkhazia. 

Negotiators are in radio contact 
with the abductors, and officials 
said they would do whateverthey 
could to ensure the observers' 
safety. 

"There are talks," said Manoel 
de Almeida e Silva, a deputy 
spokesman at U.N. headquarters 
in New York. "At this time, the 
hostages appear to be in good 
condition." 

Interior Minister Kakha 
Targamadze said on Georgian 
television that "there are special 
units there which are able to per­
form the operation of liberating 
the hostages, but we are doing 
everything possible to avoid 
bloodshed." 

State Security Minister 
Vakhtang Kutateladze was quoted 
by the lnterfax news agency as 
saying the kidnappers are seeking 
$200,000 ransom. 

The seven hostages include 
U.N. military observers from 
Greece, Switzerland and the 
Czech Republic, a U.N. doctor 
from Germany and an Abkahazian 
translator- whose names have not 
been released - as well as two 

observers identified by their home 
countries: Uruguayan Army Maj.

The gunmen also tried to com­
mandeer the helicopter, but the 
pilot managed to fly away, 
Interfax reported, citing 
Abkhazia's mission in Moscow. 

Georgia's presidential envoy to 
Abkhazia, Iveri Chelidze, and 
general staff chief Lt. Gen. Dzhoni 
Pirtskhalaishvili flew to the re­
gion after the kidnapping, Interfax 
reported. 

A U.N. spokesman in the 
Abkhazian capital Sukhu mi, who 
requested anonymity, said the 
group had gone to Azhara to take 
humanitarian aid to Georgian refu­
gees living there. 

Azhara is formally part of 
Abkhazia, but is still controlled 
by the Georgian government. 

About 100 U.N. observers are 
in Georgia to monitor the truce 
between the Georgian govem­
men t and separatists in Abkhazia.

Abkhazian separatists drove out 

Georgian government forces dur­
ing a 1992-93 war and have run the 
breakaway province since then. 

They have balked at the return of 
more than 300,000 ethnic Geor­
gian refugees who fled the fight­
ing, and peace talks have stalled. 

The U.N. Security Council in 
July approved extending the term 
of the military observers for an­
other six months.

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) -
Concerned that instability in the 
Balkans could cause countries 
seeking European Union mem­
bership to backslide, the EU's 
executive body on Wednesday 
recommended pushing ahead 
with talks to admit six coun­
tries. 

Membership negotiations 
should start next year with Bul­
garia, Romania, Latvia, Lithuania, 
Malta, and Slovakia, EU Com­
mission President Romano Prodi 
told the European Parliament in 
Brussels. 

"In the changed political land­
scape of Europe, especially in 
the Balkan region, some coun­
tries may let slip the progress 
they have made toward democ­
racy and human rights, and the 
European Union will have seri­
ously failed those countries," 
Prodi said. "We need to take a 
bold step forward to prevent this 
happening and to inject a vital 
new momentum into the enlarge­
ment process." 

The final decision will be made 
by EU leaders at their summit in 
Finland in December . 

Membership talks are already 
under way with six other nations: 
Cyprus, Estonia, Slovenia, Po­
land, Hungary and the Czech Re­
public. 

The six additional countries rec­
ommended Wednesday had been 
relegated to a group on a slower 
path to membership. This created 
a second-class category some con­
sidered discouraging. 

Prodi said negotiations should 
follow a "differentiated" ap-

proach, taking account of each 
candidate's progress. He said 
whether the first accessions take 
place starting in Jan. l, 2003, will 
depenct'entirely on the speed with 
which applicant countries can 
make progress on meeting mem­
bership criteria.

The Great Nothing 
IBE CONCEPT of nothing exists, 
at least as a concept, soi tis possible 
to speak of nothing. For 
Parmenides, over 2000 years ago, 
this was not so. Nothing, or not­
being, was not a possible object of 
thought. For if it was a possible 
object of thought, it would be some­
thing, but, by definition, it is noth­
ing. 

Parrnenides concluded from this 
that nothing may come to be from 
nothing, nor pass away into noth­
ing. Thus change and motion was 
an illusion, and the All is One, 
unchangeable and indivisible. 

However, throughout history, the 
concept of nothing has played a 
leading role in the drama of the 
intellect's attempt to understand 
reality. Eastern philosophy, exis­
tentialism, and mathematics would 
be nothing without the concept of 
nothing. 

In mathematics, the concept of 
nothing is explicated by the notion 

ofthenullset. Thenullsetistheset 
which has no members, and not to 
be confused with the equally im­
portant concept of zero. Zero is the 
number of elements in the null set, 
and so exists on a different logical 
level. For example, the set of stu­
dents in an empty classroom is the 
null set, but the number of those 
students is zero. 

There is only one null set, since 
sets are defined to be identical when 
they have exactly the same ele­
ments, and all sets containing noth­
ing contain the same members, 
namely none. Anything you say 
about the members of the null set is 
true, because it contains no objects 
of which your statement may be 
false. Thus the set of all geckos 
reading this column right now, the 
set of all CNMI senators who have 
been voted president of the United 
States, and the million dollars I 
have in the bank, are all the same 
null set. Itisequallytrueof all them 

that they are square, oblong, round, 
float on water, sink in the mud, and 
do the Cha cha cha. 

All the numbers have been con­
structed from the rock of the null 
set. Zero has been defined as the 
set of all sets whose members can 
be put in one-to-one correspon­
dence with the members of the null 
set. One is then defined as the set of 
all sets which are equivalent to the 
set whose only member is zero. 
And soon ... 

In literature, philosophy, an.d 
everyday life, nothing is often en­
countered in a positive way. For 
example, and unexpected silence 
may be deafening. Once in New 
York City, when the Third Avenue 
elevated train was tom down, the 
police received nuinerous phone 
calls complaining of the noise at 
precisely those times the train once 
passed. 

From an existentialist point of 
view, it is often the absence of

things which are noticed and in 
terms of which we assess what is. 
In the bouquet of life, your gaze is 
always determined by the missing 
rose. If you look down Beach 
Road on a Saturday night, you may 
be disappointed when you find no 
concerts, theaters, lecture halls, 
poetry readings, and so forth, for 
they are all the nuli set of things in 
terms which you judge what you 
do see. 

The idea of nothing may also 
produce fear. The Spanish phi­
losopher, Miguel De Unamuno, in 
the Tragic Sense of Life, states 

.. that, " ... even as a child, I remained 
unmoved when shown the most 
moving pictures of hell, for even 
then nothing appeared to me quite 
so horrible as nothingness itself." 
And for the philosopher Heidegger, 
there is no question more profound 
than the question of why there is 
anything rather than nothing. Paul 
Edwards called this question the 
"superultimate question." 

This idea of nothingness, or ab­
sence has been captured in art in 
famous paintings consisting of all 
black or white canvases, or the 
music of John Cage. In one com­
position, 4'33", there is 273 sec­
onds of total silence, and this is 
considered one of his finest pieces. 

In East.em philosophy, nothing 
is truly everything. It is a state of 
being which is beyond all concepts 
and verbal thought, and which we 
call nothing. For Deepak Chopra, 
this is a state of pure consciousness 
which is pure potentiality- the true 
stuff of self and existence. Arthur 
Schopenhauer ends volume one of 
his great work, The World as Will 
and Representation, with the words: 

" ... we have to banish the dark 
impression of that nothingness, 
which as the final goal hovers be­
hind all virtue and holiness, and 
whichwefearaschildr~nfeardark­
ness. We must not even evade it, 
and the Indians do, by myths and
